Three Germnns on Trial for Villify-

ing Von Caprivi and Dr. Miguel.

BERLIN, March 13.—The joint action for
slander brought by Dr. Miquel, the Minister
of Finance, and Chancellor Von Caprivl
agalnst Herr Plack, a newspaper writer,
Herr Dewald and Herr Schweinhagen, which
was commenced yesterday, was continued
to-day. Herren Plack and Dewald Issued a
book entitled “Pharisees and Hypocrites,”
and reproduced in this book charges made
by Rector Ahlward. Herr Schweinhagen
villified Dr. Miquel and Chancellor Von
Caprivl in spersches which he made at varl-
ous meetings, declaring that Dr, Miquel had
been gullty of a criminal transaction in
connection with the Roumanian loan. The
defendants yesterday upheld their assartions
and to-day Herr Schwelnhagen preferred a
counter charge of slander against Dr.
Miquel. The latter, during the course of
his examination to-day, said that while a
partner in the Disconto Gellschaft he re-
celved 1,350,000 marks, and not 8,000,000 marks
profit. Dr. Miquel then proceeded to deseribz
the floating of the HRoumaninn Rallway
Company, denying Rector Ahlwardt's as-
gertion that the German people were de-
frauded out of miilions of marks in connec-
tion with this transaction. Dr. Miquel con-
cluded his testimony with remarking that
men such as the prisoners could not wound
his honor, and that he brought the suit on
account of hig official position.

ALLEGED

The Russo-German Treaty.
BERLIN, March 13.—During the Russo-
German treaty debate to-day BEaron

Marshall von Bleberstein, the Secretary of

State for Foreign Affairs, warned the mem-
bers of the danger of continuing the tariff
war. Eventually the amendment fixing a
duty of five marks on rye instead of three
and a half was rejocted by a vote of 265 to

NEW ORDINANCE.

Terms on Which Detroit Proposes to
Grant a Street-Railway Franchise,

DETROIT, Mich., March 13.—Mayor Pin-
gree to-night submitted to the City Coun-
cil a new street-rallway ordinance, which
he proposes as an end to the apparently
undeterminable differences and litigation
between the Cltizens' Street-rallway Com-
pany and the clty. It provides eight tick-
els for 25 cents, a cash fare with general
transfers for 5 cents, and contemplates that
the city shall do the paving between the
tracks. The Mavor states that should the
Citizens' company refuse to accept the or-
dinance, other capital stands ready to ac-
cept.

RESCUE OF THE BRISCOE.

Disabled Steamer with an Starving
Crew of G5 Towed Into Port.

ST. JOHNS, N. F., March 13.—The steamer
Virginia Lake arrived here this morning,
having in tow the steamer Driscoe. The
Virginia ILake sighted the Briscoe at 3

o'clock on Monday morning nearly elghty
miles southwest of Cape Race. The Vir-
ginia had displayed rockets during the
night; they had been seen by the Briscoe
and answered. The Virginia Lake then
stood by while her captain boarded the
Briscoe to arrange for towing the disabled
steamer to port. The crew of the Briscoe
begged the captalin to take the ship in tow
or else take them off the steamer. After

the life boat left the Briscoe on Saturday
last to seek aid, a brigantine, bound to
this port, passed. Signals were made to
the brigantine to take them off, but they

were not recognized. A gloomy Sunday
was spent on board the Eriscoe, the crew
not knowing how long it would be before
help arrives. When the signals of the Vir-
ginla l.ake were made out on Monday
morning there was great rejoicing on the
Briscoe. The Briscoe's stock of provisions
had almost given out, and the men were in
an exhausted oondition from lack of food.
The Virginia l.ake provided a fresh sup-
ply of everyvthing needed to refresh the
men. The steamer presented a melancholy
spectacle, being battered and smashed In a
terrible manner, w\'er_vth!mf movable being
swept off the decks, and iron plates and
stanchions twisted into all sorts of forms.
As the coal had been exhausted wood had
been used for fuel for over three weeks
with the result that all spars, gear, hatches,
shifting boards, bunker linings and a por-
tion of the main deck sheathing had gone
under the bollers. The crew suffered great-
ly from exposure amd scarcity or food, and
when rescuad by the Virginia ILake the
men were little better than skeletons. There
were sixty-five persons aboard.

A War Ship in a Typhoon.,

SAN FRANCISCO, March 13.—The United
States man-of-war Marion, which should
have been well on her way to this port, is
at Yokohama undergoing extensive re-
paira. About a fortnight ago a cablegram
was recelved here from Yokohama saying
that the vessel had salled, but had been
obliged to return for repairs. The steamer
Gaelic, which has arrived from the Orient,
brings news that the damage was very seri-
ous. Two days after the Marion left Yoko-
hama the wvessel encountered a terrific
typhoon in the China sea which neariy
wrecked her. At one time she was on her
bezam ends. A portion of the rigging was
carried away and heavy seas swept over
her, gutting her deck houses and setting
everyvthing on deck awash. The walter
poured into the cabin and engine reoms,
and the boilers were loosened from their
fastoninegs, The fires were extinguished as
quickly as possible and the man-of-war
scudded along under bare poles before tae
wind. She rode safely through the storm
and eailed back to Yokohama in a battered
ocondition. The full extent of her repairs
was not known when the Gaelle satled, but
it is estimated that she will be on the dock
for at least two manths,

WABASH RIVER POISONED,

Peru Says Wabash Straw Board
Works Must Get Another Dump.

FPERU, Ind., March 13.—A committee of
the Council and water works board of this
city has just returned from an inspection
tour of the Wabash strawboard works and
the course of the Wabash river from that
city to this.

The citizens
of Lafontaine are In high feather at becom-
ing the center of a rich oil district, and it is
considered probable that judicious drilling
would discover oil in the immediate neigh-
borhood of this city.
