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Near the Close Came a Spurt of
Buying Causing an Advance.

Other Grains CIose(lLower than Thurs-
day, While Pork Was Also Ham-

mered Down in (he Last Hour.

CHICAGO, March 16. After a dull and
easy session wheat spurted at the close and
finlshsd Uc higher than yesterday. It was
wired from New York that millers there had
bought 200,000 bu of No. 2 red winter and
had taken 730,000 bu of No. 1 Northern at
65ToC c. 1. f. Buffalo; that exporters had
taken eighteen boatloads besld:s, and sales
of No. 2 spring for Immediate loading was
reported here. This sent the price up c
after May had touched 38c, and th? close
was but 'tc from the top. Fine weather and
discouraging cables had previously kept the
price down. May corn closed 4c lower.
May oats c lower and provisions lower all
around.

Wheat was very dull. There was nothing
to enliven It. Previous conditions were un-
changed at the opening, and up to within an
hour of the close there was no fresh news
of sufficient weight to turn the scale of
general opinion. The Liverpool market was
dull at unchanged prices, the weather still
favorable here and the receipts and ship-
ments did not vary sufficiently from the
recent dally average to disturb either shorts
or longs. Chicago receipts were 31 cars, as
compared with 193 a year ago. Minneapolis
and Duluth reported a total of 209 cars,
compared with 274 on ths corresponding day
of last year. A good inquiry for cash wheat
at New York both from shippers and millers
was reported there, and Minneapolis and
Duluth opinion, as expressed over the wires,
continued to be of the same bullish tenor as
ever. The exports from the four Atlantic
ports amounted In wheat and flour together
to 545,0jO bu, and when reported gave a little
needed support to prices. New York esti-
mated a decrease in the visible for the week
of l,75o,mX bu, and those who are in the
habit of estimating here made a similar
guess. The opening for May was 5sc, and It
ruled between that and 58ic up to within
twenty minutes of the close. The bulk of
the day's transactions were at 5SUc and
6$Vic. A report received from New York
Just before the close advised the purchase
at Duluth by New York millers of 750,000 bu
of No. 1 Northern wheat c L f. Buffalo, and
220,000 bu were bought here for immediate
loading. The latter was all No. 2 spring.
That closed the market up strong at 5S&c
bid.

Corn was weak after a short spell of
steadiness near the opening. The receipts
for the day were 264 cars, against 2o5 esti-
mated, but estimates for to-morr- amount-
ing to 37o cars was a weakening intluence
and was instrumental In bringing about
the decline which succeeded to the early
steadiness. The opening for May was
370. and It had declined to 37Hc by about
12:30 o'clock. The market strengthened
toward the close in sympathy with wheat,
and May was worth 37c at the close.

But a very light business was transacted
In oats. The market was somewhat lower,
influenced by the line weather, which has
increased the receipts, and also by the de-
cline in corn. Very little stuff was offered
and buyers were few. Trading was en-
tirely local and mostly by scalpers. To-
day's arrivals amounted to fourteen cars
more than were expected yesterday. May
opened Mt&c under yesterday's price, at
30Tw'u31c. and sold gradually down to 30Uc.
The market firmed up fjintly before the
close. May soil up to oOc and was
offered at 30c at the end. Hess was re-
ported to have bought freely.

Provisions opened firm at a slight ad-
vance in prices. The International and Chi-
cago packing companies were lair sellers
at rhe opening. The packers generally re-
ported a fairly good Inquiry for cash meats.
There was some decline on the selling re-
ferred to and buyers held aloof, apparently
expecting lower prices. The market backed
and filled a little during the day andacted fairly steady after the first decline
until George Goodwin, about half an hour
from the close, made one' of his charac-
teristic raids, which had the effect ofknocking 2c off the price of pork in a few
minutes.

ERA OF LOW PRICES

According to Dun & Co. This
Change Is Just Setting In.

The Past Week All Over the Country
Showed a Marked Decline in tho

Trice of Commodities.

NEW YORK, March 16. R. O. Dun. &
Co.'s weekly trade review says: Prices of
commodities are this week the lowest of
which there Is any record, having declined
1.2 in March and averaging 11.3 lower than
a year ago, so that more than a third of
the decrease In volume of all payments is
due to decline In prices of things consumed.
Six more iron furnaces have gone Into blast
this month, in part because prices of fin-

ished products are a shade lower and fur-
ther contracts have thus been secured. Pitts-
burg gets the lion's share.and has most of Its
works in operation, cheaper freights having
helped this week, with lower wages and
coke, and contracts for Mesuba ore at $2.23.
The Illinois steel works are about to re-

sume in part, having secured orders for
rails, but at the East rails are Inactive,
and deliveries every where are the lowest
for many years. Cheapness of material
and labor stimulates the erection of many
buildings, both East and West.

In women's dress goods It is Judged from
sales of wool the business Is about thre
fourtha of the usual magnitude, serges be-
ing in better demand. But In men's goods
not more than a quarter of the usual or-
ders for fall trade have yet been received.
The demand Is so large that sales of woolagain exceed last year's, being 4,435,700
pounds for the week, against 3.948,2io lastyear, and for the month, thus far, the In-
crease have been about 1,900.000 pounds,
though In February the decrease was 21.3
per cent. Cottons are generally steady,though good results have followed a small
advance In Lancaster ginghams, and fur-
ther concessions in brown goods are re-
fused. But stocks of print cloths are thelargest In March since 1!S5.

Railroad earnings made a better compari-
son, falling but 10.6 per cent, below lastyear's for the first week of Marc.i, against
13.7 per cent, in February, but the gain Is
partly because trunk-line- s have cut rates
and secured, for the first week in a long
time, a larger east-boun- d movement than
was recorded a year ago. The west-boun- d

movement Is also larger In dry goods and
groceries.

Speculation In products Is somewhat tame,
though pork and lard have declined sharp-
ly, while corn is held steadily, with receipts
4J per cent. larger than a year ago. Wheat
has been depressed by department report
that 114.000,000 bu remained in farmers
hands March 1. indicating a very great mis-
take In estimates of yields, or else a heavy
decrease In consumption. Cotton has de-
clined a shade, and estimates of the crop
are about 7,500,000 bales, in place of 6,600,000,
reported not long ago.

Failures for the first week of March were
few, with llablltle3 thus far reported of
only $2,092,238. of which $816,284 were of man-
ufacturing and $1,161,270 of trading concerns.
Owing to iarg? deferred statements received
too late for use last week, the aggregate of
liabilities for February has been raised to
$l7.8a3,670. The number of failures this week
Is 264 in the United States, against 190 lastyear, and fifty-fiv- e In Canada, against thirty
last year. The absence of Important embar-
rassments Is still more encouraging.
