Seven Errors in Law in the Lower
Court's Itulings Are Alleged.

Case Reaches the Supreme Court Booth
Bell, the Alleged Actor and Vil-

lain on Trial.

The Iron Hall case reached the Supremo
Court yesterday on appeal from the Marion
Superior Court. In the appeal Judge Howe,
attorney for the order, claims the lower
court made seven errors in law.

It is asserted that It was an
error for the court to hold that, because
of fraudulent conduct of officers and mal-
administration, it is impossible for the
Iron Hall to continue its business, and to
make the receivership permanent, and. to
distribute the money.
