A Series of Remarkable Letters to
Be Printed in the Journal. ,

Information Concerning the Daily Life,
Customs and Habits of the People of

Japan, China, ami Korea.

The Journal has arranged with Mr. Frank
G. Carpenter for one of the most remark-
able newspaper expeditions on record. The
trip begins in America. Striking the
Canadian Pacific in Manitoba, Mr. Car-
penter will go from there to British Colum-
bia and will sail from Vancouver over the
northern route of the Pacific ocean to
Japan. He will land at Toklo while the
snow Is still on the ground, and will spend
some weeks at the Japanese capital. After
Interviews and special feature articles from
there he wdll travel by the new railroads
right through the heart of Japan to Klota.
He will probably visit Nara, where there
are far more wonderful statues than that
of the famed and much published statue of
Buddha at Kamakura, and he will visit the
great Buddhist temple of Japan, which has
just been completed in the holy city of
Klota at a cost of $8,000,000. The Budd-
hists of this temple are the most famous
In the world and the logs for It were
hauled by cables of rope of human hair.
Two hundred thousand women cut off their
locks to furnish material for the rope.

From here Mr. Carpenter will ro to
Osaka, the New York of Japan, and will
write up the Japenese as traders, visiting
their stock excanges and telling all about
them in a business way. He expects to
visit here a famous monastery on the top
of a mountain. Inside the walls of which
for one thousand years no woman's foot
has stepped. He will then push his way
by Jinricksha and rail further on to the
westward, out of the lines known to the
ordinary tourist, visiting Hlroshema. where
the great naval station of the Japanese
empire Is, and from here will go to the
Island of Klushiu, and will probably go
through it to the city of Nagasaki.

From Nagasaki he will take ship to
China, landing first at Shanghai, the Paris
of the East, and a place noted for Its anti-Americ- an

Influences. From here he will
go about a thousand miles up the Yanff--
tse-KIa- ng river, passing through the most
rebellious part of the Chinese empire and
traveling1 for hundreds of miles into theveryheart of China. Among the other
Cities which he will visit will be the old
capital of China, --Nanking1, whose porcelain
tower was one of the wonders of the world,
and whose ancient ruins are included with-
in a wall of thirty-fiv- e miles In circum-
ference. From Chinklang he will go to the

.Golden Island and the Silver Island, which
are inhabited entirely by priests, whose
temples cover all of the land of the islands,
and after visiting them . he w 111 make a
trip Into the Interior and write a letterupon the Grand canal. This canal Is a great
artery of China, and In case of war with
the United States It will be an important
highway. It is. in places two hundred feet
wide, and it runs on walls through tnecountry.

ANOTHER IMPORTANT STOP.
Another Important stop on this trip up

the Yang-tse-KIan- g will bo Hankow, the
chief center of the sea trade of the Chinese
empire and one of the greatest cities of the
world. There are three cities here, which
Join each other much like New York, Jer-
sey City and Brooklyn, which, have a pop-
ulation of over a million. Here the Chineseare attempting to build railroads. They
have big cotton factories and they makeRemington rifles equal to those used by
our troops. Mr. Carpenter hopes to have an
interview with the famous Viceroy of
Hankow, and he will write up the curiousfeatures of these comparatively unknown
Chinese cities. After some stay here heexpects to push his way on about five hun-
dred miles further to the wonderful gorges
of Ichang, the scenery of which is said
to be finer than anything In the United
States or Europe, and the rocks of which
have no counterparts in the world. During
this trip he will pass through some of the
chief opium-raisin- g regions of China, andhe will visit sections where a hatred of for-
eigners prevails.

Coming back to Hankow and Chlnklang,
Mr. Carpenter may possibly cross the coun-
try to Tientsin, or he may take a boat andgo up along the Chinese coast to Cheefoo,and thence on up the Pelho river, passing
the wonderful fortifications at Taku, andmaking a study of Chinese defenses ther.At Tientsin he will write a letter about LiHung Chang, and describe this wonderfulcity, which is the center of trade for NorthChina, From here he will go on horsebackacross the country to Peking, the Chinese
capital. He will ppend some time here writ-ing special feature articles about the Chi-
nese and the Manchus, and will devote one
letter to the boy Emperor. After some
horseback tours through North China and atrip over the only railroad in the Celestialland, he will sail for Korea.

