"army" had dwindled into less than a
hundred men, chiefly tramps, who were
willing to exchange the hard board and
cold potatoes to which they had become
inured, for a membership in the army.

Col. E. A. Redstone, Coxey's representa-
tive in Washington, said to-d- ay that he
was not disappointed at the poor showing
made by the army of the Commonweal, In
its first day's march towards the national
capital.

He has reduced his esti-
mate of those to appear here from 300,000 to
100,000. Letters are coming to the War De-
partment daily, begging, suggesting and de-
manding that the Secretary of War provide
an abundant supply of rations for the vari-
ous sections of the Coxey Commonweal
army and that they have designs upon
Washington and the peace of mind of Con-
gress.

COXEY TO STEWART.

The Good Roods Crank Criticises the
Senator Letter.

CANTON. O., March 2C Before leaving
here Mr. Coxey gave out the following an-

swer to Senator Stewart:
"I have seen your letter, addressed 'Gen.

Coxey. Allow me to inform you that 1 am
not a general. I am simply president of the
J. S. Coxey Good Roads Association of the
United States, and ex officio of the com-
monweal of Christ. 1 am not heading an
army, no matter how much a subsidized
press, at the dictation of the money power,
tries to make this apparent, and all the
epithets hurled at us as b3ing Anarchists
or a mob get more weight from ed

admissions by our friends than all else be-

sides. The warfare of the silver men
against gold and bonds, under your leader-
ship in the United States Senate, was mag-
nificent. Morning dispatches state that even
the President of the United States is en-
gaged in a deal with Wall street to veto the
Bland seigniorage bill in the sole interest of
gold. So the die is cast; we shall march
out .peaceably and depend upon the out-
growing of a peaceful public to defend us
from Pinkertons, either as policemen, mili-
tiamen, United States soldiers or petty
party politicians. This Is a non-
partisan movement, and he who
i9 not with us is against us.
There is no room for neutral ground,
and a house divided against Itself cannot
stand, is as true to-d- ay as when originally
uttered and used in the dark days of the
civil war by Abraham Lincoln, the father
of the legal tender. Following in his foot-
steps, we seek to dethrone gold, as our fore-
fathers did King George, in 1776, and once
more have legal-tend- er money such as
would be circulated if the two Coxey bills
are passed. Now, we have followed your
leadership, advocating the bill for the un-
limited coinage of silver as money, and if
we are to Judge of the silver men by you,
looked upon as you are, as their mouth-
piece, your attitude In describing thi3 move-
ment as folly places you and the silver men

ou represent in the unenviable position as
the ally of our common enemy gold. Thus
the rubicon has been crossed by the silver
forces, and we cannotfalter. The fiat must
go forth now; demonetization of gold as
well as silver."

KESUMED BUSINESS.

Banker Lazarus Silverman's Creditors
Given No Reason to Complain.

CHICAGO, March 25. Lazarus Silverman,
the well-know- n banker of this city, who
suspended payments last August, with lia-

bilities of $1,500,000, resumed business to-da- y,

all of his assets being taken by him out
of the hands of the assignee to-da- y in open
court. Mr. Silverman has liquidated his en-

tire Indebtedness by paying in full, with
Interest, to everybody. The suspension was
made while Mr. Silverman was on the train
on his way from New York to Chicago, and
was not due to lack of assets, but to lack
of ready money, he having at the time of
the failure, according to the report of the
assignee. $1.400u0 surplus over and above
all liabilities. The suspension caused a sen-

sation at the time, which to-da- y's resump-
tion will, in a measure, parallel. It ap-
pears that none of the property was sac-
rificed, and that resumption was accom-
plished chiefly by reliance upon collections,
with assistance from the Firs National
Bank of Chicago.

Failure of Ilnnker and Brokers.
PHILADELPHIA, March 26. Henry S.

Louchhelm & Co., bankers and brokers, as-
signed to-da- y, with liabilities amounting to
$3i0,000 or $350,000, while the assets are
placed at from $500,000 to $700,000. An offi-

cial statement will be issued w.

