As was suggested Wednesday the veto of
the selgniorage bill was received on Wall
gtreet in an “1 told you so” form by the
speculative fraternity. The banking element
desired to read the message carefully to as-
certain the President's views regarding
legislation on the monetary question. But

the fallure of the Bland bill had been fully
discounted by the professional operators,
who now were ready to sell at the advance
established in anticipation of the Presi-
dent’s action. It was expected that out-
siders would be attracted to the market as
buyers on the streagth of the veto, but the
lambs did not appear. The market was no

The elements of fgnorance and illiteracy.
with an accompanying low standard cf
morality, prevailing widely in the negro
population among the South, constitute in
the broadest sense the onlv peculiar and
abnormai features that characierize the ex-
isting situation in the Southern States.

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'RALLY BY THE BEARS

|

In the Face of Bad News a Decline |

of 7-8¢ Was Effected.

Wheat Led in the Trading by a Large
Per Cent., Other Grain and Provi-
sions Fa lling Off in Sympathy.

CHICAGO, March 29.—The bears in wheat
regained their nerve to-day and fought crop
damage reports 30 successfully that “Jlay
closed e lower than yesterday. There was
a bullish tendency manifested owing to dam-
age reports, but free selling on the hard
spots landed May at 60c, or 1%sc below the
high point in yesterday’s sensational ad-
vance., The trading was not heavy. Corn
and oats weakened with wheat and each
closed % ¢ lower. Provisions, after an early
spurt, went down under free selling and
closed lower.

The cold wave, which had been billed to
appear in a long-distance slide from the
zero mark, failed to materialize to-day and
this caused a very general desire among the
scalping fraternity who had long wheat to
sell out. In consequence the market opened
weak, with free seliers at 60i4e for May, as
against 60%e¢ at the close yesterday. In
about ten minutes there was a further drop
to 60%c, at which point only a few fives
changed hands, but quite free interchanges
took place at 604c. Duying against puts
supported the market at those prices and
the tendency for another hour was upward
By 11 o'clock there had been a recovery to
6lc, and then the price commenced to decline
again. Conflicting reports were received
from the wheat fields, but enough evidence
of damage was forthcoming to restrain the
short selling within conservative limits.
The usunl daily reports of the movement of
of whea: and flour were not of a nature
to convert the bears or to cause uneasiness
to the bullsg, leaving out the crop damage
quegtion. The Chicago receipts were thirty-
one cars, compared with 139 a year ago.
'\“Hﬂ!‘dp(!“‘# and Duluth reported 253 cars,
compared with 335 on the corresponding day
last yvear., The four principal Atlantic ports
cleared about 285,000 bushels of wheat and
flour together, The primary market recelpts
were 234,757 bushels, against 508162 bush-
els at the same place a year ago.
There was considerable long wheat for sale
on the early bulge, and on every little rally
which smu»crlul it. The confliction in the
report concerning damage caussd the alert
scalpers to prepare for a reactlon, and the
attitude they assumed toward the market
largely assisted in bringing about the de-
cline wkhich afterward occurred. Liverpool
closed from % to %d higher, Berlin & mark
up and Paris was also considerably hlgher
for wheat and flour. The sunshine and
milder temperature helped the bears, and a
decline from 6lc to 9% ¢ was gradually
brought about, with 60¢ bid as the market
closed.

The corn market was weak at the start,
in sympathy with the first drop Iin wheat.
It then became firmer when wheat recov-
ered early in the day, but ruled weak and
lower in the afternocon. May opened with a
few sales at 377%c, yesterday's closing quo-
tation, and then went off quickly to 37%c. It
gradually worked upward fromn the lalter
