NO EQUITY IN I

Mr. Vories’s Opinion of the Law Where
Cities Ammex Schoolhonses.,

State Superintendent Vories does not
think the law enacted by the last l.egisla-
thire providing that where school huildings
are on land annexed by a city or town they
become the property absolut:ly of the
munlicipality so annexing, wi!ll stand the
test of a Supreme Court decision. Where
a township has taxed itself o bulld a
schoolhouse and a town gsteps in and an-
nexes its property it offers nothing in re-
turn for the acquisition, which thus amounts
Lo a confiscation, so Mr. Vories thinks. Un-
der the old law the township was privi-

lexed to move Its school bulldings off such
annexed property or to sell it to the
municipality. There was some < ity in
this, Mr. Vories says, but there is none
in the new law, which in certain instances
where the annexation took in a =chool

buliding on the edge of a towaship might-

compel residents of that township to un-
dergo the hardship of transfering rhelr chil-
daren or of paying for tuition in what veould
then be a town or city school. Than if the
building is morigaged there is. no pro-
vigion for determining who Is to assume
that mortgage. If bonds have been issued
to pay for the building and it is annexed
before the bonds mature who Is to pay
them is not clearly settled. There are
other pecullar phases of this law which the
State Superintendent says renders It even
more vulnerable. Two or three suits are
now pending in county courts and the Rua-
preme Court will be called upon to pass
Judgment on the law before long.

BUNCH OF REXPIVERS |

New Albany TerminalfRoad and
Street Car Company iniStraits.

Both Institutions Insolvent dnd the In-
terest on Their Bonds Unpaid—
Judge Baker Appeints Receivers.

Upon application of the Louisville Trust
Company Judge Baker, of the federal

| court, yesterday appointed John McLeod,

of Loulsville, F. W. Tracy, of Springfield,
II.,, and 8 M. Felton, of Cincinnati, re-
celvers for the New Albany Beit ‘and Ter-
minal Railway Company. The suit was en-
tered yesterday by attorneys Bennett H.
Young and St. John Boyle, of Louisville,
and the railway company was represented
by Thomas W. Bullitt, of Louisville The

reasons alleged for the application for re-
celvers are that the company is insolvent
and has falled to pay the taxes due upon
its property in the State and county for
more than three years past; that it hags
al=o defaulted upon payment of its bond
interest to the amount of $,000, due Dec.
1, 1893, the bonds a.mounung to 00,000,
that it is unable to provide for an equip-
ment or for the proper operation of its
line, and therefore cannot fulfill its obli-
gations to the public as a common carrier;
that the Louisville Trust Company is now
the sole acting trustee under an arrange-
ment made by the defendant company to
secure the payment of the interest on (its
$200,000 of first mortgage bonds, and that
the appointment of receivers is necessary
for the protection of the property.

Judge DBaker directs that, as soon as
practicable, the receivers take possession of
all defendant's property, including its rail-
way lne, cars, tracks, shops, machinery,
lands, buildings, claims, moneys, etc., now
in rossession of defendant, and that they
shall control and operate the road, receive
the rents and income from it, pay the op-
erating expenses and retain all in excess
thereof for disbursement under the court's
order. The receivers are authorized to col-
lect all claims and demands and, if neces-
sary, to sue for them. They are directed
to file & report each month hereafter show-
ing the expenses and earnings of the road
under their operation, and to report as
soon as possible the financial and physical
condition of the property, and to make any
suggestions advisable concerning its oper-
ation. The railroad company is directed to
turn over to the receivers at once all its
rights and properties. Judge Baker directs
that Mr. Mcleod shall give a bond of
320,000 and each of the other receivers one
of 5,000, to be filed within twenty days

The defendant’s raflway line is about three
miles long, and connects the branches of
the Kentucky & Indiana Bridge Company,
the Ohio & Mississippi Raliway Company,
the Monon and the Loulsville, Evansville &
St. Louis Railway Company, and has a
large number of switches.and connections
with manufacturing and other establish-
ments in New Albany.

Mr. Mcl.eod was glso Invested, by Judge
Baker, yesterday, with the direction, as res
ceiver, of the affairs of the New Albany
Street-railway Company. This company
operates street railway lines in New Al-
bany. In 1888 {t executed to the Loulsville
Safety Vault and Trust Company bonds
amounting to $150,000, to secure which a
mortgage was given to the trust company
and Samue] A. Cuibertson, trustee, upon
the franchises and property belonging to
the rallway company.

The company entered into an agreement
to pay the Interest on the bonds in weekly
payments every Saturday. Thesa payments
might, however, be deferred at any time
by the written consent of the holders of
three-fourths of the bonds, and It was fur-
ther pravided that, in case the rallway
company failed to pay the interest for five
consecutive weeks, without theg written con-
gent of the holders of three-fourths of the
bonds, the trustee might either take pos-
session of the road or apply 1o the court
for the appointment of a receiver,

The bill of complaint filed yvesterday by
the attorney for the trustee sets forth that
the weekly Interest has not been paid since
Oct. 14, 1893, and that the State and county
taxes for 1892 and 1893 are still unpaid; that
the company is now insolvent and has been
so for months and has neither money nor
credit to provide {or the proper operation

f its property.

DAMAGE SUITS BUNCHED.

Claims Against a Loulsville Bridge
Company in Federal Court,
Nine damage suits aggregating $225,000,
arising from the falling of the Louisville
and Jeffersonville bridge Dec. 15 last, were
yesterday transferred from the Clark Cir-
cuit Court to the federal court here. The
Louisville Trust Company, as administrator
for Patrick Kelley, L. A. Gerlock, Frank
D. Burng, George H. Hinkle, Fish Sheri-
dan. John Allen, Andrew Sothern, Thomas
Galloway and Edward Hoban, brought the
suits, which are for 32,000 .each. The nine
men were killed by the falling of the
bridege, on which they were working at the
time of the accident, the details of which
are well known. The Phoenix Bridge Com-
pany, of Louisville, is the defendant, and
the complaints charge faulty construction

and negligence,

ceremony. Mr. Thompson is the only per-
son who has held the office of postmaster
in this city who ever shouldered a musket
and served in the fleld as a soldier.

“Dave’” Wallace has added many friends to
a naturally healthy list during his term of
service in the postoffice.

The transfer of the office will be effected
this morning, and the new postmasier will
take charge at 10 o'clock. Fostoffice In-
spector Fletcher will make an invoice of the
office, and after he passes on the matter the
transfer will be complete.
