TIGHT GAnTERS.
Some South American Women Who

Carry Them to Extremes.
Ladles Home Journal.
i Probably the strangest feminine adorn-
ment in the world is the garter of the
Guianans of South America. The Caribs
are of the five tribes inhabiting that coun-
try, and are a fine race of people. The
women are Intelligent and not uncomely.
They wear very little clothing, and so. as
Is usual In such cases, they devote great
pains to what they consider the highest
decoration of their bodies and limbs. The
garter, or sapuru, as they call it, is an
ornament that can well be entered into
competition for ugliness with the com-
pressed foot of China, or the wasp-lik-e
waist of a society belle. While the Carib
girl is still young and her limbs have not
attained their full development, a band of
rattan is bound tightly Just under the knee,
and another is similarly placed Just above
the ankle. To give them an ornamental
appearance they are dyed with a bripht
red dye obtained from berries, but they
are, in fact, an instrument of torture be-
side which tight shoes pale In envy, and a
twisted hairpin becomes a luxury. De-
prived of Its natural powers of extension,
the limb has to expand as it can, and the
consequence is that It is obliged to develop
Itself in the comparatively narrow space
between the two bandages. To obtain a
correct idea of the accurate shape of the
leg of a Carib belle, when the sapuru is
completed, take an ordinary broomstick,
eighteen inches long, and push it through
the middle of a small Stilton cheese. Tne
cylindrical shape of the cheese represents
the shapeless calf of the leg, and the
broomstick the attenuated part immediate-
ly above and below, where the baniages
have cut and compressed the flesh. Wrap
the stick round with red bandages and
trace blue varicose veins on tho cheese,
and the semblance is complete. The Carib
women are inordinately fond of the sapuru,
and those who do not wear it are treated
with even greater scorn and contumely by
her own sex than is the Chinese woman
who does not wear the "golden lilies."

TESTING ALUMINIUM II OATS.

It Seems Almost Impossible to Cap
size Them.

Iron Age.
Tests lecently made' by experts of theisavy Department of aluminium life boats.

Just built by a firm in Baltimore for theWellman Arctic expedition, are reported to
have been remarkably successful. The firstboat completed, which is eighteen feetlong, four feet beam and two feet deep
amidships, weighing 350 pounds, was placed
in the water empty and a man endeavored
unsuccessfully to capsize it by sitting on
the gunwale. Then it was loaded with aweight of 4.4C1 pounds, yet the boat re-
mained above water amidships four and a
half inches.

The boat was afterward unloaded and
the airtight compartments were tested by
capsizing the boat, but is was found im-
possible to get it more than half full or
water, since the compartments held It so
high out of water as to act on the principle
of a self-baile- r. The boat was then taken
alongside the wharf and filled with water
until the gunwale was flush with the surface
and then a man got on either end over theairtight compartments. Still the boat did
not sink, and as soon as it was cast loose
it heeled over and emptied out one-ha- lf the
water and then righted Itself. The air-
tight compartments were subsequently
tested by being filled with water, and when
the doors were screwed down the boat was
rolled over and the compartments wer
found to be perfectly tight.

Two other aluminium boats now in course
of construction will be subjected to similar
tests when completed, and the naval officials
will make a special report on the subject to
Secretary Herbert. The Secretary of the
Navy is said to be much interested in the
matter, as the indications point to a wide
field of usefulness for aluminium life boats
In the naval and life-savi- ng sendees.

An Interview wltu Librarian Spoflord
Elicits Some Facts.

Julian Hawthorne, in Llpplncott.
"Do the dollars for legitimate copyrights

belong to the library?"
"Oh, no; they all go to the treasury;

about a hundred and fifty, more or less,
every day. We don't get a cent of them."

"You said just now that there couid not
be copyright in a name. You don't mean,
I suppose, that the name or title of a book
is not copyright? I can't publish a novel,
for instance, which has the same title as
another novel?"

"The law la," said Mr. Spofford. emphat-
ically, "that the substance, the literary con-
tents of a book or publication may be pro-
tected by copyright, but not the name
not the title. You may call your next
book 'Vanity Fair or "The Quick or the
Dead. if you please. The law will havenothing to say to you, though, as a matter
of expediency, itis well not to duplicate
titles. Only you must be careful not toput the original story, whatever It may
be, between the covers."

This information was new to me. Per-haps it may be new to some of my literary
brethren likewise.

"Speaking about copyright." said I, "hasthe new international measure made much
difference in literature yet?"

"We are beginning to receive a good
many foreign applications. The law is ham-
pered by the restrictive clause compelling
manufacture on this side. A great mass of
common-plac- e foreign matter will not be
copyrighted, and can, therefore, btlll be
printed free. The law ought to have no re-
strictions whatever; any book, no matter
where written or printed, ought to be copy-
righted all over the world. At the same
time, any measure looking to the enlarge-
ment of copyright In any degree Is to be
welcomed. The Copyright League will no

THE MIItAGC EXPLAINED.

Lord Rnylelgdi Tells Why AVe See It
Inverted.

In the course of his second lecture on
"Light" at the Royal Institution Lord Ray-leig- h

spoke of the cause of mirage, which,
it appears, is not clearly explained in the
work on optics. Ganot says it is a phe-
nomenon of refraction which results from
the unequal density of the different layers
of the air when they are expanded by con- -,

tact with the heated soil. Lord Rayleigh
is reported as saying that the appearance
of water on broad and hot sandy places
was due to the fact that close upon theground there lay a stratum of rarifled air.
A ray of light fell very obliquely on to it,
and. being totally reflected, reached theeye of an observer much as if the rejection
took place from the water. The phenome-
non was. strictly speaking, one of refrac-
tion, although the effect was the same as
if there were complete reflection on one
surface. H? mentioned this because he did
not think it was to be found in any of the
books on optics, and because from a
theoretical point of view It was of great
importance. Jii!t as a glass lens formed
an image on the screen, so the crystalline
lens of the eye formed an image of ex-
ternal objects upon the retina (the sensi-
tive surface at the back of the eye), and
so the image on the retina was inverted.
Much unnecessary speculation has been
made in this connection, for people sup-
posed that, because of this inversion, it
was a mystery that we did not see every-
thing upside down. The fact was, we did
not see the Image on the retina at all we
only felt it: but if we could pee the image
on somebody else's retina then we should
see U Inverted.
