Senator Hill said: "The
bill seriously affects the rights and inter-
ests of building and loan associations,and
the Senate amendments do not cure the de-

fects complained of." The exemption clause
of the bill, which those in the associations
claim does not cover the ground, is as
follows:

That this net shall not apply to the in-
come or dividends received or paid by such
building and loan associations as are or-
ganized under the laws of any State, Ter-
ritory or the District of Columbia, and
which do not make loans except to share-
holders for the purpose only of enabling1
such to provide for themselves homes.

This only exempts such associations as
do no business beyond making loans to
shareholders for the purpose of providing
themselves homes. As there are many as-

sociations which do other business it Is ob--
vious that the exemption clause is, at least,
only partially operative. It i.s estimated
that there are now in the United States
six thousand building and loan associations
with deposits amounting to from $450,000,003

to ?500,CO,fXiO.

WASHINGTON. April 17. Another Inter-

national monetary conference, this time,
perhaps, to be held in the City of Mexico,
is among the probabilities. The Mexican
government, through Its diplomatic repre-
sentatives, is quietly pressing ujKn the at-
tention of the powers the feasibility of
again undertaking an adjustment of thmonetary question, and the time is be-
lieved to be rlie for further effort in that
direction. Minister Romero has already
suggested the matter to our government
In a way that does not at this moment re-
quire a direct response, and th? Presi lentIs considering it carefully, for undoubtedly
tne success of tne undertaking will depend
in a large measure upon th support of
the United States. The adhesion of GreatBritain, too, is of the first Importance,
and the rerort that she will limit her co-
operation to th? representation of India
alone hardly realizes the hoies of the pro-
jectors of the conference, though it may
not operate to defeat the meeting.

Inlou Pacific Matter.
WASHINGTON, April 17. The Speaker

to-d- ay laid before the House a letter'from
Attorney-gener- al Olney replying to the res-
olution asking for certain information con- -'

ctrnlng the status of Union Pacific railroad
matters. The Attorey-gener- al submits a
copy of a letter from the special counsel
of the government, the Hon. George lioad-l- y,

who reports that the Interests of the
United States in the Union Pacific have not
been legally affected by anything done in
the action wherein receivers of that railway
have been aptointed. for the reason that
the United States has not been made a
party to such proceedings. Mr. Head Icy
says he has not. without special direction
from the Attorney-genera- l, which he has
not received, felt authorized to enter the
appearance of the United States in any of
the thirteen suits in which the receivers
have been appointe-d- .

WASHINGTON, April 17. The modifica-

tions which have been made In the British
Bering sea bill have robbed that ineasur
of the features which were most obnoxious
to our government, and it is believed here
that if the act Is thoroughly administered
there will be little opportunity for pelagic
sealing In the closed season. As It now
stands, the results of the Paris arbitration
having been published in the British Colum-
bian newspapers last fall, it would be a
dlthcult task for the owners and masters
of any sealing craft to convince an impar-
tial court that they were not "aware" of
the provisions of the award, and unless
they could establish such ignorance their
vessels and cargoes are no longer free from
forfeiture.

ItLIft'IlLICAN' VICTOItV l. TIIK

Yesterday the Democratic House of Rep-

resentatives, by a vote of 212 to 47, adopted
a rule for the counting of a quorum. In
other words, a large majority of the Demo-

crats voted for the principle which they
denounced in the Fifty-fir- st Congress as
an unprecedented outrage and the destruc-
tion of the rights of the minority. It was
while the Democrats were protesting
againt Mr. Reed's counting of a' quorum
that Mr. Rynum made a spectacle of him-

self by declaring that the Democracy would
lay waste the country, "burn the last spear
of grass," before they would yield to such
tyranny. Because of this counting a quorum
ex-Speak- er Reed was stigmatized as a
"czar" and the Democrats refused to ex-

tend to him the usual vote of thanks at
the close of his term. In the campaign of
1S0O the Republican House which made
quorum counting one of Its rules was de-

nounced by every Democratic newspaper
and stumper In the North. Turn to the
files of those papers and columns of in-

flamed editorials can be found setting forth
the dancers of such an outrage as count-
ing a quorum. Even the "too good" mug-

wump newspaper ar.d the alleged "journal
of civilization" piped their protests against
a rule which made it possible for a House
in which the majority party has but a
small majority to legislate.

And now the same men who denounced

the quorum-countin- g rule a year ago were
found yesterday supporting it. Hereafter
they and the Democratic party cannot
repudiate that rule, since, having been In-

dorsed by both parties In the House, it
has become as much a law for the future
as If It had been enacted by both branches
of Congress. It Is not necessary to prove

that It is a most Important gain for popu-

lar government. To insist that a minor-

ity In a legislative lody where the majority"
is small can prevent legislation by refusing
to vote after there has been a reasonable
opportunity for discussion Is to insist that
men are elected to Congresses and Legis-

latures to defeat the aims of popular gov-

ernment. A seditious minority could, un-

der a rule which permitted silence to break
a quorum, refuse to pass appropriation bills
and thus paralyze the government.

