HIS VIEWS ATTACKED

Prof. Garvin May Have an Exper-
ience Similar to Dr. Briggs.

Christian Churech Conference at Craw-
fordsville to Take Aection Against
Butler's Professor—His Defense.

At yesterday morning's session of" the

Third distriet Christian missionary conven-
vention, now beilng held at Crawfordavilla,
there was a g neral discussion concerning
teachings of Professor Garvin, of the
theological department of Butler Unlver-
gity, and the committes t&© whom the mat-
ter was referred presented the following
resojution:

“That It is the judgment of this conven-
tion that the churches of this district
should reject all teachers who teach any or
kll of the rollowing docirines: 1. Repeént-
ance before falth in the salvation of sin-
pers. 2. Baptismy of Holy Ghost and fire
ps taking place now. 3. Judaism as being
the religion of humanity, and Christlanity
as only a new spirit put Into it. 4 And
that the death of Christ had no more to do
with the salvation of mén than that of any
other good min. §. And that the gospel of
Christ is only a power among other powers
in the salvation of man.”

This resolution was adopted by a unani-
mous rising vote, and it is the intention to
bring this matter prominently before the
officlals of Butler University and ask for
the removal of Prof. C. H. Garvin,

Professor Garvin was seen last night
No petition or resolutions of any sort have
beeti received by him. Influential membeors
of the unlversity board have strongly ad-
vised the FProfessor to pay no attention
whatever to the mattér, and, should such a
petition reach him, to return it unopened.
Although Professor Garvin had known of
the disturbance at the Célumbus conven-
tion, he was entirely unaware of the
Crawfordsville action

AS the principal teacher in the theological
department, lecturing especially upon the
Greek Testament, Professor Garvin natur-
ally many doetrinal points, in
which laymen, as a rule, take no interest.
Bome of the conclusions which he dertives
from his study of the Seriptures, and
which he he s ready to defend on
Bible authority, have been vers  unfavor-
ably recelved by the ministers of his
church, who clailm that his teaching is not
in line with general views of the meémbers
of the Disciples’ Church. At the meeting
of the college directors on last Wednesday
the board discussed thé matter of the Bible
school, in conection with the controversy
which has arisen. The discusslon lasted
several hours, but no direct motion was
made except w0 inquire inte the matter. A
committes consisting of P. H. Jameson, H.

U. Brown, A. F. Armstrong, H. B. Cale,
B. M. Blount and J. C. Miler, was ap-
pointal and given power to call a meeting
of the board if deemed necessary. The
general impression, however, Is that no
further move will be made until the next
ses=ion of the directors in June.

Protessoer Garvin is conceded to he one
of the most scholarly men the Christian
Church has ever had, He has devoted years
to the study of the Bible, both while In
Germany amnd America. He is thoroughly
conversant with all modern languages, and
Hebrow, Greck and Latin, His comments
on the Hebréw Scoriptures are sald by his
students 1o be eyually valuable with any
acecessible to scholars. He I8 In the deepest
sense a genuine Bible student. All his
views are based upon Scripture, and are
results of such thought and study as but
few men give to the subject. His depart-
ment In the college Is In & flourishing con-
dition. The Blble pupila are mature men
of from five to ten years” experience in
preaching,

Professor Garvin does not recognize the
aunthority of the Crawfordsville meeting,
and holds himself aceountable only to the
offickal board of the college In whose gservee
jce he s eéengnged. The doctrines men-
tioned In the Crawfordsville resolutions, as
far as regards Garvin's bellef and teach-
ing, are three-fourths Incorrect, he having
never spoken taught them. His sup-
porters say that it s not a “Briggs case”
at all, except as regards animus, for the
church involved is congregational. In that
Ccase, o0, they tried their man, but in this
stance the action has been taken before
the charges are established The sonti-
ment among the students was freely ex-
pressed last night. His pupils are, without
exception, his enthusiastic admirers and de-
voted followers. None of the preachers, it
18 understoodd, at elther convention have
ever asked Professor Garvin for his views,
and It is charged they have acted on hear-
gay only. There has been considerable dis-
cussion of the subject In the church paper,
the especial point of controversy being that
CGarvin preaches repentance before faith,
Ho has conirlbuted several articles on this
doctrine to the Christian Standard.

In response to a question as to his posi-
tion, FPr irmt Butler sald that as to the
doctrinal points at issue he took no inter-
€3t in the controversy, but added: “As a
maltter Involving fres thought, free speech
and free Bible, 1 uld not be the son of
my father If 1 did not stand by Professor
Garvin.”
