J. O'Brien and the
Shine Brothers Before Him.

The City License Under Which the Sonth
Illinois-Stre- et Place Was Operated

Kevoked Improvements,

"Closed by order of Superintendent Pow-
ell and Mayor Denny" Is the wording of a
sign placed on Shine Brothers saloon at
SI South Illinois street yesterday morning.
In accordance with the notice sent by
Mayor Denny Tuesday afternoon to D. J.
O'Brien, in whose name the business of
the above place Is conducted. O'Prlen. ac-
companied by his attorney. W. T. Brown,
appeared at the Mayor's office at 9fl
o'clock yesterday morning. John Shine
had preceded him. Mr. O'Prlen said that
he had nothing to do with the business and
appeared only because he had been sum-
moned and not to defend the case, as he
said that was a matter for Mr. Shine to at-

tend to. Mr. Denny said that as the license
was in the name of D. J. O'Prlen he could
not take any cognizance of the proprietor-
ship of the Shine brothers, and as there
was no defense made he would revoke the
license. He then handed to Mr. O'Brien the
following notice:

"Whereas. On the 2Cth day of March. 1894.
the city of Indianapolis, by and through its
Mayor and city controller, Issued to Dennis
J. O'Brien a license to sell spirituous,
vinous and malt liquors In less quantity
than a quart at a time, with the privilege
of allowing the same to be drunk on his
premises at his place of business in the
city of Indianapolis, viz.: Xo. 51 South Illi-
nois street, under and by virtue of the laws
of the State of Indiana and ordinances of
said city; and,

"Whereas, It has been shown to the Fatls-factlo- n

of the undersigned that said Dennis
J. O'Brien has been in the habit of vio-
lating the laws of said State making it un-
lawful to sell, barter or give away any
such liquors on Sundays and other desig-
nated davs. and that he has allowed and
permitted his servants, agents and em-
ployes to violate and disregard sali laws;
and

"Whereas, Said Dennis J. O'Brien has at-
tempted and assumed to sell, transfer and
assign his said license and saloon business
at said place on South Illinois street to
other persons, who have recently assumed
to carry on business at said place under
and bv virtue of said license, which Is In
violation of law and the terms and condi-
tions of said license;

"Xow, therefore, I, Caleb S. Denny, Mayr
of the city of Indianapolis, by virtue of the
authority vested In me as such Mayor, do
hereby revoke the said llcitise so Issued to
said Dennis J. O'Prlen, and all attempted
transfers and assignments thereof to any
other person or persons.

"C. S. DENNY. Mayor."
A copy was also piven to Superintendent

Powell and the orislnal was filed in the
controller's oltlce.

Shine Prothers immediately closed their
place of business and place I a notice on
their door. When asked what he intended
to do in the matter, one of the brothers
said he did not know yet what steps would
be taken; that the matter was in the
hands of the Liquor League's attorneys,
and they would immediately take puch
steps as wer? necessary to test the case
In the courts.

"Will you open up and make a sale, and
then be arrested, s a to bring the case
into court," Mr. Shine was aked.

"If the league's attorneys advlsa such a
course I will do so. As yet they have not
told me what course to pursue and I will
remain closed until such time as they de-
cide upon a course of proceedure," he said.

It is not known now whether the Liquor
League will take any action In the matter,
but It is Renerally supposed that It will.
Mayor Denny Is of the opinion that as
many as 75 per cent, of the saloon keepers
of the city are perfectly willing to cb?y
the law and will not uphold the violators
of it. If that is the case it Is hard to un-
derstand where the Shina Brothers will
get any assistance In the light, unless it be
from the Prewers Association. The police
al3j report that it is. only a very small
p?r cent, of the saloon men .who persist-
ently violate the law for the sake of profit.
Others, they say, occasionally make a Mle
after hours or on Sunday, but simply to
accommodate some friend and not for the
profit there may b? in the sale.

The line of defense that will be set up In
this case is not known, but it Is believed
that the attorneys for the defense will
claim that even if the Mayor has a right
to revoke a license it cannot be done except
after a trial and conviction in court. All
attorneys who have fdven the
matter any thought and who would
express an opinion on the subject were
unanimous in declaring that under the law
the Mayor had a perfect rint to revoKe
tho license of the saloon men if they vio-
lated the law.

To Bring: the Union Pacific to Time They
Reduce tho Kate to California

from $33 to SiaOO.

The war over the emigrant rates will
begin In earnest next Sunday. Chairman
Caldwell, of the Western Passenger Asso-
ciation, yesterday Issued, notice to all mem-
bers of the association that with the be-
ginning1 of next week the association llnea
will put Into effect a rate of $16.10 on em-
igrant business from the Missouri river to
California. This 13 a cut of $13.90, the
present rate from the river to California
being $33. The new rate will be a body
blow to the Union Pacific; as that road's
present percentage on each ticket from the
Missouri river to Ogden Is Just $16.10. The
Western Passenger Association lines are,
by this reduction, offering' to carry passen-
gers clear through to the coast for the
Bame amount as the Union Pacific demands
to Ogden- - The latter road, if It meets tho
rate, cannot afford to pay commissions, as,
if it does bo, it must carry each passenger
at a loss; and it cannot secure emigrant
business without paying commissions. Its
only hope, from present appearances, is to
drag the Southern Pacific into the fight and
Induce that line to reduce its commission
for carrying passengers west from Ogden.
The lines making the fight against theUnion Pacific, which are the Uurlinfrton,
the Atchison and the Itoek Island, profess,
however, to feel easy on that score, as theyclaim the Southern Pacific will hardly Joinin a fight in which it has no especial inter-
est.

3Iarch Exhibit of KnrnlnKH.
Returns of gross earnings of 123 roads

for March are in and compare more un-
favorably with last year than did January
or February. In March these roads earned
$33,141,951, a decrease this year of $3,877,714,
or 13 per cent. The gross earnings per mile
were $71 smaller than in March, 1SD3.

The ijeneral pnssenfrer apents of the Cen-
tral Trafflc Association discussed routine
matters at Chicago yesterday In connection
with the proposed Eastern pool.

A majority of
clergymen know that the reason they get
cheaper fare is through the courtesies of
the roads, but there is a clas. It Is alleged,
that not only travel at half fare, but go
to extremes and abuse the courtesy of the
roads. One of the first rules governing
the issuing of this transportation Is that
the applicant shall not be engaged in any
other calling than the ministry, but It is
claimed that this privilege has been abused.

J. M. Egan. who has been so long and
actively connected with the Chicago &
Great 'Western railway, has tendered hU
resignation as president and general man-
ager, and It has been accepted. Mr. Egan's
place has been filled by the election of A.
H. Stickney, who was formerly president,
but of late has be?n chairman of the beard
of directors. Samuel Stickney, son of
President Stickney, succeeds Mr. Egan as
general manager. Xothlng can be learned
definitely as to the reason for Mr. Egan's
resignation. Mr. Egan was at work as
usual yesterday. At noon he had a confer-
ence with Mr. Stickney, and It is believed
some sudden difference of opinion aro
over the management of the road, for Mr.
Egan's resignation was promptly submitted
and as promptly accepted, no reason bring
announced. There had been n previous
talk of any such action, and it was a sur-
prise in railroad circles.
