Delegates to the General Assembly
llev. ilr. Whallen's Case.

The Indianapolis Presbytery has elected
delegates to the General Assembly as fol-

lows: Itev. Leon F. Marshall and liev.
Henry L. Dickerson. of this city, minis-
terial delegates, and ex-Jud- ge Lewis C.
Walker, of this city, and Mr. Holmes, of
Columbus, as lay delegates. The deleg-ate- s

chosen to represent the Indianapolis Pres-
bytery in the General Assembly, which
meets at Saratoga in May, are of the lib-

eral Presbyterians, and will support the
liberal ideas of the church. They say they
are not disciples of Briggs, whom they con-

sider an extremist, but are for proyrresMon.
They stand for a right to express their
opinion and belief as to the meaning of the
Confession of Faith.

The presbytery also passed a resolution
overturing the General Assembly to pre-
pare a new creed less speculative than the
present Westminster Confession of Faith
and setting forth the essentials of the
Christian faith in much shorter and clearer
form.

A resolution was passed Instructing the
stated clerk to, give letters of dismission
to all members of the presbytery living
outside of its bounds, transferring them
to those presbyteries within whose limits
they reside.

This action was taken in accordance w ith
the law of the Presbyterian Church, the
General Assembly having declare-- that
ministers without charge living in the
bounds of another presbytery shall In? re-
quired to transfer their memlershi to
that presbytery in whose territory they
reside. This action will necessitate the re-
moval Of the membership of three or four
of the present members of the Indianapo-
lis Presbvtery, including Rev. Dr. E. P.
Whallen, of Cincinnati; Kev. Mr. Weather-wa- x,

of Anderson, lnd.; Rev. Mr. McMillan,
of Kentucky, and, perhaps, one or two
others. This action is due to the fact that
the members of this .presbytery felt that it
was not right to permit the ministers out-
side of its bounds to come into its meet-
ings and vote upon the questions concern-
ing tho local government of the presby-
tery.

Outlook for a Largo Attendance The
State Convention.

Tho primaries to elect delegates to the
Republican State convention will be held
in this city to-morr- ow night, and, on ac-

Capt. Alexander Hess, candidate for Clerk
of the Supreme Court, was in the city yes-
terday en route for ids home at Wabash,
having completed a canvass of the leading
counties of the State. He represents the
party as lelng full of life and confident of
victory, while the Democracy appear to be
hopelessly demoralized.

Counterfeits that Deceived IJank
Officers Found on Third Street.

Over S800 Unearthed by Small Boys-rremis- cs

Formerly Occupied by tiio
Noted Johnson Family.

A tin can containing ?S"0 In counterfeit
money was found by three colored boys
on Wednesday evening while digging in a
vncant lot on Third street, near Illinois.
The spurious money is now in the hands of
Major Carter, of the United States secret
service.. The names of the lvjys who found
the money are Aldrige Jarper, James II.
Lilly and William Franklin. The money
w;ls In halves and quarters, and of such ex-

cellent quality that It passed the scrutiny
and all tests of the paying teller of the
Indiana National Dank, by whom It was
pronounced genuine after the application
of the csual tests.

The boys were digging in the lot on
Wednesday night when they struck an old
and rusted tin can. When they attempted
to remove the can they found it to be very
heavy. It was brought forth and goon
broken open. There before them was a
can full to the brim of silver coin, appar-
ently money of tho realm. It goes witlwut
paying that the boy were much agitated
and highly eJatcd at their find. When tho
money was counted It was found that there
was $$0O of it. The boys sajd nothing about
their llnd that night, but early yesterday
morning they sallied forth with their
wealth. Already a suspicion had crept Into
th-:l- r minds that the money was counter-fel- t,

and they went to Keegan's drug store-- ,

at No. Tul North Tennessee street.
To the druggist they explained the circum-
stances of how they came" into possession of
th ! money and asked his opinion as to its
genuineness. He took one of the half dol-

lars In the lot and weighed it with a gen-

uine coin from hl3 drawer. He found the
coin received from the boys to be thirty-fiv- e

