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THE FESTIVAL MUSIC

Programmes for Each Night of
the Great Season of Song.

Mme. Eames’s Appearance on Wednes-
day Night—Selection of Soloists
—The Sale of Seats.

The work of arranging the programme
for the five concerts to be given at the
May Music Festival, has not been an easy
one, The assignmen: of so many artists,
the choice of selections, and their appor-
tionment to the wvarious concerts, have
made necessary long continued correspond-
ence and many consultations. The pro-
grammes as finally arranged, subject, as
they may be, to slight changes have been
prepared by Professor Arens and Mr. Stew-
art, manager of the Boston Festival Or-
chestra, who has had much experience in
festival work, and have been submitted to

and approved by the board of directors,
It Is now believed that they are as nearly
perfect as they can be made, and that
they are more varied and attractive than
any that have been enjoyed at previous
festivals. Aside from the choral works, in
which they are to sing, the soloists, as a
rule, have heen allowed to select their own
numbers, in which they think they are
most effactive, providing that these selec-
tions were such asg to conform to the geén-
eral character of the festival work. It has
been arranged for Mr. Arens to appear in
a new capacity, that of conductor of the
qQrchestra, in one or two numbers, in which
he has been very successiul, both in FEu-
rope and this country, and he, of course,
will eonduct both the orchestra and chorus
in the works in whicn the latter is em-
ployed.

The festival will open on Tuesday night,
May 15, with the grand oratorio of *‘St.
Paul” (Mendelssohn), of which the first
part will be given in its entirety, with ex-
cerpts from the rest, Including ll:--_ tenor
aria “Be Thou Faithfu! Unto Death”
which Mr. Davies has sung with such
great success in London and New York.
The second part of this programme will
include numbers by Mr. Henri Marteau,
Mr. Heinrich, M'lle.

TWO ARTISTS SPAT.

The Great Eames nnd the Great Calve
Fall Out.

“Carmen,” at the Metropolitan Opera
House Tuesday night, says the New York
Sun, developed some incidents .that were
not altogether a surprise to those who
have known of the strained relations be-
tween Mme., Calve and Mme. Emma
Eames, Those in the audience who didn't
know. became aware afler the third act
that there was trouble.

The opera was given to a crowded house
and an enthusiastic one. There was no
stint of applause. Mme, Calve sang *“'Car-
men” and Mme. Eames “Michaela.” The
friends of each were there to hear them.
When the curtain came down on the third
act there was applausz so loud and sus-
tained that it calied for the principals.

The curtaln went up and, to the surprise
of the audienc>, Mme. Calve, the star of
the evening, did not come forward with
the others. Mme. Eames did, and it was

sesn that she was beckoning to some one
in the wings. But Mme, Calve did not ap-
pear.,

The curtain was rung down, and there
was anvther frantic outburst of applause,
with a few hisszs. By this time every one
in the house perceived that something un-
pleasant was happening. The applause
continued, and ﬁlhlﬂ}' Mme, Caive advanced
before the . curtain alone and bowed and
smiledd in response to the applause,

But this was not what the audienca
wanted. They continued their applause,
Again the curtaln was rung up, and this
time all the artists, Including Mme, Calvs,
were on the stage. Slgnor Ancona at-
tempted to bring Mme., Calve and Mmo>,
Eames to the front hand in hand. Then
the audience saw beyond a doubt why Mmes,
Calve had not appeared with Mme., Eames
and the other artists on th2 first call. She
firmly refused to let Signor Ancona place
her hand in that of Mme. Eames, and she
even refussd to look at her sister artist.
This aroused more hisses, and when the
curtain descended the whole housz2 buzzed
with conjectures as to the reasons for Mme.
Calve’'s action.

Mme, Calve's friends said yesterday that
Mme. Eames had wounded her deeply, and,
therefore, she had refused to meet her on
a friendly basis. &Hhe had, therefore, de-
clin:d to come forward and share the ap-
plause with AMme. Eames. These strained
relations had existed betwern them since
the latter part of their previous engage-
m=nt in this city.

Mr. Julian Story, Mme. Eames's hus-
band, gave a somewhat different wversion.
He regretted the incident very much, he-
canse Mme. (Calve had made such a public
exhibition of her feeling.

