THE TANNHAEUSER MUSIC DRAMA.SoldiersRecruiting at Indianap-
olis for Uncle Sam's Army. Selections to lie Given at the Wagner

Opera Festival.

Selections from Tannhaeuser will be a
feature of Mr. Stem's Wagner opera festi-
val on May 7. and besides the work of the
choru3 Mr. Emil Fischer will sing basso
solos. Sousa's band will furnish the in-

strumental music. The music drama of
Tannhaeuser is more fully represented on
the programme than any other of Wagner's
works.

The opera of "Tannhaeuser" was written
in the years 1S41-- 3, and was first produced
in October of the latter year. It has been
preceded by "Iiienzi" and the "Flying
Dutchman," and, like thc-m-, failed at first
to meet with the reception the composer
had hoped, if not anticipated. Its story
13 based upon the Tannhaeuser legend,
which still exists In Thuring'.a, the site of
the famous Wartburg castle, where theLandgraves of the thirteenth century insti-
tuted peaceful contests between the Minne-
singers and the knightly poets. Wagner
was interwoven with the main fact3 of
the legend, the poetical contests In the
Wartburg and the exquisitely beautiful
character of Kllzabcth, the princess of the
castle, who knows the eternal mercy, and
who has the strength to die for his re-
demption. I.y her martyrdom Tannhaeus-er'- s

wild and vehement nature is broken.
Hy her death he is freed from sin. and in
his own death he finds relief. The story
Is based upon the grand motive which ap-
pears in others of Wagner's operas, notice-
ably "Lohengrin" and 'Parsifal." namely,
the world-ol- d struggle between the flesh
and the spirit, and the opposing principles
of good and evil, which Goethe developed
with such astounding power in "Faust."

The first scene of the second act intro-
duces Kiizobeth, who greets the hall in theWartburg, which will be sung by Francesca
Gurthrie Moyer. In the second scene Tann-
haeuser appears, and Is rapturously wel-
comed by Llizabeth, to whom he relates the
miracle of his escape from Venus. The
fourth scene opens with the familiar march
and chorus and a festival song is prepared.

In the third act the Introduction illus-
trates Tannhaeuser's pilgrimage. In the
first scene the "Pilgrim's Chorus" Is heard,
followed by Elizabeth's prayer, one of the
most strikingly beautiful numl?rs In the
whole work. The second scene In devoted
to Wolfram alone and Includes the ex-
quisite romance. "The Evening Star," sung
by Emll Fischer, the great basso from the
Metropolitan Opera House Xew York. The
last scene is occupied with Tannhaeuser's
repentance, the last effort of Venus to en-
tice him once more to the mountain, the
death of Elizabeth, which releases him from
her magic and Tannhaeuser's own death.
The Hallelujah Chorus of the young pil-
grims brings the scene to its close. The
chorus will sing "Hail Bright Above." one
of hte most beautiful choruses in the
music drama.

'f the many v. ho apply but few are
chosen, and those who pass muster do not
enter the service with glowing imaginations
of a future life of happy case. The hard-- s

failure are laid before the applicant by the
rr?:o-- r in charge of the recruiting office.
Aft r a younir man has passed the age of
p!ht en. rnd while he is yet lingering be-

tween the period of sapient youth and ma-
tured manhood, he begins to cast about for
a life business. After two or three years
h" may make a general failure of every-
thing he lays his hands on, and perhaps
th shadow of a disappointed love has been
Ms: over his life. lie finds that the world
has bumped him hard, and he's tired of It.
Tlun it Is that the recruiting office has a
T v applicant. Tho unfortunate young man
concludes that the frontier is the place for
him, and he proposes to sacrifice himself
to the army.

After the applicant has passed up the two
fights of stairs, stood the scrutiny of Ser-gea- nt

Walsh's skilled military eye and has
teen in the presence of young Lieutenant
Carter for two hours and a half he begins
to realize just what a wonderful institution
of system and red tape this United States
government has grown to be. If he weathers
the fire of 230 shrewd questions and has
withstood the test of a rigorous physical
examination he is accepted. Then he be-
longs to the government for Ave years. lie
Is put astride a cavalry horse or a musket is
thrut Into his ha ruts, and he Is expected
to f.ht, if need be. to the death. In return
for this duty the government feeds him,
keeps him clean and pays him 513 a month.
The applicant enlists as a private, and he
remains In the rear rank unless he pos-less- es

sufficient intelligence to utilize the
opportunity given him by the government
and educates himself to a promotion. By
flillgent study and honest, faithful service
he may, after three or four years, reachthe rank of a corporal. Then he may lookforward to an increase of a few dollars a
month pay. The private, however, is usually

menfs menial labor. He is thus informed

axiom generally observed.

has seen active service on thefrontier and has dance 1 with the belles atVest Point, lie was turned out of that
institution in and sent to the South-
west to join his fortunes with those of theFifth Cavalry. With the straps of thefirst lieutenant on his shoulders he chased
Mexicans and Indians on the Rio Grandefor eight years ami was then t ra fe rrelto the less hc-stil- e division of the armv atIndianapolis. The young officer has ieen
In charge of the recruiting office here sincelast October, and lias hint scores of tli.eIbsier lads scurrying toward the Westernplains.

