For the sake of the sweeper, the carpet
and the general health of the household
the weekly dry broom stirring up of dust
should go. After it should go the feather
duster, whose only use is an. artistic-- one.
for It has Its picturesque use In the hands
of the pretty soubrette. who has done much
to endear it to the heart of the average
maid. Stage dusting cannot be successfully
done with a dust cloth, but that in the
apartments of real folks is never well
done without It There should be an
abundance of hemmed dust cloths of cheese
cloth, of the sV&zy yellow cotton that looks
like chamois or of old silk handkerchiefs.
These should always be clean, and a maid
should be made as responsible for their
cars as for the care of bed linen or towel..
The dust of sweeping may be avoided by
keeping a pall of clean water at hand an 1

dipping the brooming occasionally, drain-
ing it well from water before uslnsr it
again. Or the carpet may be scattered
with damp bits of paper or tea leaves. The
necessity for gathering up every pirticle
of either 'Is quite sure to Insure thorough
sweeping.

All tho Uht fine dust In a room Is quite
sure finally to find Its place on the roush

.surface of a carpet, and when stirred up
it may be full of danger to delicate lungs.
The object of both sweeping and dusting
should be to get the dust out of a house,
not to stir up as much of it as possible.
The science of it can easily be made clear
to the most slow-witte- d maid.
