enterprise and speculation.

"Sixth Next, it is to be considered that,
while these influences are at work to bring
stbout an important revival in the indus-
tries, the commerce and the financial spirit
of the old world, we are here on theverge of escape from the trammels which
have so long held the business of the whole
country in suspense and extreme depres-
sion. Thus, on both sides the Atlantic, we
have ameliorating Influences of the broad-
est kind coming Into operation conjointly;
and it Is not easy to set a limit to the
extent of recovery Into which these ten-
dencies may develop.

"In this country, the conditions favorable
to a revival of business are especially Im-
portant. The past twelve months of de-
pression has been due almost entirely to
artificial and accidental causes, and' not to
any general intrinsically unsound condi-
tions of trade. The first contribution to the
depression was a pure and simple money
scare, the cause of which has already been
remove by the repeal act. The next cause
was a contemplated change In the productive
and conii-etltiv- e conditions of .domestic In-
dustries, which, for so long as It remained
undetermined, produced a general collapse
of production and a contraction of con-
sumption. But those consequences have pro-
duced an unprecedented depletion of stocks
of manufactured products. So soon, there-
fore, as the new tariff duties are legalized
what is there to prevent a resumption of
normal activity in every branch of busi-
ness, the consequent general employment of
labor and an attendant Increase of con-
sumption by the masses? The only cause
of deferment of this recovery that can be
reasonably suggested is the possibility that
workmen may hesitate to yield the con-
cessions in wages made necessary' by the
lower duties and therefore lower prices. As
to that, it can only be said that already
labor has conceded important reductions in
wages, while the process of adjustment is
still going on, and the real question seems
to be, not whether wages will be reduced
at all, but whether the concessions will
equal the demands of the employers. It is
reasonable to expect that, when labor more
fully understands the necessity for lower
wages and finds that It Is being compensated
by correspondingly lower costs of living,
thsre will be no great difficulty In effecting
an equitable readjustment of the scale of
wages. While, therefore, it is possible that
seme complaint may be .heard of the stub-
bornness of the wage-earni-ng classes, yet
that is likely to prove only a transient ob-
stacle to a complete recovery of business.

"The foregoing are the main points of
the confidence which Wall street is now
putting In the early future, and upon
which it is willing to carry Its holdings of
securities rather than realize upon, them.
And. to our view, this confidence Is not In
any degree strained or unreasonable. It Is
based upon a fair estimate of manifest
probabilities. The conditions are not those
of a deep-roote- d and fundamental derange-
ment that would call for a long period of
gradual recuperation. They are. In the na
ture of a transient obstruction which, when
removed out of the way, will admit of a
rapid recovery. It therefore would not be
surprising If, when the tariff Question Is
put out of the way, business takes a sud-
den start and the trade of the last six or
four months of the year proves to be of a
really healthy nature. It is superfluous to
say that in the event of the realization of
the probabilities here foreshadowed as to
the crops and general business, the rail-
roads would show a general gain In earn-
ings, with consequent benefit to that cla.s
of investments."

harvest: which Is always conducive toproierou3 trade and to activity of trans-
portation.

Fourth Europe, and especially its larse
industrial nations, is cominir out of .thevere commercial depression from which it
has been suffering since the cbse of 1S90;
the recovery In England. France and Ger-many being especially marked. This changexray b expectd to show Its effects in an
increased demand for our experts and a
better tone in the markets for our great
Staples, as well us In an Improved Inquiry
for our investments at a later stage.

"Fifth Europe Is abwi emerging from Itsentanglements of conillctlng internationalpolitics and tariffs, with the attendant con-
stant dangers of war. For the last ten
yer3 each successive spring has been ex-
pected to introduce some great Interna-
tional conflict: and, though ways have been
found for staving off th seemingly inev-
itable struggle, yet it has been at the con-etant- ly

chest is too apparent to need mention, butmany who would like to avail themselves
of the advantage of thus preserving and
making palatable the food that comes to
their tables In the hot weather are deterred
by the expenslveness of the factory-mad- a

articles. A very satisfactory substitute can
be made at home by procuring a large dry-goo- ds

box and fitting a smaller box inside
it, directly upon the bottom, but with aspace of four or Ave inches all around it,
which is to be filled with sawdust or other
similar material. The inner box should pro-
ject an inch above the outer one. A box
cover should be made to fit the outer bo,
so that there may be a nonconducting spaca
above the inner box as well as around It.
On the bottom of this cover lot Inch strips
be. nailed along the sides and ends o that
they may fit closely around the uppr edge
of the Inner box when, the whole chest 19
closed, which will make the ice chamber
air tight. An iron pan, with a tit of pip
leading down through the bottom can ba-mad- e

to place the Ice in, or, if the chet IS
to be placed In a shed, a hole may be bored
through the bottom, and the Ice set directly
on the boards. It will "spend" better If
wrapped In burlap or some closer doth.
Movable slat shelves are fitted into the
other end of the inner chamber to place
food upon. The Inside should be she!Jarl;
before using, or the pine wool may giaa flavor to some articles of food, particu-
larly butter. It must be kept clean and oc-
casionally sun-drie- d to kill the mold.
