The I_:e- Fentival.
The Sousa Band made its third appear-

ance here within a year yesterday at Tom-
linson Hall. The concert was for the mu-
sic festival given under the auspices of
Mr. John H. Stem. The band is too well
known in this city to need any extended
notice. The opening number was the over-
ture, “"Raymond, or the Secret of the
Queen,” by Thomas. A characteristic se-
lection by Sousa was called the “Last Days
of Pompeil." In it there was all the quiet

of a peaceful day and country, and the
vesper service and the organ s heard.
Then there comes the bolling of the lava
in the crater, gradually more and more,
till It overruns the sides and the city is

buried. The screams of the people arise,
and by closing the eyes one could imagine

the plcture from the music. For every
number on the programme Mr. Sousa re-
sponded with an encore, and some of them
received two. The popular marches were
greeted with applause, and the two fa-
vorites, the “Washington Post” and the
“High School Cadets,”” created gnthuala.am.
The people like his music. The soloist of

the performance was Madame Francesca
Moyer, soprano. Madame Moyer i1s admir-
ably fite for the Wagnerian school. She
has a powerful voice, Intensely dramatic
method, and is a colorateur singer in its
strictest sense. She would make an ideal
Elsa or a Brunnhilde. In the matinee she
sang “My Ileart at 'l"hy Dear Volce“' from
“Samson and Delilah,” and the *“Venzano
Waltz.,”” In the later she gshowed a liquid
tone and florid execution. Esgfecially in the
sustained trill did her vocal powers of
wonderful excellence show themselves. Her
register is remarkable, and zltogether Mad-
ame Moyer Is one of the at singers who
has appeared before an Indianapolis audi-
ence. The other soloists were members of
the orchestra. Mr. Arthur Pryor, a trom-
bonist, played an air with variations. The
Instrument, In his hands, uired new
possibilities. The tones were e velvet,
and the erest. sweetest notes of the cor-
net could not be rivaled by those which
Mr, Pryor produced. In answer to a re-
call he played the simple theme, without
variations, of “The Heart Bowed Down.”

“Walkure,” and the finale was the overture
to “Tannhauser.”

The Lelys’ Concert.

Mr and Mrs. Durward Lely gave a most
delightful recital, last evening, at Ply-
mouth Church. The subject of the enter-
talnment was Scotland’'s song and story.
Mr. Lely, who was the tenor with the
Pattyl Concert Company, and who made a
moset favorable impression when It was
here, was the sololst., Mrs. Lely, who is a

beautiful woman, is a planiste with fine
sympathetic musical feeling. She plnyed
Scotch alrs for the introductory number,
and then accompanied Mr. Lely in all of
the songs. Mr. Lely's volce is a tenor of
eat purity and range. Added to this he
g:.l the true Scotch accent to make the
theme complete, The songs were each
prefaced with a word or two of explana-
tion, either of the song, the composer, the
time or some story exactly fitted to the sub-
ject, sometimes bnmorous and sometimes
thetliec. The rollfeking, jolly song, “The
rd o Cockpén,” was followed by the
“O Open the r.” which Carlyvle said
was “In a single line, to the saddest feel-
ing, the saddest environment and local hab-
ftation.””

SAFETY BOARD RULES

Policemen Must Keep a Wateh on
Saloons and Bad Characters.

Card Playing Allowed in Engine Houses
—Resolutions for New Sewers—
Cement Walk Bids.

The new book of rules of the Board of
Safety has just been received from the
binders, and will go into effect next Thurs-
day. Not many changes of importance have
been made. Employes in the various de-
pariments are prohibited the use of official
letter paper in their correspondence;y and
special attention is called to Section 105 of
the clity charter, which provides that city
employes must not talk politics.

Patrolmen will be required to make a
note of the appearance in thelr respective
districts of any persons of bad character
and the residence of such persons while in
their districts. They are prohibited enter-
ing any saloon or house of bad character
at any time, except in the discharge of

their duty, and must watch such houses in
A way that the proprietors will know they
are being watched.

Under the new rules the power to appoint
lileutenants of fire companies will be vested

in the chief of the department' instead of
in the captain, as heretofore. In houses
containing two fire companles the senlor
captain will have full control of the man-
agement of the house, hut the junior cap-
tain will still econtrol his company when
out of the house. For several years past
card playing has been prohibited in all of

the engine houses, but under the new rules
it will be permitted upstairs, any gambling
forfeiting the privilege.

The veterinarlan has never had any rules
to gulde him, and was allowed to do about
as he pleased., In the new book one page
iz devoted to his duties.

