The girls presented a
quaint appearance in thelr gray Quaker
gowns and white caps, with whi'e handker-
chiefs crossed over thelr breasts in the reg-

She is
not only an orphan, but is deaf and dumb.

NEGROES IN THE SOUTH,

Bishop Thompson, of Mississippi, Speaks
of Their Condition.

Rev. Hugh Miller Thompson, D. D., Bishop
of Mississippl, addressed the annual Whit
Sunday festival of the Sunday-school Insti-
tute yesterday afternoon at 8St. Paul's
Church.

At the union services at night he spoke
on "Church Duty in Missions,” He sald
that the calling of persons to the mission
fleld and the obeyance thereof was only the
fulfilling of the law and the command of the
Lord. The present generation of this coun-
try had religion because their forefathers
were missionaries.. Few people thought of

them in that light, but they served as mis-
slonaries, nevertheless. Blshop Thompson

cited the case of the Pligrim Fathers. It
was missionary work that led to the con-
verting of the British isles and the start-
ing of a civilization, strictly an English one,
which has never been headed. In all this
was church work, though the special feat-
ure was mission work. It was the part of
the Spaniards to discover this country, but
it mf to the lot of the religlous English-
man to develop the Western hemisphere,
both morally and physically. This mission-
ary influence had not ceased In this coun-
try, but had continued to have its weight
in forming the country’'s laws and estab-
lishing the great reforms.

It was the reaction of missionary work
that caused the slaves to be freed. The
Abolitionists were nothingﬁmorp than mis-
slonaries, appointed of God to earry out
this great work. The slaves when freed, on
account of the neglect to which they had
been subjected, were ignorant and thus al-
most helpless. Those who had lived always
away from the Southern States did not
know the exact condition of the Southern
negro. This was the great home mission-
ary fleld of work. Bishop Thompson stated
that In Mississippl there were over 250,000
more negroes than whites, and the greatey
portion of them needed education. This
was always gained through religion, hence
through the church, and the church line to
be followed out in doing this was the mis-
fjon. Bishop Thompson thought that the
nglish people and the Americans were
sspecially favored with good governmment,
and In being an educated people far above
that of other nations, and he attributed
this to their acceptance and carrving out
of the missionary princirle.

Bishop Thompson will speak before a
meeoting of the Sunday-school Institute at
Grace Cathedral this afternoon.

THE SCHEME PLEASES

Wholesale Groeers Allow Dis-
counts on-the New Plan.

Why the Wool Market Is Flat—Cere-
aline Works Eunning at Fall
Tide—Horse Sales.

The wholesale grocers are more than
pleased with the operation of their new
scheme of collecting bills from their pa-
trons over the country instead of the trav-
eling salesmen collecting them, doing It
by checks or exchange, the traveling sales-
men not being allowed to collect a dollar.

It Is stated that the retail men are as
pleased as the wholesale men with the
change and are meeting their bills with a
promptness heretofore unknown. The dis-
count business Is what catches them. To
every one of the wholesalers’ patrons the
following notice is sent with each bill
shipped:

Cash Discounts—Sugars, meats, lard, dried
fruit and salt—1 per cent. off for cash In
ten days, or thirty days net; all other
goods on this bill per cent. off cash In
téen days, or sixty days net. The charge?s
for packages and drayage are & rt of

this bill and must not be deducted. This
bill payable In funds In Indianapolis
by remittance direct to the house.

Why the Wool Market Is Fiat.
George Merritt, of the firm of George
Merritt & Son, and one of the oldest man-
ufacturers of woolen goods in the State,
when asked Saturday what was the matter
with the wool market, said:
“There is nothing the matter with wool

It Is just as useful as ever-—-{ust a8 neces-

sary for the comfort and health of man as
ever."

“Then why is the price so low?"

“Because,” sald he “Congress proposes to
place wool on the free list. If Congress
would refer the question of tariff changes
back to the people and then go home wool
would gradually advance to prices of 1882."

“But there are just as many people in
the country as ever, and they must have
clothes when winter comes—won't that make
a better demand for wool?’

“No; they willl wear their old clothes
from mnecessity. With no work to earn
money how can the millions buy goods.
No; if the t enough to buy food they are
Iucky, and they can wear thelr old clothes
several years If stern necessity compels
it. Prospective tariff changes have thrown
millions out of work; consequently we have
paralysis of all kinds of business.'

Failled to Corner the Market.
One of the larger of the commission
houses which has several times cornered
the market at Indianapolis on different
articles in the way of fruits and vegetables

thought it was in a position to corner the
market on Irish potatoes and push prices
up to 35125 a bushel. Boasts were made
that this figure would be reached last
week. One of the firm slipped up into
Michigan and purchased ten carloads of
potatoes, paying 83 cents a bushel for
them on the car. and to this are to be
added freight rates. His potatoes are com-
ing, but prices are going the wrong way,
good potatoes on Saturday selling at 5
to 80 cents a bushel, with prospects of a
further decline.

Building on the Ruins of Another,

The Wright & Secord Machinery Com-
pany is the name of a new concern started
here to manufacture engines, bollers,
shafting, etc,, having leased the buildings

on South Pennsylvania street formerly oc-
cupied by the National Bicycle Company.
Mr. Wright was foreman at the Eagle ma-
chine works and Mr. Secord at the head
of a department, and they start up with
twenty men who were employed at the
Eagle machine works before its financial
trouble. The new firm s In much the
game fleld that the Eagle machine works
was in, and is now quite busy, The com-
pany expects to Increase its force largely
as business improves.

