Tree Planting.
Writer, in Hartford Courant.

In planting trees never put manure ofany kind at the roots, nothing but fine
pulverized dirt, with possibly a little fine
ground bone or ashes. But after the tree
Is planted pile on as much fertilizer as is
desired on top of the ground.

Coarse manure answers as a splendid
mulch for the retention of moisture, and
at the same tlmo enriches the ground.

About home grounds this Is often un-
sightly, and If a mulch of fine manure Is
put on and on top of this a mulch of cobble
stones, where It la desired to retain the
moisture, can be used and not be un-
sightly.

I have a friend who annually does some
planting In very dr' sandy ground, and
all trees and plants are mulched the first
season with fine cobble stones. Nothing

! like it for the retention of moisture about
J young plants and trees. -

Most of us are planting our gardens,
either large or small, at this season of theyear, and while the ground may be thor-
oughly prepared, well enriched, and best
seed secured and any amount of pains tak-
en in planting at a proper depth and
distance and in nice straight rows, far
too many of us make the mistake of not
firming the ground enough for the seed,
being Inclined to leave It soft and mellow
and free from tracks. Most seed should
be thoroughly firmed after planting. If
the ground is plowed or spaded deeply and
otherwise properly prepared, after the gar-do- n

Is planted If the children want to play
ball or marbles there for half a day, let
them stamp It thoroughly over; It will do
more good than lTarm. Of course, perhaps,
this will not do to take literally, but tho
rows of seed should be trodden over sev-
eral times for quick germination and
growth.

Nothing like thoroughly firming over the
seeds to bring them up quickly, but after
the plant3 are well up the more thor-
oughly loosened the ground can be so
much the better.

The Hntrhlns of Chickens.
Farm and Fireside.

When a hen brings eff but a few chicks
it is not her fault. It is seldom that a hen
goes on the nest to hatch a brood that she
falls to do her duty faithfully. The diff-
iculty Is nearly always with the eggs.
Where hens are confined in yards and h:ive
but little exercise, being also fed on highly
stimulating food, they are not in a condi-
tion to produce vigorous chicks, and the
eggs do not hatch. Eggs from fat hens, even
If they hatch, will produce weak chicks,
and many of them will die in the shells.
If strong chicks are desired the epgs used
for Incubation should be from healthy stock
that has not ben overfed and pampered.

The supposition that the nst should bo
In a damp place Is erroneous. The hen se-
lects a cool place in summer and a warm
location in winter. Put her in a dry hay-
loft and keep her there, not allowing her
to touch the ground, and she will hatch as
many chicks as when on a damp nest. In
the incubator it Is often the case that the
best hatches are obtained when no moisture
is given. Nature supplies the eggs with all
the moisture required. The temperature can
be controlled In an incubator, but It Is
possible that the hen may select a damp lo-
cation during the warm summer months
because the evaporation of moisture cool
the eggs when the heat is too great, she
coming oft for that purpose, but In winter
such method would be fatal to the chicks
in the eggs.

It is proper, however, to allow the hen
to select her location for incubation if she
so prefers, as her natural Instinct will as-
sist her to do what Is best, but her Instinct
will prompt her to get as far away as pos-
sible from lice, and it is for that reason
that some hens prefer to go to the fields
rather than to attempt to bring oft a brvod
In the poultry house.

It Is said that the green sprigs of parsley
