He will try and arrange
for those in attendance at the Chicago and
Ohio Itlver Trade Association to Join the
party.

The Pennsylvania railroad department of
the Young Men's Christian Association at
Philadelphia, last week, held its commence-
ment exercises, and diplomas were given
to forty-si- x members cf the classes in
stenography, telegraphy, mechanical
draughting, bookkeeping, arithmetic and
penmanship.

Chauncey M. Depew says the trunk line
presidents have virtually abandoned the
tlO.Oyj penalty on passenger rate violations,
as proposed by himself and adopted largely
by his fellow presidents in the Trunk-lin- e

Association. It will be put in some other
shape, but he could not say what would be
done at present.

Dr. Belknap, of Nlles, and Dr. Bell, of
Benton Harbor, railway surgeons of the
Big Four at those points, returned yester-
day from Galveston. Tex., where the an-
nual meeting of railway surgeons was held,
at which nearly 1,500 surgeons were pres-
ent. Dr. Ford, chief surgeon of the Big
Four, was elected secretary of the asso-
ciation.

S. M. Felton, president of the Queen and
Crescent, who has been in New York for
two weeks, has returned to Cincinnati. He
speaks of the outlook for a. friendly re-
organization of the Southern Steamship
and Railway Company Association as be-
ing very favorable. The term of K. B.
Stahlman as commissioner of the present
association, which is badly demoralized,
does not expire until Sept, 1.

In speaking of the security holders of the
Peoria, Decatur & Evansvllle employing
George Bradbury, general manager of the
Lake Erie & Western, to Inspect and re-

port as to the condition of that property,
the Financial Investor says: "The stock-
holders of this road have decided that It is
time to act. and consequently a committee
has been appointed to represent their in-

terests. While this committee will co-oper- ate

with the bondholders' committee, of
which Mr. C. S. Fairchild is chairman, it
will insist upon immediate action. It la Its
intention to examine into the exact condi-
tion of the road. For this purpose a practi-
cal railroad man will be chosen and the
matter will be prosecuted In an entirely
practical way. When this expert has com-
pleted his report, some plan for reorganiza-
tion will be at once drawn up. Anything
which seems to demand investigation will
receive thorough questioning. No stone will
be left unturned to discover the exact
status of all matters pertaining to the
road." In the better days of that road Mr.
Bradbury was its general manager.

The Eclipse Bicycle Company, of this
city, has come Into absolute control of the
Abernethy patents relating to signals, sema-
phores and switches for railroads. One
great advantage the Abernethy signals have
over anything now on the market is that
trains can be signaled when passing sta-
tions, and yet will not have to so much as
slow up to get a caution signal. The sema-
phores are in use on the main line of the
B. & O. S. W., the Pennsylvania system
west of Pittsburg, the Sandusky Short
line, and other roads. The signal commit-
tee of the Pennsylvania railroad east of
Pittsburg has taken up the matter of adopt-
ing the Abernethy on the entire system.
II. II. Fulton, president of the company,
returned to the city Saturday from Mont-
gomery, Ala., where he met Mr. Dunham,
general superintendent, Mr. Jack, assistant
to the president, and Mr. Rutherford, su-
perintendent of motive iower of the Plant

Edict of Western Hallways Re-

garding Kates on Freight.

Presidents Gould and Reinhart Request-
ed to Co-Oper-ate East-Boun- d

Shipments from Chicago.

The line3 In the Western Freight Associa-
tion have made up their minds that freight
rates from Chicago to the Missouri river
an4 from the river to Chicago are much
too low and must go up. The presidents of
all the lines In the association met at Chi-
cago yesterday, and decided that on May
25 all freight rates west of Chicago, both
cast and west-boun- d, shall be returned to
the schedule In effect on May L This In-

cludes Colorado busine?s as well as all other
business In the territory of the association.
The road3 represented at the meeting an-

nounced that they Intended to hold these
rates, no matter what lines outside of the
association may see fit to do. A telegram
announcing the action taken at the meet-
ing was sent to George Gould, of the Mis-

souri Pacific, and President Keinhart, of the
Atchison, asking them to co-oper- ate with
the association lines. Answers to these tel-
egrams are expected to-da- y. The rates
which will go Into effect May 26 are the
rates which, existed before the recent re-
ductions were made.

