THE IIESIIDV.AGAIXST INEFFICIENT
SHERIFFS.

The Inertness of the sheriff of Sullivan
county, amounting almost to a refusal to
do his duty in connections with the riot-
ous strikers at Sheiburn, has raised a
question as to what remedy exists In such
a case. It has been suggested that the
judge of the Circuit Court mlnt appoint
a substitute, termed in law an elisor, to
perform the duties of the oHce. The sug-
gestion does not meet the case. An elisor
can only be appointed in connection with
the . returning of a Jury when the sheriff
is Interested in a suit, or otherwise In-

competent, and the only duty that an
elisor can perform is In that behalf. Th
law makes no provision, cither for the
removal of a sheriff who falls to p?r-for-m

(his duty or for the apiolntment of a
substitute. The Constitution provides that
"all State, county, township ard trwn off-
icers may be impeached, or removed from
office, in such manner as may be pre-
scribed by law," but tlo Legislature has
never enacted any law on the subject. In
the absence of such legislation or of any
authority on the part of the Governor to
remove or, suspend a sheriff who fails to
perform his duty, it appears that the on'y
remedy Is a suit for damages aga'nst h'.s'
bondsmen or a proceeding against the
sheriff under Section 2)43 of the Revised
Statutes, which read3 as follows:
'A county clerk, sheriff, coroner, const i- -

Die or other ministerial officer who refusesor neglects to perform any duty he is re-
quired by law to perform in anv criminal
case or proceeding, and every officer whose
duty It Is to execute the sam, who un-
necessarily delays to serve any warrant,
legally Issued In any criminal casa, which
Is delivered to him to execut?, when It is
m his power to serve the same, cither
alone or by calling assistance, hill b3
fined not more than $50) nor l3s than 110,
to which may be added lmrrisonm?nt ia
the county jail not more than six months
nor less than ten days.

Under this provision a sheriff who falls
to use the utmost diligence and every e'--

fort in serving a writ given him to serve
13 liable to fine and Imprisonment. The
law also makes it ths duty of a sheriff
to "arrest without process'all persons who,

within his view, shall commit any crlm?
or misdemeanor, and detain them In cus-
tody until the cause of such arrest bas
been investigated; and to suppress all'
breach?s of the peac? within h's know!- -

edge, having hereby given: him authority
to call to his aid the power of ; the coun- -

ty." It follows that a sheriff who stand3
by and sees rioters destroy property or
commit any breach of the peace without
attempting to arrest the leaders Is guilty
of neglect of duty which makes him Habls
under the section first above quotrd.

Every sheriff is liable on h!s bond for
the results of malfeasance in office and
for damages directly resulting from his
illegal acts .or from fal ure to perform
his duty. If it can be shewn that the.
failure of the sheriff of Sullivan county
to perform his duty has resulted in the

destruction of property his bondsmrn
would be liable. If th:re Is a good case
against him or his bondsmen it ought to

be prosecuted.

Thus we have his
own word for It that he Is not like other
operators. Yet he admits that he pur
chased some sugar stock In October and
November last, "and sold it in December,

when Congress convened." It was as cer

tain In October and November last that
sugar would be a subject of legislation
as it Is to-da- y.

THE COFFIXS NOT GOOD BUSINESS
3IEX.

Before the revelation of the rottenness of
the Indianapolis Cabinet Company and its
brandies the Coffins assumed and main
tained the position of successful business
men, and their claim was generally con
ceded. They gave out that they were pros
pering, and their style of living as well as
their personal conduct Indicated that they
were. They were regarded by all who knew
them as first-cla- ss business men, and, as
nothing succeeds like success, the opinion
seemed to be well founded.

The failure of the Indianapolis National
Bank and the revelations during the recent
trial showed that the claim of the Coffins
and the general judgment of the communi
ty concerning them was without foundation.
They 'were not good business men. That
they were smart, shrewd, slick, resourceful
and fertile in schemes to "raise the wind"
Is certainly true, but it takes more than
this to constitute a good business man. In
deed, good business men do not depend on
the exercise of such qualities. A good busi-

ness man keeps his expenditures within his
Income and pays his debts. He tries to
develop his business from within and make
It pay its way. He does not take more
money out of his business than it will
justify, nor does he strain his credit to the
breaking point. He does not borrow money
with which to make expensive improve-
ments In a plant not yet paid for, and he
does not declare dividends out of moneys

that ought to go to pay debts. Asldo from
the dishonesty ci such transactions they
are not indicative of good business - sense.
They may prove ability in a certain line
of reckless financiering, but they lack the
first element of j?afe business management.

