PLAX FOR. ELEVATED TRACKS,

A Joint Meeting Soon to He Held
Hearing of the Charter.

Within a few days a joint meeting will
be called between the Commercial Club
committee, .the Council committee, ' the
Board of Public Works and the Mayor to
consider ways and means of procedure in
the effort to secure elevated ' railroad
tracks. At this meeting some definite line
of procedure will probably be adopted, and
the committees from the different organi-
zations wlir begin their work on some spe-

cific: line. The theory upon which the
Commercial Club has been proceeding ' is
that there is ample authority granted by
the city charter to the city officials to re-

quire the elevation of the tracks: There is
some doubt expressed upon this point, and '

several attorneys are of the opinion that
the section of the charter relied upon by
the Commercial Club does not grant the au-
thority claipied for it.

If it does not it was an unfortunate over-
sight, as Colonel Lilly says he has been
talking elevated tracks for the . last ten
years. If the elevation of the tracks had
been in mind at the time of the passage
of the charter it would have been an, easy
matter to have Inserted a clause, .urjon
which there could be no doubt that the city
was given the authority to require -- the
elevation of the tracks. If the . charter
does not give the authority nothing can be
done until the next session of the Legisla-
ture, and if the railroads are inclined to
oppose the plan it is not unlikely that they
will have a lobby In the Legislature too
strong for the city in Its effort to secure
such legislation as would give them Uhe
authority. .

The association
lines have now Informed It that unless it
promptly Issues notice that the rate has
been canceled no line "of the Western Pas-
senger Association will honor any ticket
of the Lake Erie & Western, rj matter
for what Issued. The Lake Erie & West-
ern ha3 as yet made no answer to the no-

tice.
Xever Saw Tralllc nn Llht.

The press in different parts of the coun-
try 13 publishing interviews with railway
presidents and general managers of the
more important roads on the business situ-

ation. President William Bliss, of the Bos-
ton & Albany railroad, says:

"1 never knew business to be in such a
condition as at present. It is worse than
during the panic, and infinitely wors
than during the panic of 1S73. From my ob-
servation the situation grows worse instead
of better. I see no chance for an improve-
ment until autumn. Figures for .May have
not been made up, but It is safe to say they
will show a considerable decrease in the
gross, and the net earnings will also show
a loss greater than any saving in expense
can offset."

C. P. Huntington, president of the South-
ern Pactlic says: "The year after a 'panic
Is usually worse than the year in which
the panic originated. I have, therefore,
looked for no improvement during 1S31.
There is no reason, however, why the next
live years should not be as prosperous as
any in the history of the United States. I
predict that they will. The worst source
of trouble in this country Is the labor
unions. Instead of lefriendlng the weak-
est, they are engaged in tearing down the
scrongest. I sympathize with the laboring
man, I have toiled as hard as any of them.
There ought to le a better understanding
and more sympathy between employer and
employe."

Chauncey M. Depew, president of the
New York Central, says he sees no sign
of any change In the railroad situation.
Transportation business, he maintains, con-
tinues practically stagnant.

II. W. Ashley, of the Toledo, Ann Arbor
& Northern Michigan, says: "There are no
Bigns of business improvement. A group of
railways in the middle West, of which ours
Is a member, has suffered severely because
of the soft coal strike. About Cm per cent,
of their tonnage is soft coal. For five week3
the movement of this commodity has been
next to nothing. Up the present time
the railways have not suffered severely for
want of fuel, as they anticipated the strikeand had secured stocks. I believe thatrailway earnings for May and June will
be lower than corresponding months in tenyears."

THE BILL IS SIGNED

JUDGG 'BAKER' AXD TIIC EXCEP-
TIONS IX THE DANK CASS.

Application for a Writ of Super
sedeas Before Judge Harlan at

Chlcugo Tlila "Week.

The much-talked-abo- ut bill of exceptions
In the Coffin case has finally been signed
by Judge Baker, though the defendants
attorneys did not get It through In the
shape originally contemplated by them. .

Judge Baker refused to sign the twenty-secon-d

exception, the one taken to that
paragraph in the Instruction to the jury,
beginning: "Every person is presumed to
intend the natural and ordinary conse-
quences of his acts," and ending. 'the In-

tent to injure, deceive or defraud Is there-
by sufficiently established to cast on the
accused the burden ot showing that their
purpose was lawful and their acts legiti-
mate."

He made a note after this exception, stat-
ing that he refused to allow the exception
on the ground that It was mere verbiage,
which, taken In . connection with the In-

structions as a whole, was not misleading,
and because he would have corrected the
verbiage had his attention been called to
the language at the time the instructions
were delivered.

The court stenographer's notes of what
took place in the court the morning the
verdict wa3 read will accompany the bill
of exceptions and the higher court thus
left to decide whether or not there was an
agreement between the attorneys for the
defendants and the representatives of the
government that the defendant's attorneys
should take exceptions to the court's in-
structions after the jury had been dis-
missed.

Judge Baker felt when the bill was first
brought to him for his signature that it
would have been the fair thing for the de-
fendants' attorneys to have ealled his at-
tention to the language complained of, and
thus afforded him an opportunity to correct
it. In the controversy between the court
and attorneys Miller and Winter Judge
Baker maintained that it was unfair to
set out a few sentences of his instructions,
which, taken in connection wrlth the text
as a whole, were not misleading.

The application for a writ of super-
sedeas will be made to Justice Harlan this
week at Chicago, and if he should grant
it he will fix the ball of the Coffins. The
appeal is based altogether on questions of
law, and if the Circuit Court of Appeals
reverses the lower court's finding the case
will come back here for rehearing.

Criminal Court Sentences.
Dora Black was arrested on the charge

of robbing her escort of $s0. Yesterday she
pleaded guilty to the charge before Judge
Cox and was released on a suspended judg-
ment.

The parents of Earl Barr, an Incorrigible
youth, brought , the youngster into court
and asked that some disposition be made
of him. He has been In the habit of play-
ing truant, and his teacher testified that
he was a generally disreputable boy. He
was sent to the Reform School for Boys.

Bud Hudson, for stealing a bottle of
catsup, was awarded the regulation work-
house sentence.

A LeKlemi Mau Sues.
Anthony Petero, the unfortunate who had

both lejs severed at the Pennsylvania cross-in- s

of the Union railway tracks on. Dec.
16, yesterday filed a suit against the com-
pany for $25,000. The Pennsylvania and In-
dianapolis Union railway companies are
made defendants to the suit. The com-
plaint alleges negligence on the part of the
flagman stationed at the crossing, and sets
out the entire city ordinance covering rail-
way crossings.

The Sellers Farm Suit.
The Superior Court, in general term, yes-

terday heard the argument in the suit of
Johnson against the city of Indianapolis.
Johnson represents over a hundred plaint-
iffs who are protesting against the city
maintaining a dumping ground on the
Sellers farm. It is claimed that the de-
posit of offal is very dangerous to the pub-
lic health. The argument was on the
demurrer of the city to the complaint of
the plaintiffs.

'For Stealing Dread.
Herbert Kelshaw, charged with the theft

of thirty cents' worth of bread, was be-

fore the police judge yesterday morning.
He was bound over to the grand Jury.
