What-
ever tends to the revival of confidence and
enterprise In Europe Is of vital Importance
to progress on this side the Atlantic We
are rapidly drifting towards a greater
solidarity of interests between this coun-
try and the old world. We are destined to
a broader commingling with the world's
markets; and It Is on the new continent
that the old must find the most profitable
employment for Its accumulating wealth.
Remotely, therefore, as these foreign fac-
tors may, at first sight, seem to bear upon
the Investment Interests of the United
States and on the financial forces centering
in this market, it is more than possible
that, before the present year closes, we
may find that new assurances of European
peace contribute a valuable stimulus to re-
vival throughout this country."

Summer Crops for liny.
Philadelphia Record.

June is the month when millet and Hun
garlan grass may be seeded down, and
there are no hay crops grown that ara
surer or which produce so well considering
the short period of growth required by
them and tho small cost of labor neces-
sary. The land should be rich, and, i
not, then manure or fertilizer should ba
applied, but both crops will give fairly
good results on land that will produce no
other kind of hay. and they have been
grown extensively in those sections wherq
the soil is light and sandy. If a crop of
seed is desired not over eight quarts of
seed should be used, but for hay double-tha- t

quantity may be sown if the land la
in good condition. Millet Is allowed to
grow until the seed heads begin to form,
when It is then cut, cured and stored under
shelter. Horses are very fond of it if cut
with a feed cutter, and It ranks high as
a nutritious food, keeping well until the
next crop is grown and harvested.

Hungarian grass, which strongly resem-
bles millet, does not grow as tali as mil-
let, but may be cut several times during
the season, on some soils giving a crop
every four or five weeks. Its growth isvery rank, and after it comes up and gets
a start it destroys weeds completely, crowd-
ing them out by depriving them of food.
Even If the weeds manage to get a start
with the Hungarian gross they are mowed
down when the Hungarian is cut. while
the Hungarian only pushes forward more
vigorously. If for no other purpose than
destroying weeds Hungarian grass should
be made one of the crops In the regular
rotation, and it Is alo an excellent green
crop for plowing under after yielding a
crop or two of hay. It may be gotten oft
th land in time to permit of sowing rye
on it in the fall, to be used for early green
food in spring.

One advantage In these summer crops for
hay is that they add to the variety. It is
truo that timothy and clover are standard
foods for stock, but clover is not an an-
nual, while timothy requires quite a period
before It can be considered a crop ready
for use. but Hungarian grass and millet
come quickly, the seed is not costly and
the crops are fully as large as any others
that are used for hay. They therefore pro-vi- do

a large amount of food that not only
serves to make clover and timothy last
longer through the winter, but also afford
a chnnse. especially for horses, and the
hay is usually very clean and in good con-
dition at all times if properly cured. Both
crops Hungarian grass and millet should
be given a trial, and especially on fields
that are In weeds, as they will not only
clean the land but provide a large amount
of hay at a small expense.

An efficient fly poison, which has th
merit of being poisonous only to. Hies, is
made of the yolk of an egg beaten up with
a tablespoonful each of ground olacK pep-
per and molasses. It should be pred In
shallow plates and set about. This Is a
simple process by which to catch the few

LOCAL GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

Trade Fair In Volume, but Price
Unsettled.

While the trade of the week ending
June 16 was by no means equal to that
of corresponding weeks in former years.
It did not fall so far behind the correspond-
ing week of 1893 as have some months of the
present year, owing to the fact that the
depression of business had set in with a
vengeance in June last year. That the
trade now Is less than then is discourag-
ing beyond measure. On the wholesale
streets grocers are the only merchants
who make favorable exhibits compared
with last year, and these are selling only
what people have to buy. Dry goods, milli-
nery and hardware men feel the depression
most. Commission men have had little
occasion to complain. Poultry and egg
packers are keeping well In line with
former years. Sugars are unsettled, ad-
vancing daily in the East, and Indications
are to an early advance in coffees. Canned
goods are likely to be sold at higher fig-
ures In the near future. Warm weather
has created a sharp demand for lemons,
and they are higher. Old Irish potatoes
are still over a dollar a bushel, but new
potatoes are $1 a barrel lower than a
week ago. Receipts of wool the last week
have been large ana prices weak. Prices
on everything in the green vegetable line
are easier on Increasing receipts, on Ugnt
receipts fruits of all kinds bring good
prices if of good --quality.

The week closed with an active grain
market.
