shock caused him to jerk his hand from his
pocket and with it came th bomb, which
fell upon the floor. Then came the explo-
sion, and when the smoke cleared away
the Anarchist, overtaken by a swift anil
terrible retribution, was seen lying across
the threshold, mangled terribly and wltrt
his intestines protruding.

This was in March. On April 4 a bomb,
charged with nitro-glycerl- ne and old nail.
was exploded on the window sill of the
Restaurant Foyot. in the Rue d Conde.
near the Luxembourg. Among the persona
injured was Tailhade, the Anarchist poet.
The damage done to property was consid-
erable. The Senate chamber showed traces
of the explosion. It has been conjecture!
that the original intention was to blow ur
the Senate house, but the affair Is still
wrapped in mystery, as. up to the present,
the author of the attempt has not been
discovered. '

It will be observed that the latest exhibi-
tion of Anarchist malevolence possesses
features which distinguish it from most
outrages of the kind. As a rule the an-
archist assassin even when assailing
single individual, as in the case of Marshal
Campos In pain prefers an explosive mis-
sile to it weapon which must t useU at
close quarters, and the employment of
which, therefore. Increases the risk of im-
mediate arrest. The stabblnR of M. Oeorg?-vttc- h,

Servian envoy to Taris. by the young;
shoemaker, Lee Leauthier, an November,
is another exception that will surest It-

self, but In that Instance the crime was
decided upon on the spur of the moment.
As a rule, premeditated anarchistic at-
tempts are made not with th? knife, bilt
with the bomb.

Another point to be noticed about tha
present assassination is the nationality of
the criminal. Usually Anarchist conspira-
tors ply their evil trade in their own coun-
try, with the language and manners of
which they are familiar, and where their
personal resentment against the existing
state of society is wrecked upon those who.
in their eyes, are the more immediate
cause of their discontent. This circum-
stance seems rather to point to a political
or racial cause for the crime than to the
Anarchist dissatisfaction with modern civ-
ilization in general.

In this connection It is impossible to for
get the feelings of deepest resentment
stirred throughout Italy by the murder of
so many of their fellow-countrym- en at
Aigues-Morte- s. At present all is conject-
ure, but it is possible that the crime of
Sunday may have been the outcome of a.
desire to wreak vengeance for the tragta
slaughter of Italian laborers last year. Oit
the other hand, the truth of the matter
may be that the Anarchists are at present
attempting to carry out an international
campaign, and the fact that the murder
of President Carnot has followed so closelj"
upon the attempted assassination of Slgnor
Cri?pl and the report of a plot to blow up
the Czar's train In Russia, lends this the-
ory colorable support.

JUSTUS SCHWAn PLEASCD.
The Xew York Anarchist Interviewed

by a Reiorter.
NEW YORK, June 26. Justus Schwab,

the Anarchist, talking of the assassination
of Carnot in his beer saloon, to-nig- ht, said:
"Yes, they sowed the wind and now they
reap the storm. Yesterday General Tars-ne- y

was assassinated; yes, mark the word,
assassinated. To-da- y it is Carnot. To-

morrow, well, I will not predict. Society.,
has warred on us; we retaliate. We havo
our revenge." Then Schwab took a few
pulls at his briar pipe and sized up tho
reporter. Half a dozen friends were chat-
ting near at hand. They all looked peace-
ful and well pleased.

"What do you think of the assassination
of M. Carnot?" the reporter asked.

"Have you a pencil'" was Schwab's re-
ply. When one was handed him he wroto
on the margin ot the newspaper: Vaillant
Carnot. .

"You mean," said the reporter, "that one
is an equivalent to the other?"

Justus Schwab's answer was a deep shru?
of his leonine shoulders. "I would rather
It were the Czar of Russia," he added,
presently. His friends nodded approvingly
and admiringly. There was a silent inter-
val, punctuated by occasional smacks of
the pipe. "He brought it on himself," Heir
Schwab continued, earnestly. "I am in-
formed that hundreds of thousands of re-
spectable French p6oyie urged him to Five
the lives of Vaillant V.nd Ilenry. He was
encouraged to refu.' by hi3 capitalistic
ministers, chief of whom were Casimlr-Perie- r.

He owns large mining Interest
at Aigues Mortes, in the south of France."

"Where the recent strikes were?"
"Exactly." replied Herr Schwab. "Well.

I only regret that It was not the Czar of
Russia."

Most, the editor of the Freiheit. the An-
archist organ, hid himself to-da- y. Mosfs
paper is now printed In Brooklyn, but he
has his office "in his hat." His headquar-
ters are In a Park row saloon, but he Is
said to be seeking for. more permanent
quarters.

