THE FORT WAYNE CONTROVERSY.

Col. Foster Refuseid to Resign and
Was Bounced from the Board.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal
FORT WAYNE, Ind., June 27.--Tae con-
troversy between Mayor Oakley and Col.
Foster still continues to be the talk of the
town. The latter returned from Angola this
morning, addressed a long letter to the
Mayor, which he sent to the residence of
the executive at noon, but it did not con-
tain his resignation. Neither gentleman
will disclose the contents, but immediate-
ly after its receipt the Mayor came to his

office and notified the Board of Safety
and Col. Foster that he was removed and
was no longer a member of the Board of
Safety.

Mavor Oak-
ley, in denying this charge, points to the
case of Daniel McKentry, who, being a
Catholic, has been retained as assistant
city engineer by express wish. The real
cause of the difficuliy, the Mayor says,
i= that he nas been persistently ignored
bv Mr. Foster, of the Board of Safety,
who has formulated plans and precipitated
changes in various departments under that
board, without even the formality of pre-
senting the subjects for congideration. *It
came to be slmply a question whether Mr.
Foster or 1 should be Mavor,"” =aid Mr.
Oakley. The immediate trouble arose Hver
the appointment of Mr. Vachon, a Catholic,
on the police force, and Mayor Oakley re-
fusing to administer to him the oath.

CARNOT'S SUCCESSOR

Casimir-Perier Elected President
of the French Republie.

The Ex-Premier Chosen on the First
Ballot, Receiving 451 Votes Out of
a Total of 853 Cast.

ELECTION WELL RECEIVED

Only a Few Noisy BSocialists
Showed Their Disapproval.

Scenes in the Historie Hall at Versailles
During the Balloting and
Speech Making.

CASIMIR-PERIER’S CAREER

One of the Foremost and Best
Known Statesmen in Franee.

Arrangements for tlie Dead President's
Fuueral—Gossip About the Assus-
sin—Arrest of Anarchists.

(Copyright, 1804, by the Associated Press,)
PARIS, June 27.—Nothing more unlike
an American election could well be ime-
agined than the French presidential elee-
tion which to-day made M. Casimir-Perier
President of the French republic. The
electoral body, formed of both houses of
the Legislature, held its meeting in one
vast room In the form of a parallelogram
and adorned with battle paintings of the
Bonaparte period of proportionate size,

The Constitution ordains that the suc-
cessful eandidate for the presidency of the
repubiic must have the highest number of
votes above all other candidates. M. Cas-
imir-Perier to-day had 451 out of N53.
There were 877 members present, but twen-
ty-four abstained from voting.

The Palace of Versallles was full of
bustle this morning. Upholsterers, glaziers,
and floor polishers were hard at work mak-
ing ready the committee rooms, the gal-
lery of the tombs, the Speaker's rooms,
the future President's rooms in the former
suite of the queens of France and the Con-
gress hall, Ticket holders were admitted to
the galleries early in the morning. The
members of the press were the first to ar-
rive, and they missed the sight of the St
Lazare terminus, which the start of the
parliamentary train afforded. Troops
strongly guarded the terminus. A brigade
of police was posted at different parts of
the general hall, while uneasy, sharp-
eyed detectlves prowled about among the
croveds of holiday makers who had taken
raflway tickets to see what sights the pub-
Versaillels might afford. The
wanted above all get into the
parliamentary train, by which, as it
turned out, not many legislators traveled,
they Aerring to start from the quieter
Mont | .rnasse terminus at the south side
of Paris, which was also held by troops
and police brigades, The ladies present
included the wives, daughters, rnleces,
cousing and personal friends of the mem-
bers of Congress. They had no time to
buy mourning for Carnot or prepare spe-
cial tollets for the presidential election.
The reputation of Parisian woman for ele-
gance was unworthily maintained, yet
numerous were the leaders of fashion.

