Before the vote was taken, M. De Baudry-D'Asso- n,

a monarchist and clericalist.
Jumped upon a chair, and, waving a paper,
declared that he wanted to submit a mo-
tion to revise the Constitution, but no at-
tention was paid to him and the ballot pro-
ceeded. Tremendous cheering also greeted
the announcement of the result of the vote.
The Socialists, however, made vociferous
protests.

M. Carnaud, the Deputy who has the dis-
tinction of having formerly been a school-
teacher, and other Socialists, shook their
fists at the other members of the National
Assembly, at the same time shouting:
"Vive la revolution soclale!" "Down with
reaction!" etc. M. Dejeante, a Socialist,
shouted out a violent protest against the re-
fusal of the congress to consider his motion
to abolish the presidency. His protest ws
greeted with loud Socialist applause.

M. Avez, a Soclllst, shouted: "Why was
the motion not considered?" The modera-
tor and Radicals demanded the closure amid
a scene of great uproar, during which M.
Avez continued shouting at the top of his
voice: "All this is the result of a coalition
of the reactionaries." ,

M. Mlchelin. president of the municipal
Council of Paris, mounted the tribune and
attempted to speak, but his voice was
drowned In the uproar. The Centrists were
particularly active in shouting down .

Mlchelin, drowning his words with loud
cries of "Boulanglst. Boulanglst! A bas le
Boulangist!" Deputy Faberot, a working
hat maker by trade and an advanced So-
cialist, cried: "Vive la revolution social e."
Deputy Constant, a journalist and lawyer,
cried out: "Down with reaction." M.
Jaures, the Socialist Deputy from Albl, and
one of the leaders of the workingmen's .

party, added: "And down with the dicta-
torship." These Socialist clamors were then
drowned by torrents of counter cheering,
and in a moment of comparative silence M.
Challemel-Lacou- r ordered the secretary to
read the minutes of the meeting, end the.
.session of the National Assembly was then
closed with cries of "Vive la Itepublique!"

SCEXES AT PARIS.

Arrival of the Xevr President Reals
nation, of the Cabinet.

PARIS, June 27. As soon as the election
of Caslmlr-Perle- r became known the St.
Lazare station was closed to the public
Cordons of police were posted at the en-
trances In view of the arrival of the spe-
cial ministerial and parliamentary trains
from Versailles. The President's cortege
followed the high road to the city and then
passed along the Avenue des Champs
Elysee. As the remains of Carnot are yet
unburled the usual installation at the Pal-- ,
ace of the Elysee was foregone. Caslmlr-- .
Perler was driven direct , to the Qual
d'Orsay, where he arrived at 7:20 o'clock.
A battalion of troops was awaiting his
coming, and when the carriage in which
he 'was riding came In sight a band be-
gan to play the Marseillaise. Detachments
of

; police and republican guards lined the
pavements about the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs. A tri-color- ed flag was unfurled
from the central window of the building
as the President approached. He was
greeted with shouts of "Long live Casimlr-Perie- r;

"Long live the republic." General
Borius, chief of Carnot's military nouse-hol- d.

who was in full uniform, received the
President at the entrance, while the other
officers of Carnot's military household
awaited him at the top of the steps.

The ministers, shortly after the Presi-
dent's arrival, formally tendered their res-
ignations to him. Casimlr-Perie- r requested
them to, remain in office. It Is doubtful,
however, whether Dupuy, the Prime Min-
ister, will retain office. It is expected, in
the event of his insisting upon his resigna-
tion being accepted, that the President
will summon Burdeau to form a Cabinet.
This will enable Dupuy to hold his old
Tuition of President of the Chamber of
Deputies.

