REPUBLICAN LEAGUE ROW.

Iowans Say Cleveland Was Fraundulent-
ly Chosen as Next Meeting Place.

DENVER, Col.,, June 25.-The lowa del-
egates to the national Republican League
convention e¢laim that the selection of
Cleveland, instead of Des Moines, as the
place of holding the next convention, was
accomplished by fraud, and will appeal to
the executive committee to reverse the de-

- cIE T THE QRIEEATIOn Ras issued a state-

ment to the Republican leagues declaring
that Mr. Byers, chairman of the delegates,
challenged In convention the ninety-one
votes of the college league cast for Cleve-
land by Theodore Cox. *“Secretary Hum-
phrey,” the delegates say, “replied that
Cox had the proper credentials on file and
Chalrman Tracy instantly overruled the
objection and counted the ninety-one votes.
After the convention adjourned, when a
demand was made on Secretary Humphrey
for the credentials of Mr. Cox. Secretary
Humphrey raked up an old letter received
by him from Cox on May 19, 1884, in which
Mr. Cox gives a list of the college ciubs,
ninety-one in all, and Secretary Humphrey
now admits that Cox has no other creden-

‘tials. The latter was never presented to

the committee on credentials or approved
by the convention.”

Mr. Byers says: ““This may be the Ohio
kind of politics; it may be the policy that
Tracy and Humphrey intend to pursue, but
if they do and stick to It the Republican
National League is dead—gleader than a
salted mackerel.”

A meeting of the Southern delegates has
been called for the purpose of organizing
a Southern league, on account of the dis-
satisfaction of the convention in refusing
to allow the adoption of the census plan
of representation in the South.

The executive committee of the league
held a prolonged session to-day. John
Goodnow, of Minnesota, was elected chair-
man., A resolution was adopted empower-
ing the president to appoint a committee
for the purpose of preparing and suggest-
ing amendment to the constitution of the
National Republican League, with special
reference to avoiding seme of the difficul-
ties that arise in the Denver comvention
in regard to the basis of voting, and pro-
viding that in future the place of meeting
shall be selected by the executive commit-
tee and not the convention. This commit-
tee will report to the next convention.
Hon. H. E. Harper, president of the Mu-
tual Reserve Fund and Life Association of
New York, was elected treasurer. The
headquarters will be continued in Chicago.

TORNADO IN MINNESOTA.

Several Persons Killed and Injured at
Sleepy Eye and Other Points.

ST. PAUL June 28.—The tornado which
visited Sleepy Eye and other points in
Minnesota, last night, caused the loss of
several lives and destroyed a large amount
of property. Near Sleepy Eye Charles
Mielke, a boy, was killed, and John
Schmidt's family of six injured, one fatally.
Near Glencoe, five in one family and seven
in another were gseriously wounded., At
Mettite two distinet tornadoes wrecked num-
erous houses. The industrial school of St.
John's University, at Collegeville, and oth-
er buildings were destroyed. Near Litch-
fleld seven farmhouses were razed, Mrs.
Jennle Lindstrom and Mrs. John Sanders
killed and several persons probably fatally
hurt. The path of the tornado was about
two rods wide The cloud was of a gray-
ish color, moved with frightful speed and
was accompanied by a roar that struck
térror In the hearts of all who heard the
noise.

A dispatch from Tracy says: A severe
storm passed over this place last night. A

strip of country slx miles wide, south of
here in Lyon and Murray counties, was lit-
erally wiped out by hail. The large farm of
Hamilton & Co. of Winona, two miles
south, is practically wrecked, as far as
crops are concerned.

Reports from the country around Will-
mar show that over thirty houses were de-
stroyed by the tornado. A family of seven
is reported to be killed at Roseland.

Wilmot, 8. D., reports that a tornado
struck Sisseton agency while payment of
the Indians was in progress. Over one
thousand people were on the grounds. One
store building and one barn were torn to
pleces, the Indian tepees were blown away
and several people injured, two fatally.
The latter were whites.

