Shops Idle at Sacramento.
3ACRAMUNTO, CaL, June 23. Two thou- -

eahd men In the Southern Paclflc shops
here went on strike-- to-d- ay as the result of
the discharge or union brakemen at Oak-
land last night for refusal to handle Pull-
mans. The tie-u-p here is now complete.
The west-boun- d overland, containing - Pull-
mans, was. stopped to-d- ay by strikers
throwing open, the drawbridges across the
Sacramento river. Tte strikers said they
weak! allow mall coaches to go by, but not
a pound of freight or a single passenger.
Two hundred cars of fruit are on the
sidetrack between here and Ogden Fruit
is ripening rapidly In the orchards, and if
the blockad Is not raised, within a .veek
many ranchers will be ruined, as the fruit
will soon be too ripe to ship. Stean boats
on the Sacramento are doing an enormous
business. Overland passengers are going
to San Francisco on steamers.

OLXDPS INSTRUCTIONS.

Mall Trains with Pullmans Attached
Mast Not lie Stopped.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 29.-- Thc South-
ern Pacific company notified United States
District Attorney Carter that, owing to the
Pullman boycott. It was unable to send out
the United States mails. Carter telegraphed
to Attorney-gener- al Olney and, in reply, the
answer came: "Enforce the laws prohibit-
ing the obstruction and delay of United
States malls. Cause the arrest and insti-
tute proceedings wherever ' the laws are
violated." Shortly afterward Mr. Carter
sent a second dispatch to Washington ask-
ing whether " the Attorney-general'- s, in-
structions applied to mail cars only or to
mail trains regularly made up. The an-
swer to this was: "Instructions cover mail
trains as regularly made up and of all de-
scriptions." United States Marshal Long
has taken steps to enforce this ruling.

May Be Prosecuted for Conspiracy.
LOS ANGELES. Cal., June 23. District

Attorney Dennis has received a number of
telegraphic orders from Attorney-gener- al

Olney instructing him to take all possible
measures to expedite the mails. The men
have declared that they are perfectly will-
ing to haul the mail cars alone and two of
them were switched on to the main track.
The Santa Fe company then changed its
mind and the orders sending the cars out
were countermanded. The attitude of the
federal government, as understood here,
puts a sensational aspect upon the case,
as, according- - to United States District At-
torney Dennis'5 Instructions, the strikers
will be arrested, and prosecuted as con-
spirators under directions from Attorney-gener- al

Olney, unless they go to work at
once. If there Is an attempt to arrest the
men it is possible that they will resist.
Two switchmen Mcllugh and Coldstock
were asked to confer with Dennis. They
stated that any mall trains would be hauled;
that a crew had been ready for twenty-fou- r
hours, but that the company refused to
haul the mall cars unless it had a Pullman
attached. Because of this the union had
decided to change Its position. Just before
receiving his. instructions from Mr. Olney,
Mr. Dennis had prepared a dispatch to that
official, in which he stated that the request
of the railway company for him to prose-
cute the strikers as conspirators was a
practical impossibility, and gave it as his
opinion that the statute did not apply to
existing conditions.

Jones Confers with Olney.
Washington, June 29. Acting Postma-

ster-general Jones held a short confer-
ence this afternoon with Attorney-gener- al

Olney, at which the movements of the
strikers were discussed. It was decided torigidly Insist upon carriage of all malls
and to prosecute all who interfere with
postal transportation,

SANTA FE MEN RESTRAINED.

Indere Phillips Admonishes Employes
Not to Quit Without Notice.

KANSAS CITY. June 29.-Ju- dge Phillips,
In the United States Circuit Court, to-da- y,

issued an order restraining the Santa Fe
employes from Interfering with the running
of Pullman cars. The order was made on
the application of the 'receivers. It differs
from the order Issued by other court3 in
that It admonishes the employes not to
quit the service of the company. In his or-

der Judge Phillips says:
"While the court recognizes the right ofany employe in Its service in the work and

duty of operating said railroad to quit its
service, yet even this personal right ought
to be reasonably exercised so as not to
abandon the trains of passengers and per-
ishable property in transit without previous
reasonable notice, under circumstances and
conditions such as to greatly discommode
and damage such passengers and injure
said perishable property and obstruct and
delay the United States mall matter by
preconcert of action among such employes.
And the United States marshal Is hereby
directed to employ such force of deputy
marshals as may be necessary to carry out
this order of the court, and the said mar-
shal Is hereby directed to arrest and hold
in custody, subject to further order of this
court, any and all persons who may violate
any of the commands and orders of this
court, either directly or Indirectly."

