GOBBLING THE BELT

EX-MAYOR CAVEN'S OPFINION OF BIG
FOUR'S REPUTED LEASE.

A Court Might Not Sastain It—=Works
Board to Loolk Over a New Lo-
gansport Route.

The agitation over the proposed route of
the Indianapolis, Logansport & Chicago
Railroad Company, which has led to the

proposition that the new road come in
over the BEelt, has developed a new com-

plication, The Big Four road, it Is said,

has a lease on a section of the Belt road,
and the section which the new road would
be requlred to use. This lease is for 999
years, and the new road claims that it is
impossible for it to make terms with the
Big Four.

The Belt railroad was built during the
years 1876 and 1877 while John Caven
was Mayor, and the building of the road
was due a great deal to his exertions and
efforts. Its purpose was two-foll. The
blockade of the streets by switching and
freight traffic was becoming & nuisance.
The tracks were blockaded so as to ma-
terially interfere with the through traflic
and this freight threatened to be diverted
from this city on account of lack of con-
veniences for handling it. Another ques-
tion which it was intended to settle was
that of providing employment for
men who were out of work
at that time. Mayvor Caven sent a
message to the Council showing the neces-
sitles of a belt road. A few days later
Horace Scott and Mr. Downing called upon
him and told him that they had read the

message and came at once to this city
from Louisville, where they were connected

with the stock yards., The result of sev-
eral conferences was that the company

was organized with a capital stock of $00,-
000, The incorporators desired the city to
assist in the building of the road. As it
was partlally for the benefit of the city
Mayor Caven agreed to an exchange of
bonds to assist the enterprise. Work was
begun, and after §20,000 had been expended

in building the road the company was given
$200,000 in bonds of the city in exchange
for & like amount of its bonds. These
city bonds were sold in New York and the
money put into the road. This exchange
was carried on until the city had given
to the road $00.00 in bonds.,. Within a
short time after the completion of the road
the company wished to pay the city $00,000
and take up its bonds given in exchange
for the city bonds. Mayor Caven refused
to accept the money, but agreed to sur-
render the company's htmds if the com-
pany would return the bonds of the city
given In exchange for them, The company
sent g representative to New York to re-
purchase the city bonds. The representa-
tive found that he would have to pay 1%
for the city's bonds and they were not
purchased.

After the completion of the road It was
leased to the Union Raliway Company for
999 years, and a part of it has since been
leased, with the consent of the original
lessor, to the Big Four for a similar
period. Mayor Caven says that the city
had no interest in the road and only ex-
changed credits with it to secure the build-
tng of the road. It had two trusiees to

ok after its Interest in the bonds, but
was not represented in the directory. He
sald, however, that without h.n!ng' ex-
amiaed the question, he would say that a
court of equity would require the company
or its lessee to permit another company
to use its tracks, and would not permit
it to keep out another road, to the detri-
ment of the city. He placed his opirion
upen the broad grounds that the city had

aided the road for the purposa of establish-
ing' better rauroad facllities, and the court
of equity would require the company to
respect the tacit understanding that the
road was a'ways to be used for that pur-
