He told the switchmen
that if they quit work they must net ex-
pect aid while out or help in getting back
when the trouble Is over from their or-
ganization. Mr. Barrett admitted that half
of the members of the Switchmen's Mutual
Aid Association were now on strike. These,
he said, were subject to expulsion from the
order.

Switchmen Out tit St. Unit I.
ST. PAUL, Minn.. July 6. The strikers

The sr.itchr.ien of
the St. Paul & Duluth here and at Duluth
have gone out. An effort was made by the
St. Paul & Duluth people to take out
through cars delivered to them by the Mil-
waukee, and the switchmen went out.

BUFFALO, N. Y.. July 6. --Present Indi
cations are that Buffalo Is selected by Mr.
Deb3 for the next objective point to tie
up. With two such railroad centers as
Chicago and Buffalo embarrassed traffic
between the West and the East would be
seriously Impaired. But Mr. Debs may
find it a difficult matter to cut off Buffalo
from communication with other cities.
The American Railway Union has little
strength here. The parent organization Is
but a year old, and the local lodge Is the
strongest infant of the lot. Buffalo branch
was organized May 21, and ha3 about one
hundred members. This is but a trifling
percentage of the total number of railroad
men In Buffalo. If all the members of the
local lodge of the American Railway Union
go out their places could be
lined three times over with unemployed
railroad men now hanging around town
looking for jobs.

Southern Pacific Still Unable to
Move Its Trains.

Nothing Vet Done by the Militia or Fed

eral Authorities to Raise the
Long Blockade.

MORE RESTRAINING ORDERS

Court Injunctions Issued in Half
a Dozen States.

Rioters Arrested at Several Places-Condu- ctors

to Fight Debs Strike
Situation in General.

SAN FRANCISCO. July -nIght the
Southern Pacific company seems to be no
nearer to the management of Its road In
California. The striking A. R. U. men still
control the road. Several newspapers pub-
lished reports that the company had weak-
ened, and that the Pullman cars would be
withdrawn within the State and the freight
and mall trains start If the strikers would
agree not to molest such trains. This aft-
ernoon A. N. Towne, vice president and
general manager of the company, stated
such reports were unfounded, and that the
company positively would not recede at all
from its position. In ether words, the com-
pany will run Pullman coaches or no trains
at all. The present outlook Indicates no
trains. One passenger train left Portland,
Ore., for San Francisco this morning, but
it Is not believed it can reach this point
without delay. An occasional train is also
running out of this city on the coast di-

vision. A force of one hundred policemen
kept the strikers out of the yards, and
trains are made up on that line wdthout
much hindrance.

Outside of San Francisco the situation
Is different. The San Luis Obispo train was
stalled this morning Just across the county
line. A crowd of strikers gathered there
and stopped the train. The fireman was
taken off and the engineer was compelled
to return to the yards. Traffic on the coast
division has been stopped at San Jose by
the crowds gathering on the track and re-

fusing to move. Company IX, Fifth regi-
ment, State militia, was ordered out 1M3
afternoon, and left for San joss to dis-
perse the crowds.

. At Oakland the blockade Is still complete,
not even suburban trains running. Whore-eve- r

the strikers find a live engine they
promptly take possession of it, rake ihe
fires, blow off. the steam and leave it dead
on the tracks. The sheriff of Alam?da
county arrested a man engaged in the act
of "killing" an engine. The man was re-

leased on his promise not to. interfere with
railroad property. The strikers have no
fear of the militia. They say not a man in
all the command now under arms at thearmory will obey an order to fire or use
the bayonet. Their authority for this state-
ment Is the boys In blue themselves. Frompresent Indications the company will make
no effort to resume local and suburban
traffic for some time to come, so that the
only means of travel will be by the Creek
route. Eastern and foreign mail and mails
for California and Arizona are being sentout via steamers north and south to con-
nect with railroad routes not affected by
the big strike. On the coast division mall3are sent out in a baggage car, all of thenail cars being tied up at the other end of
the run. 'me women of Oakland haveorganized a Women's Auxiliary L ague and
will help the strikers In every possible way.

The officials of the company realize thatso far as their interests are concerned avery serious blunder has been committed
In sending federal troops to Los Angeles
and th3 National Guardsmen to Sacramen-
to. Had the plan been reversed the sit-
uation to-d- ay might have been reversed.
While the railroad was striving to recover
its lost ground the strikers made the important play of seizing the ferry system.
To send federal troops to Sacramento
now will leave Oakland without protection,
and the company's officers are at a loss
what to do. There Is little doubt that th
United States authorities have telegraphed
the condition of affairs to Washington,
and have urged that the federal troopo be
called out. Everything:, therefore, is de-
pendent upon the action of President Cleve-
land.

One of the most interesting problems dis-
cussed In Oakland last night was the in-
junction issued against the railroad com-
pany by the United States district attorney
of the Southern district of California. Theinjunction places the nvnroad upon thesame footing as the strikers so far as
the malls are concerned.

