ANOTHER CALL FOR TROOPS

Regulars Needed in Idaho to Sap-
press a Miners' Insurrection.

WASHINGTON, July 8.—President Cleve-
land and Secretary Lamont are unstinted
to-night in their expressions of praise at
the energetic conduct of (Governor
Matthews. Hi= promptness and determina-
tion to uphold the law are in such strik-
ing contrast the policy pursued by his
executive neighbor acrouss the line, Gov-
ernor Altgeld, that the President cannot
find words s=ufficiently strong to express
indorgsement of all that Governor
Matthews has done. His action in swear-
ing in the militlamen as deputy United
States marshals before sending them to
Hamgiond and thereby placing them be-
vond all possible intervention of Sheriff
Fredericks, i# so cordially indorsed at the
White House that there is reason to be-
ifeve that Governor Matthews adopted this
stratagem after telegraphic consultation
with Attorney-general Olney. The news
that the regulars had promptly opened
fire on the mob was received with gratifi-
cation.

President Cleveland has not been entire-
ly satistied with the halting policy pur-
sued by General Miles at Chicago and be-
lieves that the entire trouble and excesses
of the past few days In Chicago could
have been averted if there had been more
determination shown by the regulars at
the first hostile demonstration after their
arrival on the scene. Hence the energetic
action of the regulars at Hammond meets
the entire approval of President Cleve-
land and Beeretary lLamont. The latter is
at this moment at the White House in
consultation with the President, and it can
be stated on the highest official authority
that the federal covernment is deter-
minec to hesitate at no step, however ex-
treme, (o restore the authority of the
federal government. The subject of pro-
claiming martial law has been discussed,
and while it Is believed that the s=itua-
tlon at Chicagzo as well as at Hammond
is not vet sufficiently grave to warrant
the suspension of the act of habeas corpus
and the proclamation of martial law,
there will be no hesitation when the emer-
Eency arises,

All the members of the (Cabinet except
Secretary Morton were present. Senator
Squire, of Washington, called at the White
House and laid before the conference a
telegram from Mavor Phelps, of Seattle,
stating that he was authentically advised
that strikers and an industrial army were
conspiring to cause trouble in Seattle,
Spokane and Tacoma, and asking that the
officers of the revenue cutter Grant, now
in the harbor at Seattle, be instructed to
land forees if neces=ary to ass=ist in main-

tainin order. Senator Squire was in-
formed by Secretary Carlisle that the offi-
ceérs of the revenue cutter already had au-
thority to land troops to protect United

States property, but that the forces could
not be ased to maintain the peace unless
called for by the Governor. The Senator was
assured, however, of the co-overation of
the government in so far as it had agthor-
fity. No report of an actual outbreak at
Reattle had been recewved up to a late
hour to-night by Senator Squire or the
President.

Thi=s mornipg Senators Dubois and Shoup,
acting on the advice of the President,
telegranhed to  Governor MeConnell, of
Idabo, who had asked for troons, that it
would be necessary for the Governor to
certlfy to the President that the local
authorities had exhausted every means
with!n theiyr power to guell the dis-
turbances, amnd that they were unable to
cope with the situation befors the govern-
ment could furnish troons To-night the
following reply was received

“*Your telegram citing me to the law re-
celved. T am familinr with the statute to
which you refer, but it does not cover this
case. We have o deal with hidden and
organized assassins and dynami: KoV
eral hundred strong. provided with arms,
Gulded by* their experience of two vears
ago they are not now In open insurrec-
tlon but are fighting secretly and under
cover. Many peaceable cltizens have been
ordered to leave the country. The sherifr
deciares his inability to protect life and
property. We have not sutticient militia to
suppo~t him, and nothing but the presence
of troops will restore confldence and safety.
This is no time to quibhle over auestions
of law and precedents. The conditions are
now and serfjous; blood has been shed and
property destroyed. [ therefore belleve my
recuest to the President for troops em-
bodies all that shounld be reauired and ask
that you unite in petitioning him for the

The only officlal report that came to the
White House before noon was a telegram
from General Miles, saying that the night
had passed quietly in Chicago and that he
expected no serious trouble to-day. Of
course thig was encouraging to the ad:minis-
tration and it confirmed General Miles's
forecast last evening, when he was In com-
munication with Secretary Lamont by long-
distance telephone. Much gratification is
felt here at the issuance, by Archbishop
Feehan, of his circular to all Catholies,
enjoining them to impress on their congre-
gations the patriotic doty of yielding re-
spect and obedlence to the lawful authori-
ties. It was believed that, as a large pro-
portion of the strikers are church-going
people, the Chicago ministers all
nominations to-day would counsel
flocks In the lne indicated by the
bishop.

