Was no sign of violence or lawless gather-
Ing of Sympathizers of the strikers since
the shooting yesterday. All the trains went
out this morning, but not a wheel is turn-
ing In the many industries of this city.
The trade union men have all gone on
strike and several thousand men are f{dle
either here or in this vicinity. It is said
that many more persons were injured in
Bunday’s conflict than have been reported,
and the feeling against the militiamen is
very bitter. Charles Fleischer, the one dead
victim fo yesterday's shooting was a
good German citizen, a hard-working car-
penter, the head of a family of four chil-
dren. He had gone to the tracks to look
for his little boy, who, with hundreds. had
assembied to see the soldlers. Miss Flem-
Ing. who was shiot, was visiting in the city
from South Chicago, and with other young
women were merely In the crowd as sSpec-
tators. All the injured will recover.
Vietor Dezutter, & butcher, was shot
through the knee and will 108e his leg.

After the shooting yesterday the people
who had no business on the streets were
only glad to get in some part of the
city where they wouldn't be in range of
the guns In the hands of United States sol-
diers. Three companies of the Illinois State
militla are in camp at the State line, and
will act in conjunction with the Indiana
troops, who arrived this morning, in sup-
pressing any lawlessness on line, At
two points in the city the United States
colors are floating, one at Camp Gunder
and the other in the heart of the cliy, at
the crossing of Stite street and the rall-
road tracks. It was a tired lot of voung
men that disembarked from the tralns at
the Nickel-plate depot this morning,
many of them envied the few stragglers
Who came In on later trains to-day, after
Raving a good night's sleep. As soon as
one of these tardy soldiers reported for
duty he was sent out to relieve one of his
tired brothers. All the railroads, except the
Nickel-plate, are running their passenger
Trains on a special schedule to-day. The
Nickei-plate Is running no trains on ac-
count of a lack of men. 'The people are in-
clined to respect President Cleveland's
proclamation, which they claim applies as
much to Hammond as it does to Chicago.

It was 4 o'clock this moming when the
militia arrived on two sections of a special
over the Nickel-piate railroad. As soon as
possible the soldiers went into camp at
Camp Gunder, named in honor of Col. Geo,
W. Gunder, of Marion. The camp i3 lo-
cated on the old baseball grounds near the
Calumet river.

]!"“\" city. The wholesale houses and in-
dustries which do a shipping business are
paralyzed, as none of the roads has been
receiving freight for a week. That Terre
Haute is an exceptional sufferer i= made
evident every day when the wholesale
houses of Indianapolis are selling and de-
livering to regular customers of Terre
Haute houses within a few miles of this
city. The failure to tie up the freight bus-
iness out of Indianapolis is the cause of
this peculiar condition. Frelght is even car-
ried from Indianapolis through Terre Haute
to points in INlinois which Terre Haute
ordinarily supplies, but which cannot be
reached now because the local switchmen
are out and no trains are made up here.
The brewery has chartered a steamboat
and will deliver beer at Vincennes and
other points on the Wabash by that means
of trans=poriation.

BITTER FEELING AT PERL.

IFood for Nonunloa Men Max to e

Brought from Loganshord.

PERU, Ind, July 9—For several days
thee has been a bitter undercurrent of
feeling in this city, but thus far the bet-
ter clasgs has held it in check and the
chances of a general strike are remote.
The Wabash company now has forty en-
ginecrs and firemen from the Lehigh Val-
ley and New York CCentral quartered in
this city all ready to take out trains, A
good deal of bad feeling was created last
night by committees waiting on the hotels
and boarding house keepers and asking
them not to receive any of the men. Citl-
zens opened their homes and the men
were provided for. Last night, however, it
was found necessary to bring food from
Logansnort for them. A number more ar-
rived this morning looking for places. A
notice was posted on the bulletin boards
at the superintendent's office to-day that
all employes of the company who left the
service, molested any property or incited
any man to quit would not be re-employed,
gnd that all of the new men in service
would stand first in preference. This par-
ticularly applies to the men on the Toledo
division. With very few exceptions all the
men on the Detroit division from this city
have been loval to the company. This is
also true of the Lake Erie & Western. It
is rot likely that anv attemprs will be
made ‘o move any night trams; neither
will any freight be moved until Tuesday.
All the day trains are running a little late,
They are all manned by nonunion men.

The division point al Andrews has been
ahandoned and all of the changes are he-
ing made in this city. The run = now
from Toledo to Peru. For the past year
the comnpanv has been considering the ad-
visabillity of abandoning the shurs. vards
and roundhouses at Apdrews and central-
izing them at this clity. The step now
taken by the company in abolishing the
Andrews divigion line is considered as be-
ing yprmanom. This means an additionas
vopulation to Peru of 4,000 and will be the
fulfl'ment of an agreement made when
Peru gave 3100000 for the bullding of the
Chili-Peru link to conneect with the De-
troit division from this city.

INCIDENTS OF THE DAY.

