Yesterday was an active day on the Stock
Exchange, and although there were periods
of depression, taken as a whole the market
was in good tone and a very general ad-
vance in prices was the result of the day's
transactions. Occasional bear raids were
made on certain stocks, notably Chicago
Gas, but Sugar and St Paul were also at-
taeked in force, without, however, sending
the price of either below the opening. News
from the various strike centers was at no
time very discouraging, became improved
as the day advanced, and, as speculative
operations are for the present mainly gov-
erned by the labor situation, the trading
gained in strength -with the report improve-
ment in the railway camp. The faliure of
the general stﬂkelordered by Grand Mas-
ter Workman Sovéreign was a large factor
in the stock market, and was to some
extent regarded as the beginning of the
end of the rallroad strike. Sugar, which
furnished more than a third of the total
sales, was strong at the opening and in
such good demand as to cause the shorts
to cover with a celerity that sent the stock
speeding upward at a rapid gait, an ad-
vance of 3 per zent. having been recorded
before noon. At the higher figures there
‘~as some reallization, and a reaction of 1
per cent, took place in the afternoon, but
on new puarchases, some of which were
made on Washington orders, a higher level,
99%. was reached, belng a gain of 14, the
closing sale being at a figure only 1, below
the best of the day and 27 above the
closing price of Tuesday. Orders
to gell Chicago Gas were’ on the
board at the opening, which sent the price
down 3, to 72, the selling being by
timid holders, who feared the consequences
of a weneral strike In Chicago. There
were good supporting orders at the decline
and before midday a gain of 1% was
effected. followed by a reaction of 4 and
an advance of 1%, bringing the shares up
to 5. with a final reaction of %, the ad-
vance on Tuesday’'s closing price being 2.
