However, his selection was mad only for
the present. L. H. Gedge, the president of
the nail works company, together with the
other members, and also Mr. Little, the
father-in-la- w of Thomas, held a short con-
sultation yesterday afternoon. In which it
was decided to leave the matter of select-
ing the counsel to Charles L. Henry, of
Anderson, the Republican candidate for
Congress from the Seventh district. It la
probable that Mr. Elam will be retained.
The friends and relatives of Thomas are
determined to see justice meted out. Pres-
ident Gedge voiced the general sentiment
of them yesterday when he said: "The mur-
der of the most brilliant member of our
firm was the most brutal that one could
conceive of. He was one of the most so

buggy, which was very plain In the in-
frequently traveled road.

CAPTURE OF SMITH.
Ofllcers were sent out in all directions to

capture Smith. Superintendent Powell was
awakened and he sent olllctrs to places
where Smith was known to frequent, and
also sent telegrams to Lebanon and Zions-vlll- e,

thinking that possibly Smith had at-

tempted to drive to one of those points
and escape by taking a train there. An
officer was sent to the Union Station to
go out on the west-boun- d passenger train
of the P. & E., as it was thought that pos-
sibly Smith might have driven to a station
on that road to take a train. The Super-
intendent remembered that Smith was a
friend of Joe Wambaugh, who owns a ho-
tel in Proad Itlpple. and he thought it
likely that the former had gone there.
Chief Splann and detective Kinney were
sent to Proad Ulpple in a buggy to inves-
tigate that end of the affair. Sergeant
Kurtz, in the meanwhile, had followed the
trail until the Udell ladder works was
reached. There a number of tracks con-
fused the oflicer and he returned to the
city. Chief Splann and Kinney arrived at
Proad Ripple shortly after 8 o clock. They
drove directly to Wambaugh's hotel and
asked him If Smith was there. The latter
said he was, and he led the way to the
room In which were Smith and the woman.
On the way there, Wambaugh said that
three minutes before he had received word
from Prlghton Peach that Smith had killed
a man. and that the police were hunting
for him. He said that the man who tele-
phoned him did not know at the time that
Smith was in Proad Ripple. When the
three arrived at the door opening Into the
room Kinney raised himself and looked
Into the room through the transom and saw
Smith and the woman. Chief Splann
knocked at the door, which was opened by
the woman. It was explained that Smith
was wanted on a charge of murder.

Smith sprang out of bed, walked up to
the chief and asked: "What charge did
you say. Captain?"

"Murder," repeated Chief Splann. Smith's
mouth quivered and he turned deathly
pale. He did not break down, but began
to dress himself. The woman dressed also,
and In a few moments the four went down
stairs. Smith's rig was ready, and detect-
ive Kinney, with the woman, got into It
and drove to the city. Chief Splann, with
Smith, was rlht behind them. On arriving
at the police station a great crow-- d collected
in the passageways. The prisoners were
turned over to Superintendent Powell and
they were taken to the rear room for slat-
ing. The crowd was so great there that
the prisoners were afterwards taken to the
superintendent's private room and there
slated. Smith was charged with murder.
The woman was charged with being a bad
character, simply to detain her as a wit-
ness until th? preliminary hearing In Po-
lice Court this morning.

Superintendent Powell questioned the two.
In a general way Smith said that he had
gotten Into fight with Thomas over re-
marks which he claimed Thomas mad?
about Myrtle Overturf. He said Thomas
struck him first and he tried to defend him-
self as best he could with his fists. Final-
ly he was compelled to draw his knife and
cut him in self-defens- e. He said he did
not know that Thomas was dead. He in-

tended, after going to Broad Ripple, to re-
turn to tha city and surrender himself to the
police If he found he was wanted on any
charg?. He did not explain why he struck
the bodv of the dead man with the buggy
whip. Myrtle Overturf was questioned as
to her connections with Smith. The young
man was then placed in the "cage" with
the other prisoners, while the woman was
put In the only cell now 'used for female
prisoners.

Weston Berkley Thomas was secretary of
the Anderson American Wire Nail Com
pany, it is the largest institution or us
kind In the State. He was born in f rank-for- t,

Ky.. twenty-nin- e years ago. His
parents are wealthy, and are still residing
on the Thomas estate. On reaching man
hood he started out on a business life and
entered the present company, which then
r.d its headquarters at uovingion, ivy.
Five years ago the company moved to An
derson. Business was profitable, and
Thomas made a fortune, his wealth being
estimated at JtfKUMX In addition to thi.
the inheritance from his parents would
have amounted to considerable.

