Debs’s American Railway Union
Must Fight Its Own Battle.

Mr. Gompers's Federationof Labor Last
Night Deeided Not to Order a
Sympathetie Strike.

DEBS'S POSITION INDORSED

And 81,000 Voted to Defend Him
in the United Stages Court.

Long Statement Defining the Views of
A. F. of L. Leaders Adopted After
a Spirited Debate.

CHICAGO, July 13—The conference of
the American Federation of Labor, which
began at 10 o'clock this morning, adjourned
at 7:30 this evening, after having decided
against a general strike. The position of
President Debs of the American ailway
Union was indorsed, however, and 81,00
voted texard a defense fund for the com-
ing trial of Debs, The executive council of
seven will hold a final s LtO-MOrrow.
The following address to the public was
issued after a long discussion:

“The great industrial upheaval now agi-
tating the country hag been carefuliy, calin-
Iy and fully considered in a conlerence of
tne executive councll of the American Fed-
eration of l.abor and of the executive of-
fieers and representatlives of the national
and international undons and brotherhoods
of rallway unions, called to meet in the
city of Chicago on the 12th day of July,
1804,

“*In the light of all evidence obtainable,
and in view of the reculiar complications
now envelcping the siiaztion, we are forced
to the coneclusion that the best interests
of the unions affiliated with the American
Federation of Labor demand that they re-
frain from participating In any general
or loca! strike which may be proposed in
‘I.--lnnm-r{im; with the present rallroad trou-
MHes,

“In makinz this declaration we Jo not
Nish it understood that we are In any way
antagonistic to the labor organizations now
struggling for right or justice, but raither
te the fact that the present contest has
become surrounded and beset with com-
plications 8o grave in their nature that wa
cannol consistently advise a course which
would but add to the general confusion.
The public press, ever alive to the inter-
ests of corporate wealth, has, with few
exceptions, s0 maliclously misrepresented
matters that, in the public mind, the work-
ing classes are now arrayed in open hos-
tility to federal authg-ity. This I1s a posi-
tion we do not wish to be placed in, nor
wiil «¥e occupy it without a protest. We
claim to be as patriotic and law-ab'ding
as any other class of ecltizens, a claim
substantiated by our actions in time of
public need and public® peril. By mirrepre-
sentation and duplicity, certain coroora-
tions assume that they stand for law and
order and that those opposing them repre-
sent lawlessness and anarchy. We protest
against this assumption, as we protest
against the inference that because a cer-
tain individual or a certain class enjoy a
monopoly in particular lines of trade or
commerce that It necessarily follows that
they are entitled to a monopoly in lovalty
and good citizenship. '
“The trades union movement is one of
reason, one of deliberation, and depending
entirely upon the voluntary and sover:ign
action of its members. It is democratic in
principle and action; conservative In its de-
mands and consistent in its efforts to se-
cure them. Industrial contests cannot b
entered into at the behest of any individual
otficer of this conference regardless of the
position he may occupy in our organiza-
tion. Strikes in our affiliated organizations
are entered into only as a last resort, and
after all efTforts for a peaceful adjustment
of grievances have failed, and then onlv
after the mombers have decided by thelr
own votes, usually requiring a two-thirds
and often a three-fourths vote to
cide. The trades union movement has its
origin in economic and social Injustice. It
has its history, its struggles and {ts tenden-
cy well defined. It stands as the protector of
those who see the wrongs and injustice re-
suitant of our present industrial system,
and who, by organization, manifest thelr
purpos> of becoming larger sharers in the
product of their labor, and who, by thelr
efforts, contribute towards securing the un-
ity and solldarity of labor's forces, so that
in the ever present contest of the wealthy
producers to conquer their rights from the
wealth absorbers, we may, by our intelll-
gence and persistency, hy the earnestness
of our purpose, the nobllity of our cause,
work outl through revolutionary methods
the tinal emancipation of labor.

. OPPOSED TO A STRIKE.

“While we may not have the peower to
a strike of the working people of our
country, we are fully aware that a recoms-

The heart of labor everywher: throbs
responsive to the manly purposes and stur-
dy the A. R. U. and
rele endeavor to redress th: wrongs of the
Pullman employes. In this position they
effectually reiterate the fundamental trade
union principle that working people, re-
of sex, creed, color, nationality,
politics or occupation, should have one and
the same interest in one common cause for
their own Industrial and peolitical advance-
ment.

SPEECHES OF THE DELEGATES.

The conference began its second day's
meting at the Briggs House at 10 o'clock
this morning. A few delegates were pros-
ent to-day who were not here yesterday,
among them P. J. McGuire. The confer-
cnce dmmediately took up the resolutions
where they were dropped the night be-
fore. The session was a hot one, and
many strong speeches were made on both
gldes as to whether the American Federa-
tion of Labor should order a strike in
sympathy with the Pullman strikers and
at the request of the American- Rallway
Union. Several presidents and secretaries
of different labor organizations of this
city came to the committee room to get
ingtructions as to what to do. They =aid
that all their men were out, and they had
no instructions, They were rufused ad-
mission, and many grew disgusted and
walked away, apparently sorry for Lhe
steps already taken.

