THE GREATEST BOYCOTT YET

Gompors Asks the Federation for
a Debs Defense Fund.

Pullman Car Wheel Works to Start To-D- ay

and Extra Precautions to
Prevent a Kiot.

CHICAGO. July 22,-M- essrs. Debs, How-
ard, Kellher and Rogers, the American Hall-
way Union officials, to-da- y issued an addres
to the public, the substance of whlcii Is ai
follows:
"Headquarters American Railway Union,

Cook County Jail, Chicago, July 22.

"To the American Public It is almost
universally conceded that the Pullman
company, through the oft-repeat- ed reduc-
tion of wages, excessive rents and many
other causes, has grievously wronged its
employes, and whatever may be said about
the great railway strike which resulted in
consequence of such grievances, the arbi-
trary refusal of the sail Pullman company
to submit to arbitration in any form teven
to decide the question if there was any-
thing to arbitrate) is proof positive that
said company had no faith In the Justice of
Its cause and fears the disclosures that are
certain to result from an honest investiga-
tion, and In view of the heavy losses en-

tailed on the country, such obstlnancj' on
the part of the Pullman company is deserv-
ing of the severest condemnation.

"We propose that the Pullman company
shall be brought to Justice, and this In a
way that will not necessitate a strike with
its attendant ills. We have faith in the
American people. They uphold Justice: they
love fair plav. And now. In the name of
justice and fair play, we appeal to the
great American public to every good man
rnd every' good woman not to ride In a
Pullman car until the Pullman company
does Justice to its employes. Iet the cars
run absolutely empty. No friend of labor,
no friend of humanity, will occupy a seat
or a berth in a Pullman car. Let this pol-
icy be Inaugurated and we will then see
how long the railway companies will ba
bound by their contracts, as they have in-

duced the public to believe, to haul Pull-
man cars.

"We propose to continue this fight against
the Pullman company through good and
evil report and without regard to conse-
quences until Justice shall be done. There
will be no surrender. We will use every
available and lawful means to press the
contest. It 13 requested that all papers
throughout the land favorable to labor, to
justice, to humanity, copy this statement
in full and keep It standing as long as pos-
sible.

"Since the cessation of the recent hos-
tilities we have received letters from all
parts of the country from persona who
far that while they do not sanction vio-
lence In the Pullman fljht, they are with
uj first and last. They pay they are very
much dissatisfied v.itn Puilman's absolute
refusal to entertair any proposition look-
ing toward a settlement of the differ-
ences. We are going to continue to ap-
peal to the American people not to ride
in his cars on account of this sympathy
and we will pee whether hauling empty
c;rs c?.r.not bring Mr. Pullman to time.
Thev are now trying to open the chops
at Pullman, but the men will not return
to work that has been decided by them
and their places cannot be filled. We are
constantly receiving telegrams from all
parts of the country stating that the men
are still out and determined to stay out
until the strike Is declared off. Ia this
city the switchmen, with the exception
of a very few, are out as solidly for us as
they were the day the strike was declared.
While the companies say that they are
running their trains on time, it is never-
theless a fact that they are badly crip-
pled, especially with their freight service.
We are confident of ultimate success and
our organization Is growing at the rate
of six hundred members a day."

Pullman "Wheel Works to Rename.
CHICAGO, July 22. Another section of

the plant at Pullman will resume activity
w, officials of the wheel company

having announced that the works of the
Allen Paper Car-whe- el Company, employing
fifty men, would start up In full operation.
It is also announced that the Illinois Cen-

tral shops, at Rurnslde, will begin opera-

tions to-morr- ow with a force of operatives
Increased to nearly three hundred men.
Pullman officials also said that the force
of girls in the laundry and the number of
laborers employed about the works would
be largely augmented. In view of these
announcements and the evident intention
of the strikers, as openly expressed by
them in public places about Pullman to-

day, to make It as difficult for the company
to open these additional portions of the
works as possible, it is feared by the lead-
ers of the police and militia that there
might be collisions between strikers and
thosd whom the company induced to return
to work. Provision was made against this
possible trouble by increasing the reserves
of police at the Hyde Park. Kensington
and South Chicago stations. An organizer
for the A. II. U. in Pullman said to-d-ay

that one of the next moves of the union
would be to sue in the courts for an in-

junction restraining the further presence,
of the mllltla about the Pullman works.
This was in accordance, he said, with the
recent order Issued by the Governor that
the mllltla should not be used to guard
private property.

