DENVER, Col, July 21—In a public
speech, last night, Governor Waite said:
“President Cleveland and ex-President Har-
rison agree that no demand from the Gov-
ernor of- a State is necessary, but that the
President, upon a request from his own of-
ficers, and himself the judge as to ex-
isting emergency, may invade a State with
the military of the United States.

TWEEN CHINA AND JAFPAN.

| French Ministry Recelves a Vote of

Confidence—=Minunie Palmer Testi-
fies in Her Divoree Case.

BHANGHAI, July 23.—-Communication
with Pekin, which was interrupted by the
floode, has been restored. The report that
war had been declared between China and
Japan was premature, although the out-
look is more threatening. It is generally
believed here that Japan does not desire a
pacific settlement of the Corean dispute. As
evidence of this, attention is called to the
fact that so soon as one difficulty is over-
come Japan immediately raises another. The
latest attitude of the King of Corea in the
crisis is supposed to be due to China’'s de-
clded measares to uphold her clalm to
suzerainty over the Ceocrean peninsula. The
reports that France and Russia will sup-
port Japan against China are pronounced
to be absolutely groundiless.

LONDON, July Zi-Dispatches were re-
celved at the Chinese legation from Tien
Tsin, to-day, showing that war between
China and Japan has not yet been declared,
but it is admitted that the situation is most
grave. The opinion expressed in official cir-
clegs here is that war is inevitable. The
Chinese and Japanese ministers to-day had
long and separate conferences at the For-
elgn Office with the officials of that depart-
ment of the government.

BERLIN, July 23.—The German war ship
Wolf will leave Shanghal to-morrow for

Minnie Palmer's Divorce Case,

LONDON, July 23.—The action for di-

Soldiers Surprise the Train Wreckers
at Pond Creek, Kan.

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THE NEW YORK REDS.

Debut of the English Anarchist Mow-
bray at Clarendon Hall.

NEW YORK, July 2. —Charles Wilfred
Mowbray, the English Anarchi=t, made his
first public appearance to-night in the
Unlited States at Clarendon Hall, where he
gpoke to an audience of five hundred on
“The Principles of the Anarchist Com-
munion.” Captain Cross and a police de-
tail were present, but found no cause for
interference, as the speaker was in a tem-
perate mood.

“1 desire to refute a story,” Mowbray be-
gan, “that appeared in one of the papers,
that I wae formerly in this country, and
ran away to escape being punished for
burning up a house, a woman and a child,
It appears to have greatly agitated some
people who fear free speech. I believe In
free speech, and if the provisions of the
Constitution were carried out there would
be no cause for Anarchists, Only a mad-
man sits on the safety valve of free speech,
and our politicians are madimen. Moncpoly
flourished under the stars and stripes as
well as under the union jack. The olbject of
anarchy is not to arouse men's worst puas-
sions, but to stir up their sense of duoty,
Capital is the result of labor, and is essen-
tial, but capitalists should be done away
with.”

He did not mean to do away with capital
fn a violent manner, but he did not think
that moral suasion would bring about =2
change of heart. The labor organizations
were being surely forced into the ranks of
Anarchists, he thought. They were losing
faith in the government, and realized that
ite abolition meant their salvation. He be-
lieved that labor could defeat capital by
international organization and then, throw-
ing down the gauntiet, tie up the civilized
world by holding its arms until the cap-
ftalists came to terms,

“You have political liberty, and yon are
slaves, What you want is economical free-
dom. If our masters will shoot, don’t blame
us for what might happen; but we must
place more reliance in mental dynamite
than any other.”

Mowbray was followed by Herr Most, who
made a characteristic tirade against monop-
olies. He finished by heaping anvectives on
vi1egident Cleveland, whom he accused of

viinging anarchy about quicker than tae
Anarchists could. This ended the meeting.

ALMOST A TRAGEDY.

Attempt to Investigate a Populist War-
den in Kausas Suddenly Ends.

LLANSING, Kan., July 23.—The Investiga-
tion of charges made against Populist offi-
cials of the Kansas penitentiary to-day
was a mere farce, though it came near
ending in a tragedy. When the peniten-
tiary directors opened the Investigation
Judge McDonnell, of the complainajits,
asked for a continuance. While the board
was deliberating on this point, Warden
Chase appeared in Judge McDonnell’s room,
and they ended a brisk conversation by
calling each other liars. At this, Chase
grabbed McDonnell by the collar and struck
him nine vicious blows on the back of the
head. Friends rushed in to separate the
combatants when a general mix-up oc-
curred, and knives and pistols were drawn.
After the assault on Judge McDonnell,
Chase's opponents were terrorized and re-
fused absolutely to have anything to do
with the investigation. In the afternoon
Judge McDonnell could not appear and
the prosecution was declared closed with-
out a word of testimony in. SIx witnesses
testified for Chase, and they made a good
showing against the charges. Judge McDon-
nell states he will progecute Warden Chase

on the charge of assault with intent to
kill. The judge is sixty-two years old.

TILLMAN'S DISPENSARY.

South Carolina Will Resume the Liguor
Basiness Aug. L.

COLUMBIA, S, (., July Z3.—Governor Till-
man to-day issued a proclamation declaring
that the dispensary law is in full force and
will be enforced. The country dispensaries
in the various counties will open their dis-

pensaries on Wednesday, Aug. 1. All per-
sons interested, Including all public car-
riers, are notified that importation of liquors
will be at the risk of seizure and prosecu-
tion, and all liquors found on the borders
of the State will be seized and confiscated.

FIFTEEN HOUSEKES BURNED.

CHICAGO, July 23.—A quick fire this
afternoon destroyed fifteen frame cottages
on Van Horne street, between Leavitt and
Oakley. One man was burned to death
and another injured during the fire. The
man burned was Moritz Arkia, whose
body was found under a pile debris
burned to a crisp. Frank Steck was badly
burned about the head and body, but will
probably recover. The fire started about 2
o'clock, and, driven by a strong wind,
spread with great rapidity through the
row. The cottages burned like tinder and
the householders were able to save but
few of thelr goods., Many of the cottagers

had narrow escapes.
