CHICAGO, July CO. There was plenty
of excitement In the corn pit at the Board
of Trade to-da- y. Reports of ruined crops
came in Hick and fast and the pri;
jumped rapidly. There was an advance,
of nearly 3 cents during the trading hours
and the market closed at the top figures.
The wheat pit was partially deserted, in-

terest centering In corn. The news in
wheat was bearish, but its price went up
2 cents in sympathy with the corn scare.
The excitement started with the posting
of a statement showing the receipts of
live stock In Chicago to be 97,000 head, the
largest one-da- y receipts ever known. It
brought traders to the realization of the
drought In the corn belt and Its conse-
quences such as they had not previously
conceived. The magnitude of the receipts
showed that the Western stock growers
had become alarmed over the long drought,
and fearing that they would be unable to
secure feed at paying prices, had resolved
to sell out at once. While the brokers
have taken cognizance of the drought they
had not heretofore had It so strongly Im-

pressed upon their minds. The showing
that 60,000 hogs, 25,000 cattle and 12,000

sheep had been shipped to Chicago in
twenty-fou- r hours came with almost the
suddenness and force of a knockout blow.

During all last week corn was on the
Jump. The signal service reports of
showers In various localities caused prices
to drop 2 cents, but when It was reasoned
that rain had benefited but a limited ter-

ritory in the vast corn district, and, there-
fore, could not have much effect the price
rose again. Saturday night prices closed
pretty well advanced, with the expectation
of the market being Influenced by the
weather . on Monday. When the traders
came down to business to-d- ay they con-

sulted the weather map and press dis-

patches and saw that in sections of Illi-
nois, Missouri and Kansas showers had
fallen, but there had not been sufficient to
break the drought In the big corn belt,
which extends from Ohio to the Rocky
mountains. Then came the announcement
regarding live stock receipts and It began
to be realized that 75 per cent, of the
lesi portion of the corn belt was still af-
fected by the drought. The "surplus corn"
States, Iowa, Illinois, Missouri, Kansas
and Indiana, which last year raised a bil-

lion bushels of the l.tiOO.OOO.OQO bushels con-

stituting the entire crop In the United
States, -- and shipped much of it because
they were unable to use it, had not been
materially affected, is was declared, ana
the brokers were set to thinking. It did
not take them long to figure out with con-

siderable unanimity that the Western
packers who became heavy buyers of corn
during the closing days last week knew
more about the exact situation than they
did themselves, and that the Indications of
the serious effect of the drought had been
seen in the West before seen here.

In wheat there was a very fair specula-
tive trade, the market fluctuating frequent-
ly. Initial trades were at about Saturday's
final figures, September- - opening at 52";c,
and shortly afterward eased off a little, ad-
vancing 'Jgftc, declined v'sftc. ruled firm-
er, advanced l?4ft2HC, changed some and
closed with September at Si'sC. The prin-
cipal surrounding influences were rather
bearish aside from the action of torn.
Among the bearish influences were liberal
receipts and reports that France would

. have wheat for export this year. There
was a small Increase on ocean passage and
a large Increase in the visible supply about
twice what was expected. Minneapolis re-

ported the receipt of three cars of new
wheat at that point, and this acted as a
bearish factor. There were 83S cars re-
