LIEUT. WELSH INSANE.

Not in His RiVht Mind When He Struck
Colonel Crofton.

CHICAGO, Aug. 27.-Lieu- tenant Welsh,
of Company E. Fifteenth Infantry, who as-

saulted Colonel Crofton Sunday morning,
was declared to be temporarily insane to-

night by a board of medical examiners,
who were appointed by General Miles, and
who spent several hours In examining the
mental condition of the Lieutenant The
report reached General Miles's headquar-
ters late this afternoon, and It stated that
after making a careful examination the
commission hail formed the opinion that
Lieutenant Welsh was not responsible for
the assault, and recommended that he b?
placed in the care of a physician. General
Miles said to-nig- ht that Welsh would be
relieved from military duty at once' and
placed upon the retired list. The direct
cause of the Lieutenant's infirmity Is said
to be a sunstroke which he received some
years ago whila stationed at Fort Buford.
Evidence was given showing that Welsh
had on several occasions been brought back
to Fort Sheridan by men who had found
him wandering around the country. It
was also stated that one day last , week,
during the maneuvers at Kvanston, he
lost control of himself and acted in such
a manner that his own men declared him
insane and unflt to command a company.

It was rumored at Fort Sheridan to-d- ay

that the Lieutenant's attack was the re-
sult of derogatory remarks Crofton Is re-
ported to have made regarding Mrs. Welsh.
This story, however, General Miles and
Colonel Crofton Indignantly denied. "Lieu-
tenant Welsh simply came to me." said
the Colonel, "and asked for a private In-

terview regarding any ill feeling that
might have grown out of the Captain Hed-ber- g

affair. I refused to discuss the mat-
ter and then he struck me. That's all there
is to the affair."

Rob-
erts, in his business of horse trading, gath-
ered all manner of Ftook, but at the time of
his fire he owned mostly what is known m
the vernacular of his business as "ycnib'
stock. The exception to this was the pair
of calico ponies. These were a handsonvi
pair of match ponies, prettily plotted, and
were valued at KVm. The total loss will
amount to about S2.000. The fire is believe 1

to be of incendiary origin, though no causa
for incendiarism is known. The stabl is
located in a part of the city where but few
pedestrians are passing at that hour of the
night, and no on was sr-e-n about It prior
to the time that the Are was discovered.

Pito Thonnanil Tent Occupied hy
KnlRlita of Pylliliin.

WASHINGTON, Aug. L7.-- The flag over
Camp George Washington was lowered to
half-ma- st to-d- ay on account of the an-
nouncement of the death of Congressman
George R. Shaw, of Eau Claire, Wis., who
was last supreme chancellor of the Knights
of Pythias, the predecessor in ofllce of
Chancellor W. W. HIackwell. Resolutions :

were drafted at once by the Supreme
Lodge, to be sent to his family.

Three hundred extra tents from the War
Department were raised to-da- y, making the
number in camp 2,0v, but there were com-
plaints of overcrowding, and the Washing-
ton divisions, which had tented with the
visitors, marched out of camp and gave
their quarters to the Michigan men.

SUPREME COUKT OVERRULED.

An Arkansas Jmlgc Sets Aside an Order
of Justice White.

FORT SMITH. Ark., Aug. Z7.-- An un-
precedented case occurred here this after-
noon when Judge Parker, of the federal
court, overruled Justice White, of the
United State Supreme Court, In the case
of Lafayette Hudson. Hudson Is a. des-
perado who shot a man In the Indian Ter-
ritory because he would not get on hia
knees and pray. He was convicted In Judge
Parker's court and sentenced to four years'
imprisonment in the King's county peni-
tentiary at Rrooklyn. The case was then
taken before the United States Supreme
Court, where Justice White entered the
order that Hudson be admitted to ball in
the sum of .0OO. P'was this order that
Parker set aside this afternoon, claiming
that Justice White had no right to order
ball In the case. Judge Parker holds that
Justice White has no right to admit him
to ball, and that th rule of the Supreme
ourt whereby he undertakes to do so is

Invalid, because Congress has given the
rourt no authority to make a rule, saying
s.hen persons shall be admitted to bail it
requires legislative action to decide. Con-
gress has passed no law providing for ball
ifter conviction In a case of this kind.

1'UKSUIXG PULLMAN.

Mr. Moloney Thinks the Company Has
No Riirht to Sell Liquor on Its Cars.

CHICAGO, Aug. 27. Attorney-gener- al Mo-

loney will serve an amended bill of infor-
mation in quo warranto proceedings on
Dfflcials of the Pullman Palace Car Com-
pany to-morr-ow morning. He has decided
an a new line of attack. He proposes to
contest the right of the Pullman Company
to engage in a saloon business on its pal-
ace cars. "I am determined to have a de-

cision defining the powers of that corpora-
tion," lie said. "The first thing to be in-

corporated in my amended bill will be in-

formation concerning these saloons on
wheels the Pullraan company operates. The
audacity of trese people astonishes me."
Attorney-gener- al Moloney continued. "I
have learned that the Pullman company is
one of the most extensive manufacturerof brtck in this city. They cannot claim
that their product Is used in the town, for
I have seen, in fact. I have in my posses-
sion contracts thev have entered Into to
furnish brick to other builders. That is no
more a legitimate part of their business
than running saloons, and I believe the
courts will stop it."
