ANOTHER DEATH FROM MORPHINE.

Mrs. Hughes, of Daugherty Street,
Dies Under Peculiar Cireumstances.

A Mrs. Hughes, residing at No. 208 Daugh-
erty street, died at 2 o'clock yesterday afl-
erncon from morphine taken with sulcidal
Iintent. It is thought that she took the
poison about 4 o'clock Saturday afternoon,
though it is not known positively that such
is the case. Her effort to take her own
life was not discovered till about midnight
Safurday. Dr. H. E. Gabe was called In
to attend her, and he afterwards called In
Dr. Gaylord as consulting physician. Both
physicians worked with her for several
hours, and seemed to have succeeded in
their efforts to overcome the effects of the
polson. On Sunday she seemed to have
fully recovered, and talked with ner friends,
Within a few hours she again sank into a
comatose state, and the physiclans were
agaln summoned. This time their edorts
were unavailing, and she succumbed to the
effects of the drug. This sudden change
for the worse is consldered a very peculiar
phase of the case, and fd2 only accounted
for upon the supposition that a second dose
of the polson had been taken. It is thought
that, when she found she was about to re-
cover, Mrs. Hughes succeeded in getting an-
other dose of the polson and swallowed it

Her suicide is attributed to domestic
troubles. She had been separated from her
husband until a few weeks ago, when there
was a reconciliation. Her father says that
her marital relations have been anything
but pleasant.

THOUGH GRIFFO APPARENTLY HAD
FHE BEST OF THE FIGHT,

Ten-Round “MIIl"™ at the Coney Island
Athletie Clab That Almost End-
ed in a Riot.

CONEY ISLAND, N. Y., Aug. 2T.—Never
before in the history of the Seaside Ath-
letic Club did such a crowd gather within
its walls as that which assembled to-night
to witness the fight between McAuliffe and
Griffo and the several events preceding
that combat. The attendance was 6,500,
The refereeship was intrusted to the hands
of Willlam Matsy Moore, of the New York
Athletic Club. Connie Sullivan, of New
York, appeared against John Madden, of
Brooklvn, the latter winning in six rounds.

Al O'Brien, of Philadelphia, and Charles
Burns, of Cincinnati, fought eight rounds
at 135 pounds. Awarded to O'Brien in the
fourth round.

At 10:10 the fight of the evening was de-
clared on, Griffo’'s seconds were Mike
Dunne, Con Riordan, H. Tuthdl and Rilly
Selleck., McAuliffe's seconds were Eddy
Stoddard, Jimmy Carroll, Jack Sheehan
and Benny Murphy. McAuliffe was first to
enter the ring. He was received with wild
fnthusiad and bowed his acknowledge-
ment frequently. The Australian followed
:-'?uz-tlvl alter McAuliffe and was loudly
cnesered.

First Round—McAuliffe led
closed. Then some pretty sparring fol-
lowed. A good bout ended after a brisk
rally, in which Griffo made a good impres-
slon.

sSecond Round—Mace led with his right
over Griffo's shoulder, and then Griffo =ot
in three good punches, following this up on
the face., After sparring Grilfo punched the
big fellow In the neck and face, and besgan
to take a comfortable lead, when the gong
was welcomed by Mac,

Third Round—After carefully sparring
Griffo was efTective with both on Mac's
face, but, rallying, he upper-cut Griffo with
the left in bard style. Mac's left eve was
injured, and he blew more than the Aus-
tralian.

Fourth Round—Mac's left eye was rapid-
ly closing. He seemed weak in his attack
and worked slowly, when Griffo landed two
beauties and put his man on the ropes.
It was now all going Griffo's way, and
Mac was wilder than ever, getting a fearful
left in the face. Mac sent a sweeping
right-hander after Griffo, but missed, the
latter ducking. Griffo went aftzer his man
in good shape, and twice got home on his
swollen face. He had just got A =traight
one from Griffo’'s left when time was
saunded.

Fifth Round—Mae was now very tlred
and sparred for wind, ard1 GrifTo probably
lost a golden opportunity of getting ‘the
fight by not going in.

Sixth tound—Mac was now bathed In
perspiration and Griffo scored rapidly and
apparently had hils opponent at his mercy.
Mac got slower and slowes, Lnd his big
efforts with his right struck wind over and
over again, much to the chagrin of his
friends.

sSeventh Rounda -Jack heran some
rushes, but Griffo was not to be
and in some good in-filghting got
three times to Mac's once.

