FIRE FROM A COLUMBIS LIVERY
STABLE CALUSES 855,000 LOSS,

Entire Town at One Time in Danger
w{ntholic Knights Drill at Vin-

COLUMBUS, ind., Aug. 20.—This city suf-
fered a heavy loss by fire this afternoon.
The flames were first discovered in the
large two-story brick livery stable of Shea
& Graham, In the central part of the city,
and by the time the fire department
reached the buildlng it was enveloped in
flames. In this building were thirty head
of horses., All were cut loose, but ten per-
ished. Fifty carriages and buggies were
burned. The stable was full of hay and In
it the fire department kept a part of its
hose, one reei, and ladders and all were
burned. This greatly crippled the fire de-
partment, which is a volunteer one, 5o hot
were the flames from this building that the
firemen could not reach it.

So heavy was the pressure from the wa-
ter station that a section of hose burst at
a vital moment, and by the time a new
one was substituted the St. Dennis Hotel,
which adjoined the burning =stable, was
on fire. The department being already
crippled, there was no way of reaching the
tall bullding, and the department was
forced to fight the flames from the ground
at a great disadvantage. In one hour's
time the third story of the building was In
ruing, and it was full two hours before
the fire was under control. Other buildings
were found to be on fire two squares away,
and it became necessary for citizens to
line the housetops and aid the fire depart-

ment in preventing further spreading of the
flames.

Fireman Walter Doup was overcome by
smoke and heat and fell unconscious, but
was carried to a point of safety. So alarm-
ing was the situation that assistance was
asked from Seyvmour and Indianapolis. All
electric light wires were burned, and for a
time telegraph and telephone connection
with the outside world was cut off and elec-
tric =treet traffic stopped. At i:30 o'clock
the fire was under control. l.osses esti-
mated as follows:

Mr, Thompson replied as follows: “The

lar measures whenever a changs of admin-
igstration took place. It i= nwroduced pure-

is a thoroughl!y vicious bill in every way.
“Then.”” Mr, Roosevelt went on, "l wish 10
call attention to the recent decision of the
Attornev-general which permits solicitation
for political purposes by letter In govern-
ment buildings. If this opinion holds the
commission must Immedialely request the
passage of a law to prohibit such soliciia-
tlon. The commission has alwavs i(nsisted
that solleitation for political purposes was
iliegal, whether done In person or by let-
ter, in a government building. It was ow-
ing 1o this interpretation that we were
able to very nearly break up the practice
during the last presidential campalgn, and,
as the aftermath of that campaign, we have
procured the conviction of two government
officials, one a posimasier In Ohlio and the
other a deputy internal revenue officer of
Kentucky, but we have never had a ca-e
tried in the courlis where the accusation
was that the solicitation was by letior

“Nine-tenths of the good done by the
will vanish if solicltation by letier Is
lowed, and although the commission will,
of course, do all it can to protect -em=-
ployes If they are molested n any way for
refusing to coatribute, it is imperative that
we ghould be given power to prosecule any
attempt at political assessment in a gov-
ernment building, either by lelter or other-
wise, The staiute 2 =20 broad, inssmuch as
it prohibits any per=on from soliciting in
any manner whatsoever in a government
building, that we have taken it for granted
that it must mean by letter, and that, we
know, was the meaning of the gentiemen,
both In Congress and out, who saw 10 the
passage of the bill"”

The Commissioner expressed the hope
that there would be a great extension of
the classitied serviee, and that there wou'd
be a great reduction in the number ot
placegg now excepled on one theory or an-
