NEW YORK, Aug. 29.—The statement in
& moming paper that Mrs. W, K. Vander-
bilt Is about to begin separation or divorce
proceedings has not, it is alleged, created
surprise, in circies where the relations of
the pair have been known. That they have
not lived harmoniously the lust two years
has been the gossip of fashionable circles
for some time, The crisis in their affalrs,
according to the Commercial Advertiser of
to-day, was reached immediately after the
running of the Grand Prix de l:.]l'i:“ June
17. of this year. “Mr. Vamlerbilt,’”” says
thi= authority, “won 40,000 francs on the
race and a'most immediately after receiv-
ing his winnings was introduced to a
woman well known for her beauty and
numerous followers among the lights in
sewelldom. This person was Nellie Neus-
trater. She fascinated the milllonaire, and,
as an evidence of his appreciation of her
company, he presented her the 40,000 francs
#0 openly that several friends saw the un-
usual occurrence and remonstrated with
him. The story of how he fitted up a
magnificent establishment for her in Paris
and subsequently gave her a reslidence at
Deanville, with servants and every luxury

she desired, Is true. It shocked and sur-
prised the American residents of Paris,
but Mr. Vanderbilt was so open In his
attention as to pulee every y. Ome of
the most surprising things he did was to
allow the servants of Nellie Neustrater to
wear the same livery as that worn by
Mrs, Vanderbilt's servamts. This fact has
been noticed and commented ' upon by
every person who saw her and her equipage
in Paria and Deanville.”

The Vanderbilts, according to another
afternoon paper, have lived apart since
early last spring. Mr=. Vanderbilt has
spent the summer in England at an ex-
tensive estate on the Thames near Lon-
don, which had been rented for |her,
while Mr. Vanderbilt has spent his time
in Paris. It is alleged that, when, some
time ago, a tentative agreement of separa-
tion was reached, Mr. Vanderbilt agreed
to settle upon his wife $§10,000,000.

STORY OF THE RUPTURE,

Why Mrs. Vanderbilt Is Said to Be
Seeking n Separation.

NEW YORK, Aug. 29.—The World to-
morrow will say: The rupture in the do-
mestic relations of Mr. and Mrs. William
K. Vanderbilt has reached the point of a
separation, with talk of a divorce. A gen-

tleman claiming to be familiar with the
facts and the gossip in the case made a

long statement yesterday, which was pub-
lished, and 'which i= given in such detail
as to indicate that he knows whereof he
speaks. He says that the first serious
break was in Newport, in 1882, but that
trouble was all patched up. When they
startedd on the cruise on the Vallant, wicth
Oliver H. P. Belmont, Fred Beach and
several other friends, evervbody thought
that they had come to a thorough under-
standing. Mrs. Vanderbilt’'s presence on
the yvacht seemed to prove that. Continu-
ing. this gentleman says: “Mrs. Vander-
bilt is a woman with a very strong will
She objected to member s of the yachting
party geing ashore and staying all night,
or even later than 10 o'clock In the evening,
When the gentlemen wanted to play
poker Mrs. Vanderbilt always in-

sisted that one of them should
stay out of the game to entertain her.

THE STRIKE I.\'Ql.'llil'.
Cleveland's Commissioners Con-

cluade Their Investigation.

CHICAGO, Aug. 20.—The strike commis-
sion completed its examination of witnesses
to-day and adjourned until to-morrow. At
that time an opportunity will be given for
the Introduction of some rebuttal evidence.
It is thought probable that no more testi-
mony will be heard. The witnesses to-day
were residents of Blue Island, where much
of the rioting occurred. But few of them
gave testimony of importance.

W. D. Fuller, the Rock Island raiflroad
agent at Blue Island, said that he had at-
tended a meeting at which Vice President
Howard, of the A. R. U., called George M.
Pullman vile names. “Howard said Pull-
man should be hanged,” said the witness,
“and declared that he would help to do the
job If somebody would make the motion.”

