It is alleged that the
Marion school will grant a doctor's di-
ploma for £5 on most any kind of condi-
tions 10 sult the purchaser, As a result,
e, C. N. Metcalf, secretary of the State
Hoard of Health, Instructed the president
of each county board of health to neotify
the clerk of the court to issue no license
to holders of diplomas from this particular
gchool, and if the clerk disobeyed the or-
der he should be prosecuted. Dr. Beck
was refused license some time since, but
he has continued to practice medicine in
the city.

CLEVELAND'S LICENSE,

The Matrimonial Document Filed by tke
Rev. Dr. Sunderland.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 9.—The marriage
license of President Grover Cleveland and
Frances Folsom was flled yesterday at the
office of the Clerk of the District Supreme
Court by Rev. Byron Sunderland, who
performed the marriage ceremony in 1886,
Along with Mr. Cleveland's license were
two hundred other licenses, being all the
marriage permits of the couples whom
Dr. Sunderland has united in wedlock
since 1871. The law of the district pro-
vides that the minister performing a mar-
riage ceremony shall return the lcense

properly certified by him to the Clerk of
the Supreme Court, but it thoughtlessly
omits to fix any time limit within which
theze returns must be made. The resuit
is that the Washington clergymen make
their reporis as fancy dictates. Dr, Sun-
derland apparently had made no return
for the last twenly vyvears. An effort was
made at the last =ession of Congress (o
correct this evil and a bill was introduced
in the House compelllng all clergymen to
report marriages within a fortnight after
the ceremony had been performed by them,
The bill falled to become a law, but Dr,
Sunderiand only Kknew that the bill had
been introduced. Belleving It had been
Raased he carried through the sweltering
eat the two hundred permits to marry,
and was disgusted to learn at the clerk’'s
office that his labor had been needless,
and that he might have Kept the licenses
a few decades more. Moreover, having
brought them to the office and feelilng no
desire to lug them home again, Dr. Sun-
derland phihmrhimlly accepted the situ-
ation and filed all the certificates. He
says that President Cleveland's marriage
certificate mysteriously disappeared after
the ceremony. but was returned to him
about two weeks later by a book seller of
this city. Dr. Sunderland wvouchsafes no

SENATOR BOYD STARTS REPUBLIC-
AN BALL AT BURLINGTON.

Aunburn Courier Withdraws [is Sup-
port from MeNagny and Says He
Must Get Out of the Way.

Special to the Indianapoiis Journal.
BURLINGTON, Ind, -Senator
Boyd dellvered yesterday one of the most
telling and effective Republican speeches
ever heard in thls section. His earnest, con-
vincing and persuasive arguments were well
received, and his remarks were frequently
applauded. In the course of his remarks
he said: “"The deposits in the savings banks
of Maine averaged $0.68 for every man,
woman and child in the State; in Vermont
the average is $£7.94; in Connecticut, $157.63;
in Rhode Island, $177.55; in New Hamp-
shire, $149.19, the average for the six New
England Siates being $130.06. The deposits
are largest where there is the most manu-
facturing. The savings banks of nine States
have in nineteen years increased their de-
posits, under the so-called ‘robber tariff,’
$628 000,000, Our operative deposits $7 to ev-
ery $i that an Englishman deposits. If any
crank, traitor or Bynum talks to you about
protection being a curse (0 workingmen
shoot him dead on the spot—with these fig-
ures: This so-called ‘robber tariff* has
caused a self-binder that cost $15 in 1880
to be sold at $130 in 18%0; a corn-planter and
check-rower that cost $80 in 1880 now costs
$0; a riding cultivator that cost $4 in 1880
in 1890 cost $20; the farm wagon that cost
$55 in 1880 cost in 1890 $50: barbed wire that

cost 10 cents per pound in I880 now costs
4 cents. More than 2 hundred other articles
that agricultural people bhuy have been re-
duced one<half in price, while nearly every-
thing they produce has Increased in price.”

The speech was frequently enlivened by
apt illustrations. Among other good illus-
trations was this: “During the last presi-
dential campaign I heard a couple of neigh-
bors in a heated argument discussing poli-
tics. Said one to the other: ‘I am getting
tired of giving away everything 1 have to
sell and paying =0 much for everything I
buy.” His Republican friend said: ‘Do you
know what an old hen was worth under
Buchanan's administration? Don't you
know that she was worth just 5 cents, and
that Jt took eight good hens to buy a yard
of calico—or sixty-four hens to buy your
wife a dress? The other day I soid a hen
under this “‘robber tariff” you talk about
for 124 cents per pound., She brought $1.25.
I bought my wife a calico dress, and, in
addition, five pounds of nails, three cakes
of soap, two boxes of maiches, (hree pa-
pers of pins, a package of smoking tobac-
o, & pipe, a glass of beer and had 15 centa
left." The Demoerat subsided, and 1 am
reliably informed that after the Democrat
went home and consulted with his wife
they concluded that the Republican policy
of protection to American labor was right.”

