Early Advances in Grain Wiped Omnt
in Late Denlings—Provisions Ad-

vanced All Aronnd.

CHICAGO, Sept. 19.—The grain markets
started out in a very bold and aggressive
marcner, and made considerable advance
hefore meeting any effectual resistance,
When the traders ran up against the visi-
ble supply statement they turned around
and became as bearish as they had been
previously bullish. Compared with Satur-
day's closing prices, December wheat is 'sc
lower, May corn YWe lower and Septemuer
oats unchanged. [PProvisions were independ-
ently strong, finishing with liberal gains
all around.

Wheat started strong at from %c to 'ac
lower than the price at which it closed
Saturday. It was a holiday in Liverpool.
Beerbohm reported Paris firm at slightly
better prices, and Berlin from 1, to %
marks higher. The amount of wheat on
ocean passage increased 232,000 bushels dur-
ing last week, and the week's shipments
from India were #0000 bushels., Receipts
of wheat at Chicago were only 206 carloads.
