Three Indiana girls
carried the banners. The procession was
not so long as last year, but the reporters
here claim that 40,000 ex-soidl- ers of the
civil war marched through the streets of
Pittsburg and Allegheny. The old familiar
war tunes to which they and their com-
rades rushed to victory or to death filled
the air and echoed back from the surround
ing hills. The music made their hearts
beat as in the stirring times of thirty years
ago, and brought the flush of patriotism
and courage to their cheeks. But, while
they stepped out boldly and bravely, they
could not straighten their bent forms nor
conceal their gray hair and furrowed
cheeks. They carried no heavy rifles with
glittering bayonets, but aided their aged
limbs with walking canes, while here and
there In the lines of blue came a comrade
on crutches. They marched no more be-
neath the yawning muzzle of frowning can-
non, but past battery after battery of
bright eyes, while the fair enemy waved
white handkerchiefs and applauded with
shrill, sweet voices. On every street cor-
ner and vacant lot rose tier above tier of
human faces, and as the veterans passed
cheer after cheer greeted them. Every
window along the route, the fire escapes

INDIANA NEXT TO LAST.
At 10:30 o'clock the parade started from

the historic Monongahela House on the
banks of the river from which it takes its
name. First came Company A, Second Bat-
talion Naval Reserves, N. G. P., guard of
honor to Commander-in-chie- f Adams. Then
followed the departments of the G. A. R.
in the following order: Illinois, Wisconsin,
Ohio, New York, Connecticut, Massachu-
setts, New Jersey, Maine, California, Rhode
Island, New Hampshire, Vermont. Poto-
mac, Virginia and North Carolina, Mary-
land, Nebraska, Michigan, Iowa, Colorado
and Wyoming, Kansas, Delaware, Minne-
sota, Missouri, Oregon, Kentucky, West
Virginia, South Dakota, Washington and
Alaska, Arkansas, New Mexico, Utah, Ten-
nessee, Louisiana and Mississippi, Florida,
Montana, Texas, Idaho, Arizona, Georgia,
Alabama, North Dakota, Oklahoma, Indian
Territory, Indiana, Pennsylvania.

A rough estimate is that between 500,-0- 00

and 600,000 people saw the parade. Of
this number 300.000 to 3TA00O came over the
railroads, 100,000 arriving this morning. The
almost innumerable lines of electric roads
running to thickly settled suburbs within
a radius of fifteen miles brought as many
more.

PERHAPS THE LAST PARADE.
The old soldiers appreciated the honor

done them and turned out in force, but
few being seen out of line while the parade
was moving. But this was not their only
reason for determining to make the parade
one to be long remembered. The weather
was perfect. The sky put on Us deepest
blue tint, relieved here and there by white,
fleecy clouds, without the suggestion of a
storm; the sun shone brilliantly, but its
rays were tempered by a cool and bracing
breeze. It was an ideal day for a parade,
both ;'or tho men In line and for the specta-
tors. This is probably the last time the
veterans will turn out in such force, as it
Is seriously contemplated by the G. A. It.
officials. In view of the advancing age and

WASHINGTON, Sept. 11. Charles A.

BIG OWENS MEETING

LARGEST POLITICAL, GATHERING
EVER SEEN IN KENTUCKY,

Thirty Thousand People Listen to
Speeches by Opponents of Dreck--

i

lnrldge A Campaign Fight.

PARIS, Ky., Sept. . It. The largest polit-
ical gathering ever assembled In Ken-
tucky was that at the Paris fair grounds
to-d- ay In honor of Hon. W. C. Owens,
candidate for Congress against Colonel
Breckinridge. It was made up of ladies
and gentlemen from every county in the
Ashland district, and a more enthusiastic
audience never assembled. There were
more than half the voters of the district
here to-da- y, and nearly every man wore an
Owens button or badge. More than a hun-
dred coaches brought the crowds from all
adjoining counties, and thousands came in
vehicles. The Kentucky Midland railroad
carried seventy-flv-e coaches, all filled to
overflowing, and hundreds of people were
left along the route from Paris, being un-
able to get transportation. It is estimated
that 20.UOO were present, and some place
the attendance even larger. The speakers
were Hon. K. M. Dickson, Judge Morton,Judge Kinkaid. Col. W. E. SImms and Mr.
Owens. All the speeches were of the high-
est order or oratory and cut like a two-edg- ed

sword.
Slapped Ills Enemy.
