The Conference Boundary Question.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

Allusion ha.i been jiade in the Journal to
the readjustment of the boundaries of the
Methodist conference In Indiana, but the
merits of the case have not been fully
stated. There is comparatively little un-

rest among the laity anywhere except in
Indanapolls, for elsewhere they suffer but
little from present conditions. It ha3 come
to pass that conference boundaries very
little affect churches as to the pulpit sup-

ply, for over the continued protest of the
ministry, the laity seek and obtain the
preacher they want, no matter what con-

ference he belongs to. The time in Metho-
dism Is past when "a church must be sup-

plied from the conference In whose bound-
ary it is. hence the laity outside of Indian-
apolis care but little what are the bound-
aries of the conference. But the case is en-
tirely different here. There are twenty-fiv- e

pastoral charges In Indianapolis and im-

mediate vicinity, with one or two more in
Immediate pro.ieot. These are in three
conferences and under three presiding el-

ders, with the churches in each district
as distinct from the churche In the other
districts in almost every church enter-
prise as they are from the Presbyterian
or Baptist churches of the city. Tnese and
other denominations that act as a unit are
taking possession of available points and
doing grand work for the Master. There is
not a tingle church enterprise in which the
Meridian-stree- t congregation and that of
Roberts Park, or the Madison-avenu- e and
Fletcher Place have a common Interest
and a Ut rrore than either of
them has with the neighboring Presby-
terian or Baptist church. By just so much
as the cultivation of denominational es-
prit de corps Is advantageous this Is detri-
mental to the interests of the Methodist
Episcopal church, and the laymen have
felt It and protested against it for more
than fifty years. With a large personal
acquaintance among the Methodist laymen
of Indianapolis I know of but one who be-
lieves that the present arrangement Is be3t
for Methodism In Indianapolis. They have
protested for more than half a century,
formally and informally, but all In vain
till now. Such are the provisions of the
discipline that the laity have not a word
to say on the subject without first obtain-
ing the consent of the preachers. Their
memorials are not even read before the
General Conference, much less considered.
The peculiarity of the present situation Is
that the question Is in a shape that it
cannot be shut out of the next General
Conference. That a general readjustment
of conference boundaries in the State is
desirable no Methodist in the State doubts
except a few preachers who think they
have the lion's share and intend to hold
it. but that so unselfish a measure will
obtain no one who knows the obstructive
possibilities in the case Imagines. At pres-
ent Indianapolis Methodism is serene. Its
case will rome before the General Confer-
ence this time, ?urc, ami there can be but
one result. It will all go Into one confer-
ence. Indianapolis never has expressed a
preference as to the conference, and does
not now. The common thought has been
that the most natural and convenient way
would be to lift the boundary line between
the Indiana and the Southeast, but the
Indlarva has spurned that proposition so
often that there remains no alternative but
t3 all CO Into the Southeast at the next
General Conference. Certalnlv the sixteen
charges now in the Southeast will not
clamber over one another to get Into the
Indiana after having been so often refused
their request to be taken In. though that
would have been pr-ferr- ed at one time,
and n objection would be ur&d now.
