Financex of Both Attractions—=Musie

The State falr has closed, and the week
has proved a prosperous one all around.

The balance is on the right side in the
week's attractions—the falr and the “Last
Days of Pompeil.”” More than that, both
were artistic successes, and made an im-
pression which will do much for greater
suocesses in another vear. The low rall-
road rate was highly beneficial to the
week's results, and the precedent has been
set for a one-cent rite always at a time of
the State fair. The people have learned
that it is just as feasible on the score of
expense for the railroads to run excur-
sions Into Indianapolis at an attractive
rate as it i= to run them out of the eity,
and the managers of future public enter-
prises of this sort will forevermore insist
on such treatment as was received during
the fair of 184, There was only one class

that the rallroads disappointed, and that
wae the shippers of stock. The reason that

the exhibit of ghow horses was so small
and the display of FHlooded swine so much
reduced was the action of the traffic asso-

ciation, last January, in changing the rules
#0 that horses shipped fur exhibition pur-

poses at fairs should no longer be returned,
as formerly, free to the point from which
they were shipped, and the rate on hogs
was trebled. The exhibitors of horses did
not know of the change until they had
thelr stock here, or the exaibit would have
been still less. As it was, they nad to sub-
mit, but there has bezn scme lively pro-
testing from them all the week.

President Sankey, in speaking of the fair
last night, said: “Jt has been a decided
success, both as an exhibit and in a finan-
cial point of view. The exhibits, with the
exception of the horse department and the
swine. have been the largest and best
ever smeen in the country outside of the
world's fair last year. The attendance has

been highly satisfactory, both to the board
and the people themselves. I believe the
fair will show a balance of from 5,000 to
$5.000 profir.”

The receipts from the gates yesterday
and the grand stand were nearly 39,000,
Treasurer Robinson sald last night that
the total gate receipts for the week would
reach 323,000, divided as to days as follows:
Monday and Tuesday, $1,10; Wednesday,
£,100; Thursday, $.965; Friday, 5,50,

terday lacked over two thousand people of
being as large as on Thursday.

Next, from
the left, eame the Weber Zouaves, repre-
senting the French, and the Second Regiy
ment Band of Chicago, playing the “Mar-
selllaise.” They marched and took
position facing the English. Third,
the Germans,
L.egion, in the blue suits and flat white caps
of the Teuton, They were led by the Ring-
gold Band, of Tesrre Haute, playing "“Die
Wacht am Rhein' and lastly came the
lLdight Infantry in regulation dress, led by
the Indianapolis Military Band. The Infan-
try made the last side of the square, The
band was playving “Yankee Doodle,”” and
at almost the first note the audience set up
a rousing cheer. After the compani*s had
met they faced the center, where Mr. Wiley
could direct the bands which, in unison,
played “America.” Ope band togk one verse
and the second another, and for the finale
all four played, the audlience rising and
Joining in one verse. The people seemed (o
he afrald to sing., though there was some
sound of volces.

Mr. Wilev played the solo cornet accom-
panying the bands. Then the massed bands
played the “Chicago Tribune March,” com-
posed by W. P. Chambers. The officers
commanding the milltary companies were
H. T. Conde, for Unfited States; Lieut.
Albert Isensee, for Germany; lLleut. F. F.
McCrea, for England, and Capt. Jacob Fox,
for France. The march of nations was fol-
lowed by concerts given by each of the
bands, except the Ringgold Band, of Terre
Haute, twenty-two instruments, Jacob
Breinig, conductor, which gave its two
numbers, the “Finale of Act III. from
Rienzl,”” by Wagner, arranged by Louis

Yesterday afternoon, and until late last
night, the Administration Bullding was a

At 1:30 the premium tak-
ers began ta file into the secretary’s room
