New French Gun That Is Said to Have
a2 Wonderfally Flat Trajectory —

WASHINGTON, Sept. 24.—Naval officers
tre expecting great things from their new
small caliber magazine rifles. The board
which will! conduct the tests of the weapons
meeis at the Newport torpedo station a
week from to-morrow. It is not yet known
how many weapons will be submitted to
the competition, but the Navy Department
has furnished thirty-two barrels of rifles to
makers amnd Inventors who have applied for
them in order to apply theilr own breech
mechanisms. It is certain that several of
the great European rifle makers will sub-
mit arms for tes:, -and the list will include
the Mannlicher, the Kragh-Jordensen, the
Mazuser and the Dauleteau. The last-named
is a new French gun made by the Hotch-
kiss company, and for which superior merit
is claimed. Two of them have been under
irial by the expert rifle team of the District
of Columbla, who have reported that they
are very much better than the new army
rifie. The gun is said to bhave a trajectory
g0 flat that it shoots point blank up to six
hundred yards, a most valuable feature in
& service rifle. Naturally, this report is
very gratifying to the naval ordnance peéo-
ple. who have been severely criticis~d for
adopting the extremely small caliber of six
millimeters instead of contenting them-
geives with the large size fixed upon by the
army small arme board for the equipment
of the troops,

HKANSAS FARM MORTGAGES.

Btatisties Collected by the Census
Bareau in the Populist State.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 24.—Three bulletins
have been Issued from the Census Office,
showing land ownership and debt in the
Statés of Kansas, Arkansas and Alabama.
The figures for Arkansas are more interest-
ing than many other States because it has
been pointed out as the State where the
debts and mortgages are more burdensome
than all other=. The bulletins show that of
the farms in Kansas 31.083 per cent. are
hired and 8837 per cent. are owned by the

Eersons cultivating them. Of the farms,
.6 per cenl. are encumbered with mort-
ages. The mortgages on farms amount to
73,700,283, which is 5.9 per cent. of their
value, This debt bears an average annual
interest of 8.15 per cent., the average an-
nual inferest charge to each family owning
an encumbered farm being $22. Each en-
cumbered farm Is worth, on an average,
$1.7T19 and subject to a debt of $1,128. Of
the houses, 40.5 per cent. are hired, Of the
number of owned homes, 60.84{ per cent. are
held for encumbrance. Real estate pur-
chase and improvements caused 5201 per
cent. of the:farm owners to incur 52 per
cent. upon them.

cago, the commission will be in reaxiiness to
receive Iin writing any suggestions which
may be made relative to t solution of
guestions involved in the late controver-
gies. It will at that time aiso hear any

parties who may desire to be heard rela-
tive to the facts involved, and the commis-
elon may, after a careful examination of
the testimony which has already been
taken, conclude to call further witnesses
to supplement that which has been given
on either side,

He Failed to Report a Train and Caused
a Collision in a Tunnel.

NORTH ADAMS, Mass., Sept. 244—A. W.

He stood with the paper
in one hand, the other hand on the lever
ready to give the signal as express train
No. 19 went into the tunnel. He resumed
reading and forgot to report No. 19 at
West Portal.

HARD AND EVEN FIGHT

PLIMMER ANDMURPHY BATTLE FOR
TWENTY-FIVE ROUNDS,

And the Referee Is Foreed to Declare
the Contest a Draw—The Boston

Man Full of Gameness.,

NEW ORLBANS, Sept. 24.—The first of
the series of the fights which will form
the pugilistic triple event at the Olympic
Club’ took place to-night in the presence
of about 5,000 spectators. Prof. John P. Eck-
hart officilated as judge of the merits of the
men, according to the terms of the articles
of agreement beiween the fighters,

Murphy and Plimmer fought to-night for
a purse of $2.500; 32,000 to the winner and
$£49 to the loser. The men were in splendid
condition, and were weighed ,in at the
stipulated weight—115 pounds. The stake-
less ring was introduced for the first time,
and, so far as appearances went, seemed
to be an improvement on the old style
roped inclosure. Prof. John Duffy entered
the ring., introducing referee Eckhart, who
was recelved with a good demonstration
of cheers. Plimmer was seconded by Billy
MoCarthy, Benny Murphy and Al Robb,
Murphy was looked after by James Con-
nery, Jake Kilrain and Andy Bowen.
Frank Caramback was official time keeper.