Korea, has been opened to the world only
about tifteen years. Foreigners were notpermitted to enter it, and the Koreans of
to-d- ay are just about what the Chinese
were five hundred ymire ago. In sedan
chairs, carried by coolies, Mr. Carpenter
will cross over the mountains from Che-
mulpo to the capital cf this country. This
is a city of people, surrounded by a
wall. Americans are now putting electriclights into the palace of the king, and there
is an electric railroad projected. Mr. Car-
penter will tell something about these queer
poople. and his letters concerning- - them will
be striking In the extreme. There ore few
roads in Korea. Still the country contains
12.(00,000 people and Its area Is ten times aslarge as that of Massachusetts. It is abig peninsula something like Florida orItaly in share.

Mr. Carpenter expects to push his way
from the capital right across the country to
the east coast by mt-an- s of horses or mules.
Here he will get a ship which will take
him to the Island of Yesso, where the ab-
origines of Japan live. The origin of these
people is unknown. They are the Esaus of
the East, and are covered with hair. They
worship bears, and it Is a part pf their re-
ligion to keep drunk. Mr. Carpenter will
spend some time among these people, writ-
ing several letters concerning them.

NOT LIKE A EUROPEAN TRIP.
He will leave this country at Hakodate

and will cross over to the island of Hondo,
the mainland of Japan. After some tour3
through the northern part of the country
Mr. Carpenter will come down to Nlkko,
and thence go by rail to Toklo. After some
weeks here he will go to Y'okohama and
take ship for the United States.

It Is interesting to know what a corre-
spondent requires In traveling upon a iour- -
ney like this. The trip is nothing like a
short excursion to Europe, where a man Is
warned by the guide books to take nothing
but a hand satchel. For this journey all
kinds of clothfng and all weights are re-
quired. The people of the East are particu-
lar as regards ceremonv, and the proper
dr?ss has tD be on hand for certain occa-
sions. A good big letter of credit will benecessary. This letter of credit will neces-
sarily have to run well up Into four figures,
and It Is well to provide against the dan-
gers of travel by making It as large as
possible. The most important thing, how-
ever, for such an expedition is good letters
of introduction. These are not to be bought
with money, ttnd they are the only kev
which will open the great things in the way
of travel and Information to the newspaper
correspondent.

Mr. Carpenter carries with him letters
from the most prominent men In the United
States to our diplomats and consuls in the
far East, and all that the officials abroad
can do for any one will be done for him. He
has also special letters to the leading offi-
cial and cabinet ministers of the countries
he visits, and everything will be thrownoen to him. It Is his idea to write of
these countries as they are to-da- y. and his
letters will enable him to get behind the
scenes and to examine the wires which
move the Eastern world.

Plain, practical and common sense in his
view?, there is no man better fitted to
judge the condition of thines in this regard,
and it is safe to say that there are few
writers more able to present this condition
to our readers. It is safe to say no such
volume of news Information has ever teenpresented to the world about these coun-
tries as thy are to-da- y as will be con-
tained in Mr. Carpenter's letters, and those
who wish to keep up with the time?:, to
know what the other half is and ho v.' tho
other half looks, acts, talks and lives will
do well to wntch l'or them. The letters
will begin Inside of a very few weks, and
they 'Yin r.,n throughout the coming sum-
mer and fall.

French Exploration lit America.

No American writer is more competent
to deal with any phase of American his-
tory than Mr. Justin Wlnsor, the accom-
plished librarian of Harvard, and if there
is one phase above all others that he is
qualified to deal with it is that pertaining to
the primitive sources of American history.
Of this subject and the authorities relat-
ing to it Mr. Winsor has made a profound
study, and possesses a wealth of informa-
tion derived from original sources. To his
previous works in this field he has added
a new one, "Cartier to Frontenac" (Hough-
ton. Mifllln & Co.), it3 subtitle being "Geo-
graphical discovery in the interior of North
America In Its historical relations, from
1534 to 1700, with full cartographical Illus-
trations from contemporary sources." The
first Impression created by the work is
one of surprise at the superior enterprise
of the French compared with the English
In exploring the interior of North America.
In fact, the French were almost a hundred
years in advance of the English In thi3
regard. The landing at Plymouth Rock
did not take place till 1620, while Cartler's
first voyage up the St. Lawrence river was
made in 1534. He made four voyages and
tours of exploration In Canada, and died in
1557, more tha- - xty j'ears before the land-
ing at Plymo. . These voyages and their
results are flu. related In 'this work, as
are other explorations and attempts at col-
onization which took place during the six-
teenth and seventeenth centuries. These
include the explorations of Champlain, Nlc-ole- t,