It is said the failure is a result of the
Reading crash last fall.

DEATH OF A SENATOR

Alfred Holt Colquitt, of Georgia,
Dies at Washington.

A Victim of Paralysis, with Which He
Had Been Afflicted Nearly Two

YearsHis Public Career.

WASHINGTON, March 23. United States
Senator Alfred Holt Colquitt, of Georgia,
died at his residence In this city to-da- y.

Around the bedside when he passed away
were Senator Gordon and his daughter,
Mrs. Jones; Senator Colquitt's private sec-
retary; his nephew, Mr. Bunn; his son,
Mrs. Colquitt, three unmarried daughters
and his daughter, Mrs. Marshall, of Chi-
cago. As the end approached the Senator's
breathing became very heavy, but he re-
lapsed Into unconsciousness and suffered
no pain.

The funeral will take place In the Sen-
ate chamber at 9 o'clock to-morr- ow morn-
ing and will probably be conducted by Rev.
W. H. Milburn, chaplain of the Senate.
He is at present absent from the city, but
he has been telegraphed for and will doubt-
less arrive in time to officiate. The ire-mai- ns

will be taken to Macon, Ga., for In-

terment and will be accompanied by com-
mittees of the two houses of Congress and
the family of the deceased and that of his
colleague, Senator Gordon. After the fun-
eral services in the Senate chamber that
body will probably take a recess until 12
o'clock.

A meeting of tlse Georgia delegation in
thQ House was held In Speaker Crisp's
room to-d- ay to take action respecting the
death of Senator Colquitt. Representative
Turner was authorized to make formal
reference to the loss sustained by Georgia
in the death of Senator Colquitt when theannouncement of his death is received from
the Senate. A committee of Representa-
tives was also appointed to accompany the
remains to the home of the deceased in
Georgia.

Senator Alfred Holt Colquitt, of Atlanta,
was born in Walton county, Georgia, April
20, 1824. He was the son of Rev. Walter
T. Colquitt, an eminent minister in his
day. The Senator was graduated from
Princeton College in the class of 1814, and
admitted to the bar in 1813. During the
Mexican war he served as a staff officer
with the rank of major. He was a mem-
ber of the Georgia Legislature in 1859, and
was elected to the House of Representa-
tives in the Thirty-thir- d Congress. He was
a member of the secession convention of
the State of Georgia, and later entered
the confederate service as captain, andwas soon promoted to be colonel of the
Sixth Georgia Infantry, Later he servedas brigadier general, and was commissioned
as major general. He was elected Governor
of Georgia in 1S76, served four years, andwas re-elect- ed under the new Constitution
for two years. At the expiration of histerm as Governor he was elected to the
United States Senate for the term com-
mencing March 4 1SS3. and was re-elec- ted

In lbX8. and his term of service would have
expired March 3, 1S35.

Senator Colquitt was stricken with par-
alysis in July, 1832, and since that time
has been unable to walk without assist-
ance. He has been able, however, to con-
tinue In a large degree his attendance on
his Senate duties. He has been wheeled in
and out of the Senate chamber in an In-
valid chair, has attended the meetings of
committees of which he was a member, but
has not made a speech or been able to
take any active part in debates on the
Senate Moor. He has been present to vote
on all Important occisions, and during theprolonged silver struggle during the recent
extra session was daily In his place. He
was even wheeled Into the chamber several
times to help keep a quorum during thenights when the Senate sat in continuous
session. The Senator has been, even in
his enfeebled condition, active in looking
after the interests of his constituents about
the government departments and bureaus,
although he had to be taken there in his
wheel chair by the attendants. His seat
in the Senate was the one on the Demo-
cratic side nearest the Vice President's
chair, at the foot of the center aisle, whers
he could easily secure recognition withoutrising. A few weeks ago his strength had
so greatly increased that he was able to
dispense with the invalid chair and walk
Into the Senate on the arm of a. door-
keeper.