There has been a disposition to criticise
the Republicans in the House for refusing
to make a quorum during the past three
weeks. Such criticism Is unfair. They be-

lieved that the counting of a quorum in-

volved a most Important principle which
should be acknowledged by both parties,
and, this opportunity presenting itself, they
availed themselves of it to compel the
Democrats to adopt a rule which will make
impossible in the future all revolutionary
methods depending upon silent minorities.
Now all fair-mind- ed people will approve of
the practical sense which the counting of
cuorums Involves, and will hail it as an
important reform. It is all the more im-

portant and a more sweeping vindication
of Republican good sense because the party
which denounced it has been forced to
adopt It.

TIIH M'KIXLEY TARIFF AOT A PIUX- -
CIILH.

Senator Quay, of Pennsylvania, delivered
an excellent speech on the tariff question a
fciv days ago. Senator Quay is sometimes
called the "Silent Man." He certainly
never talks for the sake of talking, and
whn he does talk he says something. He
Is a much abler man than he genarally gets
credit for. He Is a reader and thinker, and
few men In public life are better posted on
public questions than he. At one point in
hi3 speech, he referred to the common
charge that the Republican party was irrev-
ocably committed to the McKinley tariff
as the ultimate expression of legislative
wisdom and a perfect formula of protec-
tion. On this point Senator Quay said:

The McKinley bill was not a principle; itwas an exi-riment- application of a
theory. The exact results of its operations
could not safely be predicted, because no
one, not eA-e- n trios? who were experts In
the various .schedules it embraced, could
understand with absolute precision the ex-
act measure of protection which it would
extendi to each article catalogued in its
hundreds of paragraphs.

TlS3 McKinley bill was designed as an ex-
emplification of the Republican idea of
what fostering encouragement was due to
American capital and American labor. As
finally placed mon the statute ooks itwas still subject to every modification
which its operation in practice might show
to be necessary in the equitable interest of
the producer of raw material, of the manu-
facturer and those he employed, and of the

( consumer" of the finished article, as well as
of the national treasury, to which It prom-
ised revenue.

It Is not perfect, nor considered by Its
authors to be perfect. It was felt and was
stated that, as would be the case with any
tariff law. Its application of the principle of
protection would develop faults of detail
with time and experience. Nothing is more
certain than that, even had not the Demo-
cratic party succeeded In 1S02, a revision of
the McKinley law at the hands of the party
which enacted it would nevertheless in
time l necessary. I am prepared to make
this admission freely, and even to carry
it so far as to state, speaking for myself,
that if the present Congress could devise a
reasonable measure, which would permit
the continued employment of American la-

bor and capital at living wages and fair
profits, even though involving reductions,
in some Instances perhaps large reductions,
from present rates of duties, with the un-
derstanding that it was a determination of
our- - dispute for a term of years, 1 would
not oppose it.

This Is true. The Republican party should
not allow Itself to be put in the position of
maintaining that the McKinley law is ab-

solutely perfect and to sacred for amend-

ment. Circumstances have made it their
line of battle at present, and as an honest
expression and application of the doctrine
of protection they ip well to defend It.
But there will be other protective tariffs
after the McKinley tarllY, and perhaps in
some respects better ones. As Senator
Quay well sail, "the McKinley bill was
not a principle; it was an experimental ap-

plication of a theory." What Republicans
are lighting for Is the principle of protec-

tion, not any particular application of it.

If the Wilson bill should not pass it may
yet devolve on a Republican Congress to
revise and amend the McKinley law. In
that case it will be done on protection
lines and In such a way as to benefit in-

stead of destroying American industries.
No tariff can be framed which will not de-

velop some defects, and In the course of
time require amendments. On account of

Their Iteasons for Not Wanting
"God in the Constitution."

Republican Senators Give Notice that
the TariH Debate Cannot Bo

Prematurely Stilled.

WASHINGTON. April 17. Members of

both lranches of Congress, particularly In-

diana, Illinois and Ohio, have been amazed
in the past few days to receive in their
mail petitions from the Lutheran Church
urging them to vote against the bill which
proposes to "put God in the Constitution."
It is true that the judiciary committee of
the House, to whom the bill was referred,
have practically decided to report the bill
unfavorably to the House, but the surprise
that a great religious body like the Luther-
an Church should protest against a step
vhlch was believed to have the undivided
support of every church organization In the
country was so great that many of the
Representatives receiving the petitions be-

lieved them to be forgeries. Inquiries sent
to the pastors of the churches soon satis-fle- d

them of the genuineness of the peti-

tions. They are printed forms, Indicating
that they have all been pent out from some
headquarters of the church, and every pe-

tition is signed by the pastor and oire or
more trustees of the church whose name Is
given in the petition, together with the
number of Its communicant members.

The reasons of the opposition of the
Lutheran Church to the proposed embodi-
ment of the Deity in the Constitution are
four:

Pirst Because it indicates an alteration
changing the entire, spirit of the Constitu-
tion, which is and ever should be based on
the principle of religious freedom and lib-
erty.