grain short in weight, and pronounced
it bad money. The boys were loath to give
up their treasure, and were not entirely
ratlsfied with the opinion, of the druggist.
Departing with the coin, they debated as
to what to do, and linally decided to coma
down town and ask the judgment of a
banker as to whether the money was gen-

uine. They went to the Indiana. National,
where they asked to have some of the coin
tested. The test was made, and one of the
employes told the boys they had a real
treasure. Ona of tile lads, upon hearing
this, asked the. teller to accept ten of the
halves and give a five-doll- ar bill in ex-

change. The teller willingly did so, and
passed the bill out to the boys in exchange
for the ten counterfeit coins. Having re-

ceived the Judgment of the bank teller that
the money was good, they went forth to
enjoy It. Llka honest young mm they first
prKeeded to pay several debts with the
money, and spent some of it in various
places about the city. It was accepted
without question so far ns known.

After th? boys had been In the store of
Mr. Keegan ho ttlephoned Major Carter
and related the facts to him. Major Carter
Immediately went out to the vicinity, and
was there for several hours searching for
the. boys, but as they had In the meantime
come down town he failed to find them.
While Major Carter was searching for
them, V. T. Malott, president of the In-
diana National Dank, got hold of the money
which had been brought into- - his bank, and
was pf the opinion that it was not genuine.
He at once began a search for the boys
that had brought the money into the bank.
He found them, and they agreed to accom-
pany him to the oflice of Commissioner Van
Puren. To the Commissioner they ex-

plained how they had com? In possession of
the money, and it appearing, from their
visit to the bank to hav the coin tested,
thnt thercj was no criminal Intent ujn
their part to pass tho counterfeit, they
wt re not held.

All of the money was turned over to Mai.
Carter and yesterdav evening he had It
stacked ur on his desk, and to the un-
initiated It really looked like genuine
m ney. Major carter saii it was a nrsi-s- s
ch duality of counterfeit and would
re.Ldlly pass nnywhere If It were brightened
up a little. He said he believed lr the coin
was brightened and a person was to start
at one end of Massachusetts avenue he
co'.ild pass one of the coins In every estab-
lishment upon the street without being
once questioned. He said the stuff was un-
doubtedly cast In a die. as such a good imi-
tation could never have been molded. The
colna ranire In date from to 1M".2 and
have probably been buried at thn spot
where they were found during all the yertrs
between the latter date and the present
time. Major Carter thinks there Is not a
iloubt that tho coin Is the product of the
Johnson family, which lived In this city and
on the property where the money was
found prior to the year 1SJ3. This family,
all the memlKTS of which were counter-
feiters, was known to the government as
the most dangerous gang of money manu-
facturers that it ever had to cope with.
Their work was not confined to coin alone,
but they made silver certificates and treas-
ury notes of such fine quality as to bailie
many extorts, and In one Instance to baf-
fle an official, wno wrongfully confiscated
a quantity of genuine money, counterfeits
of which had been made by th- - Johnsons.
The fajnlly consisted of Charles. Thomas
I., Kiljah. John, David, Klizaleth and
Joseph Johnson, anil the entire family were
counterfeiters. Major Carter has had sev-
eral experiences with the family antl has
sent several of them to the penitentiary.

Charles Jilinson was nrreftd In this
city In 13 for counterfeiting and sent to
the. penitentiary Afterwards, on Oct, SO,

, Thorrwu I. Johnson was arrested, and
on Jan. a, 1S70, wis sent to the Michigan
City penitentiary for a term of ten years
for counterfeiting. On Jan. 13, 1 SS8. Charles
Johnson was arrested for the counterfeiting
of the Grant tive-dollar-bll- ls. It was
an exceedingly clever piece of
work, as was also the arrest of Johnson,
which was accomplished by Major Carter.
The officer had received word from Wash-
ington that tho Grant bills wen1" being
counterfeited by a dangerous Imitation.
On tho same day that he received the in-