“Ame. Calve.,” he said, *“has not been
friendly with Mrs. Story since the last en-
gagement in which they appeared together
here. She has openly insulted her. In the
nresence of Mme. Grau and several others
she threatened to slap Mrs. Story's face
the next time thev apneared together in
public, In Chicago she gave an exhibition
lHke that of last night. +It was only M.
Jean de Reszke's influence and firmness
that prevented her from reneating it the
next time “Carmen” was sung. He insisted
that Mme. Calve should not spoill the artls-
tic effect of the Derformanoce, If Mme.
Calve thinks that Mrs. Story has treated
her unkindly she has no right to visit her
griecvance on the public. Mrs. Story and 1
both regret the incident of last evening.”

“T ecame to this country a stranger.
ignorants of the language and the customs
here,” sald Mme. (Calve last night. *“and
without the protection of husband or fam-
ilv. My very defenselessness should have
been a protectivn to me, but instead of
that Mme, Story has done everything possi-
ble to injure my reputation. I know of the
thinzs she has reveatedly said. It's not a
matier of any doubt, and if Mme. Story
wants to know why I refused to take her
hand on Tuesday night let her ask me face
to face and I will answer her,

“I did refuse to touch her hand, bhut I
never threatened to slap her face, If I had
you may be sure I should have done it. 1
admire her beauty and her voice, and there
coulil never be any talk of jealousy be-
tween us. We sing entirely different parts
and pever come into rivalry. I admire Mme.
Eames as an artist, but as a woman 1 re-
fuse to take her hand. I could not have
meant any affront to the public, for there
is no part of my whole career that I re-
member with such pleasure as my success
here In Ameriea,

THE LAW AND THE DOG.

Two Interesting Declsions of Ques-
tions In Massachusetlts Courts.
Boston Evening Transcript.

If one interferes with two dogs that are
flghting and is bliten by one of them he
cannot recover damages unless he shows
that he was in the exercise of due care.
The full bench of the Supreme Court, to-
day, so held In the case of Artemus Hodg-
son alnst Charles H. Hodgson and Wil-
iiam T. Tapley.

The three parties live in Dedham. The
plaintiff was out riding accompanied by
his two dogs. A shepherd dog owned by
the defendant followed the carriage and got
into a fight with one of the plaintiff’s dogs.
He went up to the dogs and seized the de-
fendant's dog, when it turned on him and
bit his hand. The suit was brought under
public statutes, Chapter 102, Section 93, and
the plaintiff ciaimed that he was not obliged
to prove at the trial that he was in the ex-
ercise of due care. The court holds that he
was and savs: “In the case at bar the
plaintiff voluntarily submitted himself to
danger and we have no doubt that the ruil-
ing of the court below was right.

Another dog-bite case to eall forth an ex-
pounding of the law is that of Jesse O,
Boulester, of Rockville, against Charles W.
Parsons, of Walpole. The bite in this case
was Inflicted vpon a horse, which died In
consequence and the plaintiff sued for his
losa, e plaintiff’s brother was driving aan
express wagon, drawn by a palr of horses,
along a country road: and in the rear of
this wagon was another horse attached to
a single wagon. The defendant's dog ran

out of his master's yvard and bit the horse

d as
was this one, and thereupon the plaintil
requested the court to instruct the jury in
substance as follows:

of the court to rule as above the plaintift
excepted.

The full court sustains the plaintiff's ex-
ceptions and says: “We are of otunlon that
the ruling requested should have been given
in substance. While the doctrine of con-
tributing negligence has been often said to
apply to an action on the public statutes,
Chapter 102, Section 93, and we have no
doubt it does apply where the plaintiff in-
cites or provokes a dog, and it may be in
other cases, the doctrine has an applica-
tion to the case at bar. The leading of a
horse behind a wagon was simply a condi-
tion and not In any sense a contributing
clause of the injury. * * * To hold that
the question whether leading a horse be-
hind a wagon should be submitted to the
jury as evidence of negligence on the part
of the plaintiff in inducing an attack by a
dog., would render It necessary to submit
to the jury the question whether the color
of the horse or of the wagon, or of the
clothes of the driver might not have induced
an attack. The law does not pay this re
spect to the characteristics or prejudices
of dogs.”

WHY ARE WE RISHT-HANDED?

A Princeton Professor Answers by
sxperimenting with His Child.
New York World.

Prof. J. Mark Baldwin, of Princeton 1'ni-
versity, has been performing a series of
experiments upon one of his children with
a view to finding out the origin of right-
handedness. There is no apparent sclentific