Applicants for enlistment must be be-
tween the ages of eighteen and thirtyyears, unmarried, of good character andhabits, able-bodie- d and free from disease.
The government doesn't want married men
or men who have relatives deiendent upon
them. The enlisted soldier is the property of
the institution that employs him. and he
must have no obligations outside of hi3
duty to the Hag. lie has his choice be-
tween fighting Indians on horseback or
d xlKing bullets from behind a tree with a
musket in his hand. For infantry and
artillery the height must not be less than
tive feet four inches, weight not less than
l.:.s pounds and not more than lt jounds.
Cavalry applicants must measure five feet
f.iur and live feet ten inches and must tip
the scales at a weight not to exceed K

The physical examination is se-
vere. :md the applicant must submit to a
personal examination by the lieutenant,
who goes about the work like a skillful
practitioner. A minor can be enlisted only
with th written consent of his parents
cr guardian and when his physical devel-
opment is exceptionally good. The govern-
ment has provide. l for the punishment of
fraud, and If. after the recruit has en-
tered into active service, it is learned that

has deceived the recruiting officer as to
his age or name, he Is apt to be punished.
Aftr Lieutenant Carter has done with the
mecessful applicant he is turned over to
Sergeant Walsh.

The Sergeant has been the humble repre-
sentative of the government for sixteen
years, half of which period he spent in one
cf the hotttst Indian campaigns In Mon-
tana. There is no romance about the army
for him, and he hustles the raw recruit
nff to a ba;h and then to the store room.
The department in which the government's
tultlngs are stored Is on the third floor
of the building, and lre the recruit is tak-
en to be fitted out in the government's blue.
He incases his figure in a sun that is prob-
ably two sizes too small for him. and the
new private Is then ready for active duty.
For two or three weeks the programme
1 varied. The new recruit usually spends
his time between loafing about the barrack
xvorn and displaying his brass-buttone- d

proportions at th? foot of the stairs. After
& time the recruit grows weary of admir-
ing his own figure and he longs for the
fever of tattle. Here he is disappointed,
for Lieutenant Carter has. by this time re-
cruited a dozen or mor? applicants, and
the lot Is bundled off to David's Island,
New York harbor, or to the Jefferson IJar-rack- 3

at St. Iuis. Here a '.rain the recruit
me:ts a bitter disappointment. There are
no available Indians to kill, but Instead
there u three months of hard military dis-
cipline and incessnnt drill. Adjutant Gen-
eral Itugtrle. at Washington, says that some
cf th? Western regiments need recruiting
and the raw material is started for the
frontier.

From the first year's pay of the private
a month is retained, with 4 per cent, in-

terest added, which will be paid to the
young soldier upon his discharge, provided
he has served honestly and faithfully. The
term of sendee Is five years, but after hav-
ing served one year the soldier is accorded
the privilege of purchasing his discharge
at any time upon the payment of Jl- -.

After eompletln three years service he la
entitled, if he has served his country well,
to a furlough of three months, with the

of discharge after timely notice,trivllege Carter deplores the fact that
an erroneous impression of army life has
bein created in the public mind. The
Ocrvice is not vtclo-os- . and Is only what a
fcvui sees fit. to make it. The government
Cesn't undertake to reform its servants,
tut stands ready to help a man better him-el- f.

There is at nearly every military post
In the countrv a library and reading room.
in which Is kept a good assortment of
look, magazines and newspapers. The
recruit may take advantage of these facili-
ties. On the other hand he may plunge

Women who never know what it is to sitdown anl expect a. visit, or hang' up a,
picture or tlx a screen, or arrange a cor-
ner, th? same as other women whose livesare rounded by home? Women who have
to tun out so early and so hastily In the
morning that they have no time to arrange
their room before going to the shop? Whohave no one to say as they leave for theday's trials, 'Good-by- e ; take care of your-
self?' Who go back to these sam rooms
at idght and find them dark and often
still as they were left in ths mominj?
Who. when Sunday comes, have to utilize
the day for mending and stitching and
fixing up the rents-- and the pinned up
P'.aecs of the week? Who have to workSunday nights on the 'only decent gown,'
which they laugh at when it is fixed, for
they wonder when they can wear it, and
where?

of the city who live at home, and
their mothers or sisters attend to the littlewants, llut the majority of them hav
no homes except the little hall room or
the back room, on the top floor. And
when they wash out a pocket handkerchief
in their room the landlady glares at them
If she knows It. as she is apa to, and they
dare not speuk.