REMONSTRATE AGAINST CEDAR.

A Number of North Alabaman-Street
Citizens Don’t Want It,
Another phase of the Alahama-street pav-
ing question was before the Board of Works

vesterday. The following petition was flled
by W. F. Christian and others remonstrat-

ing against laying cedar blocks north of
Massachusetts avenue:

“We, the undersigned resident property
owners In Alabama street, most respectful-
ly and earnestly protest against layving a
cedar block pavement on any part of sald
street. We belleve that under the provi-
sions of the charter the Board of Public
Works has the sole right to declde the kind
of Improvement to put on any street, and
should not surrender that right. To grant
the petition for cedar blocks would, under

present circumstances, be construed as a
surrender of that right. We lusist that an
improvement for any street should be of
the same character throughout. The north
end of the street (s alreadﬁ paved with
asphalt. To put any other kiad of va-
ment on the south end would mar the beau-
ty and detract from the general appear-
ance of the street,

“We belleve that Alabama street is too
Important a thoroughfare to have a patch-
work pavement. To admit the principle:
one blook may be paved with ecedar block,
another with Macadam and a third with
brick. Cedar block Is not a durable pave-
ment; It s an unsanitary pavement, and
for these reasons has been discarded by al-
most all of the leading citles and has been
generally condemned by engineers. For the
above reasons we believe that the board
ghould adhere to its original Intentlon in
regard to the paving of the street, or should
delay the improvement until such time as
its idea can be carried out.”

DECLARED IT A DRAW,

Athletic Committee Passes on the But-
ler-Purdne Ball Game.

In obedience to a call by President Tay-
lor, the executive committee of the State
Athletic Association met at the Denison
Hotel yesterday to consider a protest filed
by Purdue University against RButler Uni-
versity over the result of the ball game
played at Butler on April 21. The meeting

was an Interesting one, and lasted until 7
o'clock. The protest charged Butler's um-
pire with notorious injustice and general
incompetency, and Turther stated that there
was no game at all if the constitution was
to be consulted in the matter. Butler, with
the assistance of attorney Curtis, entered a
denlal, and charged Purdue with improper-
ly delaying the game. The matter was
thoroughly discussed by both sldes, and the
testimony of several witnesses taken, after
which the litigants withdrew and the re-

maining delegates were left with the gues-
tion to decide. The result of that deciﬂicm
was to make the game as played April 21 a
draw. The contested game will be played
at Lafavette May 23, under the usual con-
ditions governing a regular scheduled game.
The contending colleges shared the ex-
penses of the present sesslon of the com-
mittee equally.

A letter was also read by the secretary
from the faculty committee of Indiana Uni-
versity stating that in so far as the com-
mittee was able to find out, certain charges
and rumors of professionalism made against
Utter, Ferguson, Dally and McMullen were
wholly untrue, and that affidavits to this
effect had already been filed by the parties
in question, as well as by the manager
and captain of the Lebanon club.

SUBURBAN ELECTIONS

Republicans Reduce the Haugh-
ville Democratic Majority.

Head of the Ticket Elected—A Priuter’s
Mistake Defeats the Mt, Jack-
son Republicans.

The election in Mount Jackson yesterday
was very clese and hotly contested. It was
80 close that nothing but the officlal count
could decide which party had gained the
day. The contest was more in the nature
of a friendly rivalry than a political fight,
When the polls were opened in the morning
at 8 o'clock it was discovered for the first
time that the ballots were all {llegal, hav-
ing been priuted with the Republican ticket
at the left-hand side, when the law plain-
ly states that all tickets shall have the
Democratic ticket printed to the left, then
the Republican ticket, the Prohibition, and
any others following in the order in which
they were certified. When the copy for the
ballots was taken to Wm. B. Burford's last
week to be printed the question arose be-
tween the election clerks and Mr. Bur-
ford’s manager as to the arrangement of
the two tickets on the ballot. It was finally
decided that the party in power at the time

had the right to have their ticket first on
the ballot, and the copy was rearranged

accordingly. When the sealed package of
tickets was opened yesterday morning the

mistake was discovered, and Messrs., Mer-
rill Moores and R. 0. Hawkins were com-
municated witheby telephone. They decided
that if the ballots were used as printed the
election would be void. More tickets were
immediately ordered from Mr. Burford, but
it was nearly 11 o'clock before the first bal-
lot was cast in Mount Jackson. It is known
that this mistake was the cause of several
Republicans failing to vote, as they were
compelled to leave before the ballots were
ready. As it turned out, the vote was 8o
close that in one case even one vote would
have caused a tie or two would have
i:hanxed the result. The vote was as fol-

Free beer and whisky, with wide-open
saloons, was the principal feature of the
Haughville election.