Cerealine Mills Busy.

At both manufactories of ¢ereal products
business is at high tide, the only difi-
culty being to get the proper quality of
corn to manufacture the flner cerealine

products. The orders are good, both for-
eign and domestic. The cerealine mills in
the northwest part of the city are run-
ning dnz and night, daily converting 4,400
to 4.600 bushels of corn Into cerealine prod-
ucts, and the Indianapolis hominy mills
rom 2200 to 2,20 bushels per day. The
atter has a large trade with the brewerlies,
At the present time not more than one-
third of the production is exported.

Stockyards' Ontlook.
W. P. Ijams, president of the Indianap-
olis Stockyards and Belt Road Company,

says that while the yards are not doing
as well as he wishes, there is more busi-

ness than at the corresponding time last
year and the outlook for an old-time vol-
ume of business this fall is very favorable.
The yards are in fine condition, railway
rates are favorable to Indianapolis and
the market was never In better shape as
to prices when compared with other mar-
kets, especially for hogs. There are more
Eastern buvers here than ever before.

Horse Market Sales.

Last week occurred the eighth semi-
monthly auction sale of horses, at which
332 horses were sold, the average price
paid being $57 a head, a few dollars better

than any previous sale, and the horses

sold were of a better grade than at any
former sale with one exception. Buyers
were here from a number of Eastern and
Southern markets and two from Western
markets. Last week there were shipped
from the Indianapolis market fifteen car-
loads of horses.

THEIR LIVES ENDANGERED.

Letter Carrier Wallace and Sister In-
jured in a Runaway.

Two horses attached to a single buggy,
occupled by two men greatly under the
influence of liquor, became frightened at
an electric street car at State and Pros-
pect streets, last night, about $:30 o'clock,
and dashed west on Prospect at a high
speed. The occupants were thrown out
near Virginia avenue, but they were 100
much under the influence of liquor to know
they were injurel. The horses turned up
Virginia avenue, still running at their ut-
most speed. Many citizens and persons in
vehicles had narrow escapes from being
run down on account of the speed of the

animals and the darkness of the avenue
in some places, When opposite engine

house No. 11 the animals plunged into the

single rig occupled by Samuel Wallace, a
letter carrier, residing at No. 192 Hoyt av-
enue, and his sister. Both buggles were
almost demolished and the horses were
slightly injured. The three animals in-
stantly dashed off, but were caught some
distance away.

Wallace and his sister were thrown vio-
lently to the ground directly in front of
a fast-approaching electric street car. The
sister attempted to rise to her feet, but
she was too weak to stand, and fell to the
ground. Wallace, however, was stunned,
and made no movement as if to rise. The
car was now within ten feet of the pros-
trate ones, and was still moving at a
rapid speed. Motorman Spiringer just then
espied them, and applied the brake with
n]f his strength, So strong was the pres-
sure of the brake that the wheels were
held and the car slid along, stopping with-
in four rfeet of Wallace and slster,
who were still lyng on the track, Wallace
was carried into Willlam Snyder's resi-
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slightly bruised,
a short time Dr. Thomas

patrolman Furgason and several members

o 11 worked over Wallace for nearly
an hour before he regained consciousness.
Dr. Thomas, after an examination, stated
that Wallace had only been stunned, and
would recover. The two were removed to
their home about 10 o'clock.

The occupaunts of the double rig are not
known. The horses and ,the buggy had
the appearance of being f:ept in a livery
stable, and the police will attempt to learn
the names of the parties from the various

| liverymen throughout the city.

THREE SMALL ACCIDENTS.

Morris Murphy Was on the Wrong Side
of the Car.

Morris Murphy attempted to board an
electric street car on the wrong side on
Washington street, near Pine street, about
8 ¢'clock last night. He seized the handle
and held on until he was struck by a
pole. The jar was felt by the passengers
in “the car. Murphy, when struck, fell un-
consclous to the ground, agd was carmed
into a neighboring drug store, where he
revived. He was removed to his home on
Meek street. He suffered painful body
bruises and a cut in the head.

The horse attached to a buggy occupied
by an unknown man became frightened in

Mount Jackson last night about 7:30 o'clock,
and dashed towards the city. The buggy
was overturned and Its occupant was
thrown out. His injuries are not known.
The frightened animal continued citywards,
and when it reached Missouri and Wash-
ington street there was mothing attached
to It but a piece of shaft.

The wheel of a buggy driven by an un-
known man was twisted off by a street-
car rall at Washington and Pennsyvivania
streets last night, throwing the driver in
front of an approaching street car. It re-
quired much hustling on his part to get
out of danger.

OPEN AT EARLY HOURS.,

Supt. Powell Turns Attention to Sun-
day Morning Liquor Sales.

The nigkt police go off duty at 4 o'clock
in the morning and the day men go on at
7 o'clock. This leaves the city unguarded
during these three hours. It was reported
to Superintendent Powell that a number
of saloon keepers were taking advantage
of this fact and opened thelr saloons dur-
ing these hours regularly every Sunday
and did a rushing business. It was also
reported that Herman Kubitz, who keeps
a saloon on Pendleton pike, was among
this number. Yesterday morning patrol-
men Hart and Spears went to his saloon
shortly after § o'clock and found the =a-
loon open. They arrested him on the
charge of selling liquor on Sunday. Ku-
bitz stated that it was his custom to open
his saloon at that time every Sunday morn-
ing to clean it, and this was what he was
doing yesterday morning.