The Western Passenger Association . lines
are waiting to hear from the Atchison as
to whether Jt will accept the proposition
published last week for the solution of the
troubles of the association before taking
any action themselves. A meeting is called
for to-d- ay and an answer is expected by
that time. The majority of the association
lines are firm in the opinion that the an-
swer will be favorable, and that the trou-
bles of the association for the time being
will be over. It is dlilicult to see how the
Atchison can do anything but accept the
proposed arranKement. as the other lines
have conceded everything it has asked of
them.
Wetern Ilonri Acting Independently.

It was recently announced that the Chi-
cago & Rock Island had decided to abolish
all through rates In connection with the
trunk lines. Now It Is announced that sev-
eral other Chicago roads will take a sim-
ilar course, and also the lines west of St.
Louis. The trunk lines, however, do not
seem much disturbed over the matter. Gen-
eral Traffic Manager Guilford, of the New
York Central, a road which will feel It
more than any other of the trunk lines, says
the decision was due to the reusal of theKastern lines to accede to a proposition to
give the Western lines a greater share of
the rates. It would have no very apprecia-
ble effect. Th3 rates between Chicago and
St. Louis and the seaboard would remain
the same. "Beside," said Mr. Guilford, "theWestern lines will draw down the wrathf the communities whose goods they trans-
port, and that will make them return to
the old rates."

They Seek to lujure the Biff May Music
Festival.

Some evil-mind- ed person has been taking
a very contemptible means of trying to
prejudice the county newspapers of the
State against the May Music Festival, and
the management of the festival is making
strenuous efforts to locate this person.
Yesterday one of the directors received a
letter from the Lebanon Pioneer inclosing
an anonymous circular letter which he had
received a short time ago. This letter stated
that the festival would be a. very common-
place affair, and was a scheme devised
merely to brfng people to Indianapolis that
they might trade with the merchants of
this city. It 13 also claimed that the fes-

tival management had extended no courte-
sies whatever to the county press, and
that the newspapers of Indianapolis had
been subsidized. The circular letter was
on this general tenor.

The postmark on the letter was so blurred
that the place from which it was sent
could not be determined, but the termina-
tion of the place was "sville." Louisville
has a small musical affair this week, and
it might be that the letter was sent out
from there, though none of the directors
are willing to believe that anyone connect-
ed with the Louisville musical society
would be guilty of such a trick. Cincin-
nati feels disappointed that Indianapolis
should have a bigger and earlier festival
this year than the Queen City, but no
suspicion attaches to the management of
the Cincinnati affair or anyone connected
with it. The local management has a sus-
picion, indeed, that the contemptible letters
emanated from this city. The county ed-

itors hold these letters in the same light
that they would . any letter sent anony-
mously by a coward.

FOREIGN IRON HALL CLAIMS.

Several Hundred Filed in Court Tho
Pennsylvania Fuiuls.

Ayres & Jones yesterday filed several
hundred claims against the Iron Hall in
Judge Winters's court, aggregating nearly
$100,000. These claims have been forwarded
from Baltimore and are a miscellaneous
lot, including claims of all descriptions,
ranging from a few dollars to $3,000.

Yesterday morning Receiver Failey re-

ceived the proofs of claims in the Pennsyl-
vania Iron Hall receivership, which com-
pletes the preliminary arrangements for
the participation of the Pennsylvania mem-
bers.

The attornej-- s for the Iron Hall have
notified the other attorneys that they will
ask the Supreme Court to-d- ay to advance
the case on the docket.

"WuiiIm it Speedy Decision.
D. W. Howe, attorney for the Iron Hall,

filed a petition in the Supreme Court yes-
terday urging a speedy decision in this
case. He sets forth in his petition that
the appellants whom he represents have
done everything possible to hasten the liti-

gation, and while he doesn't charge the
appellees with delaying it, he protests
against their taking advantage of the nine-
ty days in which to file a brief. If they
choose to take the limit of time, he urges
that a decision cannot well be rendered
before the latter part of September. The
attorney asks the court to compel the re-
turn of the record to the file within a very
short time, and to request the appellees
to at once file a brief if they desire to do
so, In order that the appeal may be con-
sidered and decided as early as is prac-
ticable.