The evidence In the trial Which has re
sulted In sending the Coffins to the peniten
tiary showed that their business methods
were dishonest and therefore unsafe, and
no person who practices such methods can
rightly be called a good business man. --The
fewer such business men a community has

the better. The first requisite of a good
business man Is honesty.

The votes taken in the Senate yesterday
practically settle the contest over the sugar
schedule in the tariff and ratify the bar
gain between the Democratic managers
and the Sugar Trust. The adoption of the
Jones amendment fixing the date when the
schedule shall go tcto effect at Jan. Tl,

1S95, gives the trust abundant; time to im
port raw sugar enough to run It tor. quite
a long time, and keep's the, jrovenrnWit
out ' of any revenue for fully a year. The
defeat of the several amendments offered
by Senator Manderson shows a determina-
tion not to give even a fighting chance to
the growing beet sugar industry in this
country. Altogether, the work of yester
day goes to .demonstrate that the Demo
cratic party is the natural enemy, of
American interests. ;v

VOORIIEES'S WRATH.
Distinguished llepreaentnt! vea of the

AVool Interest lnaulted by Htm.
Washington Special to Chicago Tribune.

There was a sensational scene in the mar-
ble room of the. Senate this afternoon,
which, while U has not become a matter of
general news, was declared by Democrats
who wltnes?ed It as an outrage upon de-

cency. It was during an interview between
a prominent Senator and some Eastern
wool men that big Dan Voorhees, chairman
of the finance committee, came out of the
Senate cliamber and grossly Insulted tho
visitors. Not being content with the insult
he summoned a deputy Sergeant-at-arms

and attempted to have them ejected from
the marble room. . -

When the tariff hearings were in order
last winter the wool, men put in a late
appearance and failed to secure proper au-

dience with the finance committee. Realiz-
ing that the various trusts were faring well
by the persistent lobbying the Vol Grow-
ers Association sent two men here to see
what could be accomplished. These men
were Theodore Justice, of the firm of Jus-
tice, Bateman & Co,, domestic wool deaiers,
of Philadelphia, and General Ranbom, of
New York.' a Democratic member of the
State Legislature, also a wool grower. Ran-
som, Is a very promlnet man, and at present
owns quite a large block of wool. The pair
has been laboring with individual Senators
for several days, and it was in an official
capacity, fcr they carry credentials from
Judge William Lawrence, president of fho
National Association.

This afternoon they visited rhe .Capitol
and were Invited into the marble room by
a Senator who desired to read their docu-
ments and examine their samples of wool.
The Senator who had shown an interest In
the farmers was called aside and In his ab-
sence Senator Voor'hees entered. General
Ransom and Justice, believing that the
finance rtrairman was fair-mind- ed and
would listen to their cause, approached him
with arguments. General Ransom told him
that the wool clip was now being prepared
for the market, and asked that Instead of
putting it on the free list a duty of 5 cents
per pound be given. He represented that
this would be worth $18,200,000 to the fa vn-e- rs

and would be a partial offset to the
140,000.000 that they propose to take away
by the removal of all duty.

Voorhees. as he listened to the arguments
of the New York Democrat, worked him-
self Into a towering passion. In coarse lan-
guage he made statements that were the
reverse of actual facts. General Ransom,
and Justice Interrupted the Senator to set
him rlg'ht and to show by incontrovertible
facts and statistics that the McKlnley law
bad been the friend of the farmer. Voor-
'hees no longer could contain himself. He
became overbearing in his manner and in-
sulting In his speech and demanded tavage-l-y:

"Why do you wool growers come here
at the last moment, on the eve of the pas-
sage of the bill, to interfere with legisla-
tion?"

Justice presented his credentials and ex-

plained that they were here at this time
because they failed to get recognition at
the tariff hearings when the trusts

so much. The Senator inter-
rupted, saying: "You may be respectable
men, but you've got no business to come
here, to enter the marble room and to
spread out your documents and samples.
Now I will see Hhat you go out."

Expostulation was in vain, and Voorhees
stamped out of the room in search of an
officer. Immediately a deputy sergeant-at-arm- s

entered and prepared to eject the wool
men. He being even tempered was pre-
vailed upon to listen to an explanation.
.When he learned that the men were la
the marble room upon the invitation of a
Senator he concluded not to molest them.
However, he set a watch upon their move-
ments and made futile all attempts at fur-Ch- er

interviewing of Senators. Thereupon
the wool representatives retired from the
Capitol, indignant at the treatment they
had received from the chairman of a com-
mittee that bad promised to be fair and
impartial to all interests.

The parting remark of the Democrat, Gen-
eral Ransom, was: "If we had belonged o
the Sugar Trust Voorhees would have been
perfectly willing for us to stay; but as we
represented poor farmers, and not trusts,
we were kicked out."