BROOKLYN, June 26. J. Jose Ygelesia.

a wealthy cigar, manufacturer ot this city,
said, to-nig- ht: "I believe, judging from th
descriptions published of him, that Santo,
who assassinated President Carnot. lived
in Brooklyn eighteen months ago. The man
whom I knew was an Italian. He was a
well-educat- ed man and lived for a time In
South America. When I became acquaint-
ed with him he was a compositor and
teacher of languages, speaking French,
Italian. Spanish, English and German flu-

ently. He started a school of languages at
No. 82 Fulton street, but could not malt
It pay. He then did his utmost to obtain
a position as compositor on French and
Spanish newspapers, but received Itta
work. He was such a quiet. well-educat- ?d

man that he made friends wherever n
went, and was well-know- n in the Spanish,
French and Italian newspaper offices cf
New York.. About eighteen months agi,
he having then beer, in the country mx,

months, 1 contributed to a fund to send
him to Paris where, he said, he had friend
and could get work. Santo was a quiet,
deep thinker, and. I must say. the last
person whom I would imagine nn assassin.
Yet. as I said before, the Inscriptions of
him are such that I believe hV to be the
same one."

were beaten and kicked. The mob was re
inforced and proceeded to the Italian con- - J

sulate The police vainJy triet to cnecK
the mob. The leaders procured a ladder,
fixed it to the balcony of the consulate,
and several rioters, headed by a drunken
carpenter, entered the consulate, tore up
the Italian flag, smashed the escutcheon,
broke the furniture, threw the statuettes
upon the floor ard kicked them to pieces.
Then, seizing two large and handsome oil
paintings, representing King Humbert and
Queen Margaret, of Italy, they threw them
into the street. A detachment of military
engineers was summoned, and the soldiers
charged upon the mob. After a short con-
flict the rioters were driven out of the
consulate, which was then occupied by the
troops, and the prefect made an apology
to the Italian consul.

The riotous crowds spread throughout the
city, seized upon all the Italians, men,
women and children, and took them to the
prefecture, believing that they were to be
expelled from the city. The Italians were
guarded by the police until this morning,
when the disorder had temporarily sub-
sided. The two leaders of the attack upon
the Italian consulate were arrested to-da- y,

and this caused a renewal of the disturb-
ance. Several mobs gathered so soon as
the news of the arrest of the ringleaders
became known, and the prefect was com-
pelled to summon the troops. At 11 o'clock
this morning the military authorities had
occupied all the public squares and boule-
vards with infantry, cavalry and artillery,
and Grenoble was, to all intents and pur-
poses, in a state of siege.

RIOTERS ARRESTED.

Over Two Thonnanii Takfn Into Cn- -
toily at Lyons.

LYONS. June .26. About six hundred
people were arrested during the rioting
yesterday and fully 2.000 have been
taken Into custody to-da- y. The Mayor of
Lyons has issued a proclamation, in which
he says: "The malefactors who, in the
guise of patriots, are committing heinous
deeds of vandalism and pillage will be
punished as vulgar criminals." The Mayor
appeals to all honest citizens to assist the
authorities in repressing rioting.

The disorders here and at other places
in France resulting from the indignation
of the peorle at the assassination of Pres-
ident Carnot were continued throughout
last night and to-da- y. The crowds
thronged, the streets, and in spite of the
efforts of the police and military, sacked
Italian stores and taverns, and after
throwing their contents into the streets,
made bonfires of everything combustible.
The police frequently charged the rioters,
who, however, always retreated before the
officers of the law, seeming determined to
demonstrate the fact that they were vin-
dictive against Italians only, and not seek-
ing a conflict with the authorities. Here
and in other towns of France excited by
the murder of President Carnot, the Ital-
ian sculptors, wood carvers, image-maker- s,

grocers and gilders suffered at the hands
of the mob. When ferreted out they were
beaten and rolled in the gutters; their be-
longings were seized and broken up or
burned, and many of them barely escaped
with their lives. Wholesale pillage reigned
supreme throughout the night and large
numbers of Italians have been hopelessly
ruined. Others have fled from Lyons and
more are expected to follow.

At 7 o'clock this evening a riotous mob
gathered and marched upon the Italian
quarter In the northern district of this
city. There the rioters attacked and looted
a number of stores. During the pillaging
a barrel of petroleum exploded and burned
three of the rioters to death. Troops tere
hastily dispatched to the northern district.
All the dangerous points about Lyons have
been occupied by the military.