Two special trains of great length were
prepared towards noon, another train of
saloon cars awaited the ministers and poor
Carnot's state train was ready in the event
of the future President preferring to re-
turn to Paris by railroad. The last time
it was used was to bring back M. Carnot's
remains from Lyons. It is customary for
the newly-elected President to drive bpback
fromn Versailles in a private equipage, es-
corted by soldiers.

CRANKS AT THE STATION.

While we waited at the station a hasty
printed leaflet was distributed supplicating
the Deputles and Senators, In the name of
humanity, not to vote for M. Casimir-Per-
ier, but to league against bloated capital-
ists. It was written by a crank. 1 saw
many cranky old men about, and an old
lady, who was turned out, swept about
protestingly, proclaiming tnat the seventh
seal was open, and that vials of wrath in
the form of anarchism were being poured
on the world for its gins. Science, divorced
from religion, she proclaimed to some who
knew her to be the devil, 3

The special trains followed at five-min-
ute intervals, the Ministers starting first
and the diplomatic corps last. They went
in almost no time to Versailles, which, near
the place, looked like a French town where
a fair was going on, or Chantilly on Derby
race day. The crowds were immense, When
they found none of the expected sights
they amused themselves by listening to
wandering musicians, going into photog-
raphers’ booths, rifle galleries or restau-
rants, where prices were suddenly raised
and the wines greatly watered. The po-
liceinen went about ordering the s=ight-
seers to move on. Many of the parliamen-
tarians took lunch at the Hotel des Res-
ervoirs. The members of the Democratic
party preferred the Hotel de la Chasse,
The hurry and scurry there was fearful.
The guests ran into the larders and kitch-
ens help themselves, Their tongues
wagged freely, and the Deputies compared
notes across the tables,

“Who will you vote for?" I asked Comte
Malllore, a French Labouchere,

“For M. Casimir-Perier,”” he replied.

“Why, are you not a Radical?"

“Yes; but I want to prevent him from
ever being Premier; besldes, should the
Anarchists want to remove another Presi-
dent, I prefer them to remove a semi-
Conservative.”

The entrance to the congress hall is in
the south wing of the palace by an ordi-
nary-looking street door. More soldiers
were there, and soldiers lay hidden in the
porter's lodge and filled the improvised
guardroom. The police thronged the pas.
sages to the telegraph office in the palace.
No one who had not a special pass or a
Congressman’'s medal was admitted. At 1
o'clock there was a full muster of the
embassadors and other members of the
diplomatic corps. 1 fell into conversation
with the the members of a Congressman's
family in the Speaker's tribunal and was
told that M. Brisson was nowhere. M.
Casimir-Perier, it ivas added, wus the fa-
vorite. The royalists intended to vote for
General Fevrier, while all the Senate
would wvote for M. Casimir-Perier, since
M. Lacour had withdrawn. M. Casimir-
Perier would be a better President than a
Prime Minister. He had a great for-
tune, was honest and honorable, not an
india rubber character, and was well bred.
It would be an advantage to France to have

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"awhich was echoed by his colleagues.

him at the Elysee, where much of the
initlatory character was not expected, but
where he might exercise salutary influ-
ence In frowning down such men as Rous
vier, Roche and Reinach. It was a pity
he brought M. Raynal into his Cabinet.
He meant to be loyal to the republic. His
wife, who is a good woman, is also weaithy
in her own right, and is a cousin of her
husband., His late father was of the salt
of the earth. M. Casimir-Perier iz brave.
This is a desirable quality in dynamit-
ing times. He was under fire in several
engagements in 1870 and won by military
pluck the cross of the Legion of Honor
when he was twenty-two years old. Since
the assassination of M. Carnot his ambil-
tion has greatly cooled. He felt that he
wwould make a sacrifice in becoming Pres-
ident. Could he but get in touch with
the democracy and conguer his pride he
would be sure to succeed as President.
SCENES IN THE HALIL.