DID NOT WANT THE OFFICE.
Caalmlr-Perl- er Influenced by Ilia

Slather's Words.
LONDON, June 27. A special dispatch to

the Times from Paris says that the ballot
given M. Dupuy was an almost humiliating
minority, obliging him to resign the pre-
miership and rendering it impossible that.
b be n candidate for the presidenay of
the Chamber of Deputies. This mbst cruel
result was seen a long time prior to the
presidential election.' It is an Icarus-lik- e

fall that will take M. Dupuy, who so
thoughtlessly and rashly ran the venture',
a long time to recover from. The Rightist
intrigue was so active against Caslmlr-Perl- er

that he refused until 10 o'clock Tues-
day night all requests from the republican
leaders to be their candidate. In despair
they summoned his mother, who was
pxefwtfit, at a renewed discussion. She lis-

tened to the pros and cons, and turning
to her son, said: "History Is in my mind,
and, inspired by my affection for you, I
declare that your grandfather, If he were
here, would tell you that in the curcum-stanc- es

it is your duty to stand and accept
the mission which may be confided to you
by Congress." Thereupon he consented to
stand. His reluctance was due to the fear
that his political career,' of which he Is
passionately fond, might be terminated too
soon.

Versailles presented a curious spectacle.
One was reminded of the days of the Com-
mune, when half of Paris seemed to take
refuge round the legal government. To-
day,- indeed, no feeling of terror existed.
Carnot's tragical death toned down the
most fervid minds, and the most rabid
Radicals felt that they would be playing a
game of reaction If they failed to behave
themselves. Caslmlr-Perier- 's supporters
gathered at the Hotel des Reservoirs, fear-
ful to the last moment that a rebuff at
the first ballot might Induce their candidate
to retire. When the voting had been com-
pleted a rumor that a reballot would be
necessary caused the members to rush off
to bespeak dinners and b?ds. Many de-
cided to spend the night in . Versailles in
any case, having visions of Anarchist out-
rages, although the down trams were to
have been guarded by roldiers posted at
every hundred yards. When the result was
announced the Socialist cavils subsided. M.
Lockroy said: "He was not my candidate,
but he gives France a good figure, and that
is the main thing." M. Constans said: "I
shall Illuminate, but shall not quench other
people's lights, for I am one of those who
render Justice to the qualities of the new
President, whose accomplishment of a diff-
icult duty ought to bo facilitated."

The correspondent concludes: "We must
expect some restlessness at the outset of
the new regime. The defeated party will
harass the victor, and the parliamentary
schism may involve constant agitation. If
Dupuy retires, as It seems certain he will
do, .he will soon join the opposition, swell-
ing' the number of disappointed ambitions,
of which Brisson and Goblet are the most
striking specimens. Burdeau Is destined to
form, a new Cabinet. The choice of a Pres-
ident of the Chamber of Deputies will be
difficult. This question is not yet discussed.
Gtnend Mercler will remain Minister of
War. and Faure Minister of Marine. The
President's message to Congress is said to
be destined to produce a great Impression."

THE NEW PRESIDENT.

Public Cnreer of 31. Cnalmlr-Ferl- cr

111 Family History.
M, Jean Clsimlr-Perle- r, the new Presi-

dent, like the lamented Carnot, comes of a
family long honorably eminent In France.
His great-great-grandfat- was a notary,
living near Grenoble, who, dying, left a son,
Jacques, a tradesman of Lyons. The latter
left a fortune of $1-5,-

000 to his son, Claude,
a long-heade-d and enterprising speculator,
who In the troublous days before the Revo-
lution contrived to amass a colossal cap-
ital, part of which he invested in the splen-
did Chateau of Vlzllle. After the Terror
he came to l'arls, where h helped to found
the Bank of France and sat in the Corps
Ieglslatif. This worthy left eight sons, the
two elder of whom were received Into the
French peerage, while the third displayed
his father's commercial sagacity in many
fields. It was the fourth of his "children,
Caslmlr, who was destined to establish the