Firemsan Crushed to Death.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., June 28.—-A west-
bound local freight on the Kansas City,
Memphis & Birmingham rallroad jumped
the track near Horse creek at noon to-day
and was wrecked., The engine turned over
down an embankment. Engineer Boisclair
escaped by jumping, but was badly injured.
Fireman Jack Hale was caught under the
locomotive and was scalded and crushed to
death. Another brakeman, who ‘jumped,
was badly Injured. Seven cars were
wrecked and much damage done,

Situation in the West More Serious, but
No Effort Yet Made to Interfere
with Trains in the East.

HAMMOND ‘A DANGER POINT

Where Strikers Threaten to Stop
Every Car That Tries to Pass.

Railways at Chicago Move Trains with
Pullmans Attached Under Protec-
tion of Hundreds of Policemen.

SITUATION AT CINCINNATI

Plans Are Carried Out.

Traffic in California at a Standstill—No
Trains Moving on the Northern Pa-

cifie—Orders of Federal Judges.

HAMMOND, Ind., June 2R —Fully fifteen
hundred people have been patrolling the
tracks of the Chicago & Erie and the Mo-
non rallroads between the Michigan Cen-
tral crossing and the State line #ince §
o'clock to-night waiting for the east-bound
trains to pull in, but up to this hour (11
¢'clock) neither train has arrived. Crowds
kave been congregated around the depots
all day determined to prevent the moving
of Pullman cars. The Monon train that
vas tied up here all night transferred its
passengers and the.two mail cars to train
No. 5, which passed through here at 9:30
this morning, and the rest of the train
stayed here until 4 o'clock this afternoon,
when it pulled back to Chicago, taking the
four Pullman sleepers with it. The strik:
ers claim a decided victory In the stopping
of the train.

The Erie has been successful in the mov-
ing of its tralns. Roadmen on that road
were busy all day spiking all the switches,
and when train No. 8, which was due here
at 3:5 this afternoon, pulled in it did not
stop, but ran slow until it crossed the
Michigan Central tracks, when the en-
gneer pulled the throttle wide open and
passed the depot at the iate of forty miles
an hour. Three or four strikers attempted
to board the train, but failed. This train
carried two Pullman sleepers. Nane of the
local passenger or freight trains has been
molested. Train No. 92, the Apmour &

was stopped just before reaching the Celu-

torpedoes. When the strikers found it was
a freight it was permitted to proceed. The
crowd down town thought the explosion of
the torpedoes were shots from guns in the
hunds of Pinkerton men, who, they sup-
posed, were guarding a passenger traln,
and for a few minutes excitement ran high.

The local branch of the American Rail-
way Unlon held a meeting to-night behind
clased doors, and nothing could be learned
of what was done. The strikers declare
that not another Erie train shali run
through the city unless it is found not to
carry Pullman cars. They say they ' will
stop every train if they have to ditch
them. Sheriff Frederick has been here all
day with a posse of deputies, but says he
can do nothing against such a mob.

NOT IN FORCE HERE,

Boyeott Order Disregarded at Indi-
anapolis—=Views of Maanagers.
Puilman cars come in and go out of the
Union Station at Indianapolis without hin-
drance. There has been no effort here or
elsewhere in the State to carry out Mr.
Debs's boycott order, except at Hammond
anl the Indiana suburbs of Chicago. The
Monon people last night were trving to se-
cure a Pullman sleeping coach to run out
of here for Chicago, but were unsuccessful.

Train No. 35 on this road on Wednesday
night was abandoned, but No. 33, the day

Thursday night, reached Chicago over the

A rallway superintendent, yesterday, In

commenting on the Debs boycott, said: *The

American Railway Union can cause end-
less inconvenience and much danger to life,
but it has chosen the wrong time for a
strike, and is backing the wrong cause.
The union, in attacking the Illinois Cen-
tral, is playing its highest trump first. The
Illinois Cen‘ral is the road on which the
union is strongest and the most suscepti-
ble to damage by strike methods, But Debs
and Howard are greatly mistaken if theyv
think the people of the country will be
with them. The worst feature of the af-
fair is that the danger of travel is in-
creased, irresponsible men taking advaun-
tage of the disturbance to spite a road or
an employe on it, thinking their evil work
will be attributed to strikers™

Another rallway officlal says that the
gtrikers are not punishing the Pullman com-
pany, but the roads which give them their
daily bread. Sald the official: “I happen
to know that there is very littie money
to the Pullman company in the service of
such roads as the Santa Fe. It is on roads
where the union has no hold that the
Pullmans make their money. 1 have bheen
told that 70 per cent. of the profits or net
earnings of the Pullman cars was on one
system.”