Three hundred Santa Fe men are "out In
Argentine to-nig- ht. That road sent out
sixteen passenger trains with the regular
number of Pullman coaches attached, but
the freight trains are completely tied up.
Superintendent Roraback has issued an
ultimatum to the 'strikers that if they do
not return by noon to-morr- they may
consider themselves discharged. None of
the other roads is affected.

No Trafllc on the A. & P.
ALBUQUERQUE, N. M., June 20. A

secret meeting of the American Railway
Union has been held and a strike ordered
on the Albuquerque division of the At- -

! lantic & Paclflc road to Winslow, thus
tying up that road for the entire length.
Several attempts have been made to send
out freight trains, but the officials cannot
secure trainmen. There has been no pas-sencr- er

or freight trains from the east In
three days. The company has sworn in a
large number of deputies.

Freight Perishing:.
LAS VEGAS, N. M., June 29. To-da- y

brought no change in the situation. Much
perishable freight has gone to destruction.
The company has refused to feed passen-
gers detained here and-th- e American Rail-
way Union has taken up a collection for
the destitute.

IX COLORADO.

Santa Fc Trains Still Tied Up Other
Lines Not Affected.

DENVER, Col., June 29. On all railroads
entering this city, except the Santa Fe, the
regular trains were sent out this morning
without trouble. Employes of the Denver
& Rio Grande and Union Pacific have not
yet refused to handle Pullmans. It is un-

derstood there will be a full meeting of
the lodges to-nig-ht to consider the mat-
ter. About twenty-fiv- e Union Pacific em-
ployes, who are - Knights of Labor, at a
meeting last night determined not to par-
ticipate In the boycott. The situation of
the strike is unchanged. The trains which
should have gone east at 11:50 last night
are standing here In the d?pot.

All Ont nt Pueblo.
PUEBLO., Col.. June 29. All the Denver

& Rio Grande employes In Pueblo, includ-
ing shopmen, trackmen and even graders,
have struck. They say thay will not return
to work until the company stops running1
Pullman cars. The Santa Fe is running no
trains here except locals.

Colorado Midland Men Quit. .

COLORADO SPRINGS, Col.. June 29. The
order calling out the American Railway
Union men on the Colorado Midland was
received this evening, and the road is tied
up.

Engineer and Fireman Pelted with
Stones by n.

MINNEAPOLIS. June 29.-- The Northern
Pacific train which left St. Paul at 8

o'clock, west bound, with three Pullmans
attached, was badly delayed at Como, in
the suburbs of St. Paul, by setting of
brakes from inside the car. A mob of
five hundred surrounded it and pelted the
engineer and fireman with stones. Every
window In the cars was broken. The fire-
man was a nonunion man.

Engineers Will Work.
TACOMA, Wash., June 29. Five hundred

members were present at last night's meet-
ing of tha American Railway Union, and
one hundred new members were Initiated.
The engineers made a bold move by stating
their, intention of taking through Northern
Pacific trains from Tacoma to SL Paul.
They say the union men at Helena and
other places had made a mistake in strik-
ing, and as the Northern Paclflc owned a
half Interest In the Pullman cars the strik-
ers were simply hurting their own road
and cutting off their employment. A heat-
ed discussion ensued, the telegraphers fa-
voring the strike. They were voted down
and the engineers' proposition carried.
The engineers hoped by their loyalty to
have their wages Increased to the old
standard.

Not a Wheel Moved.
SPOKANE FALLS, Wash., June 29. No

Northern Pacific trains moved a wheel
yesterday. The main line and branches
were tied tip at Wallace, Ida. The em-
ployes struck there for a return to the
wages allowed prior to January. The
Poorman mine closed for lack of fuel.
Other mines will run for a few days. At
Davenport, Wash., on the Washington
Central business is suffering. The Union
Pacific south-boun- d train left two hours
late, with Pullmans attached. The yard
men would not handle Pullmans, but themanager of the Union Depot Company
coupled a car on and the train pulled out.