In case President Cleveland should callupon the federal troops to quell the riotat Sacramento he will have about on
thousand soldiers In California at his com-
mand. These comprise four troops of cav-
alry, nine batteries of artillery and eleven
companies of Infantry. The present loca-
tions of these troops are as follows: At
San Francisco and Immediate vicinity, nine

SPREADING AT DETROIT

Strike on All the Roads Ordered
Lato Last Night.

Fears of Trouble at Buffalo and Other
Eastern Points Preparations of

the 'ew York Police.

CLEVELAND. O., July 6. Slowly but
urely the great railroad strike la sweep-te- g

eastward. After an all-nig- ht session of
the members of the American Railway
Union, in which every road running Into
this city was represented. It was decided
at an early hour this morning to tie up
every line centering In Cleveland. Ry 7

o'clock the JJIg Four yard3 were reported
dead, with the exception of an occasional
passenger train; the night force had quit
and the" day men failed to appear for duty.
A like condition of affairs prevailed on

ith- - Cleveland, Canton & Southern road,
where work ceased at an early hour and
the yards were silent as the grave.

As soon as the long session of the A. It.
U. came to an end numerous committeea
were started out In all directions to notify
the men In the different yards to cease
work. At 8 o'clock the Lake Shore men
struck. Out of forty-eig- ht yard crews and
engines on that road in this city only one
engine was working, and the men on that
said they had not yet been notified. One
or two passenger trains arrived and de-
parted during the early morning hours, but
as long freight trains were being constant-
ly pulled Into the yards and deserted on
the rnaln track It seemed probable that a
blockade would soon result. The Cleveland
& Pitt3burg men promptly stopped work
when notified to do so by the committee,
and at 8:30 a. m. only one crew out of
thirty was at work. The men who struck
are exclusively switchmen, and passenger
trains will only be affected by freight
blockades. The engineer?, firemen and road
trainmen will not go on strike, but the
roadmen said they would not even couple
up their own cabooses to trains that might
bz made up. In other wcrd3, they would
perform none of the duties of the striking
switchmen.

By 9 o'clock all the switchmen In the
Erie yards had been notified of the strike
order, and promptly deserted their posts.
Passenger trains at that hour were still
going and coming, but as In the case of
other roads freight trains which were left
standing on the main track threatened to
blockade all traffic In a short time. The
Valley (B. & O.) switchmen also went out
early in the day, and the yards of that
road are practically dead.

At 1) o'clock every road leading Into the
city, with the single exception of the Nickel-pl-

ate, had felt the effect of the strike,
and freight traffic on all lines was more
or less congested and the suspension of
passenger traffic in many cases seemed
Imminent. The Nickel-plat- e has generally
abandoned passenger trains for the West
In consequence of the tie-u- p on the Western
end of the road. So far as learned no vio-
lence of any kind has occurred.

At 2 o'clock the Lake Shore claimed to
have a number of men at work In the east
ern yards at Collinwood, and the Nickel- -
plate had one engine at . work. On other
roads, aside from an occasional passenger
train, traffic was at a standstill.

All the railroads have Issued notices to
shippers stating that they will not receive
freight except subject to indefinite delay
The Nickel-plat- e has laid off all freight
handlers.

Six hundred strikers on the Erie road

Hovr Plants Clef MlroRon.
American Farmer.

Nitrogen is the most valuable element
of fertility in soil. Is the most abundant
one in nature and Is about the hardest
one to get in a form available for plant
food. The air we breathe is about four-fift- hs

nitrogen, the other fifth being
oxyten. In breathing we use the oxygen
and discard the nitrogen. Pure oxygen
would be too strong, and we should be
killed by breathing it, and nitrogen has
been regarded as merely a diluting ma-
terial. All attempts to secure this
nitrogen from the air In a shape In
which it wculd be available for plant food
have failed, but it has been discovered
within a few years that the leguminous
plants, clovers, peas, beans, vetches, etc.-ra- n

grow without being supplied with
nitrogen if supplied with phosphoric acid
and potash. It is now believed that the
plants get their supply of atmospheric
nitrogen through the agency of bacteria or
r,i?role3. very low form? of life, certain
varieties of which are found where legu-
minous plants have been grown. Whether
this be true or not. it is certain that crops
of any of the leguminous plants plowed
under when in full b'oom will fertilize the
soil e.nd enable it to produce good crops
sooner and cheaper than any other known
agency.

for this reason those who own farms
which are at nil sterile m the North should
grow clovers, and those In the South
should "grow cow peas. The study of farm
chemistry is a very interesting one, and
we hoDe to interest our readers in it In a
series of articles concerning the mysteries
of "green things growing" which we shall
publish in future numbers.

Keronene and Black Knot.
Country Gentleman.

We published some years ago an account
of limited experiments with kerosene ap-
plied, to trees affected with the black
knot. But care was taken first to cut out
the knot, and apply the kerosene to the
cut surface. It appeared to answer well,
and we had but little trouble. We now ob-
serve in the published" statements that the
spread of the disease has been checked
or prevented by applying the kerosene di-
rectly to the knots without cutting, and
that the operation has been successful. In
whichever way the kerosene may be used
caution Is needed to prevent the oil from
running over the healthy bark.