It i= explained by the War Department
officials that the reinforcement from north-
ern New York and from Omaha, ordered
last night, were sent at the suggestion of
General Miles, not because he doubted the
sufliciency of his present force to deal with
his share of the responsibility at Chicago,
but as a measure of precaution, to cover
emergencies at other points in the Depart-
ment of the Missouri. The General believes
that it is good miintary practice to main-
tain a strong force of reserves at some
central point where they cun be forwarded
culckly to support the detachments at
threatened point=, Fort Sheridan is ad-
mirably situated for this purpose, and while
no further reinforcements have been or-
dered there to-day, everyvthing is in train
to hurry many more troops to the fort
from General Brooks's command at Omaha,
where there does not appear (o be any
present necessity for their services. HProb-
ably to that end to-day Captain Barry,
Secretary Lamont's military aid, and (ol
Corbin, assistant adjutant-general, were
summoned to the White House and re-
ceived the necessary instructions to prepare
orders for further concentration of troops,

Debs’'s Strike Orders
Not Promptly Obeyed.

| Doubt Expressed at Buffalo as to the

Ability of the A. R. U. to Tie Up
the Roads in that City.

MANY SUNDAY MEETINGS

At Which Sympathy Was Voted
the Railway Strikers.

President Cleveland Denouneed at Some
of the Assemblages—No Likelihood
of Trouble in the East.

BUFFAiILO, N. Y., July 8.—There is no
doubt that President Debs has planned a
strike at Buffalo, but there is considerable
doubt as to whether he will be able to bring
his plans to a successful issue. Early to-
day he sent this telegram to Stuart Reid,
his organizer here:

“We ask your co-operation in Buffalo.
We are making a great fight for labor and
the support of all rallroad &m-
Capital has combined to enslave
labor. We must all stand together or go
down in hopeless defeat. It is impossible
for the companies to fill the vacancies. We
can =olve this probiem only by quitting in
a body and standing together, one for all
and all for one, upon each and every road
throughout the land.™

About 7 o'clock a telegram came to Pres-
fdent Malacan, of the local branch of the
A. R. 17, directing him to call out his men
and. giving him insiructions as to what
course to pursue, The telegram also begged
Malacan to keep the men from rioting.
Notwithstanding this order, there will be
no strike in Buffalo to-night and there may
not one for several days. President
Malacan has decided that there is nothing
to be gained by calling out his men.
The A, R. U. is a new organization in
Buffalo and has not to exceed four hun-
dred members. ['nless Malacan could get
support from the other railroad men his
strike would not make much of an impres-
sion. Malacan sald to-night: I received
a telegrum from JMr. Debs to-night, but
there will be no strike to-night, and 1 can-
not tell when there will be one, I am not
at all averse to calling out my men when
I see something to be gained by the opera-
tion. I cannot say yvet whether there will
be a strike or not. As scon as I think a
gtrike 18 necessary there will be one. That
time may never come. The roads leading
west from here are tied up, and until they

get open again there would be no sense of
striking in Buffalo, It certainly will not

come to-night.”

The Central Labor Union, composed of
delegates from all the unions in the elity,
he!ld a meeting to-davy and passed resolu-
tions of sympathy with the strikers. The
German Trades Assembly to-day passed
resolutions in which Grover Cleveland was
calleqd the foe of labor,

AGAINST STRIKING.

Boston Workingmen Will Not Give
Debs Physical Assistance.
BOSTON, July 8~The tenor of the pro-
ceedings in the meetings held by the vari-
ous labor organlzations connected with the
railway service in this city to-day was de-
cidedly against s=triking. An organization
of railroad inspectors was oJffected this

afternoon, but its members declare they

will belong to a national organization of
their craft rather than join forces with the
A. R. 1. A telegram was recelved here
last night by an A. R. U. erganizer from
President Debs [nstructing him to form a
committee at once and be prepared to call
all railroad men out on the principal roads
leading into Boston to-day. A reply was
sent to Presldent Debs. stating that thing
was Impossible, At a, number of other
labor meetings held here to-night the
strike was indorsed and the action of FPres-
ident Cleveland in using his prerogative
s Commander-in-chief in ordering the fed-
eral troops to Chicago was universally con-
demned. Many of the organizations are
waiting the ecall for subscriptions, which,
when made, will be responded to Immedi-
ately.

AT PITTEBLRG.

Railway Employes There Not AfMlict-
ed with the Strike Fever.
PITTSBURG, Pa., July 8.-~There seems
to be no prospect of the strike fever reach-
ing Pittsburg at present. Eight or ten reg-
ular Sunday meetings were held by the
railroaders, but the American Railway
Union trouble was not formally considered,
except at one or two. Lodge 300, of Fort
Wavne engineers, passed resolutions de-
claring that they would have nothing to do
with the strike and would remain loyal to
the company and public. The A. R. U, or-
ganizers spoke at a special meeting at Ben-
nett Station, where they succeeded in en-

rolling fifty new members,

Trains from the West are reaching here
in fairly good time. Baltimore & Ohio
ticket agents received orders to resume
the sale of Pullman tickets to-morrow.

Lrged (o Stand Firm.

BROCKTON, Mass,, July 8—The Central
Labor Union held a meeting this afternoon.
Fervid resolutions against the Pullman
company and President Cleveland, as well
as others in favor of the A, R. U, and the
governmental control of railroads, were
adopted. The following telegram was also
sent to E. V. Debs: *“Stand firm, Three
thousand organized workmen in Brockton
are with you in the fight against the tyr-
anny of the Puliman company and of the
rallroad monopolies, and pledge you our
hearty support.”