Labor Meeting Forbidden—Arrival of
More Regular Treops.
CHICAGO, July 9.-Intense excitement
was caused to-day in the stock-yvards dis-
trict by the Mayor's announcement that
no labor meeting would be permitted until
matters have quieted down. An immense
meeting had been arranged for to-night at
Columbia Hall, Forty-eighth and Paulina
streets, and at 8 p. m. a crowd had as-
sembled. A notice from Mayor Hopkins
had been posted on the door, however, stat-
ing that in the present state of public ex-
citement it was not deemed advisable to
allow such meetings to be held. An officer
was stationed in front of the hall, who
warned the crowd away. Similar notices
have been posted on all other halls in this
district, and notwithstanding there was
considerable loud-mouthed deflance no at-
tempt was made to hold a meeting. After
Joitering about for an hour the crowd final-
ly dispersed and comparative quiet prevails,
The Ninth Infantry, United States army,
Col. Charles G. Bartlett commanding, ar-
rived in the city at 4:20 o'clock this after-
noon in a special train from Sackett's
Harbor, N. Y., over the New York Cen-
tral and Michigan Central roads. The sol-
diers were marched to the camp already
established on the lake front. The curios-
ity of a crowd of 200 sightseers near the
southern emnd of the camp caused the en-
tire camp to be put under arms, and the
jeers of a number of drunken men nearly
caused serious trouble. Troop K, Seventh
Cavalry, Captain Hare, was finally di-
rected to make a slow charge through the
crowd, driving the spectators, whose num-
bers had guickly swelled to 5,000, across

to the west side of Michigan avenue.

The impression was general about mili-
tary headguarters to-day that the procla-
mation of the President, to say nothing of
the firing of the troops Saturday and Sun-

day, has had a teiling effect on the riotous
element as well as on the sensible people
who have taken heed and stayved away
from localities where trouble is likely to
occur. No =erious reports of viclence by
mobs congregating were recelved at Gen.
Miles's office, and tnis was taken as an
indication that the situation was general-
ly quieter.

Reports from the various roads having
terminals in Chicago, as issued by the
General Managers’ Assoclation to-day,
showed that passenger trains were being
received and sent out on nearly all lines.
Sufficient number of freight trains to care
for the traffic offered were run. All tracks
were, however, heavily patrolled by po-
lice and troops.

Little work was done in the stock vards
to-day. John B. Sherman annb)unced that
no attempt would be made for n few davs
to resume work. Armour & Co. Fsent out
100,000 younds of dressed beef before day-
light this morning to the city markets, It
was shipped in wagons guarded by yard
employes. The commission men of the
vards have organized for the defense of
property inside the wvards, and praotection
outside will be delegated to =peciul pclice
officers.

Wabash trains were delayed in reaching
the city to-day, and finally came in on the
Fort Wayne tracks. The detour was nec-
esgary because a bridge at Clark station
had been burned during the "ight. The
bridge was a small affair, but its loss
blocked the road. Its destruction was dis-
covered before any trains were due, and the
:la.m.'._vr of an accident was averied.

This afternoon the B, & 0. road, under
escort of United States troops, brought in
a heavy train loaded with coal for the city
water works., It is said that had it falled
to get in the works would have been com-
pelled to shut down.

The Fort Wayne and the Lake Shore offi-
cials are trying to replace the strikers with
negroes. The appearance of the blacks this
morning called forth jeers, but no violence.

The general superintendent of the Illinois
Central posted a notice on Sunday announc-
ing that all freight handlers who did not
return to work by 10 o'clock this morning
would be discharged. Enough returned teo
enable the road to resume its freight busi-
ness, and five freight trains had been sent
out up to noon to-day. About one-third of
the firemen who had struck have returned
to work. The passenger service of the
road has been resumed in full,

Fifty men attempted to stop a train of
wagons loaded with meat for the city
trade which left the stock yards just be-
fore daylight this morning. The wagons
were sent out in a body, and early, with
the hope of outwitting any marauders.
The train started east on Thirty-ninth
street, and was unmolested until it reached
Union avenue, where a gang of fifty
rushed out from behind houses and sheds,
grasped the bridles of the horses and at-
tempted to pull the drivers off their seats.
The police authorities had heard of the
premeditated attack and had stationed a
policeman at every corner along the route.
When the alarma was sounded the police
came to the aid of the drivers and their as-
saflants were driven off after a severe
clubbing,

night was the setting of a fire which de-
stroyed a couple of box- cars al Forty-
seventh and T.oomis streets, The loss was
inconsequential, .

At an early hour this morning some bLovs
and idle men who had gathered at the
Forty-ninth-street crossing of the Grand
Trunk road threw stones at a squad of
State militia stationed at that point. The
latter first made a charge upon the mob,
and then, on a renewal of the stone throw-
ing, fired a volley into the crowd. The
crowd escaped into the adjoining houses,
and it was not learned whether anvone
was hurt. The shooting was Jone bv a
squad of the Second Regiment, Illinols Na-
tional Guard.