Thomas moved a great deal in society.
and over a year ago became acquainted
with Miss Suzanne Little, a society leader
of Muncie. They were married about a
year and a half ago, and spent their hon
eymoon In a tour through turope. iney
returned by way of Thomas's home in
Kentucky and spent several days there.
On returning to Anderson they went to
live in the fashionable part of the city.

Mrs. Thomas was, prior to ner marriage.
a resiaent or mis city ior a snori nine.
She attended the Girls' Classical School
here and graduated. She wa3 grief-stricke- n

at the announcement or her husband s
death, brought to her by L. H. Gedge, pres
ident of the company to which mr nusoani
belonged. Thomas left home for a trip
through the southern part of tnls State.
It was his intention to have left Indian
apolis to-da- y.

Road House Will He Watched.
Mayor Denny said yesterday that he

would join In a request that the police
be ordered to keep a surveillance over
the Brighton Beach road house and see that
the 11 o'clock closing law was obeyed.
The house Is not within the city limits,
but comes within the two-mil- e limit. The
closing law is a State law, however, and
affects saloons wherever they may be.
The saloons within the limit are subject
to regulation by the police. The force at
the present time is Inadequate to permit
any sort or surveillance being Kept over
this and other road houses, but Mayor
Denny says It is likely that some of the
special police sworn in for the strike
troubles will be retained to enable the
police to watch these places. He sry'd the
police would try to stop the orgies that
have been held nightly at the Brighton
Beach road house.

Commissioner White, of the Board of
Public Safety, said the board had ordered
SuperlrJndent Powell to enforce the law
at this prace Just prior to the strike troub-
les. When that came It required all of
the available men, and nothing was done
about the road house. This order will be
renewed.

The body was em-
balmed on the orders of the other mem-
bers of the firm to which Thomas belonged,

nd vho had come to this city. Mr. Liit.e,
the father-in-la- w of Thomas, who res'des
n Mangle, came here also last, evening.

The body was taken to Frankfort, Ky.,
on the 3 o'clock morning train. It was ac-
companied by the members of the firm, and
plso by Mr. Little. Dr. Marsee was called
in so as to be able to give expert evidence
as to the nature of the wounds.

MUNCIE, Ind.. July 12. News of the mur-
der of W. B. Thomas, of Anderson, at In-
dianapolis this morning, occasioned much
excitement here shortly after the crime
became public and the particulars were
sought for with great eagerness. Mr.
Thorras was married to Suzanne, the beau-
tiful daughter and only chnd of Mr. and
Mrs. W. L. Little, at the High-stre- et M.
n. Church, in Muncie. June 7, 1KJ3. The
wedding was a very brilliant event, and fol-
lowing it the young couple went to Europe.
where several months were spent sight-seein- g.

There was a feature connected with the
marripge that caused quite a commotion at
the time, it being alleged that tne groom
ordeied the florist, who was decorating the
church for the ceremony, to remove an ele-
gant silk flag that has a permanent place
beside the rostrum. Thomas was credited
with saying that he was a Southerner and
would never be married under "that rag."
His friends denied that he had made such
a remark, but at any rate the local G. A.
It. post and other patriotic orders took
action on the matter, denouncing the man
in extreme terms. This had much to do
in creating an unpleasant feeling for the
man In Muncie.

His wayward character was known and
many people to-da- y express themselves. as
but little surprised at the iragic death..
The young wife and her parents have hosts
of friends wherever known, and the sym-
pathy for them Is very marked. Mrs.
Thomas was born in Muncie. and has en-loy- ed

all the luxuries wealth could bring
her.

after Smith. I think the time was correct.

The first I heard Smith say was: 'I am
going to cut that man to pieces.' I a?ked
him who It was, and he said: 'You po
ahead and play the piano and you'll see
who I am going to cut. I played the piano,
but before that I told him that we wouldn't
let him have a rough house out at the
Peach.