A strong speech was made by M. J
Carroll, of the International Typographical
Union, In favor of a general strike belng
ordered by all of the labor organizations
of the country. He appealed to the feeling
of the conference on the manner in which
labor had been trampled upon by eapital,
and the only way to force a recognition
was to order a complete tie-up. Messrs,
MeGuire and Perkins made sgpeches in the
same line, argulng most emphatically in
favor of the resolutions.

In our organizatlons we have had
and have still great strikes both in sym-
pathy and for grievances. I am opposed
to a general strike now, because ve now
have a certaln scale of wages adopted by
arbitration and if we strike that scale of
wages will bhe broken, and at this time
finuncinl depression 1 believe that it
would be impossible to get as good a scale
of weges again as we have now, and,
therefore, a general strike would be detri-
mental to our men. I am not in favor of
granting Debs's request. He was so very
arrogant in the start, pot even recognizing
us, and now he want=s to shift all the re-
sponsibility off on us and blame us for
lnsing the sirike. I do not care how smart
Doebhs = cannot win., T can call out the
iron and steel workers, but 1 ean see no
favorable results, and, therefore, am op-
posed to the resolution.”

The next speaker wasg a sturdy cigar-
maker, who sald: “My men are all out.
What ghall T do? I want to know what to
tell them. T am in favor of the strike.”

Patrick McBryde, representing the coal
miners, said: “If a strike is ordered let it
be for ourselves and net for Debes. He has
not managed this thing right, and now he
wants help, and I am not in favor of do-
ing it.

The conference reassembled about ¢
o'clock and the committes at once present-
ed for adoption an address to the public.
Presildent Gompers read it quite im-
pressively. P. H. Morrisey, vice grand
masgter of the PBrotherhood of taliway
Trainmen, and T. W. Arnold, secretary
of the BPBrotherhood of l.ocomotive Flire-
men, made stirring gpeeches In epposition
to the indorsement of Debs and the ecourse
pursusd by the A. R .17, P. J. McGuire,
first president of the Federation of
L.abor, urged that the Pullman strike was
purely local and should be dealt with by
the "II";!I!" of f‘l‘l:l‘ﬂﬁ". A resolution was
adopted condemning both the Renublican
and Democratic parties and pledging sup-
port to the Populists. The address was
finally adopted above. The conference
voted to approvrinte 21,000 to assist Debs
in connsel, then .

The Building Trades’ Couneil. of Chiecaro,
which had deferred action until its regular
meeting to-night, instead of wvoting with
nractical nnanimity to assist the American
tailway Union, was actunlly unanimous in
refusing such assistance, this radieal
change being due solely., as all its mem-
bers averred, to the slight put unon the
committee of seven by Debhs and Savereign
in attempting to settle the difficulty with-
cut them.

PRESENTED TO THE MANAGERS.

After Mr., Debs had made public
his proposition he was asked  what
would be the effect In case the
general managers refused to rein-
state the men. He sald he thought the
strike was practically ended, and regarded
it as a great {riumph for labor., After a
pause, he added: *“The strike will settle

back then to the original grievance between
Pullman and his employes.”” Presldent Debs
then left Uhlich’'s Hall to call upon the

Mayor. On his way he met Sovereign and
Howard, and they accompanied him. At the
Mayor's office they held a conference for
about fifteen minutses, At its conclusion
Mayor Hopkins said: ““These gentlemen
came to me with a proposition to call the
strike off if the General Managers' Asso-
clation will agree to take back all em-
ployes who have not been arrested for any
offense against the law. They asked me to

go with them to present the proposi-
tion. I told them I would gladly go.

Meanwhile Alderman MceGillen, chairman
of the Council arbitration comp:mm-. had
been sent for. He arrived at 10:45, and after
a few minutes' talk with Débs and Sover-
ecign the Mayor and Alderman McGlillen
went to the office of the General Managers
Association, while Debs, Howard and Sov-
ereign returned to their hotels,

made known the objfect of our visit. Mr.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 13.—8ixteen dayt
have intervened since the generzl strike
was inaugurated on the Southern Pacifig
system. At least geven, and probably nine,
human lives have already been sacrificed
in the desperate struggle that is on be-
tween the rallroad company and the fed-
eral government on one side and the A. R.
U. on the other. The commercial loss has
been enormous, A season's frult crop to
the value of hundreds of thousands is per-
ishing in the orchards To-night there &
every indication that more men are to be
slaughtered in this industrial war; that
the fruit growers are to see more of their
erop spoil on their hands, and that the em-
bargo on commerce is to be indefinitely con-
tinued.

It is now three days since the federal
troops went into the fleld in northern Call-
fornia, but the end is not yet in sight,

In Sacramenio the dellance became 50
bold to-day that the capital elty is to-night
under actual milltary rule, United States
Marshal Baldwin having proclaimed mar-
tial law. He ordered the people to thelr
homes and bade them remaln there untll
the trouble is over. The adoption of this
extreme measure was provoked by an out-
Lreak that ocrurred in Sacramento late
this forenoon, only meager detalls of which
are obtainable. A dispatch received from
Sacramento this evening says: *“rhis has
been one of the most exciting days in the
history of the strike. Two men lle wounded
in the receiving hospital, while several
others are reported dead or Injured.