No 1,00 Check for Delm.
BALTIMORE, July 22. A dispatch from

Chicago stating that President Deb3 had
received a check for $1,000 from Thomas
Shakspeare Tucker, of Baltimore, to aid
in Debs's defense proves to be a hoax. The
National Howard Bank, on which the
check was drawn, has no such customer,
and, in fact, a close search has failed to
find any one by that name in Baltimore.
The joker combined the names of Tommy
Tucker, of baseball fame, and that of the
late lamented William Shakspeare.

Gompern Commands the Federation
to Start !ahftcrlptfon Fund.

pear before four different courts, located
hundreds of miles from each other, at on
and the same time.

Senators Primed for Speeches on
the Tariff Controversy.

All Interest at Washington Centers lu
tho Expected Stormy Action of

tbc Senate To-Da- y.

SUGAR S0L0XS ARE RABID

Cleveland Will Probably Come in
for a Bitter Scoring.

IIIU's Proposition to Make Coal and
Iron Ore Free Has Served to Mako

a Compromise Less Probable.

WASHINGTON. July 22. All Interest In
the Senate proceedings for the present
week centers in the efforts which will be
made to settle the tariff controversy as
raised by the report of the conference dis-
agreement. The week will begin with this
question in the foreground, nnd no one
can foresee what amount of time will be
consumed on it or what will be the result
of the debate which will be inaugurated
to-morr- There la now little doubt that

proceedings will be of a very
animated character probably no less so
than those of Friday and possibly more
so. All efforts to compromise the dlffer-ence- a

on the tariff and to allay the feel-
ing engendered by the President's letter
to Mr. Wilson have so far been unavailing,
and unless unusual effort be made and
exceptional success secured between this
tinr ar.d tr.e hour oT m meting the day's
session will develop a series of very in-

teresting speeches which bid fair to be
characterized by words both plain and
pointed. Democratic Senators generally
agree that there Is now no prospect of
reaching an understanding In I he party
before session, and thU can-

not be done until the temper of the Senate
shall be still further exploited before the
country.

If there should be no change of pro-
gramme Senator Hill's motion to recede
from the Senate amendment to make coal
and iron ore dutiable at 40 cents per ton
p.r.l put both on the free list will be first
decided, after which Senator Vilas's mo-

tion to amend the sugar schedule by
striking out the one-eigh- th of a cent
differential on refined sugar will be sub-
ject to discussion. It Is on this proposi-
tion that the most Interesting part of the
debate Is expected. Senator Hill expects
to gain a few votes over the number se-

cured for hia motion when offered by him-

self before the bill went to conference,
but he does not think It will show any
great strength and concedes that interest
is absorbed by the Vilas motion, which
he favors as strongly aa he does his own.

THE VILiAS AMENDMENT.
The duration of the discussion on the Vi-

las amendment will probably depend largely
on the time when the point of order, which
will be made against it, shall be made. When
a point of order Is once made it lies with
the Chair to say how long debate on It
shall continue, and with Senator Harris In
the chair, the cessation mlsht he very l.i.1- -
den at any time after the point has hecn
made. It i.t a genral feeling, however, that
while the point Is sure to be raised at some
time, It will not be presented at the begin-
ning of the debnte. It is a generally recog-
nized fact that there are several Senators
who are determined to speak on the gen-
eral questions which the publication of .Mr.
Cleveland's letter has raised, and that these
speeches will llnd vent In rome other con-
nection If not In that. Unless the Senators
expected to speak change their minds there
will be no mincing of words when the
talk begins.