Eighth Round—After a few exchanges
Griffo did well with a left upper cut, and
dashed In on his man's face in good shape.

Ninth Round--Mae, much refreshed,
braced up and led off with a terrific right
hander on Griffo's body. He now forced
the fighting terrifically, punching right and

In anaflidavit Phillips =ays that he gave
his time and financial credit for tae joint
interests and bensfit of all the members, and
that all are entitled to an equal share in
the profits. The Ohio Southern gailroad
was the first corporation controlied by the
synilcate.

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FEW WERE PRESENT

BOTH HOUSES OF CONGRESS DE.
SERTED BY MEMBERS,

Nothing of Impeortance Done in Either

Branch—Representatives Docked
£20,000 in All for Absence.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21.—The scarcity
of Senators in the Senate chamber to-day
was more than compensated for by the im-

mense crowds of visitors in the galleries.
The diplomatic gallery alone was wvacant,
togethér with the President’s bench in the
reserved gallery, but a solid masas of hu-
manity packed all other galleries to their
utmost capacity. A large number of these
were ladies; the rest were visiting Knights
of Pythias,

There were not more than a dozen Sen-
ators present when the chaplain offered up

prayer, and this number did not increase
beyond seventeen during the day's proceed-
ings,. The day of adjournment having
been set, and the impossibility of effecting
any important legislation being n\)parr-ut
to all, Senators had quietly slipped away
without waliting for the closing hours.
Without attempting to do more than trans-
act some routine morning business and
following a prearranged plan, Mr. Cockrell
moved that the Senate proceed to consider-
artion of the executive business, The mo-
tion was carried, and at 12:19 p. m. the
galleries were cleared of the expectant but
disappointed throngs, the doors were closed
and the remainder of the day's business
was transacted in secrel session.

In Ala-
bama and Oregon the Legislatures have al-
ready been elected, and Senators Morgan
and Dolph are practically assured of being
chosen thelr own successors. Besides these,
Senators Jarvis, of North Carolina, Dem-
wrat, and George C, Perkins, of Califor-
nia, and John Patton, jr.. of Michigan, have
been chosen by Governors to 1l vacancies,
and the Legislatures to be elected this fall
will choose their successors for the remain-
der of their terms. Montana, Washington
and Wyoming have had only one Senator
each during the present Congress, and the
vacancles caused thereby are to be filied
by the Legisiatures elected in those States
this fall

THEIR PAY DOCKED.

Represenintives Have Contributed
Ahout $20,000 to the Treasury.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 27.—Sergeant-at-
arms Snow, of the House, has had an ex-
ceptionally busy session, as his office wuas
largely responsible for the quiet of the
Capitol during the Coxey excitement, and,
aslde from this, there have been several in-
novations in docking the salaries of mem-
bers and of making arrests, all of which
i= under the direction of the Sergeant-at-
arms, The new system of docking salaries
of absent members has left an aggregate
of several thousand dollars, perhaps $20,000,
of the forfeited pay of members in the
hands of the Sergeant-at-arms., This goes
back Iin the treasury, so that the govern-
ment xgalns considerable by the transac-
tion. It has resulted &lso in keeping mom-
bers in Washington, and there has hardly
been a time since the docking began that
the House wus unable to do business for
want of a quorum. The constant presence
of a quorum has done away with the neces-
sity of arresting members, which was the
most objectionable duty or the Sergeant-
at-arms, The new system of counting
members  “present, but not veoting,” in
order to make a quorum has further im-
proved and made effective the new method
of doing business. The experiences of the
session have shown that the system now
in force will be permanent, at least as
long as the managers of the Housz are in

autnority.

HOLMAN'S REQUEST REFUSED,
He Wanted 25,400 for Barges Taken
PDuring the War.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 21.—The galleries
were crowded with vwisiting Knights of
Pythias and their families when the House
met to-day, but the floor was a waste of
empty chairsg, less than fifty members be-

ing present.

Mr. Holman, “the watch dog of the Treas-
ury,” asked unanimous consent for con-
gideration of a bill to pay 0.

Co,, Aurora Ind., $5,40 for barges taken

by the government during the war., It was
his first request of the Kind in years, but
was refused.

He claimed the Senate blll would increase
the basis of taxation 36,0000 over the
AMcKinley law and he wanted this to ap-
pear in the comparison,

Mr. McMillin called attention to the fact
that $50,000,000 of this increase would be
due to the tax on Sugar.

The point of no quorum was raised and,
while walting for a quorum to appear, the
death of Congressman Shaw, of Wisconsin,
was announced.