H. R. Saunders, a merchant, saild he had
heard Howard make similar remarks at a
meeting of strikers. Saunders also swore
that Howard had advised the men to “kill

any scab that tries to go to work in strik-
ers’“places.” Other witnesses testified In a
similar strain, and about forty were exan-
ined. The majority of those called de-
clared they knew nothing about the strike
and were excused.

Fillmore Not Pursulng Strikers.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 20.—Superintend-
ent F. J. Fillmore, of the Southern Pacitic
company, has modified his attitude towards
those engaged in the recent strike. .Just
after the strike he was quoted as sayving

that none of the leading strikers would
ever obtain work in California if he could

help it, and if any secured positions he
would try to have them discharged. ‘These
threats caused much indignation, and Pres-
ident . P, Huntington wrote a sharp rep-
rimand to him from New York. This letter
caused Mr. Fillmore to make a supple-
mentary statement in which he denies that
he gaid he would hunt down the ex-strikers
and deprive them of their positions.

“I am not interfering with any one,”
explained Mr. Fillmore, “The men who de-
stroved our property, stole our tralns and
killed our employes are on the black list.
This list goes to other roads. It is a cus-
tom which has been in vogue for yvears*

2 an ex-striker can get work, you do
not propose to interfere, then?”" Mr. Fiu-
more was asked.

“Certainly not,” he replicd, “‘except
far as the black list may come agalnst
him. There are strikers now scattered all

PROBABLY FATALLY HURT,

One Man Killed by Jumping and His
Father and Brother Overcome

While Asleep=Other Fires,

NEW YORK, Aug. 20.—Fire caused death
tenement house district of the Easg
Side this morning. The flames broke out
in a six-story “sweat shop” at No, 326 Riv-
ington street. Three men lost their lives
fourth, a flreman, Is dying. The
dead are:

MERCIO LEVINE, aged fifty-three.

The fireman Timothy Collins. He is
internally injured at No, 1 Goerick
street a six-story tenement was burned,
a dozen families were driven out
panic-stricken and $i7,000 damage was done,
The Rivington-sireet house was occupiled al-
most solely by sweat shops. The second
floor was uszed as a synagogue, and a por-
tion of the third Jdoor as a Hebrew school
for boys. The fire occurred at 2 o'clock.
Its orogin unknown. Long be-
fore the first engine reached the place the
building was wrapped in flames from the

ground floor to the roof. The building was
aungerously located, being in the center of
the Hebrew tenement district, with tall,
crowded tenements on either side. Three
alarms were sounded. Ladders were set
up against the burning building, but taey
only reached to the third foor. It was sup-
posal that everybody was out, but a youth
of ecighteen years appeared on a floor en-
veloped with flames. The people below
shouted encouragement to the lad, but could
not reach him, and the crowd below
wiatched as the boy seemed to be roastung
alive, fireman Timothy Colling attempted
to rescue him. He had gone up the ladder

but a few rounds when the boy climbed
Gver the escape and dropped. Twice he
turned in the air before he fell squarely on
the shoulders of Collins. Down both went
to the pavement. The boy was Killed by
the fall., Toe fireman was unconscious and
injured internally. He will probably die.

The firemen worked from the roofs of
buildings on all sides, and succeeded in
confining the flames to the one bullding,
but this was gutted completely. After three
hours’ work the firemen entered the bulid-
ing by the roof. In the shop of Joseph
Schackman, the room from which the lad
had jumped to death, the firemen found
the bodies of two men, They were ly-
ing side by side on a little tailor's bencn,
and had evidently been asleep when over-
come by smoke. They were father and son,
and the boy who jumped was another son,
The damage to the building was about

LN The tenants each lose about
:’ﬂli. The fire marshal will investigate
the origin of the fire, its cause
seems shrouded in mystery.

While the fire was in progress three
alarms were sounded for another in a five-
story ‘““double-decker’ tenement at a
Goerick street. The fire was decidedly sus-
picious. It originated in the hallway beside
the door of Josephine Keane, a boarder in
the janitor's family on the first floor. The
entire building was s=oon enveloped in
flames. All the tenants escaped uninjured.
Th= loss will not exceed $I7,000. There is
talk of incendiarism, and an investigation
will be had in this case also,