Thus capital and labor in
our new republic will work in beautiful har-
mony, and it is thus that African siavery
furnishes the only basis upon which repub-
lican liberty can be preserved.’ This ac-
cursed Institution, human slavery, amid the
roar of cannon, the rattle of musketry, and
the tears of thousands of pat-iots, went
down, and, as the sainted and immortal
spirit of Lincoln went up to God, bearing
the shackles of four millﬂms of human be-
ings, a new South sprang up, proposing to
debase, rob and make poor the American la-
borer through the damnable heresy of free
trade,”

mangled. She doubtless met with instant
death. The woman's pocket was
found on the track. It contained $5.15 in
cash, gold rosary beads, a small comb and
three keys. There was a letter sent by
Mrs, Brannigan, of No. 1516 Grey's Ferry
road, Philadelphia, which contained direc-
tions how to reach her. On the back of it
was written:

“I wiil leave New York for Philadelphia
on the 9:30 o'clock train.

“"MAGGIE MULHATTAN.”

The name may have been that of the
suicide. There wos another scrap in-
scribed: “I hope you will not fail to come.
Mrs. Hogan, No. 463 West Thirty-fifth
street, New York.”

AN OUTLAW’S QUIETUS.

Link Waggoner Tuken from Jail and
Shot to Death.

MINDEN, La., Sept. 9.—Link Waggoner,
the noted outlaw and murderer, was killed
in jail here last night by a mob of armed
men, who forced an entrance to the prison.

| He showed pluck to the last, and faced the

crowd, cursing them with his last breath.

He was shot thirteen times. Waggoner
was accused of a half dozen murders. He
had a considerable following in Webster
parigh, and sometimes managed to live
there, although the officers were hunting
for him. The search finally became too
hot, and he fled to Arkansas. He was &p-
tured there last fall and brought back to
the Minden jail, where he has been since
confined.

A NEGRO STATE,

Black Settlers Fl_n Okilnhomnan Estimat-
ed at GG,
Memphis Scimetar.

The growth of Oklahoma has been one
of the most remarkable in the history of
American Territories, A few years ago it
was a barren wilderness, inhabited only
by savage Indlans and lawless white men;
to-day It is knocking at the doors of Con-
gress for admission to the Union as a
State. When it Is admitted it will have a
larger Afro-American population than any
State of its size and population in the
Union outside the Southern States. From
figures furnished by Mr. Peter Flynn
Ollver, a reputable lawyer of El Reno, who
went to Oklahoma from South Carolina a
few years ago, it is learned that the Afro-
American population numbers 65,000, there
being 86 In Blaine county, 14,00 In King-
fisher county, 8,400 in Lincoln county, 1u,-
000 in Logan county, the remainder being
scattered in all the other counties. The
total property holdings of these ople is
£6,353,326, divided as follows: ﬁ.iﬂ&iﬂ? re
resented by 584,819 acres of farm land; £37.-
400 represented by town property, and $837,-
736 represented by personality., Comment-
ing on these figures, Mr. Oliver sayvs;

“The lani in Oklahoma is largely raw
and the price I place upon it is extremely
low. Setclers have already begun to build
elaborately ,and the majority of the pio-
neers brought with them no personality
worth mentloning save their teams when
they first came, some came even teamless,
The rsonality wvaluation is, therefore,
very low. If you could have seen this bar-
ren country, however, on April 22, 1889,
then gone away and dropped down upon
us to-day, you would be wonder-struck at
the metamorphosis. The dug-out, the sod
house, and the shack are being rapidly re-
placed by beautiful and comfortable homes
for man and beast.

“The estimates 1 have given vou are for
Cklahoma, excluding other nortions of the
old Indian Territory. There iz a large
Afro-American population in that rtion
of the Territory, many of them wortah their
hundred: of thousands of dollars. The
Creek and Seminole nations have more
African than Indian blood in their veins,
and Governor Brown, of the Creeks, shows
his African more than his Indian blood.
He is a man of education and wealth,

“The Kickapoo, the Kiowa, the Comanche
and the Apache lands are likely to come
in soon for settlement. The next move
will then be upon the five civilized tribes,
who own their lands in common. Then
the whole Indian Territory will have been
swallowed by the white man. Many lots of
black men help in toe swallowing.”