The work in the first round was very
pretiy. Plimmer landed several lefi-hand

punches on the head and rights over the
heart. Though he missed one of the most
viclous swings ever,seen in the ring here,
Plimmer had a way the best of the round.

In the second, Murphy landed a left swing

on the jaw, though he received a severe
stomach punch in return. .\‘lurphy re-
ceived a right on the jaw and got In a

moment later in the same place. Murphy
received severe punishment in this round,
and especially on the body, though as the
round ended Plimmer ducked into a heavy
upper cut. /

Plimmer became the aggressor in the
third, landing a right body punch and send-
Ing in right and left a moment later. Both

men landed lefts, though Plimmer gol the
best of the exchange. Plimmer punched at
will over the ring, and the Boston bantam
looked the “‘worse for wear” at the end
of the round.

In the fourth, Plimmer forced the fighting
from the start, being much the stronger
of the two, though Murphy got in one or
two good right-handers on the jaw. In the
middle of the ring Murphy ducked inio a
heavy left uppercut and got much the
worst of the encounter. In the end of the
round there was a rapid exchan of blows
and beautiful outfighting marked the meet-
ing of the men in the middle of the ring.
Murphy's blows lacked steam, though his
science was of the neatest order. Thi® was
Plimmer's round.

There was considerable mixing in the
fifth, and the work, though heavy at times,
was of the most artistic character. Plim-
mer's right hand body punching was ter-
rific,c, though the Boston man took his
medicine gamely. Plimmer was having
much the best of the sixth round from the
commencement, though Murphy assisted
him, missing some heavy left leads. Plim-
mer was continually pounding at the heart,
though Murphy's right eye showed slfns
of punishment. As the gong sounded Plim-
mer landed a heavy right on the body.

in the seventh round Plimmer was the
aggressor, landing his left on the stomach
and his right at will. There was a hot
clinch in the middle of the ring, in which
both men lost their temper, referee Eckhart
calling them to immediate order. Plimmer
forced the fighting in the eighth, _hough
Murphy landed a good upper cut on the
Englishman's face. Plimmer more than
evenad up the punishment. Later, however,
Murphy scored the best hitting during the
fight. Murphy was a heavy favorite of the
audience, and as he went to his corner he
was loudly cheered. . .

All the honors were Plimmer's in the
ninth. Murphy was still strong in the
tenth round, and in a clinch near the ropes
threw Plimmer from him with the great-
est ease. He got a heavy right on the
body and the head, however, and was the
receiver general in the punishment ad-
ministered. Murphy was nearly taken off
his feet by a heavy right-hand swing and
“Ohs' were heard. This was a give-and-
teke round and Murphy dic the best he
had so far done.

Both men landed heavy :=wings in_ the
eleventh, though the body punching Mur-
hy was getting was terrific. Murphfr
kaed a little tirad at the end of the round,
but was doing better than in the earl
stages of the contest. Murph even
things up in the twelfth round, landing
better blows, and, if anything, had the
best of the round.

In rounds thirteen and fourteen the fight-
ing was terrific, Murphy getting some fear-
ful punches. When the: gong sounded the
end of the fourteenth round the men had
to be separated, In the fifteenth and six-
teenth rounds the men fought desperately.
Murphy got the greater number of blows
and the harder ones too. Still the English-
man failed to weaken him to any great ex-
tent. In the seventeenth round Plimmer
had the better of the fighting. In the
eighteenth Plimmer's execution was terri-
ble. He landed a heavy right en Murphy's
throat, knocking the latter te the ground,
and though Murphy got up and fought
gamely he was hammered around the rin
the remalinder of the round. The nineteen
and twentieth rounds were in Plimmer's
favor, the latter jabbing Murphy all
around the ring. In the iwenty-first round
Murphy received severe punishment. In the
twenty-second round Plimmer was Knocked
down by a heavy right in the jaw and was
heartily cheered. This was Murphy's round.
In rounds twenty-three and twenty-four
there was terrific fighting in Plimmer's
favor. Murphy's recuperative powers, how-
ever, were immense,

When the twenty-fith round began the
men s£hook hands for the wind up. Plim-
mer’'s blows seemed to have the most steam,
The little Englishman landed some hard
body blows with the right and some hard
blows with his left. The audience rose in a
body to hear the verdict. The referee de-
clared the match a draw and nis decision
received general approbation. Plimmer had
the best of the hitting, but the little Bos-
tonian's gameness and generalship enabled
him to comtinue the conteat the required
twenty-flve rounds.