Duluth. Hennepin, La Salle, La Barre
and others down to those of Frontenac In
1700. The work throws a flood of light on
the beginnings of French power In Amer-
ica. The text is enriched by fac simile re-
productions of a large number of maps of
that period, many of which have never be-
fore been published. Altogether it is a val-
uable contribution to the history of the
earliest American explorations. Cloth, gilt

The Errett Mcmoira.
"The Memoirs of Isaac Errett," recently

published by the Christian Standard Pub-
lishing Company, Cincinnati, are now of-

fered to the public. This biography is deep-
ly interesting and instructive, for It gives
the career of a man who was one of the
best types of large, useful manhood of the
present generation. His keen. Incisive Intel-
lect, his broad, catholic Christianity, his per-
sonal presence and marvelous eloquence
made him a mighty power as a preacher,
an editor and as a leader of men. Few
men have been more widely known or hon-
ored than he, and few have had more ardent
friends and admirers. The two beautiful
volumes recording this life are a fitting trib-
ute to him, who rose from humble position
to a station of greatest power and useful-ness, in this respect he ranks with Presi-
dent Garfield, whose bosom friend he was.
The volumes also give copious discussions
from his facile pen on the social, moral and
religious questions agitated In his time. To
those who knew him personally these utter-
ances will be highly prized and carefully
treasured. These memoirs will also be
prlze;l for the generous notices and for theportraits of a large number of public men
associated with Mr. Errett in his life work.
The story of this instructive life is told
with rare felicity and Interest. Mr. Lamar,
a lifelong friend, writes in a style that never
wearies; but he Is always animated, lucid
and entertaining.

Faclolosrj.
Persons interested in the study of char-

acter as revealed In the face and the differ-
ent features will find the subject Intelli-
gently treated In "Faciology," by La
Vergne Belden Stevens. The author Is des-
ignated on the title page as an "anthropolo-
gist and mental scientist." The work does
not disclose any new theories or original
discoveries, but it shows that the author
has riven considerable attention to the
study of physiognomy as an index of char-
acter. His work, however. Is little more
than a reproduction 0 the Ideas and theo-
ries of Gall, Spurzheim and Lavnter, who
really left little for other writers on the
subject to do but to follow in their foot-
steps. This author shows the usual dispo-
sition of specialists to exaggerate the claims
of their theories "Faciology," to use the
author's unauthorized word. Is, at best,
largely a fanciful theory, and while It has
some interesting phases It does not furnish
a basis for exact conclusions. The author
is sometimes Inexact in the use of language,
and not a few grammatical errors have
escaped the eye cf the proofreader. The
book contains a number of cuts of the reg-
ulation order, which look as If they had
done service in other volumes of the same
kind.

Evolution of Woman,
The subject of woman's status "With re-

lation to man is ably and exhaustively
treated in "The Evolution of Woman," by
Eliza Burt Gamble. The subject Is treated
from a i:ientlfic standpoint, and the aim
of the work is to prove that the female
among all the orders of life, man included,
represents a higher stage of development
than the male, and. In the assignment of
nature, is superior to the male. In support
of this idea the author sets forth the prin-
cipal data brought forward by naturalists
bearing on the subject of the origin and de-
velopment of the two lines of sexual de-
marcation, as well as the facts observed
by explorers among peoples in various
stages of development, to prove that wom-
an is by nature superior to man. It is ar-
gued by scientific authority that in every
department of nature, the vegetable as well
as the animal, and the brute creation as
well as human beings, the female repre-
sents a higher development than the male.
From this the author proceeds to treat of
early historic society and the status of
woman among the anclent3. The whole sub-
ject Is treated w ith much ability and learn-
ing.