For years Senator Colquitt was prom-
inent In church circles, and during his Con-
gressional career he was one of the most
active members of the Congressional Tem-
perance Society, an organization which hsexisted for more than half a century. His
term In the Senate was to have expired
on the 3d of next March, and recently he
had announced to the State Legislature
that he wouia oe a candidate for re-electi- on

for a third term. Senator Colquitt
leaves a wife, one son, Walter T. Colquitt,
and four daughters, Mrs. Marshall, wife ofCaptain Marshall, of the United Statesarmy. Misses Laura, Hattie and Dorothy
Colquitt.

General Experience D. Entabroolc.
OMAHA, Neb., March 26. Gen. Experi-

ence D. Estabrook, who was appointed
United States attorney for Nebraska in
1853 by President Pierce, died to-da- y, aged
eighty-on- e. He was the first attorney in
Nebraska, General Estafcrook was descend-
ed from pilgrims of the Mayflower, being
eight generations removed from John Al-d- en

and Priscilla Mullin. He was born in
New Hampshire. His life was busily spent
in public service, including one term in
Congress.

Cleveland Has Broken the Hearts
of Indiana Congressmen.

Voorliees and the Lesser Lights Did Not

Think the President Would Op-

pose the Bland Bill.

NOW THERE IS A LOUD WAII

With Predictions that the Party
Will Go to the Bad.

Mr. Cooper Adds to tho Woo by Saying
Unwashed'' Hoosiers Object to the

Senate Tariff Bill.

WASHINGTON, March 2S. There 1i

meaning and weeping among the Demo-
cratic members of the Indiana delegation
in Congress over the announcement that
President Cleveland will veto- - the Bland
silver sehjrdorage bill. All of the eleven
Democrats In the House and both of the
Senators from Indiana voted for the Bland
bllL They pronounced it In private con-
versation "a measure of no consequence,"
but thought It would "satisfy the silver
howlers." Most of them had voted against
the frea coinage bills and supported the
repeal of the Sherman silver purchasing
law, and they were eager to square them-
selves with their, silver constituents. They
were pleased over the opportunity presented
In the seigniorage bill. It was not a frea
silver measure, yet It proposed silver coin-
age. It was, they thought, a vague. Indef-
inite proposition which would let them out
of their hole. And now It 13 to be vetoed.
The very thought has broken thirteen Dem-
ocratic hearts in Congress from Indiana.
Senator Voorhees Is railing mad; ha is left
in a terrible predicament.

It transpires that the coming1 here last
week of banker Charles McCulloch, of Fort
Wayne, was at the suggestion of Repre-
sentative McNagny, who feels that the veto
of the Bland bill will insure his defeat
at the polls next November. Mr. McNagny
went to the President with banker McCul-
loch and a number of other Hoosiers on
Saturday U urge him to sign the bill or
permit it to become law without hi3 sig-
nature. Mr. McCulloch, related to Mr.
Cleveland how he could lock out of his
bank window at any time And see hundred
of the unemployed on the streets of Fort
Wayne, and how' the practical demonetiza-
tion of silver by the party in power was
responsible for It, together with prospeetlvs
free trade. He warned the President that
If the bill was vetoed Indiana would ba
carried by an overwhelming majority next
fall by the Republicans, but he could sea
harmony In the Democratic ranks nnd
Democratic success if this bill became law.
When banker McCulloch had made his
statement President Cleveland Indicated his
intention to veto the bill. He wa3 for
sound money, he said, and opposed to fur-
ther silver legislation. If he had thought
It wise or proper to coin the selgnioraga
he believed he had the authority already
to do it. The Bland bill was, he said, hasti-
ly and carelessly drawn. Its provision re-

specting redemptions were vicious. If not
absolutely destructive. He said It con-
tained no provision for the gold resarve,
and If the bill became law the treasury
would soon be embarrassed. He condemned
the bill and he condemned silver. He did
not say so directly, but he as good as said
he would use his veto power on this meas-
ure. I