Second Because it indicates a direct vio-
lation of the first amendment to the Con-
stitution forbidding the establishment of
religion, "For (to quote the petition) this
proposed addition evidently tends to the
establishment of the Christian religion."

Third Because the church and state are
two separate domains, and that therefore
the state, or government, as such, has
nothing to do with Christianity.

Fourth Because, by fear that the adop-
tion of this proposed addition will serve as
a precedent for future encroachments upon
their religious rights, that the agitators of
this measure will, after once having gained
a foothold in the Constitution, endeavor to
introduce laws aiming at the entire de-

struction and annihilation of religious lib-
erty, in consequence of which the country
will be thrown into a state of religious
strifes and persecutions, and that finally
there will be a state church supported by
temporal power and oppressing the dis-
senters.

"WELL, IT AVOX'T.

Republican Reply to a Threat that
TarifT Debate AV111 Close Tiifmlny.

WASHINGTON April 17.-T- here was a
very slim attendance of visitors In the gal-

leries when the Senate met to-da- y. Senator
Hoar asked that all petitions protesting
against the ratification of the Chinese
treaty might be presented in open session
instead of executive session, as is cus-
tomary, and his motion being agreed to,
Senators Lodge and Gallinger presented
several euch petitions. ?

The bill to create the southern judicial
district of Texas and to fix the time and
place for holding courts in the southern,
eastern and western districts was passed.

Senator Voorhees reported a schedule
showing the changes in the text and rate
of duty of the tariff bill of 1S30 and the
administrative act of 1890 as it passed the
House and as It was reported to the Sen-

ate by the finance committee and the rates
proposed by the Mills bill.

Senator Hill inquired whether It was pro-
posed to print the Mills bill in its en-

tirety and stated that he would like to
have tliis done, and it was so ordered.

Senator Lodge offered a proposed amend-
ment to the pending tariff bill for. the im-
position of retaliatory rates of duty against
Great Britain, providing that when, In con-

travention of existing treaty, any article
not admitted free, if it is the manufacture
of Great Britain or any of its colonies,
should ray double the duty heretofore Im-

posed, and if admitted free, a duty of 33

per cent, be imposed except on wool, which
should be admitted under the duties of the
act of 1S50. and that these retaliatory and
discriminating duties should remain in
force until Great Britain consented to
take part in an agreement with the United
States for the coinage and use of silver,
and when such agreement was made the
discriminating duties should cease.

Senator Mitchell, of Oregon, sought to
have the Chinese treaty considered in open
session, but objection was made by Mr.
Sherman.

A long discussion was precipitated by a
statement by Mr. Harris that the unanl-mous-oons- ent

agreement under which the
Senate oierated last week having expired,
a further agreement had been reached by
him and Senator Aldrich, and he asked
unanimous conse-n-t that for the present
week and until Tuesday next the agreement
of last week should continue, namely, that
the Senate should meet each day at 12
o'clock, take up the tariff bill promptly at
1 o'clock, and continue with it until 5
o'clock without interruption, and that on
Tuesdaj' next, at S o'clock, general debate
should ceas-- and the bill after that time be
taken up and considered by paragraphs for
amendments, the committee amendments to
be considered first. He also suggested that
before the close of general debate one Dem-
ocratic Senator should speak in favor of the
bill, making such reply to those who had
spoken against it as he chose.

Senator Aldrich, as spokesman of the Re-
publicans, said there would 1? no objection
to the extension of the agreement to next
Tuesday, nor to any one speaking In de-
fense of the bill on that day for two hours,
or, he added parenthetically, for two weeks
if he chose

Senator Mills remarked that general de-
bate cn the whole features of this bill will
terminate on Tuesday.

"Well, it won't," came in a chorus from
the Republican side.

The debate continued for some time, when
Senator Hill asked if the agreement would
preclude the Senate from taking up the
free list for consideration. He did not wish
to be foreclosed in making a motion to
consider the free list at any time. He
wanted an understanding that nothing
agreed to should prevent the Senate from
proceeding to the fret; list by a majority
vote. The better way, in his opinion, was
to first consider what articles should lefree and what dutiable, and then what the
duty should be. Senator Harris agreed to
Senator Hill's proposition.

Senator Morgan asked leave of absence
until May 3, and then the Senate went into
executive session at 1:50. Twenty-fiv- e min-
utes afterwards the doors were reopened,
and Senator Mitchell, of Oregon, asked
that the re'solutlon to consider the Chinese
treaty in open session be laid aside until
May 3, when Senator Morgan will return to
the Semate. This was agreed to.

Senator Mclauren, of Mississippi, then
began his maiden sjeech in the Senate, sup-
porting the tariff bMi. Senator Smith, of
New Jersey, followed in an able? speech,
which was devoted entirely to an attack on
the income tax. At the conclusion of Mr.
Smith's sieech the Senate adjourned.