formation from Washington he received a
telegram from a Hinker at Golvin, In
the northern iart of the State, that coun-
terfeit bills had been passed in that place.
He went to Goodwin and was met by the
banker, who told him that a number of
bill had come? into the place and they were
undecided as to whether they were genu-
ine or not. Their suspicion had len
aroused t cause so many of the bills which
were of recent d ate hail found their way
Into the town. Major Carter was handed
one of the bills, and as it was his first "pa-
per" case he' was at first undecided as to
whether the bill was imitation or genuine'.
H questioned the banker and lecanie sat-
isfied that the town was being Healed with
J.ho counterfeit bills of which he had re-
ceived notification from Washington. He
sit nlKiut the Investigation and traced a
number of the bills to the store of Pane
P.rothers. the largest retail lry-gl- s store
in tho plaee. He talked wdth the banker
nlout the proprietors of the place, and was
told by the Mnker that the oilicer' sus-
picions that Pane Prothers were responsi-
ble for the presence of the bills in the
place wen prejHsterous; that they were
the wealthiest merchants In the place and
could Urntv all the money they desired
from the lv.nk. Nevertheless, after further
Investigation. Major Carter was satisfied
that he wns correct. He went to the store
and placed the younger of the Pane broth-
ers under arrest and found a roll of bills
In his xocket. He also. jt another bundle
of them from tho safe and a few in the
iMKsesslon of the older brother. James

a liveryman at the same place, .was
al.o nrrested. and it developed that Pane
and Sari had purchased $? worth of the
iMtgus bills from Charles Johnson, the pur-
chase having len made In Canada,

John Pane w:.s afterward convlctd and
pent to the pcnltontlM-- y for one year an
Sapp died before his case was called for
trial. Through Information received from
Pane and Sapp Major Carter trae-- d John-
s' a to Canada. Py some clever work John-
son was Induced to cross the line and come
over to letroit. Mich., where he was ar-
rested. He was left In charge of a govern-
ment olileer named Hcrschel. while Major

:iTtr went on to Port Huron to make
another arrest. During Major Carter's ab-si- u

Johnson escaped and ld once more
t- - Canada, Here he was arretted under
the Canadian laws for selling the counter-
feit inotK-- and tried and convicted, and
he N now serving time In a Canada in-lt'-ntla.-- v.

He has Urn known under the
aliases "of C. C. lilvers and l'aviv. Two of
the family were arrested in New York,
one at lMinkirk and the other at Putfalo.
The former was sentenced to eicht years
and tho latter ten years for work la that
State.

Allen told the business to a Mr. Howard,
qjid tho charges of violating the law are
really against Mr. Howard, but the license
being in the name of George Allen, he Is the
one against whom any legal proceedings
must be taken. The letter of Superintend-
ent Powell to Mayor Denny Is as follows:

"To George Allen there was Issued by the
city of In.lianupolis license No. 17D to soil
Intoxicating liquors at No. 117 Fort Wayne
avenue. 1 tun Informed by ollleers that the
fruil George Allen sold his business, cov-
ered by said license, to one Howard,
who now operates it. The officers have re-
ported from time to time that violations of
the law were constantly occurring at saidplace, and on the morning of April 18 saidoftlcers arrested I'erry Evans, bartender nt
the.said premises, for selling liquor without
license; that he was tried, convicted andfined In both cases In the total sum of jli
and sentenced to Imprisonment in the work-nou- s

for thirty days. I recommend thatthe license issued to George Allen be re-
voked."

On this complaint Mr. Denny Immediatelysent tho following letter to George Allen:"It is reported to me by the superintend-
ent of police that violations of the law havebeen permitted by you and other ixxrtleaacting under a certain license, No. 170, is-
sued to you for 117 Fort Wayne avenueOn information obtained I am Inclined torevoke said license, and will hear an"Btatement that you may desire to-- make onthe subject to-morr- ow morning, at o
o'clock, at my oilke. You are Invited toIks present at that time, together with any-
one who may claim or assume to act foryou in the conduct of th aloon at theabove number under said license."

As tho evidence la the Police Court yes-terday morning was su indent to convictthe bartender. Perry Kvans. there is nodoubt that this license will be revoked thismorning. Mr. Denny says that he willcontinue revoking the licenses of thosewho violate tho law until such time as thecity Is five from this class of lawbreakers.If he lias tu revoko half the licenses intown.

WOMEN OS THE SCHOOL HOARD.

Another Commissioner Willing to Give
Way Women's Eligibility.