ASPHALT IT MUST BE

Council Takes Favorable Action
on New Jersey-St. Ordinance.

North Indianapolis Annexation Ordi-
nanee Killed After a Lively Tilt
—The City's Law Cases.

The Council last night passed the ordl
nance providing for paving North New Jer-
sey street with asphalt by the following
vote: Ayes—Colter, Drew, Henessy,
Kaiser, Koehring, Krauss, Merritt, O Brien,
Puryear, Ravh, Ryan, Schmid, Stein, Young
and Cooper—li; nays—Allen, Costeilo, Ma~
gel, Murphy and Shaffer—3. There was no
discussion on the question. President
Cooper made a statement, which seemed to
be concurred in by most of the members,
that the reason the Councll sustained the
Board of Works in this case and did not
on the Alabama-street ordinance is that
the remonstrance against the Improvement
of New Jersey street was not accompanied
by a petition for another kind of improve-
ment, and if the Council should reject this
ordinance there was no assurance that the
street would be paved at all. Mr. Cooper
says he will not antagonize improvements,
but does not believe In forcing on the peo-

ple an Improvement they don't want when
they are willing to accept another good
pavement.

The Mayor recommended that some
changes be made in the ordinance providing
for the appralsement and sale
of the city’'s personal property.
He wants the Councill to provide
specifically what appraisements shall be re-
ferred to, the manner in which the pur-
c¢haser shall pay for the property and for
the payment of the appraisers. The rec-
ommeandation and the original ordinance
were referred to the committes on public
property.

W. L. Taylor, for the commission on the
revision of the city ordinances, reported

that the work had been completed and
asked the Council to make provision for
printing and binding the books. Mr, Taylor

estimated the cost at about £2.500 for 1,00
copies or 33,000 for 1,500 coples. ‘The com-

munication was recelved too late to get
the recommendation of the controller for

an appropriation, and so no action could
be taken on the matter.

City Attorney Soott reported that the
appropriation of $2500 to the law rt-
ment was nearly exhausted, and that there
were suits pending which he could come
promise If he had the money with which to
make the settlement and thus save the
city a large amount In costs, He sald
there were about a dozen more tax cases
similar to the one which had recently been
decldged against the clty b{ the Appellate
Court which could be adjusted without
costs. He asked an agproprinﬂon of 5,000
for this purpose, which was recommended
by the controller. An ordinance was ine
troduced appropriating that amount, and
it was referrad to the finance comunittee.
NORTH INDIANAPOLIS ORDINANCE.

The filnance committee reported against
the annexation of West Indianapolls. The
report was concurred In by the Council,
and the ordinanc> was stricken from the
files. The majority of the comunittee also
reported against the North Indlanapolis or-
dinance, after wi a minority report was
introduced, signed by Messes. Merritt and
Allen, recommending the passage of the
ordinance after it had been amended so
s to exciude all that part of the

territory west- of the canal. m;
would save the city the expense of con- -
gtructing bridges over the canal. A motion
to strike the ordinange from the flles pre-
cipitated quite a lively discussion on both
sides. Mr. Young =ald that the stand taken
by the incorporated suburbs was about to
drive all of the gambiers out of them and
the city would compelled to take in
North Indianapolis to prevent the gather-
ing of the gamblers in that place. Mr.
Costello threw a graat deal of sarcasm
into his argument inst the ordinance.
He said that North Indianapoils was sep-
arated from the city by an IiMmpassiine
swamp fit only for snipe shooting and
“dJuck chasing;”’ that what is not swamp is
sandbar, which Is just £3 bad. ""When you

Woodruft Place, There is o
place which is surrounded by the city and
has plenty of money to pay thelr share ot
the city's taxes.” Mr. Murphy opposed
the ordinance because he sald the city had
more outlying districts now than she cold
care for. He sald the First ward had
been a part of the city for twenty-two
years and had no engine house an had
only a few hundred feet of water mams
and very few electric lights. Mr. Drew
then explained that the property owners
of North Indianapolis did not expect the
city to spend more money out there than
she received In taxes from the placa.
said the city was compelled to give, fres
of charge, police and fire protection now,
and that If annexed the city would not be
called upon to bulld a fire house out thers
unfil such time as the tax receipts would
justify it. He created consternation for a
few minutes when he sald: *“If this ordl-
nance passes these people’s gas bills will
be reduced considerably.