This Is the Democratic story over again,
and one by one the Bourbons are finding
out their own party.

A REBELLIOUS DIVINE.

Eev. Dr. Henry R. Naylor Scores Bishop
Charles H. Fowler.

BALTIMORE, June 5. "Bishops must
not be bosses" was the way Rev. Dr. .Hen-
ry R. Naylor paid his respects to Bishop
Charles H. Fowler In his address in the
Methodist ministers meeting on the sub-
ject of limiting the power of Methodist
bishops. The story of Dr. Naylor's re-

moval from his former position as presid-
ing ' elder of the Washington district to
the South Baltimore Methodist Church, of
which he is now pastor, is well known.
The removal was made by Bishop Fowler
in .the annual meeting of the Baltimore
Conference in Frederick in March. Dr.
Naylor had not served as presiding elder
in Washington the full time allowed pre-
siding elders, and he did not want to be
transferred. He was unusually popular
with the churches and a majority of them
openly rebelled against the action of the
bishop In sending Dr. Naylor to Baltimore,
and passed resolutions requesting that such
action be reconsidered. The bishop did not
comply.

Dr. Naylor said that a bishop had re-
moved a preacher from one appointment' to
another with the avowed intention of
crushing him. Before the year was out the

reacher had died of a broken heart, leav-n-g

a widow and orphans. Dr. Naylor said
the system crushed manhood, made widows
and orphans, created sycophants and muz-
zled the (religious) press . "The Idea. Is."
said Dr. Naylor, "that when a man enters
the Methodist ministry he surrenders hi3
will. I have never seen a church or a man
to whom I would surrender my will. What
is the church? Are not the 12,000 ministers
In the church? What are the 12,(KK minis-
ters' wives if they are not in the church?
What are the 25.000 ministers' children if
they are not a part of the church?

"John Wesley, the founder of the Method-
ist Church In America, was a royalist,
who considered George Washington a
rebel," continued Dr. Naylor. "and his in-

stincts were toward a monarchical form of
government. Hence, when he appointed
the first bishops In America, It was not
strange he gave them absolute power. It
might have been wise and necessary then,
when there was only one conference. But
now. with nearly a hundred conferences and
12,000 preachers, it is unwise and unjust."

HILL AND PEFFER VOTE NAY

The Senate Rejects a Free Sugar
Proposition by 37 to 26.

Hill and Peffer Ajjain Tote Ag-ain-
rt

Their Party Associates Voorhees
Insults Prominent Wool Hen.

WASHINGTON, June 5. The compromise
amendments to the sugar schedule were all
adopted In the Senate to-da- y, and the piv-
otal schedule on which the fate of the tariff
measure depends, went through without
change. On the vital amendment to place
all sugars on the free list the Democratic
line was drawn, Mr. Hill voting in favor of
it and Mr. Irby paired the fame way. But
the Republicans were unable to hold their
own forces Intact, Messrs. Manderson and
Perkins voting against the amendment,
and Mr. Quay being paired against it,
while Mr. Sherman, who was present, did
not vote at all. Only one of the Populists,
Mr. Peffer, voted for free sugar, Messrs.
Kyle and Allen, in the final issue, joining
with the majority of Democrats against it.
Had all the Republicans, with the three
Populists and the two disaffected Demo-
crats, joined hands, sugar, raw and re-

fined, would have gone on the free list. On
all the other amendments offered by the
Republicans the majority against them
ranged from three to ten. The adoption of
the sugar schedule practically Insures the
passage of the bill at an early date, al-

though It Is Intimated that the Republicans
will make a final stand on the sugar sched-
ule when the bill is reported and considered
In the Senate.

As adopted, to-da- y, the schedule Imposes
a duty of 40 per cent, ad valorem on all
sugars, raw and refined, with a differential
of one-eigh-th of a cent per pound on sugars
above No. 16, Dutch, standard, and an addi-
tional one-ten- th of a cent against sugar Im-
ported from" countries paying an export
bounty! - It continues the Hawaiian treaty
admitting sugars from the Sandwich Isl-

ands free of duty, and places a duty of 2
cents per gallon on molasses testing above
forty degrees by the polariscope. The
schedule goes into effect Jan. 1, 1893, and
the bounty is continued until that date.

A SPIRITED DEBATE.
There was' a sharp debate when the

sugar schedule was taken up this morning.
Mr. . Aldrich. alluding to a statement made
in the Senate yesterday regarding the al-

leged Influence of the Sugar Trust In the
framing of the McKlnley bill, said that,
while there was a Sugar Trust in 1S30, it
was not the gigantic concern it is now and
speculation in its shares was comparatively
trivial. t, .