The feeling against Italians In particular
and foreigners in general, aroused by the
assassination of the President, has caused
several factories in the suburbs of Paris to
discharge all the foreigners in their employ
and it is expected that the same course
will be adopted by other factories. It is
hoped, however, that when the sympathetic
action of the King of Italy, the Italian
chambers and Premier Crispi become more
generally known throughout France a gr?at
deal of this feeling against Italy will be
softened.

The Mayor of Marseilles has issued an
address urging citizens to refrain from mo-
lesting Italians, but a strong antl-Ital.'a- n

feeling exists. Twenty-fiv- e Italians em-
ployed in enlarging the St. Cyr College have
been dismissed In deference of the wish of
the other workmen. Several building con-
tractors have been warned not to employ
Italians.

A Fnlse Humor.
PARIS, June 26. A false newspaper ru-

mor this afternoon that M. Billot, the
French embassador to Italy, had been as-

sassinated in Rome produced a sensation
here, which threatened for a time to re-
sult in riots. The government telegraphed
for some information, and, learning that
the report was untrue, sent troops and
seized the offending Journal. This action
quieted the popular excitement.

Placards Posted by Ilels.M
LISBON. June 26. Six Spaniards have

been arrested in this city charged with
posting red placards yesterday evening in
the leading thoroughfares. The placards
were Inscribed: "Rarachol, Vaillant and
Henry are avenged. Santo's arm has ren-
dered them justice."

SIX 3IOXTHS OF OUTRAGE.

Annrehy's Recent Record In the
Frenrh Republic.

New York Herald.
.The assassination of the French Presi-

dent, if perpetrated, as alleged, by an
Anarchist, is the latest and most daring in
a long series of Anarchist outrages which
have taken place In France during the last
six months. After the execution of Rava-cho- l,

in July, 1892, the forces of anarchy
remained comparatively quiescent for more
than a year.

Last December they broke out into fresh
activity when Vaillant 'attempted to blow
up the Chamber of Deputies, not long after
the terrible outrage at the Liceo Theater
had taken place at Barcelona. The bomb-throw- er

himself was hurt, arrested, con-

fessed his crime and was executed on
Feb. 5, defying the bourgeoisie on the
scaffold and cheering with his last breath
for anarchy. This execution made a deep
impression upon Vaillant's fellow' revolu- -
tlonaries, and those behind the scenes soon
became aware that reprisals would be
undertaken.

There was not long to wait. Just a
week after Vaillant had been guillotined a
bomb was bur3t in the cafe of the Ter-
minus Hotel at a' time when it was
crowded with customers. The bomb-throwe- r,

Emil Henry, like his predecessor,
by no means belonged to the outcasts and
failures of society. Vaillant had been
bribed with a considerable sum to give
up his employment in order to make the
attempt Upon the Chamber. Henry was a
skilled woodworker of the artistic type.
He was a university man and had taken
the degree of bachelor of science. He was
the nephew of a marquis, and his an-
archistic Inclinations were said to have
been caused by the refusal of his mother's
sister, the Marquise, to help him and his
brother when they were in distress. He
had intended to go to the opera to throw
his bomb, but was refused admission be-

cause ot his dress. Then he went to the
Cafe de Paris and the Cafe Americain, but
they were not sufficiently crowded to su'.t
his bloodthirsty purpose. After trying to
get into the Comeclle Fiancaise, where he
was unable to procure a seat, he finally
repaired to the Cafe Terminus. Here,
after drinking two glasses of beer. h
lighted the bomb with his cigar and flung
the explosive toward the orchestra. The
explosion caused the death of one person
and serious injuries to several other.
Henry made a desperate attempt to escape,
shooting at and wounding a policeman who
pursued him, but he was captured, tried
and last month he was guillotined. During
his trial he displayed extraordinary
subtlety and perversity of intellect, as
well as a morbid Indifference to death.
His adlress to the Jury was a brilliant
piece of distorted and criminal reasoning,
and M. Paul de Cassagnac. commenting
on the case, said: "This trial, by its pub-
licity alone, will do more evil than all the
revolutionary journals and all the an-
archical preaching could do In several
years."

A month after the outrage perpetrated by
Henry cam? the explosion at the beautiful
Church of the Madeleln?. In which Pau-well- s,

the Anarchist, who carried the bomb
into tho church, was blown to bits in much
the fame fashion as Bourdin had been de-
stroyed by his own Infernal machine short-
ly before In Ix?ndcn. As he was entering
one of the swinging dors rebounded vio-
lently and struck him on the arm. The

Ranker Bench Attorney Spring n.

Good Point Mayor Oakley, of Fort
Wayne, surprises the People.

FRANKFORT Ind., June 26. Attorneys

for John Paris, on trial here for his part In
the Greentown bank swindle, made a bold
play for a continuance this morning when
the case was resumed. A dispatch was
read from Judge Winfield, of Logansport,
announcing he had an attack of vertigo
and could not attend. He Is Paris's leading
attorney, but Judge Kent couldn't see the
necessity for postponing the case and the
defense was forced to go ahead. Ex-Go- v.

Chase took the stand for cross-examinati- on

and little could be got from him that was
not in favor of Paris. The prosecution sub-
mitted him to a hot fire in regard to the
Mexican gold mine, and he was forced to
admit that it was only an old played out
mine that had not been operated for one
hundred years. He said his company got
hold of It for almost nothing and then pro-
ceeded to float the bonds. In regard to the
loans made by the Greentown bank, Mr.
Chase said he knew nothing of any loans
excepting those made on good security. He
took the word of Paris for the rest. He
said he understood Paris was worth $25,000

or $30,000. Over the objection of the defense
Mr. Chase was called on to testify as to his
statement to other parties than James Cur-les- s,

the prosecuting witness. His memory
was bad at once. He did not know whether
he stated all loans were on gilt-edg- e secur-
ity with two freehold sureties; did not
know whether he had represented Paris to
be worth $60,000 or not. He remembered of
going to the house cf Ed Greenstreet with
Waldron. but said he did not make any
representations. The redirect examination
was conducted by Judge G'Brian, but noth-
ing new was developed. J. A. Paris, father
of the defendant, an honest-lookin- g Jasper
county farmer, testified in behalf of his son.

After the noon recess Paris took the stand
In his own behalf. He detailed his career
from the time he left the farm until the
present time. His first experience in a
bank was at a salary of $15 a month at
Oxford working for Dwiggins. Next he be-
came cashier of the Citizens' Bank, at At-
tica, at a salary of $1,500, where he re-
mained nine years, removing to Indianapolis
In 1891, where he formed a partnership with
Mr. Nave and started four banking Institu-
tions. The failure of these banks, he
claimed, was due to the closing of the Co-
lumbia National, the firm having a deposit
In that institution of $23,000 at the time.
None of the depositors of the Pails-Nav- e

banks lost a cent, he said, but the firm lost
In the closing of their bank at Orleans $10.-0- 00

in 1893. He was employed by the United
States Loan and Trust Company at a sal-
ary of $."00 a month and expenses.

The purpose of the loan and trust com-
pany was then explained by the witness to
the jury," which was to make real estate
loans, then sell the lease and reloan the
money. The Income bonds were issued to
Increase the stock of the company, and
these bonds used to purchase bank stock
in banks throughout the country. Witness
knew Dwiggins all his life, and prior to
April of 1S03 considered him worth all theway from $25,000 to $00,000. Paris was first
connected with the gold mining company in
1SS9, and was a stockholder to the amount
of 13,000 shares, representing . an alleged
capital of $30,000. paris claimed he thought

.the mine would prove a good investment.
The witness then told about his connection
with Dwiggins in the Russlaville and
Greentown banks from the time of the
opening until the crash. He owed the
Greentown bank $5,700 when It closed. He
had always considered the bank solvent
and said it was worth ct a low estimate
about $35,000 at the time. Paris was on the
stand the entire afternoon. All the blame
for the bank failure Is being shifted to the
shoulders of Dwiggins. Mr. Shirley began
the cross-examinati- on this evening, but had
not proceeded far when court adjourned.

The Coffin of Cralqr. the Danville
Giant, Wan Ton HI for the Door.

DANVILLE, Ind., June 26. The funeral

of Indiana's giant, John II. Craig, to-da- y,

was largely attended despite the fact that
a heavy rain fell during the exercises. It
was perhaps the strangest funeral ever
held in the State. The coffin, which was
six feet nine Inches long, thirty-fou- r inches
wide and thirty inches deep, had to be
taken out of a window. The casing1 and
all had to b? removed, and then It was a
close shave. Mr. Craig was a member of
a K. of P. lodge at Philadelphia, and the
local lodge had charge of the burial, which
was at Mount Pleasant, about five miles
from town, where the remains of his first
wif were burled. No hearse could accom-
modate the coffin, and a spring wasron was
used. The mourners were his little three-year-o- ld

daughter and his faithful servant,
William Roddy, who has been with him
for a number of years. It is remembered
that in lSSl his first wife died, and her re-
mains had to be taken from the house
through the window in the same manner
that Mr. Craig's were to-da- y. The little
girl will be cared for by Mr. Roddy, unless
the mother takes charge of her. Nothing
has been heard from her, as she is in the
South.