The ushers kept arranging thz ballot
boxes and seats as the conversation went
on. The Speaker, M. Challemel-Lacour,
and the secretaries entered in the mean-
time. Promineat among the latter by
stature and personal magnetism was M.
Sorel, the historian and member of the
institute. M. Chaliemsl-Lacour is a white-
haired. white-bearded, rosy-faced man of
dignified appearance, and an admirable or-
ator. Somebody erled *“Vive Ia Repub-
lque!” as he entered, and the ladles in
the galleries craned forward and their fans
ceased to flutter. The Speaker, in choice,
simple terms, alluded to the horrifying
event that necessitated the meeting, and
then declared the Congress opened. Three
cranks—a Radical, a Royalist and a So-
clalist—claimed leave to speak, and anoth-
er erank cried, “Long live the social revo-
Jlution!*' The Socialist Deputy, Chauvain,
shouted, “Down with the presidency,”
M.
Groussier cried, “Down with the dictators,”
but this cap fitted no head.

The Speaker took no notice of the cries
and named those who weéere to scrutinize
the votes, He decided by lot in what al-
phabeticul category the members should
begin to vote. The letter “1.'"' was drawn
and M. Labarte began the voting. The
members filed past the urns, dropping in
white or blue balls as they went. They
then went to walk in the gardens. There
were twelve urns, each of which was on a
geparate table. The letters L, M, N, O
and P took half an hour to vote. At 3
o'clock M. Casimir-Perier arrived from
Paris. He walked nervously about the
passages of the committee rooms, At half
past 3 o'clock 853 wvotes had been cast
One other vote had been refused, Breath-
less anxiety reigned while the votes were
being counted. The Speaker then declared
the result of the first and only ballot. The
Socialists, apparently for form's sake,
eried “Down with dictatorship;” “Long live
social republic.” The members of the Cen-
ter apnlauded, and there were a few who
cried, “Long live Casimir-Perier.”

Very little enthusiasm or warm feeling
was shown anywhere, unless it was in the
Speaker’s room by M. Casimir-Perier, who,
upon hearing the Speaker announce the
result of the balldt, burst into tears, ex-
claiming: “I make a great sacrifice In
accepting the office.” Half an hour after
the newly-elected President drove toward
Paris, escorted by a body of dragoons. As
he drove off he bowed pleasantly. He
looks younger than his age. He has an
erect carriage and precipitate diction, and
there is littiggout of the common in his air.
His countenance and bearing are rather
military, though he is a civilian.

M., Casimir-Perier called upon Madame
Carnot on returning to Paris and begged
her to stay at the Palace of the Elysee as
long as it was convenient to her., In the
meanwhile he will make the Foreign Min-
istry his official residence.

DETAILS OF THE ELECTION,

Socinlists Cause an Uproar<=The Pres-
ident's Speech,
VERSAILLES, June 2i.—M. Jean Casi-
mir-Perier was this afternoon elected Pres-
ident of the French republic in succession
to M. Carnot, the victim of anarchistic
hate. The election was by the Senate and

Chamber of Deputies sitting as the Na-
tional Assembly in the great hall of the
Palace of Versgilles, that has been the
scene of so many historic events, one of
the most recent of which was the procla-
mation, Jan. 18, 1871, of the victorious King
William, of Prussia, as Emperor of Ger-
nmany.

The hall was filled with spectators an
hour before the session began, and among
the ascemblage were many members of the
diplomatic corps. M. Challemel-Lacour pre-
glded by virtue of his position as President
of the Senate. At 1:10 p. m. he called the
assembly to order and, after a sympathetic
reference to the late President Carnot, read
the articles of the Constitution relative to
an election of President, and then deglared
the National Assembly opened. No time
was lost in proceeding to a ballot. The vot-
ing was more close than had been antici-
pated, but only one ballot was required.
It resulted as follows:

A scene occurred in the Gallerie des Ton-
beaux, owing to the fact of M. Challemel-
Lacour forbidding the journalists obtaining
an entrance to that part of the palace. The
Journalists protested vehemently, but they
were compelled to retire. The galleries
around the theater in which the election
took place presented a brilllant scene,
They were thronged with ladles in fashion-

able tollets, the fair sex seeming as much
interested as the men in the proceedings.
Premier Dupuy sat upon the ministerial
bench at the head of his colleagues, and
the Lmllti(*al arties grouped themselves
together in different rts of the hall. The
balloting began amid considerable discus-
sion between the Senators and Deputies.
No speeches were made. The members of
the National Assembly deposited thelr bal-
lots In the urn and the tellers then rook
the urn to the committee room. The tellers
reported the result of the vote to the pres-
ident of the assembly, whereupon M. Chal-
lemel-Lacour said: “M. Casimir-Perier hav-
Ing obtained an absclute msajority, I pro-
fimi"m him President of the French repub-
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In officially notifying M. Casimir-Perier of
his election to the presidency, M. Challe-
mel-Lacour delivered an eloquent orafion,
and In reply M. Casimir-Perier said: *I
can scarcely restrain the emotion I now
feel. The National Assembly bestows upon
me the greatest honor a citizen can ever
receive, by imposing upon me the heaviest
moral responsibilities a man can bear. I
shall give my country aill that s in me
of energy and patriotism. I shall give the
republic all the warmth of my econvictions,
which have never varied. [ shall give the
democracy all my devotion, all my heart,
as did he whose loss we now deplore.
Finally, I shall endeavor to do all my duty.”

The new President received the congrat-
ulations of Premier Dupuy and the Cabinet
Ministers and a large number of Senators
and Deputies in the room set apart for the
use of the Cabinet. Afterward he received
the congratulations of the correspondents
of the various newspapers represented at
Versailles upon this occasion. Replying to
the newspaper men, M, Casimir-Perier said:
“I have only one word to say. You may
discuss me—I belong to you:; but never for-
get France and the republic.”

A little later a four-horsa landpa, the
panels inscribed *‘Consilio non Impetuo,”
dreve into the courtyard. M. Casimir-Per-
jer, the Fresident-elect, entered the ve-
hicle *and stared for Paris, escorted by a
detachment of dragoons with lances, from
which bright colored pennons were flying,
in order to make his officlal entry in the
customary manner, and somewhat after the
style of the kings of France, into the cap-
ital of France. The new President received
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MANY ROADS TIED UP

Boycott of Pullman Palace Cars
Now On in Earnest.

Eleven Lines at Chicago Blockaded by
Members of Mr. Debs's Ameri-
can Railway Union.

PASSENGER TRAINS HELD UP

By Switchmen and Others Refus-
ing to Handle Pullman Cars.

Monon Traflie Interrupted at Hammond
—An Erie Engine Reported in the
Ditch at Another Point.

NO TRAINS DELAYED HERE

Blockade at Every Railroad Cen-
ter in California.

Strike Reported to Have Been Ordered
on the Santa Fe to Secure Rein-
statement of Two Meun.

CHICAGO, June 27.—The emploves of the
Chicago Great Western ra lway went out
to-night, making a total of eleven Chicago
roads now tied up or erippled by the Amere
ican Rallway Union boycott of Pullman
cars, The roads so far affected by the
strike at thi= point are the lilinols Central,
the Santa Fe, the Chicago Great Western,
the Chicago & Northern Pacific, the West-
ern Indiana, the Wisconsia Central, the
Chicago & Eastern Illinois, the Wabash,
the Grand Trunk, the Monon and the Dai-
timore & Ohlo. On some of these roais
Pullman cars were still being carried to-
night, but the strike leaders confideat y
asserted that to-morrow will see the boy-
cott completely effective. The men, aho
have been leaving slowly and in small I»ts,
are beginning to show effects of the Amer-
ican Railway Union “‘missionary work,™
and to-night the boycott sentinwment was
much more general and apparent than at
any previous time since the sirike began.
An attempt was made this evening to sead
out the St. Paul train on the Chicago Great
Western with a Pullman sleeper attached.
The train started out, but when it was
found that the sleeper had been coupled
on a trainman pulled the bell rope, and, as
the engineer reversed the engine, twenty
men rushed to the coupling, and in a few
minutes the train pulled out, leaving the
Pullman in the depot.

Crowds of strikers and sympathizers
gathered in the railroad yards in different
portions of the city and the police were
kept Dbusy quelilng threatened riots,
Strikers drove Illinois Central employves
from the yards at Fordhanl, despite the
efforts of a detail of police, and an addi-
tional force was gent to that point. Later
in the evening a large crowd gathered in
the Western Indiana yards at Archer ave-
nue and became so threateningly demon-
strative that the police force there was
doubled,

The three signal men who control the
switches at the Western Indiana tracks
at Archer avenue joined the strikers at §:30
o'clock to-night, blocking the system., Un-
der a heavy police guard a new signal
man was placed in the tower and the block-
ade was raised, the crowd making no
demonstration. At 9:30 o'cleck the San
Francisco limited, over the Santa Fe, with
four Pullman cars, passed the crossing in
safety, the crowd making no demonstra-
tion. The seventy-five signal men and fAf-
teen switchmen emploved in the Western
Indiana yards are all on strike. A general
tie-up on the Michigan Central road was
narrowly averted this afternoon. The
union was notified that the Michigan Cen-
tral was engaged in switching coaches for
the recads whose men are out. The super-
intendent of the Michigan Central was at
once notified that if there was further at-
tempt on the part of his road to assist the
Illinois Central every man in the employ
of the Michigan Central would be called
out. Orders were given the men to have
nothing more to do with the Illinois Cen-
tral cars. The Michigan Central tramns
which run out over the Illinois Ceniral
tracks made their scheduled time without
any difficulty. Every l!me‘ one of them
passed with its Wagner cars the crowds
at Grand Crossing cheered.

That no Pullman cars would be permitted
to leave the Union Station was rumored
this afternoon, but the rumor appeared to
have no foundation, as all the trains Jeft
on time. No attempt was made to inter-
fere with the making up or departure of
trains, The roads anticipating possible in-
terference were the Fort Wayne, the Pan-
handle, the Burlington and the Alton. Ex-
tra precautions were taken to protect the
New York limited on the Pennsylvania,
which left promptly at 5:30 p. m. This train
was made up entirely of Pullman cars,
compriging two sleepers, a dining car, a
smoker and an observation car, Six Pink-
erton men remained on the train until it
reached Wanatah, Ind., fifty-three miles
from Chicago. The next traln out was the
Alton limited, which runs to Kansas City
and Denver. It contained two Puliman cars,
Then followed the three Burlington ex-
press trains, all hauling FPulimans. The
Panhandle train went out on time in two
secticns, carrying flve Pullmans and several
baggage and express Cars.

Not a wheel was moved In connection
with the Illinois Central suburban service
after 9 o'clock to-night. Seven train crews,
after having !aough: their trains into the
Central Station, refused to take them out
again. At Grand Crossing, Burnsides,
Kensington and Fordham the strikers be-
gan to gather in small groups during the
early part of the evening until their num-
bers became s0 noticeable that the railroad
authorities applied for additional protection
from the police. When the Diamond spe-
cial, with several Pullman sleepers, went
through Grand Crossing on its way to St
Louls, the crowd becams demonstrative.
When the train was stopped for the cross-
ing the crowd surged across the tracks and
the officers had some difficulty In restrain-
ing them, but finally succesded in clearing
the way. One switchman was arrested.

Chief of Police Brennan to-day delajled
thirty men to watch the property of the
Chicago & Northern Pacific road in re-
sponse to a call from the officials of that
road for protection. Twenty-five police-
men were detailed to guard the property of
the Illinois Ceatral and twelve were sent
to the Western InMana yards. The entire
rserve force of the police department is
held in readiness. General Superintendent
Watts, of the FPittsburg, Fort Wayne &