fortunes of the family on a proud-
er b,"M3 than heretofore. He was a man of
indomitable energy and strong but honor-
able ambition; in person a giant, with a
voice of thunder, a bitter style of eloquence,
and a coarse, even brutal, manner. He
played a considerable part In the Opposi-

tion after the Restoration, and his policy
as President of the Council under Louis
Philippe is a matter of history. In 1S32

he visited the cholera hospital with the Due
d'Orleans, father of the Comte de Paris,
caught the . infection and died. The elder
of his two sons, Paul by name, still sur
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his fame. M. Perler was the Minister of
Foreign Affairs in his own Cabinet, and on
one . occasion showed his backbone by
criticising a papal nuncio, whose mirslon
was to advise French bishops to dlsreul
certain laws referring to salaries of church
assistants. This served to make him very
popular at the time, and heightened the
feeling that crystallized afterwards In mak-
ing him the leading candidate as President
Carnot's successor."

GEHMAXS SATISFIED.
i

They View Cnslmlr-Perler- 'n Election
as an Augury of l'ence.

BERLIN, June 27. A special dispatch
received here concurs in stating that Caslml-

r-Perier's election was well received
throughout Germany as an augury of peace.
All the morning papers of Berlin express
satisfaction with the election. The Na-
tional Zeltung says that Caslmlr-Perle- r Is
the man for the Juncture, and that his elec-
tion will benefit France abroad.

The Tageblatt says that Caslmlr-Perier- 's

energy hitherto augurs that he will know
how to defend the executive, which ts a
guarantee of order against ths attacks of
th members of tlw Right and Left.

The Vossische Zeltung expresses the hope
that under the new President relations be-
tween France and Germany will in no way
be troubled.

Emperor William has ordered Count Von
Munster, the German embassador to
France, to represent htm at the funeral of
M. Carnot. His Majesty will send a v.plen- -
dld wreath to be laid upon the coftln. The
dispatch adds that three thousand Italian
workmen have arrived In Berlin from
France since the murder of M. Carnot.

f Itallnns Not Displeased
ROME, June 27. All the evening papers

speak very highly of the election of Caslmlr-

-Perler as President of France.
In the Chamber of Deputies, to-da- y. Baron

"Blanc, Minister of Foreign Affairs, an-
nounced that he had received assurances
from France that strlngen4. measures would
be taken to insure the safety of Italians
In that country. Baron Blanc added that
this spontaneous promise had been fully
kept. The French police had energetically
suppressed the attempts to llltreat the
Italians. Consular reports showed that, al-
though there had been pillaging and per-
sonal violence, no Italians had oeen khi-d- .

Baron Blanc concluded by saying: "We
must have confidence that the French trib-
unals will do their duty In the same man-
ner that the police have done theirs. The
latest dispatches from Lyons, Marseilles
and Paris are much mere reassuring." The
chamber, after expressing satisfaction with
this statement, adjourned.

President Carnot's Funernl.
PARIS, June 27. It has been arranged

that the fluneral precession which will
convey the remains of the late President
Cp.rnot to the Pantheon is to leave the
Elysee Palace at 8 o'clock in the morning.
It will proceed through the Champs Elyses
to the Place de la Concord, and through
the Rue Rivoli, reaching the Notre Dame
at about noon. After the funeral services
at that cathedral the procession will go to
the Pantheon bv the Pont Neuf and the
Boulevard St. Michel.

The Xews Suppressed.
LONDON, June 28. A dispatch from Con-

stantinople to the Dally News says that
no newspaper In that city has been allowed
to publish any report of the assassination
of M. Carnot. The papers were only per-
mitted to chronicle that the President of
France had died suddenly.

SAXTO THE ASSASSIN.

He Seems Unconscious of III Coming
Fute To Be Tried July 3.

LONDON, June 28. A dispatch to the
Standard from Paris says that the police
have discovered that Santo, the murderer
of M. Carnot, was in Milan between 1S

and 1??, and that he acted as an interme-
diary for Anarchist correspondence. All
tho publications and letters received-bor- e

the 'address "Cesario Santo, Post Restante,
Milan, Italy." Santo occupUs a cell on the

; ground floor of the St. Paul prison at
Lyons, and he is watched day and night
to prevent him from attempting suicide.
He is a dull, uneducated fellow. He cannot
speak French with fiiency. The assassin
sleeps soundly all nigut and a portion of
the day. He has a good appetite and does
not smoke. He appears unconscious of
what fate has in store for him. It is re-
ported that he once said: "It is a pity I
was condemned In Italy. If I had not been
afraid to undergo a sentence In the quar-
ries of Sicily the Pope and King Humbert
would have been blown into the air long
ago. Beastly cl?rgy! Beastly King!"

Santo's reference to his condemnation in
Italy was in connection with his being sen-
tenced to live years' Imprisonment for dis-
tributing Anarchist literature among Ital-
ian soldiers. He escaped from prison after
serving a small portion of his sentence, and
was afraid to return to Italy, for had the
police got him he would have leen, as an
escaped convict, sent to the quarries of
Sicily. Santo's trial is to take plee oa
July St.

Santo Brother In America.
STA.iilRt), Conn., June 27. Policeman

O'Neil, while patrolling in the vicinity of
the railroad station last evening
ered a group of Italians conversing m an
excited manner. One of them had a large
roll of. money, which the officer thought
would amount to 12,000. The policeman in-

quired of the Italians what interested them
so much, and learned that the man with
the. money was Wllhelmlno Santo, a brother
of Santo, the assassin of President Car-
not, who was about to leave on a train for
New York, The policeman's inquiries elic-
ited the following: "Yes, my bruda, he
Santo. He stabbe a da President." Ths
Italians are very guarded in speaking
of the mater. They admit that one of
their countrymen left la.t night having a
considerable sum Of money, but would give
no further information. Santo told some
of the employes at the deiot that he was
a brother of I'resident Carnot's assassin.
'He said he was going to help him. and ex-
plained that his brother had no choice but
to commit the crime. He belonged to a
band of Anarchists who had voted to put
Carnot out of the way, and the lot fell to
him to commit the deed.

but he has never been a prominent person-
age. Auguste, his younger brother, adopt-
ed the baptismal name of ms father as
part of his surname, and was known as
Auguste Casimlr-Perie- r. In 1S46 he was re-
turned for one of the divisions of Farls,
and in 1819 he represented the Department
of the Aube in the Legislative Assembly.
During the empire he held absolutely aloof
from public affairs, but in 1S71 gave his ad-
hesion to M. Thiers, who made him Min-
ister of the Interior. Like his son to-da- y,

he was suspected of leanings toward tne
Orleanists, for he had married the sister-in-la- w

of the Duo d'Au.litrret-Pasqui- er and
received a visit from the Comte de Pansat his country house. However, he cleared
himself of these aspersions by a letter, in
which he frankly avowed his loyalty to
the republic as the only form of govern-
ment that could save France from an-
archy. His death took place in 1876, and his
son Jean succeeded to the greater share
of both his political reputation and his es-
tate. The family still retain possession of
the Chateau de Vlzllle, a noble feudal struc-
ture, built in 1611 by the Constable de Les-diguler- es,

near the ruins of a still more
ancient stronghold. It was much injured
by fire In 182T, and was subsequently re-
stored; but most of its artistic contents
perished beyond recovery. M. Thiers was
entertained there in 1874, and M. Carnot
was a visitor more recently; but the ex-Prem- ier

chiefly resides, as does his wid-
owed mother, at another mansion, the Chat-
eau de I'ontsur-Sein- e, much more accessible
from Paris.

M. Casimlr-Perie- r, though a thorough re-
publican, may be regarded as belonging
to the Orleanlst school of politics, that
school which holds that liberty stands
in need of the corrective of order, and
whose ideal in all things was ell ex-
pressed by the phrase in fashion in the
days of Louis Philippe, the "Juste Milieu."
M. Casimlr-Ferie- r; in the earlier portions
of his career,, was conscious that his an-
cestral connection with the Orleans dynasty-wa- s

not lightly to be ignored. In 182, whena law was passed excluding all the lum-bers of the families who had reigned over
France from all civil and military offices,
he showed his sense of that law of pro-
scription by resigning his seat' as a mem-
ber of the Chamber. His immediate re-
election showed that his constituents ap--

roved his conduct. - During the siege ofI'arts M. Caslmlr-Perle- r distinguished him-
self as a' commander of a battalion of Mo-
biles. He- - as mentioned in general orders
for one daring feat. lie rescued one of
his wounded comrades under very heavy
fire in an affair in front of the redoubt
of Moulin Saquet. He is a man If great
energy, and the fact that he appointed
M. Raynal to be his Minister of the In-
terior shorws that he Is not to ltx Fwayed
by the clamor pf the Radical and revolu-
tionary press, as M. Raynal, who belongs
to the Jewish faith. Is the bete noir of
the anti-Semit- ic and revolutionary press.

M. Casimlr-Perie- r was elected President
of the Chamber of Deputies in November
last, and a fortnight later became Prime
Minister. Before he consented t take the of-
fice, according to the generally adopted
report. President1 Carnot promised not to
be a candidate for a second presidential
term, and further, to forward M. Caslmir-Perier- 's

candidacy as much as he could.
The latter's policy Premier, as an
nounced to the Chambers, was, a moder-
ate one, the ministerial declaration stating
that the country had shown by the ele-
ctionsIts aversion both to reaction and so-
cialism. M. Casimtr-Perie- r, however, had
accepted the premiership reluctantly, andwas quite willing to lay down its burdens
at the first opportunity. He passed through
many boisterous scenes In the Chamber
of Deputies, on every occasion receiving
a substantial and at times an overwhelm-
ing majority. On the 22d of May finally,
he "rode for a fall," as It was generally
said of him, and his demand for the order
of the day was defeated by a vote of 2r3
to 223. The crisis arose in connection with
the m'ners' eight-ho- ur bill and the gov-
ernment's advice to the railway compa-
nies to refuse their employes permission
to attend a congress, coupled with the
promise to withhold from the - employes
of the state railways facilities for doing
so. Some spectators say that M. Casimlr-Peri- er

clapped his hands for Joy when
the vote against the government was an-
nounced. Whether he did or did not, it
is certain that he iwelcoraed the defeat.
Had he gone tc the rostrum and spoken
a few words when he demanded the order
of the day pure . and simple, the crisis
would doubtless have been averred. But
he was apparently convinced that the com-
bined efforts of. his enemies to upset hiscandidacy for the presidency had recently
been covertly abetted by President Carnot.
who thus, if this surmise be correct, had
broken the pact entered into when M. Casiml-

r-Perier accented the premiership. On
retiring frcm oflice he was succeeded by
M. Dupuy, and took the latteiVs place as
President of the'Chamber of Deputies.

On economic questions M. Casimlr-Perie- r
is a protectionist and an advocate of the
Meline tariff. The winter he spent during
the siege of Paris as a militiaman in active
service gave him a soldierly air that he
still retains. His hair is fair and his mus-
tache is dark, adding to the lively French
soldierlike expression of j his countenance.
He was given the Cross of the Iegion of
Honor for the gallantry he showed' under
fire. He is a picture fancier, and has a
valuable collection of paintings.

I also heard him
speak, and I believe the people will find
that he will take a radical stand atcainst
and h?.ve no patience ith socialistic ten-
dencies in France. He impressed me as
being peculiarly clearheaded and a man of
great force of character. Although he pre-
sided over the Chamber of Deputies with
dignity, he impressed me as being very
demonstrative.