Osicar Murray, vice president of the Big
Four lines, says that for once the Big Four
is rnot in the strike troubles. It had but
one Pullman line—between St. Louis and
Washington—and that runs only every otner
day. The RBig Four could guickly unload
that if necessary. The company Is experi-
encing some trouble, however, in getting
its trains out of Chicago with Wagner cars,

When the great rallway strike of 1877 was
on and Indianapolis lines were tied up, V.
T. Malott, then general manager of the
Indianapolis, Peru & Chicago, and E. W.
MeKenna, general superintendent of the
Jeffersonville, Madison & Indianapolis road,
took the position that their contracts with
the United States government was to carry
malls on passenger trains, and if passen-
ger coaches were not permitted by the
strikers to go out, neither would the mail
cars run. After one day on which no trains
were run, the strikers began to see that
they were getting into trouble with the
United States government, and rmitted
the roads to haul coaches on their mall
trains.

Juige Field, of Chicago, general solicitor
of the Monon company, was expected to ar-
rive yesterday afternoon, but stopped off
at Hammond and will get in early thls
morning. The federal court officlals had an

It
is altogether pro’.able he will be in this
morning and apply for an injunction.

Governor Matthews (s watching th
trouble with much interest, He has no
been asked for troops, nor has he received
any intimation that he would be requested
to send them to Hammond or elsewhere
to assist in the moving of trains. Under
these circumstances the Governor did not
care to e:;gress himself as to’ the possi-
bilitieg of the situation,

The Monon has suffered more than any of
the roads running in here. The train that
left here at 12:35 yesterday morning was
all day getting to Chicago. The train run-
ning fram Chicago here, leaving that city
at 0:32 every night, was held nearly all of
yesierday at Hammond., Both these are
ma'l trains, The strikers offered to cut off
the Pullmans and permit the rest of the
train to go through uninterrupted, but
the rallroad officials said the trains must
run through intact.

W. B. Roberts, formerly private §cre-
tary to Governor Hovey, came in yester-
day morning, having been detained at Ham-
mond by the troubles. John Browning, of
this eity, was the conductor in charge of
one of the Monon trains delayed by the
strikers. .

CHICAGO'S BLOCKADE.

Passenger Trains Delayed and Per-
ishable Freight Rotting.
CHICAGO, June 28 —Practically all the
trains leaving this city during the after-
noon and up to 6 o’clock to-night got away
with their Pullman cars, but were more or
less delayed. The Chicago, Milwaulee &
#t. Paul road bas agreed to handle no
more Pullman coaches. All the freight
yvards in the city are crowded with freight
cars loaded with perishable goods, which
the roads are unable to move. As the South
Water-street markets were sold entirely out
to-day, It is expected that a fruit and gar-
den truck famine will be inaugurated to-
morrow. The 3:10 train on the Grana
Trunk, east bound, was made up with the

usual Pullman, but as no passengers, ap-
peared the coach was left behind, “Two
trains on the Baltimore & Ohlo which laft
the city, one at about 6:30 and the other at
8§ p. m, for the East are stalled at the
Western-avenue crossing on the Panhandle.
The switchmen refused to work the gates,
and it was impossible to proceed. A de-
tail of police was sent for, and as soon us
they arrive an effort is to be made to ger
the trains out,

Four engineers of the Northwestern road
who called on the officials of the American
Railway Union last night and induced the
order for the strike on that road were
discharged to-day. This is considered by
the Union an important factor In the trou-
ble. Three men, members of the subcommit-
tee sent out by the Union "officials last
night to the Northwestern yards, at West-
eérn avenue, to order the strike which took
place at midnight, were arrested this morn-
ing on complaint of the rallway officials.

They were charged with intimidation and
were taken to West Chicago-avenue station
and locked up. The American Rallway
Union engaged attorneys to defend them.
Owing to the strike of the switchmen on
the Panhandle the trains of that road
have been brought in over the tracks of
the Fort Wayne road, Threats to tie up
the latter road and even the entire Penn-
syivanla system grew largely out of this
_fact, Adétion against the Fort Wayne would
dlso involve the Chicago & Alton, as both
come Into the city over the same tracks,
Everything was blocked after midnight last
night at the Western-avenue yards of the

Northwestern yvards of the Milwaukee &
St. Paul and FPanhandle roads.

No traing, through or suburban, were
running on the Illinois Central into or out

of Chicago to-day. By 10 o’clock this morn-
ine the Galena and Wisconsin divisions of
the Chicago & Northwestern were at a
standstill.

About one hundred policemen ‘were sta-
tioned to-day along the tracks of the [Illi-
neis Ceatral and Rock Island roads in the
city. Viee President Harrlhan, of the Illi-
nots Central, to-day sent a, message to
Chief Brennan's office with a letter re-
questing that more police be detailed to
guard lllinois Central property. The Chief,
however, sald that he did not see how
more men could be detailed to that road,
The Chlef thinks the 1oads are making too
great demands and expecting too much of
the city police. Not a ¢car was moving on
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road.
No subu:ban trains came in or went out
this morning, the report sald, and at the
Western avenue, where the trains were
made up, no men were at work. Inspector
Lewlz had thirty policemen there guarding
the company’'s property.

sSigns of trouble were detected early along
the Chicago & Northwestern line. At West-
ern avenus and Kinsie street a crowd of
1allway strikers gathered about 8 o'clock,
and thirty officers were sent to the scene
of the threatened disturbance. At Mayfair,
on the Desplaines division of the North-
western, trouble was feared. Freight
switching yards are located at this point.
During the morning the strikers congre-
gated In the yards and five police officers
were sent there to preserve order.

The entire day crews on the Milwaukee
& St. Paul and Panhandle roads quit work
this morning and there is not a wheel
turned under any passenger car on either
road that was not manned by officials. The
men are in an ugly mood and violence |s
pradicted. There are sald to be only two
Pullman cars on the entire Milwaukee &
St. Paul system, but the use of these cars
has been as effectual in the tieing up of the
road, at least at the Chicago end, as though
there were hundreds, The strikers are
threatening to throw these two cars into
the ditch.

A complication has arisen which may
lead to trouble between the Illinois Central
and the engineers. Last night an Illinois
Central switch onﬁ-hm cab was wreckead,
and the company discharged Joseph Finn,
who was in charge of a locomotive, He
savs that a side rod dropped ard the revo-
luticns of the broken plece of machinery
unavoidably wrecked the cab. His explana-
tion was not satisfactory, and he was dis-
charged., Finn i8 a member of the Loco-
motivs Brotherhood.

Enough coal was brought to the docks
in this city by way of the Western Indi-
ana road last night to fuel the steamers
which had been held in port since vesler-
day morning, but to-day the supply was
again exhausted. It Is feared that the ex-
tension of the strike to the Western In-
diana will eut off many from that soure

Fight hundred men employed iIn the
Narthwestern shops, near West Fortiewn
street, struck this morning.

At 11 o'clock to-night all the switchmen,
firemen, engineers and trainmen on the
Chicago & Western Indiana struck.

To-night the employes of the Union Stock
Yards and Transit Company decided to in-
form the company to-morrow morning that
unless it refused to handle the ireight cars
of the lines hauling Pullman cars they
would strike. The number of men is not
over three hundred, but their action will
compietely tie up the stock yards and para-
lyvege the packing industry.

Although it was feared to-night that the
mails would be congested at the postoffice
on account of the few trains leaving Chi-
cago, the mail pouches wers accepted by
all the ralilroad companies except in one
instance. The Chicago & Erie express, No.
22, which is scheduled to leave at 8:05, did
not leave to-night, and the mail which it
has contracted to carry, was returned to
the government building.

Telegrams were sent to-night from the
American Rallway Union headquarters In
this city ordering all men on the Denver &
Rio Grande and Union Pacific roads out
at once.

Will Not Stop Maill Trains,
CHICAGO, June I3.—Superintendent Troy,
of the Chicago division of the rallway malil

service, arrived in the city to-day. Super-
intendent Troy warned President Debs

and Vice President Howard, of the Amer-
ican Rallway Unlon, that if mall trains

were interfered with the government will be
compelled to proceed against the gtrikers.
Fresident Debs said that the members of
the American Rallway Unlon have no de-
sire to come in conflict with the govera-
ment, and that none of the strikers will
interfere with the madls, He assured Su-
perintendent Troy that he would wire in-

structions to every point where the boy-

cott is in operation that the malls must be
allowed to proczed.

WHAT RAILWAY OFFICIALS SAY.

All . Seem Determined to Fight the
Boycotters to the End.
CHICAGO, June 28 —The Assoclation of
General Managers reorganized the General
Managers' Association Bureau to-day, and
elected John M. Egan general manager.
This bureau will have entire charge of
everything relating to the strike in behalf
of the railroads. To-day committees were
sent to Chief of Police Brennan to ask for
additional police protection for certain
roads. The chief promised to furnish all

the men needed at any time. 5

The general managers of two of the lead-
ing roads said to-day that they anticipated
and were prepared for a general tie-up of
all the roads; that there was nothing left
for the railroads to do but resist the boy-
cott. They reserved the right to haul any
man’'s carg that were offered to them, re-
gardless of his business or political afili-
ations,

H. H. Porter, chairman of the board of
directors of the Ghicago & Eastern Illinois
railroad, in a communication to President
Carpenter, of the road, says if the aims of
the strike leaders are carried out wage
workers will be reduced to absolute slav-
ery, property be rendered wvalueless, and
the result will be revolution, He sounds a

note of defiance to the American Raillway
I'nion by asserting that the Chicago &
Eastern traing will be run with whatever
cars the company has a right to haul.

An official of the Milwaukee & St. Paul
road sald to-day: “The facts are that none
of our men have as yet gone out. We have
met with some delays on the tracks used
Jointly by the Panhandle and ourselves be-
tween the passenger station and Western
avenue, by reason of the strike on the
Panhandle road, but these have not been at
all serious."

An official of the Chicago & Northwest-
ern rallway said of the situation on that
rond: “On our Wisconsin aivision all of
our men, with one or two exceptions, have
remained at work. On the Galena division
the strike is confined entirely to our freight
switchmen. They have gone out, but we
expect to fill their places as soon as pos-
sible. We have at the present time on our
Jalena division in Chicago seven switch
engines at work, manned by vardmasters,
assistant superintendents, ete. Up to the
prese'nt time the strike is confined 1o the
city.' .

(?n-e of the officers of tne Chicago & Al-
ton road sald: *“Up to the present hour the
strikers have not interfered in any way
with the movement of trainsg on the Chi-
cago & Alton railroad. They are making
many threats as to what they will do, and
we are prepared to meet any action they
may take with promapt measures. [ think
we will have no trouble whatever in hand-
ling _our ‘trains, provided the city and
giounty authorities give us proper protec-

on."

Mr. Gecorge M. Pullman writes to the
general manager of tne Associated Press
thaji there Is no truth whatever in a state-
ment telegraphed from San Francisco to
the effect &at the Southern Pacific company
had demanded a settlement of the strike.

Will Not Run Withont Pullmans.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 28 —Superintend-
ent Flllmore, of the Southern Paclific, says:
“Our trains are for the accommodation of
passengers, baggage and express matter.
If we are not permitted to furnish these
accommodations we will not run trains.
That is our decision. We cannot tell what
will develop and our future course will de-
pend upon circumstances. As to the malil
service 1 am in doubt. We carry mails on
our regular trains. If unable to run these
trains I do not see how we can be expected
to carry mail. We are not, 1 assume, ex-
pected to run special trains for the malis
alone. Dzbarred from the use of Pullmans
we cannot carry passengers. If people
cannot have them to travel in they will
not travel."

Speaking of trains tied up at Sacramento
and Los Angeles, Mr. Fillmore said he did
not know whethér ‘an anpeal would be
made to the civil authomties for protection.
“It is better for people to stop in San

Frarcisco,' he sald, ‘instead of being tied
at some way station. We do not propose
to put them to the latter annoyance, and
g0, unless sure our trains will run through,
they will not start.™

DERS IS SUPREME.

Reports That Show His Boycott Or-

der Has Been Obeyed.
CHICAGO, June 28.—The extent of the

Pullman boycott strike was indicated to-
day by the flood of télegrams received by
President Debs, of the American Railway
Union. The movement has gathered
strength until now it paralyzes the traffic
of the whole West. Perishable freight is
being ruined on side tracks of overland
routes in Texas, New Mexico, Arizona and
southern California, as well as. Nebraska,
Colorado, Utah, Montana, Oregon, Idaho,

Minnezota and the Dakotas. Travel is
stonmed from the Pacific coast east 'and
not a car is leaving Chicago for the West,
Amoneg the messages received by Mr.
Debs to day are the following from local
officers of the union at the points named:

Minneapolis—The railway interests of
this city are completely tled up. Not a
car moved since 1 o'clock.

Duluth, Minn.—Northern Pacific tled up
solid. Chicago, St. Paul, Minpeanolis «
Omaha company comes next. Travel in
Duluth at a standstill. -

Los Angeles, Cal.—No Pullmans left here
or San Diego. Southern Pacific not operat-
ing.

Sorague, Wash.—Not a car moving here,
Will not resume until old wage schedule
is restored.

Emporia, Kan.—Santa Fe rendered use-
less by complete strike. No trains through
here.

Livingston, Mont.—Dispatchers followed
all union men out. Northern Pacific crip-
pled from head to foot.

Missoula, Mont.—Strike ‘in full
Commitiee appointed.

Little Falls, Minn.—Not a rallroad man
working here. American Railway Union is
Kina,

Butte, Mont.—U'nion Pacific men all out.
Will stay out until otherwise intimated.

From Cincinnati, where the boycott hung
fire vesterday, the following telegram was
received: “‘Big meeting of switchmen last
night. Indications point to an effective
boveott from this time on.”

FRANKFORT, Ind.,, June 22X —The jury
in the Greentown bank case had been out
only about an hour this afternoon when It
returned the following verdict: *“*“We, the
jury, find the defendant gullty of Tfalse
pretenses and affix the penalty &t sixX years
in the State’s prison and a fine of $L K.
Mr. Paris received the sentence with a
glight smile and not for a second did the
remarkable coolness which has marked his
course during the trial desert him. His
wife, who has been constantly by his*side
durinz the entire trial, bore up bravely,
but it was plaln to be seen that her
heart was -breaking. After the Jury had
been polled, Attorney Bayless filed a mo-
tion for a new trial, which will be argued
next Monday, pending which defendant was
released on his old bond, which is £,000,
The conviction on false pretenses wes a
great surprise to Mr. Paris and his attor-
neys, as well as to everybody else. There
was little direet evidence 1o support this
count of the indictment and if a convietion
was reached at all, it was expected to be
for embezzlement. It required-but two bal-
lots to declde the question of guilt, the first
being 11 to 1. On the first ballot for the
penalty one juryman favored the limit,
seven years. The principal thing on which
a new trial will be asked is that the evis
dence falils to sustain the wverdict. Paris
and his attorneys are hopeful that Judge

Kent will set the verdict aside and the at-
torneyr are very confident that if it bee
comes necessary to take the case to the
Supreme Court it will be promptly reversed,
Mr. and Mrs. Paris will leave oa the Mo-
non in the morning for their home In In-
dianapolis.

A party of Howard county farmers, de-
positors in the Greentown bank, came down
to-day to hear the argulment and eat din-
ner on the courthouse lawn. The wverdict
pleased them amazingly and they with-
drew to a soda fountain to drink to the
health of the jury,

The spiritual department shows
great gains, and the literary field great
advancement. The financial condition of the
order is good. It has been demonsirated,
socially, that the youths' department s a
powerful and rellable ally. The report
shows 'hat during the year there were
held 21,19 devotional meetings, 13,652 busi-
ness meetings, 5,121 hterary meetings and
2,134 sociai meetings. There were 19,432 sick

persons visited, 6,668 strangers called on,

11,421 distributed to the poor and needy,
741 lectures delivered, 1,348 free entertain-
ments given, %71 pay entertainments and

There are In the State 623 senlor
chapters and 28 junlor, a total of 512, This
makes a grarpd total membership of 57,748,
Of this there are 38,78 senior members aicd
18,984 junior members.