Mail Delayed.
PORTLAND, Ore., June 29. The tie-u- p

here is complete. Neither the Southern
Paciflo nor the Northern Pacific took out
trains to-nig- ht.

The United
States mails on th two trains were taken
back to the postofilce.

Militia Trains Released.
ELLENSBURG. Wash., June 29. Two

trains bearing delayed militia regiments

The strikers also permitted one car
containing two race horses bound for Port-
land to be attached. Everything Is' quiet.

NO STRIKE AT OMAHA.

I?ebss Order DIsreRariled by the Lo-
cal L'nion.

OMAKA, Neb., June 29. President Debs,
of the American Railway Union, wired
Secretary Noble, of the local union, to
strike to-d- ay at noon. An answer was re-

turned to the effect that the local situation
Is such that it is deemed highly impracti-
cable and ed to precipitate a strike
here, and that positively no hope existed
for the successful carrying out of a boy-
cott, as the local union consisted entirely
of men not in the train service. The effects
of the strike were not apparent at the pas-
senger tlepot at this city, or at the Coun-
cil Bluffs transfer, to-da- y. All passenger
trains were coming and going as usual on
time and with their customary complement
of Pullman cars.

ALABAMA'S APPEAL.

Kolb Democracy Asks Help in Freeing:
the State from Corrupt Government.

Birmingham (Ala.) Letter in New Yorl;
Tribune.
The following la an appeal issued to the

Northern people by the Jeffersonlan or
Kolb Democracy of Alabama, in which they
get forth the basis of their attack upon the
Democratic party of this State. While the.
Republicans did not take part In the con-

vention by which Kolb was nominated, they
are urged to consider that his fight for a
free ballot and a fair count would end in
a benefit for them. The appeal is as fol- -
lows: .

"The pending political campaign in tha
State of Alabama involves issues of para-
mount interest not only to the citizens of
this State, but to every liberty-lovin- g citi-
zen of the United States. An oligarchy of
olliceholders and office-seeke- rs has, for a
quarter of a century, dominated the "will of
the people. In addition to the many un-
warranted and un-Ameri- measures In-
augurated to suppress the voice of the
people, an infamous election law was
passed ly the la3t General Asem- -
bly, which, as admitted by the author of
saiil law. is designed for the purpose Of

disfranchising a certain class of our
Under the operation of this

law there is no penaltj' provided for reg-
istrars failing to discharge their duty, and
the right of suffrage of every voter in the
State is practically contingent upon the
pleasure of registrars appointed in the
Interest of the dominating clas3. The reg-
istration period just closed presents a dis-
graceful record of lawlessness, corruption
and fraud. Numerous affidavits of reputa-
ble citizens show the desperate measures
to which these willing agents of a corrupt
administration have resorted. The great
majority of the citizens of Alabama are
honest, upright people, and do not indorse
these methods. They are now engaged ina noble effort to rid this country of the
domination of a favored and corrupt class.

"A large number of negro voters, at least
sixty thousand in the aggregate, residing
in what is known as the "Black Belt" dis-
trict, have voluntarily disfranchised them-
selves temporarily by refusing to regl3ter.
Notwithstanding this voluntary action on
the part of a certain class of voters, regis-
trars have, in violation of law, entered on
their registration lists the name3 of some
of these voters who did not in fact register,
and the leaders of the political faction un
der whose direction such registrars were
appointed have openly and notoriously
avowed their purpose to stuff the ballot
boxes with votes to the extent of these
false entries on the registration lists.

"The idsue with us is the same as that
which confronted the people of all politi
cal parties In the fatate of rew York In
the late election, and sent McKane and
others to Sing Sing perjury, subornation
of perjury, false registration and false re-
turns, intimidation and violence at the
polls. The criminal features are the same;
the difference Is ofte of magnitude only.
Gravesend Is a district; Alabama is a State.

"The present contest is a fight for civil
liberty and the overthrow of political tyr-
anny; a fight for a free ballot and a fair
count, a new regime and the disestablish-
ment of the old and effete; it Is for the re-
union of Alabama with the other States
of th? Union, where political virtue is re-
spected and political crimes are punished.

"The first and principal plank in the
platform of our party is a denund for a
free ballot and a fair count. The candidate
of the opposition for Governor, nominated
by the so-call- ed organized Democracy, is
a mtnber or congress, supported ana
backed by the national administration, and
has at his command the moral support
and the financial aid of the national admin-
istration. With practically an unlimited
amount of funds at his comamnd, willing
agents have already been engaged m his
behalf In the purchasing ot raise registration
certificates.

"The Interest of every man who has
mcnev Invested in Alabama, as well us
tha active concern of every Ilberty-lovin- s
American, should be directed in the sup
port of our struggle for civil liberty. Our
beoole are poor, ana tve neea iunas to aia
tribute literature, to verify registration
authorized by the election law, and place
on the reclsfaticn lists only those actual
lv registered, and to use all such other
means as circumstances may suggest to
rrevent fraud In any event. e need no
financial assistance except to pay the
legitimite expenses or a campaign lor non-e- st

elections. With the overthrow of the
nru-iioire-d class of ballot-bo- x sturters.
ther will come to Alabama a new era of
thrift, and awakened energies win aawn
iinnn

"To the American people we appeal for
help. The North and the West have re-
sponded in every Instance to the cry of the
South In times of plague and disaster; we
now appeal In a time of greater danger.
when the citadel of liberty is threatened
tt-lt- H Immediate destruction.

"All contributions, however small, re
mitted to the undersigned, will be acknowl
edged, and at the close of the campaign a
Rtatpmpnt will be published showing tho
disbursements of these funds. The elec-

tion for State officers will be held Aug. 6
next, and for members or congress in
November, under the same registration.

Hundreds of Cars Laden with Per-

Whole Fruit Crop of the State Likely to

INSTRUCTIONS FROM OLNEY

Mail Trains with Pullman Cars
Attached Must Not Be Stopped.

Santa Fo Strikers Admonished by a
Federal Judgfe Northern Pacific

Railway Still Tied Up Tif?ht.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 29.-- By order of
President Debs, of the A. R. U., a general
strike Is m effect on the Southern Pa-
cific and the entire system was paralyzed
to-da- y. Debs issued his" order from Chi
cago last night. The order to strike is
the result of the discharge at Oakland
last night of brakemen who refused to
go out on a train to which Pullman
coaches were attached. The strike went
into effect at midnight. The tie-u- p at this
end of the Southern Pacific is all but
complete. Even the Southern Pacific ferrv
service across San Francisco bay is badly
crippled. Ferry boats are running, but
the company has been able to maintain
only an intermittent train service between
the boats and the suburbs of Oakland.
Alameda. Berkely nnd other points across
the bay. At 9:30 o'clock to-d- ay no trains
were running on the company's principal
suburban line at Oakland. The result is
that thousands of people who' reside In the
suburbs across the bay and engaged In
business in San Francisco were forced to
remain at home or walk to the ferry
boats. Many living in the more remote
suburbs were unable to reach the city.
There is no doubt that tne officials of
the Southern Pacific are amazed at the
remarkable strength of the American
Railway Union. In interviews, however.
Superintendent Fillmore and other general
officials declare the company positively.
will not recede from the stand taken by
them.

General Manager Towne, of the Southern
Pacific, has received the following tele-
gram from President C. P. Huntington' at
New York:

ers are face to face with bankruptcy. Hun-
dreds of cars laden with perishable fruitare side-tracke- d. In northern California
this is the fruit men's busiest shipping sea-
son, and peaches, apricots, cherries, plums
and berries are fast ripening In every orch-
ard. A blockade of only a few days will
see the fruit to the value of hundreds of
thousands of dollars too ripe for shipment.
All this will be a total loss to the growers.

In the Oakland and Sacra-
mento yards a few locomotive engineers
have shown a disposition to stand by the
company and take out trains, but. notwith-
standing this apparent willingness on the
part of the engineers, no trains have been
moved. The firemen, brakemen and switch-
men, almost to a man. stand by the union,
and so far have effectuall" blockaded all
traffic. The company's shops at many points
have also shut down. The Initiative was
taken at Sacramento this rooming, when
two thousand men walked out. This even-
ing It is reported that the railway company
telegraph operators all alonr the coast have
declared in favor of the union, and that
they are refusing to transmit railroad busi-
ness over the wires.

Notwithstanding the apparent advantages
of the American Railway Union, tha gen-
eral officials of the Southern Pacific declare,
that the strike is only temporary. The near-
est approach to violence so far reported
here occurred at Sacramento this morn-
ing, when the strikers threw open the draw-
bridge across the Sacramento river and
refused to permit any overland pas-
senger train west-boun- d to pass.
Though probably a hundred deputy
sheriffs and United States marshals
have been sworn in here and at Oakland,
the company has made no special effort to
police Its yards and tracks. The east-boun- d

overland passenger train that left Oak-
land late last night was under the protec-
tion of United States Marshal Lonjy and a
strong posse. This morning the train was
side-track- ed at Rocklin, beyond Sacramen-
to, and the marshal's posse aa so far been
unable to get back to the city.

ENGLISHMEN PUT IX MILLIONS AND
AMERICANS GOI1I1LED THEM.

Receiver for the Biff Dakota Tin
Mines That Were to Astonish the

World with Their Output.

NEW YORK. June 2D. Dr. Albert It.
Ledoux, a metallurgist and mining expert
of thi-- s city, has been appointed receiver
for the Harney Peak Tin-mini- ng Company,
of South Dakota. Judge Lacombe, of the
United States Circuit Court, made the ap
pointment on application of stockholders
who allege fraud in the management of the

'company.
In the complaint accompanying the appli

cation for a receiver, charges of fraud are
made against the trustees of the defendant
company, Lewis May, James Flanagan,
William M. Dean, William Remsen, George
Ehret, Charles D. Deshler, Herman Klubel,
Louis D. Weber, W. L. Flanagan, the es
tate of Frederick W. Foote, the estate of
Henry Clausen, jr.. the estate of Daniel
Sappleton, Samuel Untermeier and the
Farmers' Loan and Trust Company. Com-
plainants in the suit are Charles Fletcher,
Henry Landon Maud, Charles Edward Den-
ny, Edward Maynard Denny and John
bcuaamore bellon.

The history of the case as told by the
documents is briefly as follows: The Harney
I'eak Tin Mining. Milling and Manufactur-
ing Company was incorporated under the
laws of this State, on April 16, to do
business in the Black Hills region of Da
kota. The principal organizer of the com
pany was James Wilson and the trustees
were illlam M. Dean, Charles D. Deshler,
Herman Klubel, Oliver F. Berry, W. J.
Russell, James Wilson and Charles M.
Field. An issue of $5.000,0u0 was made at
once to purchase, as It is claimed, property
worth only $17,000. On Jan. 31, a second
Issue of $5,aW,000 was made to
Oliver F. Berry as trustee, and the follow-
ing year a third Issue of a like amount
to Henry Clausen, Jr. The English com
plainants afterwards took part of the stock
which they now say was issued to the
trustees as a blind, and that the bonds
were so Juggled as to make it difficult to
discover the fraudulent conspiracy and
gain3 which tney allege were divided
among a syndicate of stockholders. In P&0
an agreement was entered into "between
Samuel Untermeyer and Edward Sabine,
Baring-Ooul- d. the Rt. Hon. Lord Thurlow
and John Taylor, of England, and the
Harney Peak Tin Mining. Milling and Man-
ufacturing Company by which the English
men obtained IW.mjO shares of stock at $100
par value in addition to $1,535,000. Only a
small sum of the money was paid, but two
subsequent agreements were made by
which the Englishmen were to Issue 1,000,000
pound3 in bonds of an English company
giving security for the rest, which they
failed to do. but 1,000,000 pounds was put
on the IJlack Hills property in a mortgage
which was issued to the English company
in part payment and partly as security.
Another i,ooo,xjo pounds mortgage was sub
sequently placed.

About four hunderd mining claims were
purchased, but an attempt was made to
work not more than twenty of them, and
the only thing mined, according to an affi
davit of George N. Hamilton, was one thou
sand tons of ore, which has never yet been
treated. The Englishmen who had Invested
between J3.U00.uuo and $.",0nQ,000. becoming
suspicious, sent over agents to investigate,
who, It Is alleged, found that the American
members had put up only S2MMXX) in cash
for all the property. Samuel Untermeyer,
It is charged, while on a salary of Jir.uoo, a
year, actually represents $200,!0 in cash and
stock, and others have received sums more
or less exorbitant. Not more than $G00,00U.
It is said, has been expended in working
the mines and building the mills, and the
Englishmen war.t to know where their mil-
lions went to. The books of the company
were seized at Si Wall street this afternoon.
and subpenas served upon the defendants.