It may be applied with a brush, the size
of which should correspond In soma degree
with the size of the trees or branches, and
two brushes of different sizes carried to-
gether for this purpose. It may be desir-
able to u? the kerosene several times in a
season, and to treat the freshly swelling
knots before they have fairly broken open.
This expirlrnent is so easily performed,
and the material always at hand, that we
trust a thorough trial will be given to it,
now that the black knot is so prevalent

Striker Enjoined nt St. LonI by
Federal Judgre Thayer.

ST. LOUIS, July 6. In the United States
District Court United States Attorney
Clopton presented a petition praying for an
injunction against E. V. Debs, the Amer-
ican Railway Union et al., to restrain
strikers from Interfering with Interstate
commerce. The petition Is exactly on ths
lines of that recently tiled in Chicago and
elsewhere, and embraces In Its provisions
the score of roads entering the city. The
petition was ordered filed and the judge
announced that he would act during the
day. When court reconvened Judge Thay-
er announced that he had decided to grant
the injunction prayed for with some modi-
fications, principally of a verbal and local
character, confining it more especially to
the conditions of the district in which he
has Jurisdiction. The announcement was
accompanied by a statement by th2 court
of its reasons for granting the injunction.
The order was immediately filed and the
necessary instructions given United States
Marshal Lynch to see to the protection of
the traffic of this judicial district. So far
no violence has been noted here, but it is
expected under the protection of the fed-
eral court the roads will attempt to put
new men at work. The result cannot be
foretold.

United States Marshal Lynch, pursmnt
to the omnibus Injunction, has sworn in
seventeen deputies and placed tneiu oa
dutv at the Union Despot to protect rail-
road employer, in their efforts to take out
trains. Attempts will be made to move
freight trains w. A similar force
has been summoned for duty in the 'Frisco
yards.

At strike headquarters here to-d- ay a
message was received from Moberly, Mo.,
stating that the firemen and engineers on
the Wabash had gone out there. Inquiry at
the olilce of the general superintendent of
the Wabash in this city failed to cor-
roborate this, however. All the clerks in
the general offices of the Mobile & Ohio
railroad in St. Louis have been laid off
and the shops of that road at Murnhysboro,
III., Jackson. Tenn., and Whistler, Ala.,
in the freight de; artments have been shut
down until business is resumed. Seven
hundred men on that road are thrown cut
of work temporarily.

Action Taken In Kansas.
TOPEKA, Kan., July 6. To-morr- ow will ,

witness a change in the strike situation in
Kansas, when officers will begin and as
fast as possible arrest all men who have
been identified with the strike and those
who are agitating the matter. There are
now nearly two thousand names on the
petition and they will all be arrested
when found.

upon the charge of interference with the
United States mails. The warrants were
issued upon aflld.ivits made by Wabash off-

icials, who have had a great deal of trou-
ble at Moberly since the strike began. The
men pulled the engineer of a mail train
out of his cab. A special train was sent
to Moberly immediately upon the issuance
of the warrants, bearing deputy marshals
to serve them. The men were arrested and
taken to Hannibal to avalt the action of
the federal grand jury.

Upon the affidavit of Wells H. Elodgett,
general solicitor of the Wabash railway.
United States Commissioner Crawford also
issued a warrant for the arrest of Thomas
Dameron. sheriff of Randolph county, in
which Moberly is situated. The charge in
effect Is that the sheriff has conspired to
interfere with the United States malls, hav-
ing sworn in as deputies one hundred or
more strikers, knowing that they would not
protect the railroad and mails.

The Governor Prepared ti Act.
JEFFERSON CITY, Mo., July 6. Gov.

Stone to-d- ay sent Adjutant-gener- al Wlck-ha- m

to Moberly with Instructions to report
immediately what steps are necessary to
put the Wabash Railway Company in full
possession of its property and suppress all
sorts of disorder Incident to the strike.
Informal information here is to the effect
that one hundred strikers are among the
deputy sheriffs sworn In at Moberly. This
Is not promising. The Governor is pre-
pared to call trcor3 from three directions
into Moberly. and will not hesitate If the
local ofneers fail in their duty. The sheriff
of Mississippi county has telegraphed that
the Bird's Point blockade on the Iron
Mountain is being relieved under the pro-
tection of deputies.

Train flnnrcled by Deputies.
MOBERLY. Mo., July 6. The situation in

this city is not much Improved, and such
trains as are moved are twelve to

hours late. The north-boun- d train
tied up here Monday pulled out this after-
noon four davs late, under the guard of
sheriff's deputies. A train from St. Louis
this morning brought about forty armed
men, who are supposed to be here to take
the places of strikers. So far no violence
has occurred, and Sheriff Dameron antic-
ipates no dilficulty in preserving the peace.
The trains tied up here are being gotten out
of the way slowly.

WAR OX DEBS.

Railway Conductors Wll Fight the

DENVER. Col., July 6. The Order of
Railway Conductors will begin
war upon E. V. Debs, his otder and the
strike.