Will Not Strike at Washington.
WASHINGTON, July 8—Local rallroad
business is not greatly affected by the
strike, except the Western freight and
passenger traflic. Tickets to Chicago are

sold to-day at both the Pennsylvania and
Baltimore & Ohio offices. Railroad men
here say that they do not belong to the
A. R. U., and have no intention of strik-
ing. Reports that the Knights of Labor
are to be calied out are discredited by local
officers of the order, who declare they have
received no notification of such a step,

May Strike as Individuals.
DENVER, Ceol., July 8-The Brotherhood
of Rallroad Trainmen of this district held
a meeting last night. 8. D. Clark, of
Pocatello, Ida.,, who represented the train-

men, was present. The officers refuse to
give out any information regarding the
meeting, but one of the members said the
lodge had refused to jindorse the stand
taken by the federated board at Chevenne
amndd would allow the men to strike as in-
dividuals.

Debs’s Railway Strike Said to Be
Approaching an End.

No Prospect of a General Tie-Up in
Ohio, but Strikers Are Increasing
at Toledo and Cleveland.

SITUATION IN THE FAR WEST

United States Troops Now Guard-
ing the Union Pacific.

Ineendiarism at Various Points—Cars
Burued at Dauville, I1L.—Attempt
to Wreek a Train.

ST. LOUIS, July 8.~The great railroad

strike, so far as St. Louis is concerned,
may be sald practically to be approaching

an end, and the only desideratum now is
ability to transfer to outlying railroads
traffic originating here and bauled over
divisions having St. Louis as the originat-
ing point. On the west side of the river
the return last night of the Missouri Pa-
cific switchmen and yardmen has resulted
in the trooping back to work of all but
about 350 men hitherto engaged in freight
yard work in the various vards on the west
side, Passenger trathce, all of which is han-
dled from the west side of the river, is on
a normal basis, the only trains not run-
ning belng a few *“duplicates,”” as they are
called, and one or two accommodations;
and these are laid off from lack of bus-
iness, not inability to hand.e them. The
Terminal Railway Association has a full
force at work on the west slde also. One
exception to all this is the Wabash rail-
way, which is still crippled, but has so far
progressed as to be prepared to start away
freight each way on each division to-mor-
row morning. With these will come a test
of whether the qulet at Decatur, 1ll., Meo-
berly, Mo., and other outside division polnts
indicates the end of the trouble there,

On the east side of the river, devoted,
as the facilities there are, entirely to
freight tratlic, the situation on the surface
is quite improved, each road moving sev-
eral freight traing, with the assurance, al-
most, that trouble will ceass to-morrow as
a result of the almost complete resump-
tion of work on the west side by the strik-
ing yardmen. On the east side the excep-
tions to thz improvement in business are
the Louisville & Nashville, which has un-
settled trouble with its tralnmen on two
divisions, as well as with the switch and
vardmen, and the Wabash. Thus it is that
St. Louls traffic is practically unimpeded
by conditions existing within her own bor-
ders. The General Managers' Assoclation,
which still maintains its bureau, now esti-
mates that not to exceed a hundred new
men will be requ’red to fill vacanclies among
the 1,300 who originally struck. In this es-
timate it is assumed that the unskilled
labor will scarcely dare hold out against
the good men.

in the dramatic history of dueling. 1t will
e remembered that Mr. Gibert, after the
conclusion of his wife's suit for diverce,
publicly announced hiz intention of chal-
ienging Senor Santa Maria and repeated
this declaration iater. In a letter waich the
reporter =aw last night it {2 stated that the
two have met on the Beigian frontier, that
the conflict was destverate and short and
that Senor Santa Maria was run through
the liver. No mention & made of Mr
Glbert having been wounded, he prob-
ably escaped uninjured and Is awalting out-
sille of France the resuits of Senor sSanta
Maria’s Injuries, Senor Santa Maria was
taken to PParis and, aithough by no mesns
out of danger, it is thought bhe will ulti-
muately recover.

TO SUPPRESS ANARCHY.
Measures That Will Be Introduced by
the French Minisiry.

PARIS, July E—A snecial Cabinet coun-
cll presided over Premier Dupuy was
held to-day. There was a complete dis-
cussion of the anti-Anarchist measures de-
c¢ided upon by the council of Ministers the
day after M. Camot's murder. These
measures will be Intraduced in the Cham-
ber to-morrow and the government will
insist upon their being adopted before the
close of the session. They provide for the
removal to the corniectional tribunnls for
trial of offenders who hitherio have been
sent to the assizes for trial before jurles,
Among the offenses covered by the meas-
ures are incitements through the press to
outrage or crime, speeches advocating
theft, murder, robbery, incendlarims, ex-
plosions, crimes against the state and the
defense of such crimes. The publication of
reports of Anarchist trials = forbidden
under heavy penalties. The reason for dis-
pensing with jury trials in the cases of
persons charged with the above offenses
is that Juries have always hesitated to
convict because the assize judges are em-

powered to inflict the heaviest sentepces,