Six freight e¢ars were burned this morn-
ing before daylight on the Ililnois Central
tracks at Burnside. John Hepner, Ed Ho-
gan, John Co'erain, John Frady, John Lee-
nan and Robert Blair were found at the
fire and arrested on suspicion of being the
fire bugs. They were taken to Kensington
police station. They were fined $2 by
Justice Robbins.

DUTIES OF REGULARS,

Order Issuned by General Miles (o MHis
Subordinaics,

CHICAGO, July 9.—The following order

was ssued this afternoon by General

Mifles:

“To All United States Troops Serving in
the Department of the Missourl:

‘“The acts of violence committed during
the past few days in the stopping of mall
trains and post rouds, the blocking of ihe
interstate commerce, the open defiance and
viclation of the injunction of the United
States Court, the assaults upon the federal
forces in the lawflul discharge of their du-
ties, the destruction, pillage and looting of
the inland commerce property belonging
to citizens of the different States, und uth-
er acts of rebellion and lawlesspess hav
been of such a serious character that the
duties of the military authorities are more
clearly defined,

“The proclamation of
commander-in-chief of the land and naval
forces, and the State militia, when ca:led
into service, is understood by the milltary
to be in the interest of humanity and to
avold the useless waste of life If possibie,
It i= an executive order for all law-ablding
¢itizens to separate themselves from the
lawbreakers and those in actual hostility
to the uction of the 'nited States Court
and the laws of the national government.
He has defined the attitude of these law-
breakers 1o be that of enemies of the gov-
ernment, and henece it Is the duty of the
military forces to ald the ['nited Stiates
marshals to disperse, capture or desiraoy
all bodles of men obstructing the il
routes and in actual hostility to the Injunc-
tion of the U'nfted SBtates Court and the
laws of the United States,

“This does not change the relation of
the federal officials with those of the local
authority, as it Is expected that the State
and municipal governments will maintain
peace and good order within the territory
of their jurisdiction. Should they fail or he
overpowered the military forces will as-
sist them, but not to the extent of leaving
unprotected property belonxing to or under
the protection of the United States,

MR. EGAN'S STATEMEAT.

Condition of the Roads at Chicage
Much Better,

CHICAGO, July 9 —Chairman J. M. Egan,
of the Assoclation of Rallway General Man-
agers, when asked to-night by the Agso-
ciated Press for an official statement of the
condition of the roads represented in that
association, sald:

“With the exception of two eor three
minor instances, theres has been no trouble
or disturbance reported to-day. All the
lines have run their regular through pas-
senger and mail trains, and a number of
the lines resumed thelr suburban traines.
All of the lines commeneed work in thelr
freight vards, and many freight trains were
run in and out of the city. The UUnion
Stockyards Company are clearing thelr
tracks of wreckage and repairing damage
done during the past weekK. ‘Lney expect
to commence operations to-morrow (Tues-
day) morning. ‘The total number of tralns
moved to-day are equal to the total num-
ber moved during the past four days. It is
true that the trains have been guarded o
prevent their being molested, but .ae action
of the military towards the mobs and riot-
ers during the past two davs has had a
most salutary effect. Tne President’'s proc-
lamation, together with General Miles's or-
derg, have produced excellent results. All
thie lines of rallway expect to show far
better results to-morrow. The men who
have replaced the strikers are good, prac-
tical men, and are satisfactory to the lines
that have emploved them."”

DEBS SPEAKS

Tirnde Against Capital—=A New lea-
son for the Sirike.
CHICAGO, July 9 —President Debs, of the
American Railway Union, when seen by an
Assoclated Press reporter this evening,

sald:

“We are stronger than ever., Nothing can
break our forces but usurpation and tyran-
nv. 1 am threatened with arrest. What
for? For organizing labor. We say to cap-
ital, here Is our labor and these are our
terms, This is legal—this is the spirit of
the age. Mr. Havemyer organizes a sugar
trust and says to the public, here is my
sugar and these are my terms. He has
polluted the national legislature. 1 have
acted honorably and committed no crime,
The United States authorities are bringing
themselves into contempt by their wanton
violation of law and the Constitution. The
common people are beginning to understand
this. Capital insists upon looking on labor
as it did on slavery—that it has
no right Ilike capital to exact or
ask for terms, The principie of
slavery is what capital is now insisting
on. I want to call the attention of the
people of thiz country to this. The Pull-
man strike, while the acute, is not the un-
derlying cause of this trouble. The people
of this country are paying over 5,000,000 a
day in interest. This is depriving productive
industry of its profits and is piling up mon-
ey in the money centers. What old England
failed to do with soldiers in the eighteenth
century she i= now doing with the gold
standard. Over $200,000,00 each year goes
there to pay interest. \We are not responsi-
ble for the lawless element and loss of
property. Not even disciplined armies have
ever been able to prevent this element
from rising. We ask the public to be patient
while labor stands with its back at the
door that leads to serfdom, and says to its
oppressors thus far and no further. It Is

better to lose a little now than more in the
end, and with it constitutional liberty."”