Smith had
a knife open In his hand, his forefinger on
the blade. Thomas asked Smith to drink
again. Smith called Thomas outsiee. He
caught him are.und the waist and tut his
coat on the left side, near the vest pocket.
Then he pulled him outside, on the north
side, and cut him in the throat again. He
fell on top of him. Thomas got up and
Smith jumped In the buggy and Thomas
followed him. His throat was cut then and
his shirt was soaked with blood. Smith hit
him over the head with the buggy whip,
the butt end. Thomas fell on the steps, got
up and fell again, and laid there till he
died. Smith drove up north towards Thomp-
son's. He turned around and came back.
He looked at the corpse. The girl cried
when she saw the corpse, and said: My
God, you've killed him!' He drove like a
madman away. He went away the last
time towards Seventh street. He bade me
good-by- e, and said he'd 6ee me in the
courts or on the gallows. I waved my hand
and said good-by- e. When he went away
the last time he said he was going back
to Thompson's. Thomas at no time made
any effort to strike Smith. He tried to
shake hands with him. Thomas seemed to
take it all in a joke. He told Smith he
would have no fight. Smith told him: 'I
don't drink with any cheap screws.' Thomas
pulled out some money and said: 'If this
ain't enough to pay for it 1 can draw gome
more.' "

Vorhis & Spencer have been employed as
counsel for Smith. They Instructed him to
make no statements that could probably
be used to effect in the future. In a gen-

eral way, however, he said to the many
questioners, that he had acted in self-defens- e.

He said that he and Myrtle Over-
turf had visited a number of saloons be-

fore going to the Beach for the last time
and claimed that he was under the Influ-
ence of liquor when he went there and
found Thomas and his friends drinking In
the saloon. He said he talked to the bar-
tender, Frank Hunt, in a friendly way
about some money that he owed, where-
upon Thomas put In. Smith said he re-

marked to Thomas that he did not think
that the matter concerned him. He said
Thomas offered to buy him drinks a num-
ber of tlme3 in an insulting manner, but
that he refused them. He said his com-
panion sat in the buggy in the meanwhile
and did not speak. After refusing a. num-
ber of drinks. Smith said that Thomas
wanted to buy the drinks for the woman
and made insulting remarks. He said that
he resented the remarks, when he was set
upon by Thomas. He showed two slight
bruises on his face where he said Thomas
had struck him. Smith said that, after
getting the worst of it in a rough and
tumble fight, he drew his knife and at-
tempted to cut Thomas. The latter tried
to get hold of the knife and was cut sev-
eral times at his own risk. Smith said he
saw he would probably get badly Injured
and he attempted to shove Thomas out the
door. Intending to break away and get out
of danger. In some manner Thomas was
cut in the throat. Smith said he did not
know that Thomas was fatally cut when
he saw him lying on the veranda floor.
He supposed that he had fallen down in a
drunken fit.

When asked about striking the body wdth
the buggy whip, Smith was reticent. He
said the thing that he dreaded most was the
effect his trouble would have on his mother.
He refused to make any further state-
ments.

Smith seems to bear the strain exceeding-
ly well. He received the sympathies cf
his friends yesteroay afternoon with pleas-
ant remarks and always replied that there
was no doubt in his mind but that he would
be acquitted. He talked to the other pris-
oners freely.

"WINXIE SMITH'S CAUEEII.

fie Had Insulted 11 ml Assaulted Wom- -
Ills C'ntfliiK Serupes.

Winnie Smith, the slayer of Thomas, has
led a life the result of which
not a few correctly predicted. From
his childhood he has been known
as a wild and wayward boy. He is
a son of Mrs. Dr. Wands, who 13 a most
estimable woman anil has been caused
many a heart ache by the actions of her
son, whom she was unable to con-
trol. His career began when he was about
fourteen years of age. At that tlmeie ran
away from home with another boy, taking
with him ?73 of his own moiey which he
had accumulated in a savings bank. The
two boys went to Washington, where they
were found after their money gave out.
They had run away with the intention of
going to sta and becoming pirates. His
father, Kbenezer Smith, who was well
known in the chy, left him an estate of
about $30,000 or $40,000. the most of which
the young man spent with a lavish hand.
Until very recently, when he purchased an
interest in an established business, he had
no occupation save that of finding fast com-
pany with whom to associate. He has had
a penchant for insulting and assaulting
women, which has, on more than one occa-
sion, got him into trouble. He is twenty-fiv- e

years of age, dresses well and In the
very latest style and has the bearing of a
gentleman at the times when he was not
intoxicated. He has a face of almost child-
ish innocence in expression and ordinarily
Is very suave in his manner.

A few years ago he was in an escapad
that brought him into notoriety in thiscity. At that time he insulted Carrie 1j-ga- n

on the Circle. The girl was a mere
child at the time, but was very handsome.
She was unacquainted with Smith, whim
she had never seen before the evening
when he insulted her. She resented the in-
sult,- and Smith cruelly kicked her. He
was arrested by patrolman Duty. . In ihe
Police Court he was fined a nominal 3um
by Judge Pusklrk, who allowed him to
plead guilty without appearing In the court
room. The smallness of the fine caused
some indignation at the time It was as-
sessed, and Judge Pusklrk was censurel
by those who knew the circumstances for
not allixing a workhouse sentence. Re
cently he met a travel!! 7 man in a notori
ous resort in this city and cut him. There
seemed to be no provocation for this rs- -
sault. In which the traveling man was cut
upon the hand. The Injured man refused
to prosecute and Smith again escaped
justice. He had a brief experience as a rail
road man. lie marnea .miss ieari fceamans,
who very soon thereafter secured a di
vorce from him wdth $3,000 alimony. The
divorce was granted on the grounds of
cruel and Inhuman treatment, and it was
shown that Smith had grossly mistreated
his wife.

Somewhat over a year ago he received
a very severe thrashing at the hands of
an unknown man for offering an insult to
a lady upon the street. Smith was stand-
ing upon the corner of Pennsylvania and
Wabash streets when an actress pas?d
and he mane some insulting remark to her
Hardly had he spoken when a stran.rer,
who heard the remark, struck him a ter
rible blow In the face with his fist. The
blow felled Smith, and In the fall his head
came heavily upon the ravement. A gash
was cut In the scalp and he was confined to
his bed for several days on account of the
wound. The man who struck him imme-
diately disappeared, and his name nor that
of the lady whom Smith insulted
has never been ascertained. It was
thought the man was connected
with the Michael Strogoff company, whih
had Just closed an engagement a3 the Park
Theater.

Smith was one of the persons In the Tux-
edo saloon a few months ago when a
crowd assaulted two patrolmen who were
sent to the saloon to see that It was closed
at 11 o'clock. Several years ago, while en
his seach for trouble, he found It in abun-
dance at Proad Pipple. He was successful
In picking a fight with a young German
at a picnic at Proad Ripple. The German
boy thrashed him severely, but the affair
was hushed up and never became public.

Smith at IJrijrhton Beach.

A Yoiiiicr IUood of This City Cuts tho
Throat of a Prominent Anderson Man

in a Drunken Iiruwl at a Resort.

EAKLY MOPtXING TRAGEDY

Smith Seemed to Have Little Pro-

vocation in the Allah.

Victim the Secretary of Anderson Wire
'ail Works A Woman of the

Town Smith's Companion.

During a drunken quarrel at Brighton
Peach, a notorious resort on the west bank
of the canal, south of the aqueduct, yes-
terday morning, at 4 o'clock, Winifred
H. Smith, of this city, brutally murdered
Weston Iierkley Thomas, a wealthy and
well-know- n citizen of Anderson, this State.
The Instrument used was a small, pearl-handl- ed

pocket knife. The two men. It ap-
pears, had never met each other until they
came together In the saloon at the resort.

Smith and a woman named Myrtle Over-tur- f,

after drinking at a number of road
houses during the night, drove to the
peach. The woniiin remained in the buggy
while Smith weat Into the saloon. He was
under the Influence of liquor, and stag-
gered rather than walked.' As he entered
th? place he saw several men ordering
drinks. Among them was Thomas, who was
also Intoxicated. Smith and Frank Hunt,
the bartender, talked about a score which
Smith owed the bar, when they were In-

terrupted by Thomas, who requested Smith
to take a drink with him. Smith refused,
but Thomas, who was In a maudlin con-
dition, pressed the Invitation. Again tsmlth
declined, this time applying a vile name
to Thomas. Thomas then suggested that
perhaps the woman In the buggy would
like to have a drink. This angered Smith,
and he drew his pocket knife, opened the
largest blade, two Inches In length, and
attacked Thomas. The latter had sufficient
control of himself to know that his life was
In danger and attempted to get out of
Smith's reach. Smith, however, was the
less intoxicated, and this gave him a de
cided advantage over Thomas. He made
several unsuccessful lunges with the knife
at the other man. but finally cut him in the
wrist and also Inflicted a slight gash In the
body. Thomas started to run towards the
cast door, opening out on to the veranda,
that extends entirely around the building.
Smith followed him up, and Just as Thomas
was stepping over the (bxr sill he swung

t
the knife with all the strength of hl3 right
arm. and sunk tho blade up to the handle
in the right side of Thomas's throat, cut-
ting the jugular vein and the carotid
artery. Iilood spurted in thick streams from
the wound. Thomas weakened, and sdowly
sank to the floor of the veranda. As he
fell he clutched vainly at objects before
him for support, but he could not reach
them. With a final effort he attempted to
keep his feet, but his exertions caused a
greater flow of blood, and he sank to the
floor unconscious In a pool of blood.

The men In the saloon stood by appar-
ently Indifferent to the affair. Smith
gazed for a moment at the form of the
murdered man, then left the saloon quick-
ly. He went to the buggy and got a whip,
then .returned to where the body lay and
struck it a number of vicious blows, at th2
same time uttering the most vile language.
After satisfying h's bloodthirsty Impulse
he hurried from the saloon, jumped into
the buggy, where the woman was awaiting
him, and drove south. He left his hat, and
it was afterwards found under the mur-
dered man's body. In a few moments the
mm in the saloon heard buggy wheels ap-
proaching from the south, and It was
thought that Smith was returning to fur-

ther carry out his bloody work. The m:n
showul no disposition to do other than
stand Idly by. As Smith and the woman
arrived opposite where the body lay on
the veranda the woman exclaimed: "Win-
nie, you have murdered him." This
h roug'a t forth a laugh and further vile lin-Kuag- e.

Smith then whipped up the horse
and disappeared toward the north. The po-

lice were Informed of tha affair, and the
ofllcers set plans to capture the murderer,
loiter he was found In a room with the
woman at Proad Itlpple and taken to the '

police station.
THOMAS'S ILL-FATE- D SPREE.

Thomas, the murdered man, was connect-
ed with th3 American Wire Nail Company,
of Anderson. Wednesday afternoon he, in
company with 1 II. GedRe, president of
the Company, and Thomas J. Lovell, of
Cincinnati, came to this city on a business
trip and registered at the Dates House.
They were given rooms Nos. 16$, 1(13 and
17!. Cl.dge occupied the first, Ixvell the
second and Thomas the third. The after-
noon was spent In transacting business.
At 7 o'clock the three, instead of eatini:
supper at the hotel, went to Henry Smith
rc.-taura- r.t, No. SI North Illinois street.
Drinks wt-r- served during the meal. After
eating tiie three sat around until about 11

o'clock, chatting with the customers and
employes of the restaurant. During the
time Thomas took a number of drinks.
During the stay at the restaurant Thomas
seemed desirous of going to a summer
garden or other like places, but
he was held In check by his compan-
ions. About 11 o'clock the three returned to
the hotel, and each went directly to his
room, (.ledge bade the others good night.
Lovell also retired, tdedge undressed, laid
himself down on the bed, and was smoking
anil reading until, as he was dozing, he
herd a knock on the door. He opened it
and admitted Thomas. Gedge was very
tauch surprised, and asked Thomas what
was the trouble with him. Thomas replied
that he was feeling all right, but that he
Ild not ftel like going to bed. He said be
had teen told during the day something
about a road house at Ilrighton lt?ach. and
he was desirous of visiting it. He suggest-

ed to tledse that the two go out there, but
the latter refused. Thomas seemed very
much disappointed, and rose to go, saying
that he guessed there was nothing else for
him to do but to go to bed. Gedg bade
him good-nigh- t. When (Jedge last saw
Thomas he w is going, apparently, toward
his room. Thomas. Instead of going to his
room, left the hotel and went on Illinois
street along the "levee." In front of June's
restaurant D. C. L nch. baseball player,
and Larry .McKeon, formerly a ball player,
but n.w a bartender, were standing. He was
Introduced to them, and then Thomas told
of his dedre to see Hrighton Peach. The
three resolved to go to the Peach, and got
Into a hack driven by Harry Whitman and
were tak.n there. They reached the road
Louse shortly after midnight, and had taken
a numher of dilnks before the arrival of

Smith and his companion. The three were
all under thi inihu-nc- e of liquor soon after
their arrival at the saloon.

Smith, who has been associating with
Myrtle Overturf for home time, called for
her at h- -r r.nr.s on Indiana avenue abut
8 o'clock last nisht. The two visited a
number of s:iloons in the down-tow- n dis-
tricts an 1 then called at several suburban
resorts. The woman was not Intoxicated,
but Smith was, to a degree of recklessness.

Frank Hunt, the bartender, and Georpe
Suss, the piano player. "How are you,
Winnie?" was the salutation of the two.
Smith saw three men standing at the other
end of the bar They were Tnomas, Lynch
and McKeon. Thomas was ordering drinks.
Smith waited until Hunt handed out the
drinks and then conversed with Hunt, who
stepped up In front of Smith, though still
remaining behind the bar.

SMITH WAS VICIOUS.
Thomas and his two companions took

their drinks, and Thomas told Hunt that
they wished another round. As Hunt
turned to them and received their orders
Thomas addressed Smith. He said: "My
friend, won't you have a drink with me?"
Smith replied: "I am very particular with
whom I drink."

"Well, now, I didn't mean any harm,"
said Thomas In his hearty manner; "I
Just want you to take a social drink withme."

"I told you once that I did not careto take a drink with a stranger," replied
Smith.

"Oh. you don't," said Thomas, and helaughed the matter off lightly.
Smith flushed up and said, with an oath,as he eyed Thomas closely, "No, and Idon't care who knows It."Hunt served the drinks and returned toSmiti Thomas and his companions drankthe liquor, and for a moment the argumentwas forgotten. While the three were drink-ing Hunt remarked to Smith, "You oweme a dollar."
"How's that?" questioned Smith."Forty and sixty," added Hunt, evidentlyreferring to some old debts incurred atthe house, but which Smith had forgottento pay. "Oh, yes." sal 1 Smith, "I remem-he- r.

Put that's all right, isn't Itr' Huntreplied that he thought the debt was a afeone. Thomas stood leaning on the barwatching the two, after he had taken hisdrink. He was feeling in a very good
humor, and when Hunt and Smith finishedspeaKlng about the debt. Thomas spokeup abruptly as follows, though very good-naturedl- y,

"And why don't you pav?
Come over and I'll lend you some. I'mloaded with money," and with that hedived into a iocket of his trousers andpull?I out a handful of silver money.
Smith wns angeret1 at this and failed tose that Thomas spoke In a drunken strain.He got very red In the face and. noticing
that McKeon and Lynch were laughing, he
answered hotly, with more oaths: "How
did you get into this?"

Thomas. In a conciliatory tone, only said:"Say, pard, you a'n't -- angry, are you?
Tome, have another drink." Hunt, Mc-
Keon and Lynch saw that there were
chances for a fight. Thomas walked
toward Smith and again asked him to
take a drink. Smith backed away, saying,
as he di(l so, "Whenever I want a drink I
pay for it, and don't ask any stranger to
buy it for me."

Thomas laughed as he said: "Then,
what's the matter with you paying the
dollar?" The muscles In Smith's face
twitched. He was getting Into a passion.
He made no reply. Thomas leaned over
the bar, half helplessly, and said: "Here,
bartender, fill up again for us, and also
for him," meaning Smith, as he turned and
looked at him. Smith spoke angrily: "I
told j'ou once that I would not take a
drink with you, and I meant what I said."Jut then Thomas snied. throuch the
open door, Myrtle Overturf sitting in the
buggy on the drive. He walked over to
Smith, who made no effort to pet out of
the way, and placed a hand on either
shoulder, as he remarked: "Well, may be
your sweetheart would like to have a
drink?"

Smith knocked asid his Rrms and
stepted back several paces. Thoma stood
looking at him good naturedly. The ex-
pression on Smith's face changed Instantly,
aftei a moment's thought, and he walked
up close to Thomas and said, as he looked
searchingly Into bis face: "Oh. I see
through it all. You're stuck on the .girl."
He waited for Thomas's reply. Thomas
looked at him foolishly for a minute, thenlaughed and turned away. He remarked:
"No; I want you to drink with me."

JEALOUS WITHOUT CAUSE.
Smith stood silent a moment, then

reached into his pocket and drew his pock-etknif- e.

He shouted to Thomas: "You lie.
You are stuck on the girl." With that he
opened the largest blade of the knife and
started towards Thomas. The latter was
undecided what to do. lie seemed dazed
anil did not know what to make of Smith's
action. As Smith came wdthin two steps
of him, Thomas seemed to understand
that he Aas about to be attacked. He
glanced quickly around the saloon and saw
the open door leading on to the veranda.
He started to run, buc Smith ran up and
eiught him by tho shoulder, at the same
time making a dive at Thomas with the
knife. Thomas jerked himself loose from
Smith's hold and tried to get the knife.
The two struggled for a few moments.
Smith still retaining the knife. While the
scullle was fiercest Oeorge Suss, the piano
player, who had kept In the background,
appeared In the room and saw the men
struggling. Finally Smith jerked himself
from Thomas and bv quick strokes cut
him sliehtly In the wrist and also In thebody. Thomas turned to run out the door
and Smith pursued. The latter caught the
former Just as he was stepping across
th door sill. Smith htdd the knife In hisright hand, and, oulling Thomas back with
his left hand, brought tho knife down
with all his strength into the defenseless
man's throat. The blade was buried to
the handle. The other men in the saloon
seemed paralyzed with fear. Plood spurted
from the.wound and Thomas made franticattempts to support himself against the
sides of the door. The blood colored the
floor r.round the door, the door sill and
a small part of the veranda floor to a
crimson. Thomas made one last desperateattempt to keep his feet and then slowly
sank until he fell In a heap across the
door sill. He remained there unsteady a
rroment, then rolled out on to the floor
t)t the veranda. There he made a feeblestruggle to raise himself with his hands,
but it lasted hut a seconl. He succeeded
In raising his head a few Inches above the
floor, steadied himself and then fell back
on the floor, dead. His body lay loosely
and III on the floor. The four men In the
sv.'.oen siw thnt a murdered man lay at
their fet and tht the murderer was
standing near by. Smith offered a peculiar
xisht as he stood leaning on the bar watch-
ing the dying struggles of the man he had
murdered. He did not act like a mur-
derer.

LEEItED AT THE DYING MAN.
A contemptuous and leering e?;pression

was on his face as he took a step nearer
to the door to see if his work had been
effective. He looked at the four men. who
were standing around helplessly and re-

marked: "Well, It served the. old just
right." After he sa!d this, he seemed pos-

sessed of a new Idea. He hurried from
the saloon and In a moment appeared, car-
rying a buggy whip. Without speaking, he
walked rapidly to where the body of Thom-
as lay and struck It across the back and
head with the butt end of the whip. This
done, he laughed fiendishly and made fur-
ther vile remarks. In the struggle. Smith's
hat was knocked off and Thomas fell on It.
After Smith struck the body with the whip
he left the saloon, jumped into the buggy
and drove off to the south. The four men
remained In the saloon without moving or
showing any Intention of going to the body.
Smith, without saying a word to the wom-
an who had remained In the bugijy, drove
an far south as tir Ninth-stre- et bridge.
There he changed his mind and turned
around and drov back to the peach.

After stopping for a moment, he grabbed
the reins and whip and drove the horse to
the north, urging him at his utmost speed.
He followed the road to North Indianapolis,
near the Udell ladder works, aad then went
east to Illinois street. He continued out
this street until he came to the road lead-
ing to Proad Pipple, then followed It and
went to that town. He knew Joe Warn
baugh. who keeps a hotel there. He drove
up to the place and with the woman
alighted, while the porter took charge of
the- - rig. It was now about 7 o'clock and
breakfast was being served. The two, in-

stead of going to the dining room, went to
a room, where they were afterward found
by the police.

When Smith and the woman drove away
to the north the four men in the s.iloon' aroused themselves to activity. They did
not fully realize that Thomas was de.id,
and some one telephoned to the iolice sta-
tion that a man had his throat badly cut.
No names were given, but police ofllcers
and a physician were asked for. Superin-
tendent Powell was asleep in his private
otllce, but the force was In charge of Cap-
tain Quigley. who at that moment was sit-
ting near the telephone. The Captain an-
swered rhat he would send ofllcers to In-
vestigate. He sent Sergeants Kurtz and Par-lo- w

In Superintendent Powell's rig. The offi-
cers arrived at the Peach within a short
time and found that Thomas was dead, in
the meantime. Captain Quigley aroused all
the ofllcers sleeping at the police station
and at Camp Powell, and had them sum-
mon the detective force and other ofllcers
who were at their homes. Sergeants Kurtz
and Parlow arrived at the police station at
this time anil gave a full report of what
they had learned. Captain Qulg'.ey notltled
Coroner Heck, who left his home immedi-
ately for the Peach. The undertakers pent
an ambulance there to get the body. Cap-
tain Quirky then sent Sergeant Kurtz with
a. llvry rls to follow up the trail of Smith's

Plnno Plnyer Sum Gives Mont DnninB-li- K

Evidence Ajgnlnnt Smith.
Coroner Reck reached the scene of the

affray a short time after the death of
Thomas. Later In the day he took tes
timony of several witnesses. Frank C.
Hunt, the bartender at Prlghton Peach,
was examined. He said he resided at No.
1080 North Capitol avenue and was on duty
all night Wednesday night. He said he
was acquainted with WInne Smith, and
that the latter came to the Peach th
first time between 12 and 1 o'clock. He was
accompanied by the girl and went Into the
back room. At this time he only remained
about a half hour. He came back again
about 4 o'clock In the morning. He came
in alone the second time The hack
driver Crlpp, the Iniseball man Lynch,
Thomas, Luss and the witness were all
that were In the room. "When Winnie
came In," said Hunt, "I told him there
was GO and 40 cents, which made a dollar,
and he answered that It was all ri;ht.
Thomas said: 'Pay the man and let's take
a drink,' and Smith asked him how he
got In it. Thomas said: 'Why, I know
you. Smith: let's take a elrlnk.' Smith said
he didn't want anything to drink adth him.
Thomas turned around and. I think, put his
hands on Smith's shoulders right In the
doorway. Next they went outside. I
jumped on top of the bar and saw that he
was all covered with blood. Smith was
jumping into the buggy and struck at
Thomas with the buggy whip and drove
away. Thomas fell Just as Smith got In
the buggy. If he struck him wdth the butt
end of the buggy whip I did not see it.
George Suss handed me the knife and said:
There ' Is the knife it was done with.'

I saw Smith strike at him with the knife
In his hands" When Thomas got out of
the hack he came straight into the saloon
and did not stagger. Hunt says the buggy
came up in front of the hack in which
Thomas went to the resort, and Thomas
and his party came in the front door,
while Smith came in the back door. He
says he did not see Thomas strike Smith.
He said he telephoned for the police.

Myrtle Overturf, the girl who was with
Smith, said she lived at No. 101 Indiana
avenue. She has lived there for about two
months and told where she had lived be-

fore that time. About three months ago
she lived with her mother at V23 Gelsendorf
street. She said s!ic hud known Winnie
Sir.ith for about two years and had been"keeping company" with him for about a
year and a half. She started from her
house on Indiana avenue with Smith about
half past 8 o'clock on Wednesday evening.
They went to Kissel's, where they re-
mained till aluut midnight. She sail she
dr.nk beer there and thoupht she drankabout five glasses. Smith did not drinkany more tnan this. From Kissel's thev
went to Thompson's, where they dranksome more beer. At Thompson's, ?he said,they tlrank a few glasses of beer. From
Thompson's thev went to the D?aeh and
then back to Thompson's. She said shewas out of the buggy at the Peach tne
first time and was in a back room wdth
Smith and drank a couple of glasses of
beer. When they went back to Thomp-
son's the second time they remained about
a half hour and went from there toPrlghton Peach again. As to the killing
she s'.M: "I do not know what occurred
between him and these people. When I
drove up they seemed to be standing In
the door in pleasant conversation, nnd then
imp of these men, Dan Lynch, a friend of
this man who was hurt, said something
to this man and Mr. Thomas pushed Mr.
Lynch away. Then I could not hear any-
thing that was said after that. Every-
thing seemed to be going on all right.
This fellow hit Mr. Smith. I think he hit
him with his fist. I do not know where he
struck him. The horse got frightened and
I do not know what happened then." She
s?.d sho had to take care of the horse
nmi when she looked around Thomas was
on the ground and Smith was on top of
him. She said Smith then came towards
the bugsy and Thomas followed him. She
thought Thomas had something In his
hand. Smith told her to let him In thebugjy and she rut out her hand and as-
sisted him. She said she did not know
whether Smith struck at him with the bug-
gy whin or not. They drove north to the
river and Smith got out and washed his'
face and hands. This was northwest of
the Peach. They then turned around nnd
drove back to the llaeh. She told Smith
he mlrht have hurt the man and he saidthey miffht go back and see. When we
drove back he asked If the man was hurt
and Lvnch said he was sure he was dead.
The plrl says Smith did not make any
nnswer, but simply turned his head. He
then drove to P. road Ripple. Tiie girl says
he did not talk mmh and l!d not s'"iy
anything about killing Thomas. She
thought he said he had never seen Thomas
befoie. She tavs he did nM say anything
to her about going away nor about giving
himself up. On the wav to Proad Ripple
thev stopped at a friend's house on NorthPennsylvania street. Smith paid he would
stor and ask the friend what was best
for him to do. He told the girl he had
lot his knife and seemed to be worried
about It. She said she did not know
whether or not he telephoned to friends in
the city after he went to Proad Ripple.

tlejrge Suss, the piano player, made the
following statement to Coroner Peck:

"I live at Prlghton Peach. I am the piano
player there. I was there last night and
this morning. I work all night there and all
the afterrxm. I know Winnie Smith. I saw
him last night for the first time about H
o'clock, between 11 and 1 o'clock, at the
Peach. He had a young lady with him and
stayed about one hour and a half. He and
the girl were In the piano room. They had
several drinks of beer; I can't tell about
whisky. Smith was not drunk. He had me
play 'some tunes. He left ahout V.ilO and
aid be was jtolnjr to Thompson's and
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