Senator Gorman Is slated for a speech
during the day, and those who are in his
confidence say he considers that the Presi-
dent's letter is directed largely at himself,
and that his utterances will show his re-
sentment. It is aNo understood thit he
will take the position that the Senate bill
must be sustained, and will give Ms rea-
sons therefor. Senator Mills, with Senator
Vila, will lead the figM for the Vilas mo-
tion. He will also speak on the general
features of the question at Issue, and will
sustain the President's position In his own
vigorous manner. With reference to the
Vilas motion he will take Issue with those
who consider It out of order, and will con-
tend that a ruling to sustain the point of
order would be unconstitutional, saying
that the greater privilege of moving to
amend a bill in conference by receding
from an entire amendment, carries with It
the lesser privilege of receding from a part
of any amendment. The Texas and Wis-
consin Senators are regarded as the es-
pecial champions of the President on the
Issues now at stake, and It Is Intimate!
that one of fhe reasons they have apart
from their convictions on the question for
championing the movement Is the desire
to meet, ami by their actions on account
of their relations to the executive, refute
the charge which has been made In crtainquarters that the President's letter was
Intended to support the argument for n
duty on refined sugar as against coal and
iron ore and other raw materials.

Senators Voorhees, Price and TJndsay
are among the other Democratic Senators
who may speak during the dav, and manv
others, including Senators Hill and Vilas,
will probably participate in the morning
debate. Mr. Price had expected to speak
on Friday, but was cut off by adjourn-
ment, and he now says that circumstances
will decide whether he will talk at all. It
Is also Indefinite yet as to whether Messrs.
Voorhees and Lindsay will make addressesat this juncture.

QUESTIONABLE POINT OF ORDER.
There is still much uncertainty about the

power of Senator Vilas's motion to hold
Its, position, notwithstanding the fact that
those who oppose It hold it to be clearly
out of order. The best advices Indicate that
'when the Chair rules It out the ruling will
be sustained, but this will depend largely
on Republican votes. Some of the Demo-
cratic Senators friendly to the motion as-

sert that the Republican vote will be sol-

idly against such a ruling, but this does
not appear probable. If the motion should
b declared out of order there will be an
effort to renew it in some other form, pos-
sibly by amending Senator Gray's motion
to recommit the bill to conference commit-
tee without instructing. It now appears
quite certain that the advocates of the
motion will exhaust all parliamentary re-
sources to have Instructions given as Im-
plied by the motion. If they should not
succeed In this there would then be an
effort to pass Senator Gray's motion to
send the bill back to conference withoutinstructions, under which arrangement the
conferees could recommend the striking
out of the sugar differential If they should
ee fit.
With the tariff bill disposed of In what-

ever way, the Senate will take up the sun-
dry civil and general denclency appropri-
ation tills if they shall be reported from
committee. These are the only appropriation
bills which the Senate has not passed upon.
An effort will be made by the committee
to have the sundry civil bill ready to sub-
mit to the Senate early In the Week. It
will carry a large number of changes, and
is lrable to caue considerable debate when
taken up. For the rest, there is a long cal-
endar awaiting the attention of the Senate.

There Is real apprehension on the part
of the friends of the bill that there will
be an effort made to supersede the motions
now pending with one to postpone the bill
Indefinitely. The discovery that such a mo-
tion was contemplated Friday was the rea-
son for the adjournment until Monday, and
It is believed by those on the inside that
If the motion had been made and had not
been ruled out on a point of order It woull
have carried. The same apprehension is
felt In case the motion should now be en-
tered.

WASHINGTON. July 22. It is stated on
what is considered reliable authority that
the President has. In addition to Carroll
D. Wright, Commissioner of Labor, chosen
Judjre Lyman Trumbull, of Chicago, and
a prominent New Yorker, who has always
taken a deep interest In the cause of labor,
and whose judgment In questions of this
kind Is regarded as fair and Impartial, t
serve as members of the commission to
Investigate the Chicago strike.' The name
of the New Yorker, it Is stated, has not
been mentioned, except in confidence, to
one or two of the President's advisers. It
is asserted, however, that he has accepted,
and as soon as Judge Trumbull Indicates
his acceptance the commission will be an-
nounced.

Confirmed at WiiNhltigtoii.
WASHINGTON, July 22. Although the

report that the President has chosen Ly-
man Trumbull, of Chicago, as one of the
two commissioners who are to aid Carroll
t. Wright in the Investigation of the re-

cent strike could not be officially confirmed
to-nig-ht, it is generally credited. It is
krown that the President has under con-

sideration the names of Lyman J. Gage,
th Chicago banker, and Lyman Trum-
bull, and has Intimated his Intention of
selecting the Illinois member of tha com-

mission early this week. Laboring men
are opposed to Lyman J. Gage, whose name
has also been mentioned. He went on rec-o- rl

against the Pullman strikers. He was
called upon by women soliciting aid for the
striker.-- , and is rejorted to have said the
men should work lor any wages. He was
roundly scored for this, so that if his name
13 umler consideration by the President his
appoli tment would bring out a storm of
protests.

Don M. Dickinson, who left for Michigan
by way of New York on Friday night, said
before his departure that the President
would appoint both members of the com-
mission before the end of this week. It is
understood that M Dickinson suggested
M. Trumbull as an able and conservative
man, who would command the respect of

parties to the recent labor constroversy,
and whose decision would be received with-
out nuestlon.

It is rumored that a New York man will
be appointed one of the commissioners, and
that the President has selected him. Sev-
eral members of Congress have vis ted the
White House during the past few days to
discuss the personnel of the commission
with Mr. Cleveland, and It Is understood
that he told a Western member prominent-
ly lnteres;ed in labor legislation that he
Intended to name a well-know- n New
Yorker. The President is reported to have
said that he was waiting to hear from the
man to whom the commissionership had
been offered, and that as soon as a reply
was received the appointment would be
made.

It was reported to-nig- ht that the name
of Falrchild had been dis-
cussed by the President In connection with
a commissionership, but whether Mr. Fair-chil- d

will be named cannot be learned. Ex-Collec- tor

Ianlel Magone has also been
mentioned a3 a possible appointee. The
President had retired when the correspond-
ent called at the White House to-nig- ht, and
It was Impossible to learn positively
whether the members of the commission
have really been decided on. Colonel
Wright, who will be chairman of the com-
mission, has not been advised of the selec-
tion of his colleagues and does not expect
to be informed In advance of the public an-
nouncement.

There has been no little rivalry among
members of the House and Senate to name
the new commissioners, and no less thana score of persons have been suggested to
the President. The last name placed be-
fore him Is that of Herman J. Shulters. He
was recommended by Senator Vilas, whojust now Is very Influential in administra-
tion circles.

Sandusky & Hocking Valley railroad,
was killed to-d- ay In a collision about four
miles south of this city. His train collided
with a yard engine just as each was round-
ing a curve. All other trainmen saved
themselves by Jumping, but Van Horn re-
mained at his post, reversed his engine,
and probably saved the lives of many pas-
senger?. He lived at Columbus, and his
wife and two children were on the train at
the time of the accident.

Meeting Cnllcd fur An. 10 to Settle
on a Policy.

WASHINGTON, July 22.-J- en. A. J. War-
ner, president of the American Bimetallic
League, has Issued the following address:

"The country has now had a year's ex-

perience under the gold standard policy
since the acts of 1893 closing the mints of
India and the stoppage of the coinage In
the United States. The results of thi9 ex-

perience are manifest on every hand In the
business depression of the country, in labor
strikes. ari4 in general discontent that ev-
erywhere prevails. Congress will soon com-
plete its work, and the general situation
and the prospects before the country will
then be fully disclosed. Some State elec-
tions. Involving the election of United States
Senators, have already been entered on. and
the campaign for the election of members
of the House of the Fifty-fourt- h Congress
will soon begin. In view of these condi-
tions, the executive committee of the Amer-
ican Bimetallic League has thought It ad-
visable to call a conference of those who
believe that no permanent improvement in
the condition of the country can be hoped
for as long as the present gold standard
policy Is pursued, and who favor the Im-

mediate restoration of the bimetallic stand-
ard in the United States, with the free
coinage of both gold and silver at the ratio
of 16 to 1, to be held at Washington. Thurs-
day, Aug. 16, 1894, to take into consideration
the situation in the country, and to decide
on the policy to be pursued to bring about
the change in the monetary policy of the
government necessary to restore prosperity
to the people."

gold-bearin- g rock from the rich Treadwell
mine in a barren mine adjoining and treat-
ing the core from a diamond drill with
chloride of gold to make a showing of rich
ore. He asserts he has a confession of thy
entire fraul. He declares that hree Brit-
ish experts were deceived t! the salted
mine, each one reporting i yield a
profit of fl.uw.CG a yrar. The enormous
amount of money involved the prominence
of the parties to the sull and the charges
of fraud make this disci. ure the sensa-
tion of thi day in mining c .les. The mine
was sod to British investors for $2,500,000
in stock and Sl.WJ.i-O- In bonds drawing 7
per cent, interest. This was in 1SS7, and no
gold has ever been taken from it. The
projectors of the sale have so far received
about $G00,Ci0 In money.

SWITCHMEN DISBAND.

Effect on (he Society of Simsrott's
S32,00O Defalcation.

KANSAS CITY. July 22. Grand Master
Workman Miles W. Barrett, the national
head of the Switchmen's Mutual Aid Asso-

ciation, has returned home from Chicago.
He had been In that city for several weeks
past, occupied with other members of the
order In clearing up the business affairs of
tho organization and has had a busy time
of It. On being asked as to the present
status of the association, Mr. Barrett said:

"The Switchmen's Mutual Aid Association
is dissolved. The dissolution was not caused
by the recent strike, though it has been
claimed that that was the cause of the
collapse of the association."

"What caused the dissolution then?"
"Nothing more or less than the defalca-

tions of our treasurer, Simsrott. .We have
been busy in Chicago seeing to the books
which Simsrott kept, and iinding out the
precise llnancial standing and other mat-
ters. As to our llnancial standing, I may
say that we have found Simsrott's defalca-
tions amounted to $.52,000, this by a careful
examination of the books recently. The of-lice- rs

of the organization are now engaged
in clearing up its business. Everything
will be finished this month. The bene-
ficiaries, of whom there are about seventy-liv- e,

will be paid within a short time. Then
we shall proceed to reorganize. A meeting
for the formation of a local switchmen's
union has already been held In Chicago.
Similar meetings will be held In Omaha,
St. Louis, Kansas City and Denver and
other large cities. When these have beenorganized each will elect a delegate to a
national gathering, and we shall there re-
organize a new association of yardmen.
This will take place within a few months'
time we hope."

A secret meeting of the switchmen was
held to-nig- ht, at which a local organization
was formed to take the place of the lodges
of the Switchmen's Mutual Aid Association.
Five hundred members of the old organiza-
tion were represented by delegates. Reso-
lutions were passed declaring the late strikeordered by Debs a failure, and censuring
the latter for his unwise course in bring-
ing about a condition of things whichwrecked the national organization or switch-
men and has left 1o per cent, of theirbrothers In Chicago out of positions. Tele-grams were received announcing that sim-
ilar action was being taken to-nig- ht inOmaha, St. Ix)uis and other cities. A com-
mittee was appointed to draw up a consti-
tution and by-law- s, and to report at ameeting to be held next Wednesday.