The Afro-Americans have settled in some
Y-arts almost to the excluszion of the whites,
Aangston City was founded by E. P. Me-
Cabs, who was once Auditor of Kansas, a
man of great resource and energy. The
streets, avenues and boulevards of Lang-
ston City are named in honor of prominent
Afro-Americans. It supports a weekly
newspaper called the Herald. Mr. McCabe
projected another town, but it has nct
prospered as well as Langston City,

Most of the Afro-Americans In Oklahoma
went there from the Scuthern States, Ten-
nessee furnishing a very large number,
and these are constntly drawing others
after them, as is natural and usual in such
cases, g0 it is possible that when the Terri-
tory is admitted to the U'nion it will have
an Afro-American population of some 100,-
0. In several instances, wheén these men
have been menaced by unfriendly Indians
and whites, they have shown that the
courage and determination which carried
them into the Territory and enabled them
to secure homes In the wilderness wers
sufficient to protect them and their prop-
erty.

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HOW HERILLON, THE

TER, CONTROLS HIS PATIENTS,

Gives Hypnotie Clinlgues, nnd Has a

Regular Class Undergoing In-

struction ia the Art.
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Paris Letter in New York Press.

In Paris hypnotism is an established fact.
In America, where it is looked upon as
a branch of the occult, and is naturally
viewed with some suspicion, it iz hard to
realize that in the French capital it is in
every day use in the municipal hospitals—
that specialists in hypnotism are just as
reputable as specialists in opties, and
that there are clinical schools where each
day classes of students assemble to prac-
tice producing the hypnotic trance just as
they practice the tying of bandages.

The most unique and interesting cliniques
in Paris are the hypnotic cliniques, and
the head of these is the clinique of
France's foremost hypnotist, Berillon.

Promptly at 10 a. m. the folding doors
open and Berillon enters with his assist-
ants. His chief assistant is by name G.
Mavroukakis. He is a Greek. His face is
made striking by a wonderful pair of eyes.
*'I_‘hey are coal black, plercing and "mag-
netic,”” and when he fixes them on you
they cause the odd feeling that while look-
ing into yours they are also regarding
something behind you.

In the case of an adult the patient is
generally seated in a comfortable chair, in
a half reclining position. A small table is
placed before him on which is a tiny in-

strument of brightly burnished steel. It
consists of a pedestal on which are
mounted twa or four arms, which the
mechanism of the box makes whirl very
swiftly. The whole looks much like the
governor of a steam engine, and the whiri-
ing arms are of such a shape as to catch
the light and to throw it in a muititude
of tiny flashes into the eye. The instru-
meni is set near to and a little above the
eve, and, lyving thus, unless the patient
looks determinedly in the other direction,
his eyve must be captivated by its flash.
Tris is to tire the eye, and, through it,
that portion of the brain which Is most
susceptible to such impressions, focus the
patient's attention and thus produce the
first stage of the hypnotic trance.
Sometimes there is atrapged to the shoul-
ders a peculiar leather harness, holding
a cuived steel rod, which comes over the
head and terminates in a hrasg ball. This
bell, no matter what the position of the

head may be, always hangs between the
eyes and a little above them.

TAKES A HALF HOUR.

Perfect quiet s always enjoined, and
after, perhaps, a half hour's gazing at the
wheel or the ball, the operators finds the
will much weaker and the resistigge less,

In treating a patient in this condition
Berillon sits before him and speaks in a
low, gentle and rather persuasive than

commanding voice, as follows:

“Look fixedly into my eyes. Bien! Your
evellds are tiring. They are becoming very
heavy. You begin to want to close them.
You grow drowsy, The drowsiness spreads,
You feel the sensation of calm. You are
going to sleep. The desire to sleep grows
upon yvou. You will sleep as if In your own
bed. Sleep!™ .

The last “‘sleep” he repeats several times
in a voice slightlv elevated and monoto-
nous. Sometimes Berillon lays his fingers
on the eyelids with a gentie pressure.

The sironger the mentality of the patient,
says Berillon, the easier to establish a con-
trol. Hardest to hypnotize are patients of
weak minds, and it is almost impossible to
get any results at all from idiets.

The affection in the treatment of which
Berillon’'s hypnotic process has been most
successful igs hysteria. This is cured by
strengthening the resolution and by dimin-
ishing the number of crises, Oor paroxysms,
by “suggestion,” while in hypnotic trance.
The case is now being commented on in
Paris of a woman whoseé nervous crises
were, in a three months' treatment, reduced
from one every three hours to intervals of
three weeks.

I remember the curious case of a woman
whose hysteria had for several seances
falled to show any reduction. While in
trance Berillon suddeniy said to her in
rapid, incisive French: “You do.not tell me
the truth. You do know what causes this
condition. You have a trouble which you
have concealed from me. What is it?"

“Yes,” the woman admitted, "I have. 1
did not tell you the truth. I had a lover a
yvear ago who abandoned me for another
woman, and I have never seen him since.
I hate him, but I love him, and—I suffer.”

“When you wake,”” said Berillon, *“you
will have no hate against him. You will re-
member him only as part of vour past. He
will become less and less to you, and finally
you will forget him.”

The woman fon{ t against this, exclaim-
ing vehemently: ““No, I will not forget him.
) | fov.-» him in spite of it, and I wish still
to love him!"”

OVERCOMING HER WILL.

Berillon repeated the suggestion per-
suasively, while the tranced woman
clinched her teeth and shook her head defi-
antly, but gradually her resolution became
weaker beneath Berillon's will, and she
ceased to struggle or exclaim against it
Waking an hour afterward the woman
had no recollection that her secret had
been dragged from her in a manner that

seemed almost cruel.

Some weeks afterward I questioned Beril-
lon in regard to the case, and found that
she had been discharged some days before.
Thf-! infatuation for her recreant lover had
died.

The curious question arises, if this is
possible in the case of an illicit affection,
is it not possible in the case of husband
and wife, or in any of the other relations
which imply human affection? A power
that could thus weaken them seems dia-
bolic.

Every one remembers tha celebrated case
in Paris, a vear or two ago, when the mis-
tres8 and her accomplice murdered the
Jover by strangling. In the most sensation-
al trial which rollpwed the claim was made
that the maurderer committed the deed
while hypnotized by the woman, and was
thus innocent of moral intent to kill. The
jury, it is relieving to remember, made no
delay in sending the wretch to the guillo-
tine, and Berillon would have agreed with
them.

And vet, iIf a hypnotized subject were
told that a man were a radbid dog, and a
pistol were-put into his hands, he would
certainly shoot the man. What are we f{o
say of a science that makes this possible?

Three times a week the inner consulting
s turned inte a lecture clique, and

scaools, who intend making hypnotism a
study, fill the room. Berillon reserves the
most striking cases for this course of lec-
tures, and wey never fail to be most in-

. Laresting.

The student, to be a successful hypnotist,
must have a strongly deveéloped will, linked
to that pecullar element which we call
“personal magnetism.” He is first put
through tne theory of the school, and then
begins tn work by experiment. Caged birds
are experimented on, with the aid of a
looking «lass, as are also some of the
smaller animals,

At length the student becomes an “as-
sistant.” adding his will to the will of the
master, until, by constant practice, as with
a muscle, the power to hypnotize becomes
strong. The young hypnotist beging alone
with children, as they are easier to hypno-
tize than adults.

That there 8 some danger in Intrusting
thizs teaching to yvoung men is doubiless
true, for they must often be tempted to

“0," said she, "I never
think an I mnever stand.” Wrinkles
are not bad. Some persons wers never
beautiful untll they had wrinkles end gray
hair. About the time Mrs. Langtry became
notorious a fashion paper iIn Londim gave
a list of the five most beautiful women In
England, and of the fifth used these words:
“8he is without a rival, but her counten=
ance is without expression, as she s unfor«- .
tunately an idiot.” These directions seem
to be appropriate to the production of
such a type of beauly. Weeping, when
there i= occasion for it, is naturz's safety
valve. Laughing, unless it be the laughter
of the fool, which Solomon says ig "‘the
cracking of thorms under a pot,” i= a
most healthful exercise: for, as Solomon
says again, A merry heart doeth good like
a medicine; * * * but a wounded spirit
who can b2ar?” Frowning should, if possi-
ble, be dispensed with. It originates in
anger, incipient or real, and is as part of
the general contraction which in both ani-
mals and man is necessary to hold up the
under jaw when the face ‘s to be set and
req_dy for defense or attack.

Excessive crying and excessive laughing
may indicate weakness of the nervous sys-
tem.

And
I don’t believe it would be even necessary
for him to go into the business; I think he
could probably get a job a® an assistant;
he can be the man that walks along on the
other slde of the stireet and starts hollerin’
when the boss lets up: and there could be
no possible objection to his hollerin’ all the
time if he wanted td. let my friend try
the watermelon cure, and try it faithfully,
and 1 venture to say that if hollerin’ is tha
relief he really needs he'll be a well man
in two days.”