To-morrow night Jack Ewverhardt, the
local favorite, will give Stanton Abbolt a
return fight for a purse of 3,000, A six-
rourd bout between QGriffo and ;. Mickey
Dunn will precede the contest, arnd as this
will be the first appearance of Griffo in
this ecity he will prove almost ag good a
drawing card as the principal event.

Five Caught by Falling Earth, One Fa-
tally Hurt and Four Seriously.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 24.—Five laborers
were buried under a mass of earth almost
as compact as stone, while at work this
afternoon, making an excavation for the
foundation of a retaining wall, just below

the Germantown-avenue crossing of the

Richmond branch of the Reading railroad.
Andrew Kovats, a Hungarian, was fatally
injured and died a few minutes after his
body was recovered. Four others were
seriously injured, and received attention
at the Germantown and Samaritan hospi-
tals. The injured are Michael Kirtz, badly
bruised back, right leg contused and hurt
internally; John Teskel, contused back;
John Fitzgeraid,. contused back; Donic
Dendine, left hip bruised.

Thirteen men, all told, were at work
along the wall and those who had escaped
belng caught rushed to the asslstance of
the unfortunates., With shovels the hard
ground was carefully pushed aside. Kovats
was found to be doubied up unconscious,
but stjill breathing. Although Kirtz had
been buried out of sight, the ground fell
in sueh a way as to give him a breathing
space about his head. Ambulances from
the Germantown and Samaritan hospitals
were =sent for, but Kovats died before he
could recelve medical attention.

HIS ALIAS WAS HOWARD.

Young Man Killed Last Saturday Had
an Unusaal Story.

A. W. Bunvan, of Hannlbal, Mo., left In-

dianapolis last night with the body of hiz'}

son, James M. Bunyan, alias Charles How-
ard. The latter was killed last Saturday
morning by a Riz Four switch engine, near
Brightwood. The young man was a fire-
man In the employve of the Big Four rail-
road, and was known as Charles Howard
by his fellow-employez. He lived a half
hour after he was struck by the engine,
and died without having revealed his true
identity. His father, who is a police

captain at Hannlbal, Mo., eaid last night
that his son took the name of Howard

for the purpose of concealing his identity
from the American Railway Union. When
the rallroad strike began last ;summer
young Bunyan secured a position' as fire-
man with the Big Four system. He was
a member of no railway organization and,
needing employment, accepted the first op-
portunity for work. Reallzing the odium
attached to the word *“scab,” he decided
to adopt the name of Howard, and did so,
with the intention of abandoning it after
the railway troubles were over. His plan
was to allow Charles Howard to drop out
of existence after a time and to face the
world as James Bunyan, his right name,
His enginerer knew him as Howard, end
he was on the pay rolls of the company
under the name of Howard. Nothing was
known of his friends, and when the coro-
ner tooll charge of the body last Saturday
he began to look for some mark of iden-
tifleation.

Some months before his death Bunvan
had written to his father concerning his
new title and had received a number of let-
ters addressed to Charles Howard, The
coroner was in despair until the engineer
who ran with Bunyan went to East St
Louis, where the young man formerly lived.
In the room Bunvan had occupied was
found a wvalise which his father had sent
him two months before. The satchel bore
a card on which was inscribed the name
Charles Howard., In one corner of the card,
delicately written, was the name A, W.
Bunyan, Hannibal, Mo. To this address
Coroner Beck wired, and rveceived a reply.
Yesterday A. W. Bunyan arrived here after
the remains of his son. He feels exceed-
ingly grateful to those who assisted in
caring for the unforiunate young man.