There has been a blue lot of Indiana Dem-
ocrats In Washington since Saturday's call
upon tho President. Some of the dele-
gation have been, so mad that they have
not dared to see the President, fearing- - their
wrath would overcome their discretion. It
was suggested to banker McCulloch, after
the call upon the President, that his father,

of the Treasury Hugh Mc-
Culloch. could wield an Influence over the
President, and that it would be advisable
for the son to send the father to the White
House.. The banker blushed. He bought
excuses for his father. He said the old
Gentleman was "out of politics," and was
' not taking an interest in public affairs
now." It was stated to the Journal cor-
respondent that the is bit-
terly opposed to the Bland bill, and that
if he should call upon the President It
would be to urge a veto. The Hoosler
Democrats are the bluest lot. of men in
Washington to-nig- ht, and it will be no sur-
prise if thost who have not already done
so should peremptorily refuse ten make an-
other race for Congress. Not one of them
feels secure in the coming contest.

Representative Cooper has Just returned
from a tour of his district, and he brings
additional news of a discouraging nature.
He says he found more opposition to the
Senate finance committee's amendments to
the Wilson tariff bill than he found support
for tha Bland seigniorage bill. Mr. Coop-
er's private advice and information for his
Democratic colleagues bearing upon the
condition of affairs at home have not aray of hope in them. He says the Demo-
crats in his district are for the tariff bill
as it passed the House; that they are first
of all opposed to the trusts which the Sen-
ate amendments propose to favor and fos-
ter: that they want free sugar, iron, coal,
wool and the duties fixed upon certain ar-
ticles by the House bill which have been
raised by Chairman Voorhees's committee.
Mr. Cooper believes Senator Voorhees has
committed political hara-ki- ri by advocating
the changes made In the Wilson bill. He
declares the lloue will never consent to
the Senate amendments, and anticipates a
long contest and the defeat of the work
of the upjer branch of Congress. The vlew
of Mr. Cooper, it may ie observed, are
those of all of the other Democratic mem-
bers of the House from Indiana, They be-
lieve Senator Voorhees's political doom is
sealed, and that he has driven nails in their
own political cofflns.

Cnn't Vnnn It Over n Veto.
WASHINGTON, March

Bland consulted with his silver asso-
ciates of the House to-d-ay as to the pas-
sage of tho silver seigniorage bill over a
veto. He found most of the men who had
voted for the bill ready to Indorse it again,
even against a veto. Whether he will make
the move Is not yet certain, as the most
radical friends of the bill recognize that
the necessary two-thir- ds vote to overcome
the veto could not be secured in the House,
and without this the move could be noth-
ing more than a protest-- The vote on the
passage of the bill was: yeas, 168; nays,
12; and not voting, SC. This yea vote was
secured only after a protracted struggle,
during which the House was without a
quorum much of the time. It Is believed
to represent almost the full strength of
the bill. To imsa this measure over a
veto would require 2Hi yea votes in a- - full
vote. But as a full House is never to lo
expected the 207 present at the last vote
Is counted on as alxut the numkr who
would vote on the veto question. With such
a membership, a two-thir- ds vote necessary
to overturn the veto would be 1I3. or thirty
more than Mr. Bland could command on
th passage of his bill. These thirty would
have to be drawn from the fifty-si- x not
voting on the passage of the bill, as tho
original negative vote could be relied upon
to sustain the veto. It is conceded by th
silver men that they could not get the
necfcsry thirty, so that in any event the
move to pasj the bill over the veto would
be nothing more than a formality.

Senator Pugh expressed the opinion to-
day that the President would send in a
veto of the Bland bill, accompanied by a
message explaining his objection to the bill,
which would be based on the second sec-
tion, and saying, in effect, that if a bill
could be passed devoid of the ambiguity of
the bill now before him, and provlilng sim-
ply for the coinage of the silver seigniorage.

Part of General Coxey's Army
Routed by Winter's Blasts.

Only Seventy-Tw- o Had the Courage to
Fall in at Canton Yesterday and

March to Louisville.

ACCESSIONS ON THE WAY

Fifty More Commonwealers, All
Tramps, Join During the Day.

Scenes and Incidents at the Camp The
People Requested to Give Coxey

Financial Aid.

LOUISVILLE, O., March G.- -But seventy-t-

wo of Coxey's commonwealers had the
courage to march awav from Canton this
afternoon in the face of the wintry blast
that was blowing at the time set for the
start. The band deserted at that point,
also, and that took much of the spirit out
of the soldiers. The march from Canton to
this place, through two inches of snow
and in a temperature twenty degrees above
zero, was anything but a pleasant experi-
ence for the thinly-cla- d wanderers, who
had imagined that the entire trip to Wash-
ington would be a sort of a springtime
frolic. Fifty tramps were picked up be-
tween Canton and this place, and when the
army went into camp to-nig-ht it numbered
122 men, aside from the officers. The claimed
enlistments are 250. Much excitement was
created to-d- ay by the announcement that
three of the tramps had robbed a man
named John Ruegg of a watch and flO In
money. This was the first attempt at law-
lessness, but no arrests were made.

The conditions at Canton , this morning
were anything but encouraging to the com-
mander and his associates. Contrary to ex-

pectation, the twenty-flv- e women, wives
and daughters of People's party men of
Canton, did not turn up at the camp
ground3 of the army, on account of the
weather, and as a consequence the men
were obliged to hustle for themselves as
far as their breakfast was concerned. At
6 o'clock In the morning the camp was
turned Into a veritable Valley Forge.
Small groups of men could be seen shiver-
ing In every limb, trying to obtain shelter
from the freezing blasts which came, from
the west. Two-thir- ds of the men who start-
ed with the army had taken lodging in the
city prison, but at an early hour they be-
gan to gather at the grounds to get their
rations. Some difficulty wa3 experienced
in getting men who could use the cooking
utensll3 to advantage, but finally at the
east side of the tent gasoline stoves were
set up end the morning meal commenced.
The donation, which consisted of one dozen
boiled hams, two hundred loaves of bread,
live bushels of potatoes, baked beans and
an abundance of other eatables, were soon
utilized, and everybody was thoroughly
satisfied as far as his stomach was con-
cerned. Fortunately, the abundance of sup-
plies prevented the tramps from getting
into ai;y altercations over how the food
should be divided, and everything passed
off harmoniously. Many of the men, how-
ever, were heard to grumble about Mr.
Coxey taking lodgings at the best hotel In
the city, and were of the opinion that he
should take a dose of his own medicine.
Several of the tramps were interviewed at
the Canton prison last evening as to what
they intended to do In case provisions were
not furnished en route, and each and every
one of them said they would make a raid
upon the farm houses.

At the ground this morning the most
noticeable thing was the absence of any-
body to command the much-shattere- d

forces. Carl Browne, the chief marshal, did
not arrive upon the scene until 10:30 o'colck,
he also having taken a room in one of the
prominent hotels. Once upon the grounds,
his orders to the men were after the style
of a circus man, but the men were slow In
obeying. Inside the old perforated circustent tha scene was a curious one. Horses
and men, who had bunked together during
the night, were huddled In small groups
endeavoring to ke?p warm while waiting
for the temporary cooks to prepare break-
fast. No tables had been prepared for the
men to eat upon, and there was a limited
supply of knives, forks and plates, conse-
quently the commissary and aids handed
out the ham sandwiches, which constituted
the bill of fare for breakfast. At 1J:3D
o'clock preparations wera made to get din-
ner and strike camp so as to be on the
road at 12 o'clock. After the "soldiers" had
eaten their dinner some disappeared, and
when the command to march was given
only seventy-tw- o fell in.

FOR COXEY'S It H LIEF.
Popnllst Cnll on the Common People

to Aid the Commander.
CANTON, O., March 2G. Local Populists

held a meeting and Issued a proclamation
to the people on the commonweal. It is ad-
dressed to the common people of the United
States. It says the Shylocks are doing all
they can to crush and ruin Coxey financial-
ly, and by closing in on him for payment
of some of his obligations are seeking to
divert attention from his real purpose of
relieving the distress and suffering of the
common people. It says when Governor
McKinley was in distress the plutocrats
contributed to his relief. The common peo-
ple should now come to the relief of their
benfactor and contribute in such sums as
they can, no matter how small. The paper
is signed J. J. Ashenhurst, candidate for
Governor on the Prohibition ticket In 1S01;
Allen Cook, a local enthusiast, II. w.
Kerch. Dr. Kirby.

Coxey s?emed to be much worried to-d- ay

over his financial affairs. The Populist cir-
cular asks the people to help him lift themortgage which was incurred through his
purchase of the famous horse Acolyte, for
which he agreed to pay $40,000. Contribu-
tions made this morning only amounted to
$4.50, and the prospects are not flattering in
this locality for Coxey's relief.

The
claim is for $000 for mill supplies. In view

VICTORY FOR WAITE

District Court of Denver Decides
in Favor of the Governor.

Injunction Against the New Members of
the Hoards Dismissed They De-

mand Office but Are Refused.

DENVER, Col., March 26. Judge Glynn,
sitting In the District Court, to-d- ay quashed
the Injunction Issued by Judge Graham
against Governor Waite, Mayor Van Horn,
and Fire and Police Commissioners Rogers,
Barnes and Mullins, restraining them from
attempting to take possession of the oilice
and interfering with the duties of the old
commissioners, Messrs. Orr and Martin,
whom Governor Waite removed, and dis-
missed the contempt proceedings. The court
holds that the portion of the writ of in-

junction under which the alleged contempt
was committed is void, and consequently
there could be no contempt; that Orr and
Martin, in endeavoring-- to hold olllce by
force, and aftr--r having been notiiied of
their removal by the Governor, are violat-
ing the law themselves and are usurpers,
and that Mullins and Barnes have the light
to peacefully assume the offices ta which
they have bzen appointed, at once.

Immediately after the decision was ren-
dered, upon the advice of their attorneys,
Mullins and Barnes went to the City Hall
and requested Orr and Martin to turn
the office over to them. This they prompt-
ly refused to do. Tha new board met in
the Mayor's ofllce and organized. ..They im-
mediately discharged Chief of Polica Stone
and appointed John Farley in his stead.
The lieutenants likewise were dismissed,
and It is understood decapitations In the
fire department will begin to-morr- Chief
Stcne and his officers refuse to recognize
the authority of the new board, and thedepartment is all under his control.

Attorney Taylor, for Orr and Martin,
claims that Judge Glynn's decision does
not settle the matter, but that the case
stands Just as It did the day the appoin-men- ts

were made and before the Injunction
was granted. He has advised his associ-
ates as well as Chief Stone to ignore anv
orders of the new board. If the old boardpersists In its refusal to give way counsel
for the new board will apply for a writ of
mandamus, by which means the old mem-
bers can be speedily ousted.

A report gainM currency this afternoon
that Governor Waite flew into a passion
when he learned that the new board had
apponted Farley chief of police, and de-
clared he would remove his latest ap-
pointees. The Governor denied the story.

Late this afternoon counsel for Orr and
Martin took an appeal from the decision
of Judge Glynn to the Supreme Court on
the ground of error in dissolving the in-
junction of Judge Graham. Upon the prom-
ise of attorney Ward, for Barnes and Mul-
lins, that no attempt would' be made by
the new board to proceed to business or
make appointments, the court refrained
from issuing a writ against the new board,
and merely granted a stay until Wednes-
day, when a decision will probably be given.

THE PRENDERGAST CASE.

Insanity Proceedings to Begin To-Da- y

Gossip About Judge Chetlain.

CHICAGO, March 26. The attorneys for
Prendergast, the assassin of Mayor Harri-
son, asked to-d- ay for a special venire to
avoid delay In securing a jury, for the In-

sanity proceedings to begin to-morr- but
the order was denied by Judge Chetlain.
The prisoner's attorneys said they were
afraid the State would attempt to delay
the hearing, but State's Attorney Kern de-

nied any such Intention, resisting, however,
the motion for a special venire. A con-

sultation between the judge and attorneys
was held this afternoon, and an attempt
will le made to secure a Jury and proceed
with the case to-morr-

Ex-May- or Hempstead Washburn said to-
day that during his term of office he re-
ceived letters from Prendergast threaten-
ing his life because of his refusal to give
the assassin a city position. "I sincerely
believe that Prendergast is responsible for
hU act, and that tne law should be al-
lowed to take its course," said Mr. Wash-burn- e.

"That he is sane I have not the
slightest doubt. He thirsts for notoriety,
and people of hl3 stamp should be properly
dealth with."

Judge Chetlain, to whose remarkable de-
cision Prendergast owes a reprieve, gave
Chicago another surprise to-da-y. He has
popularly been regarded as a promising
bachelor, but to-d- ay he took occasion to
make public the fact that several years
ago he was married to Miss Itten De
Idllleberg. a Swedish beauty, who, at the
time of the wedding, was engaged as a
house companion for the aged mother of
Judge Chetlain' s father's second wife. The
Judge resides in the outskirts of the city,
anl, though he has two children, a boy
and a girl, the fact of his marriage was
known to but few. Another curious fact
is that Judge Chetlain was for a long timea law partner of attorney Gregory, whose
pleading won the respite for Prendergast.

A report was current to-d- ay that A. S.
Trude. the famous advocate who repre-
sented the family of Mayor Harrison In
the prosecution of Prendergast, believes
that the asissln is now insane, whatever
was the case at the time of the crime.
It is said Mr. Trude will consequently notappear in the new trial of Prendergast.

The State's attorney will to-morr- re-
quest a continuance in the Prendergast
case for ten days. The continuance will be
ask?d on the ground that the State's attor-
ney's office is r.ot financially able to go on
with the case at once.

A Fumier'n Double Crime.

Mullen, a farmer, living tifteen miles west
of this village, murdered his wife and com-
mitted suicide this morning. Family troub-
les are ascribed us the cause of the tragedy.

VICTORY FOR THE TRUST.

Judge Dallas Decides a Casein Favor
of the Sugar Monopoly.

PHILADELPHIA, March 26.-Ju- dge Dal-H- s,

In the United States Circuit Court of
Appeals, to-d- ay affirmed the decree of the
Circuit Court of the eastern district of
Pennsylvania in the case of the United
States government against the Sugar
Trust, to-- the effect that the absorption of
the Philadelphia refineries by the Sugar
Trust was legal. This is a victory for the
tru&t.The only question which the case
Involved, In the opinion of the court, is
te following: "Did the lower court err
In holding that the facts in this case do
not show a contract, combination or con-

spiracy to restrain or monopolize trade or
commerce among the several States or
with foreign nations." The bill filed on be-
half of the United States government is
founded wholly on the act of Congress of
July 2, 1S90, known as the anti-tru- st law.
'The defendants." the opinion says, "are

charged with violation of its first two sec-
tions which relate, respectively, to restrain
the trade and to monopoly. The utmost
that can be said, and this, for the present
purpose may be assured, is that the Sugar
Trust has acquire! control of the business
of reflninar and selling sugar in the United
States. Hut does this Involve monopoly or
restraint of foreign or interstate com-
merce We are clearly of the opinion that
It does not. We do not deem it necessary
to saySmore, inasmuch as the subject hasvery recently been considered and passed
upon in ahe case of Greene by Judce Jack-
son, now one of the Justices of the Supreme
Court, in whose opinion the earlier cases
are sufficiently referred to."