The probability that one or more women
will be candidates for election as School
Commissioners has caused some discussion
as to whether, undor the laws of Indiana,
they are eligible to tho olllce, as it is elec-
tive and d.Mendent upon suffrage.

They thought the statutesmade n. discrimination between the sexes.Superintendent Jones. of the public
Khools, said they could sitv if elected.
1U said the general statutes containednothing to prevent it and tho special actconstituting the local school board con-
tained r.i discriminating language. Jlecited the cae of M.i May Davis, at Terre
Haute, as showing that they were eligible
to the otlice.

The next school election occurs in June
and some of the members whose terms
expire will not be candidates for re-rle- e-

tion. Another number has said that he
would rot a candidate If some good
woman in his district aspired for the honor
of the iKjsltlon. As several j.,ood women
have already been frequently n.'T.tioi.ed as
probable candidates for the isition in
that district It is likely that the commis-
sioner will be given ample opportunity, to
display his gallantry.

City Engineer Tells What He Saw
on His Inspection Tour.

He Thinks Indianapolis Has the Best of
All Asphalt Streets Broken

Stone Foundations.

The city engineer returned to the city
yesterday morning after a lengthy trip in
the East In the Interest of good pavements.
He has gathered Information from all points
in regard to brick and asphalt pavements
and the different kinds of foundations In
use In the various cities he visited. Hl3
report, which will be made to the Board of
Public Works in a short time, will cover
the quality, cost and kind of pavements
which he inspected in Washington, New
York, Detroit and Columbus, also the qual-
ities of brick which are being manufactured
at' Canton, Akron, Columbus and Zanes-vlll- e,

O. From Washington Mr. Brown
sent a sample about one foot square of a
Bermudez pavement laid on a bituminous
foundation. He saw this sample cut out
of a street which was being torn up by
plumbers. The bituminous base is laid in
the same manner as concrete, except that
coal tar is used instead of cement. While
he thinks this makes Just as good founda-
tion as concreto if the gTOund underneath
13 perfectly solid, it 19 too soft to bridge
over a hollow place in the ground caused
by sinking after plumbing is done. The tar
13 too easily affected by heat, and such a
foundation always conforms to the sur-

face of the earth underneath it.
As to the Bermudez asphalt, Mr. Brown Is

not ready to express a definite opinion. He
says he saw a street In Detroit of this
material which was laid last August and
opened for traffic the sAme day it was
finished. It is a street that is used about
as much as Pennsylvania street north of
Ohio, and he saw no more marks of ve-

hicles or horseshoes than are to be seen on
any of the improved streets of this city.
It ha3 stood the winter without any cracks,
and he thinks bids fair to withstand the
hot weather of summer. The oldest Bermu-
dez pavement in Detroit was laid obout
twenty-tw- o months ago, has rather heavy
traffic and is now in as good condition as
any of the streets there. Mr. Brown thinks
this ought to bo a fair test of the lasting
qualities of this kind of pavement, aa one
winter and one summer ought to show if
there are any bad qualities. The Bermudez
company has had soma trouble In getting
its material here In sailing vessels. The
material is quite soft as it comes from the
mines, and in a vessel coming under the
hot southern sun It will melt and run to
one side of the vessel when going against
tho wind. Then when the vessel reaches
the colder northern winds the material
again gets hard and throws the ship out of
balance. The company has now leased
steamers for the work and Mr. Brown be-

lieves the company will be able to supply
its demands.

While In New York the engineer visited
the refineries of the Warren-Schar- f, the
Trinidad and the Bermudez company and
observed their operations of refining. When
the vessels reach Ney York with asphalt
it is as solid as when seen on the streets,
and has to be mined from the holds of the
vessels with picks.

Mr. Brown saw one street In Columbus,
which has been, down for about five years,
made of Kentucky rock asphalt. This Is
a similar quality to that In Jackson Place,
except that it is of bituminous sand stone,
while that in Jackson Place is made of
bituminous limestone. The result In Co-

lumbus with the Kentucky asphalt is about
the same as the experience in Jackson
Place.

"What do you think of the asphalt streets
in this city as compared with those of
other cities?" he was asked.

Thls city has been remarkably fortunate
in her Ptreets. While some of our streets
are better than others, there has not been
a single street laid here that is a failure.
Every city I visited has one or more streets
!that were actual failures from the begin-
ning. There Is as much In tho workman-
ship as in the quality of the asphalt, and
I believe our streets have all been laid by
persons who thoroughly understood their
business."

Mr. Brown sent home samples of brick
from all the factories he visited. The brick
he liked best is ono made of one-thir- d clay
and two-thir- ds shale, which is about the
same as the Wabash repressed brick now
being used here. This brick Is being used
on one end of a viaduct In Columbus and
an all-sha- le brick on tho other approach.
All vehicles that pass over one must pass
over the other. The shale brick Is badly
chipped on the corners, while the mixed
brick Is apparently as good as when put
down. Mr. Brown is preparing to test all
the samples of brick which he has secured,
and when the Meridian-stre- et improvement
comes up ho will knows Just what to give,
as the property owners say they want the
best that can be had.

"What do you think of the broken stone
and sand foundation which the Alabama
street prope-rt- owners want?" he was
asked.

"I saw some samples of that kind of a
foundation while I was gxme," he said. "In
Columbus they have several such founda-
tions. They first put down eight inches of
broken stone and roll it. Then they cover
that wltlm one and a half inches of fine
sand and wash and rake it in. This Is as
good a way as you can put down such
foundations. After it ha been down a
year it Is no trouble to pick out these foun-
dations by driving over the streets with
your eyes shut.

Board of "Work nnd Mayor View
the Lnnil-Lock- od District.

The Board of Works, the Mayor and an
assistant engineer, together with the prop-
erty owners interested, yesterday went out
to the southeast portion of the city to
view the land-locke- d district, commonly
called "Egypt." Notes were taken of the
topography of the district.

has a turntable in the middle of the street,
on which the cars are turned in taking
them in and out of the barn. The turn-
table Is a very poor one. and when a car is
on it there is no certainty that it will

strike tho rails in running off. The cars
have been off the track there so much that
for ten feet on each side of the turntable
and towards the barn the asphalt is all
torn up, leaving prreat ruts in the street.
Wednesday, to remedy the defect, several,
loads of gravel were dumped Into the holes.
F.ven where the a.phalt is not nil torn off
from the foundation there are a large num-
ber of deep cuts Into the asphalt made by
the sharp flanges of the wheels of the
heavy, cars.

On April 23,
lfcl0, James S. Brown, a Justice of tho peace
at that place, and before whom the first
aftldavlt against tho absconder was iihd,
was employed to run him down. A written
contract was entered Into with Brown
under which he was to receive ?10 a month
and expenses during such time as he was
engaged In the chase, and If he landed, his
man, who was known to be In Canada,
Brown was tot receive one-four- th of the
amount recovered. This contract was
signed by tho vice president, cashier and
one director of the bank, and Brown
started at once to work, lie located his
man In Windsor, opjosite Detroit, and go-
ing to the latter place remained until Sept.

on which day he succeeded in lur-
ing Schreiber across the river and. arrest-
ing him. The latter was brought back to
Columbus, where he turned over property
enough to make good the entire $150,oo,
and on (Jet. 10, 1S, was sentenced to tenyears in the southern prison.

Brown then called on the bank people
for his share of the $lf0.O. but they re-
fused to pay it, much to his surprise. He
sued on the contract, but the bank's at-
torney simply answered that any such ar-
rangement wa void because Brown was
the judicial olileer before whom the a Ill-da- vit

against Schreiber was filed, and the
contract was therefore In the nature of a
bribe to convict the latter. Brown de-
murred to the answer, but hi.4 demurrer
was overruled by the Bartholomew Circuit
Court. Ho then replied to the bank's an-
swer, but the bank's attorneys demurred
and were sustained, whereupon Brown ap-
pealed to the Supreme Court which yes-
terday. In a decision by Judge Dal ley, sus-
tained the lower court's action. Th opin-

policy forbids this kind of a contract. Allagreements for pecuniary considerations to
control the regular administration of Just-Ic- e

are void, whether improper means are
contemplated or us-e- In their execution.
The law looks to the general tendency of
such agreements, fnd it closes the door to
temptation by refusing them reeotmltion In

'the courts of the country. No design need
le manifest, as the motive is not inquired
Into.