Mr. .Vest retorted that in three weeks
the shares went up thirty-fiv- e points.
"There were then." he said, "the same lies,the same falsifications, the same attarkaon public men as have characterized theconsideration of the pending bilL"

Mr. Sherman also Inslsteu that the trustof 1890 was not the trust of to-da- y.

"Do you know what the capital of theSugar Trust of 1890 was?" asked Mr. Brice."I do." replied Mr. Sherman.
"It was 550,000.000." said Mr. Brice. "Thestock of that corporation went up from 63

to 95. The stock advanced 520.u00.000 by
virtue of the action of your committee.""Between what periods did this fluctua-tion occur?" asked Mr. Aldrich.

"Between May and October," replied Mr.
Brice. emphatically, adding, as he turnedon his heel, "after the representatives ofthe Sugar Trust had made their agreement
with those who controlled the bill."

Mr. Aldrich protested that he did not
understand what the Senator from Ohio
meant by. an agreement existing betweenthe Sugar Trust and those in power in 1890,
but he did know that the Sugar Trust haddictated the sugar schedule in the present
bill. "

"Who dictated the protection in the Mc-
Klnley bill?" inquired Mr. Vest, passion-
ately.,;', ... .. . .

"No'one."-1..- 1 .

"The Sugar Trust," said Mr.. Vest, "andyou yourself admitted it. In the record you
said you could not resist the arguments ofthe Philadelphia sugar refiners."

THE DATE FIXED.
In the midst of this Interesting and rather

sensational debate. In which crimination
and recrimination passed, the hour of 1

o'clock arrived and, under the agreement,
the vote was taken on the Jones amendment
fixing Jan. L 1S93, as the date on which
the sugar schedule and' the repeal of the
sugar bounty should go Into effect The
vote resulted yeas 40, nays 3L Mr. Hill did
not vote and Mr. Peffer voted with the Re-
publicans. Allen and Kyle voted with the
Democrats.

Brice and Vilas withdrew their votes,
being paired with Wolcott and Mitchell of
Oregon.

The next vote was on the amendment of-
fered by Senator Manderson, of Nebraska,
providing for the retention of the bounty
provision of the McKlnley law. It was lost

yeas 32, nays 40. Hill voted no, as did
also Allen and Kyle. Peffer voted with the
Republicans.

Mr. Manderson proposed an amendment
decreasing the bounty one-ten- th of a cent
each year until the time fixed in the Mc-
Klnley law for total expiration. This was
also defeated yeas 31, nays 37. Allen and
Kyle, who had been voting with the Demo-
crats, voted with the Republicans on this
amendment Hill did not vote.

Mr. Manderson then offered an amend-
ment applying the bounty to beet and sor-
ghum sugar only. Defeated 51 to 39. Allen
and Kyle voted no.

Mr. Manderson offered another amend-
ment confining the bounty to sorghum and
beet sugar, and after 1895 reducing it to 1
cent per pound. This was also defeated
yeas 34, nays 37. Allen and Kyle voted yea.

Mr. Allen offered an amendment to add
at the end of the paragraph a proviso that
the bounty shall be eight-tenth- s of one
cent for sugar produced in the United
States in 1S94. This was also defeated
yeas 32. nays 40.

Mr. Allison offered an amendment to re-
duce the sugar bounty for the remainder of
the calendar year to eight-tenth- s of a cent
per pound and to make the sugar Fchedule
take effect Immediately on the passage of
the bill. The three Populists this time voted
with the Democrats. There was no break
in party lines and It was defeated 32 to 40.

The Senate then passed to the next par-
agraph. No. 182. fixing the duty on
sugar. Mr. Jones offered the "compromise."
amendment fixing the duty on raw and re-
fined sugar at 40 per cent, ad valorem,
with a differential of one-eigh- th of one
cent on sugars above 15 Dutch standard,
and an additional one-ten-th on sugar Im-
ported from countries Riving an export
bounty, continuing the Hawaiian treaty in
force, and Imposing a duty of 2 cents a
gallon on molasses.

THE DECISIVE VOTES.
Mr. Peffer offered an amendment to place

all sugars on the free list
Mr. Hill. Democrat, New York.' asked if

this would precipitate the direct question
as to whether sugar should go on the free
list or not, "and being informed that it
would,-sai- he hoped a record-makin- g vote
would be had upon it.

Mr. Hill voted In favor of free sugar and
announced that he was authorized to say
that Mr. Irby, who was absent, would
have votfcd for free sugar had he been
present. The amendment was lost, by 25

to 37 a follows:
