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COAL MOVING FREELY

BUT SHIPMENTS WOULD BE LARGER
IF CARS WERE PLENTY.

West-Hound Trafie of Loeal Railways

Greater than East-Bound-Slight
" Falling Off in Basiness.

The train records show that in the week

ending Oct. 13 there were 515 fewer loaded
cars received and forwarded than in the
week ending Oct. 6, but, going back to the
corresponding week of 1888 it will be no-
ticed that 2,583 more loaded cars were
handled this year. The decrease in busi-
2ess last week, as compared with the week
preceding, was divided between twelve
roads, three of the lines handling more
business last wee< than in the week end-

ng Oct. §, namely, the Panhandle, the Big
Four's Chicago division and the Big Four's
Bee-line division. This Increase was in the
movement of cotton and live stock, largely
eastward. The east-bound shipments of
grain, flour and provisions Jast week were
not as heavy as in the week ending Octl
6. A marked Increase In west-bound busi-
ness is noticeable with the Panhandle, the
Big Four lines, the Cincinnat!, Hamilton &

Dayton and the Vandalia, and this increase
is noticeable in both high and fow-class
fielghts, which may be taken as evidence
of improving business with the igon indus-
tries. There Is a heavy movement of coal;
in faet, it I8 now limited by the cars which
can be commanded. So unusual is it for
the west-bound business to exceed east-
bound that it is exciting comment. In lo-
cal traflic the volume last week fell a little
below either of the three preceding weeks
out-bound, while the in-bound business ex-
ceeded that of the same week. Apples, po-
tatoes and other vegetables are com in
the train load, being shipped here from
ichigan, New York and several other
States, Indianapolis having become a t
distributing center. The movement of live
Btock, and provisions is at a maxi-
mum. Beiow s given the car movement
for the weeks ending Oct. 13, Oct. 6 and the
corresponding week last year:

Legal Decision on Car Service.

A good deal of Interest has been taken
in a suit that the Chicago & Northwestern
brought against the John Strange Paper
Company to force the payment of car de-
murrage. The case was first tried April 3,
1883; Iater, on a change of venue, it was
taken to the court of Winnebago county,
Wisconsin, the demand being for $9% de-
murrage chargea, Both sides agreed to trial
before the court, without jury, which has
Just decided, entering judgment in favor
of plaintiff for the full amount claimed—
§96. The defendant did not dispute records
for cars, nor question the right of railroad
companies to collect car-service charges,
but advanced a counter claim based os al-
leged delays on the part of the rallroad
company in placing ears. The court found
that the allegations of the plaintiff as made
were true; that the defendant withdrew
the counter claim; that the defendant owed
?la!ntitr the full amount sued for, and

t for the plaintitf was entered ac-
ngly in both cases.

EDUCATED FOR ONF CENT.

Mre. George Gonld Backing an Infer-
esting Ilindergarten Scheme.
New York Recorder.

Mrs. George Gould, with the assistance
of her sister-in-law, Miss Helen Gould, and
Mrs. Theodore Sutro, has again started the
little kindergarten at 134 Broome street, in
which all three took s0o much interest last
year. The Kkindergarten opened yesterday
morning in the basement of the Rev. J. T.
Wild's church.

Promptly at 9 o'clock twenty-eight boys
and girls, ranging in age from two and a
half to four years, marched into the school
room and were assigned to chairs arranged
zrornd an oblong table a foot and a half
high. After singing a few Kkindergarten
songs, they were allowed to leave their
seats and start their game. This was done
in the most systematic way. Every child
had his or her part to do, and had to play
according to the rules of the game. After
they had played and laughed to thelr hearts’
content, they took their seats and each was
given a small card, with the design of an
apple or peach sketched upon |it.

svery child was supplied with a darning
needle, threaded with bright worsted, and
told to go cover the pattern. When the
cards were finishad they were collected by
the teacher, and some real apples and
peaches were produced, with which to com-

are them. In this way the ehildren
earned the shape, color and texture of both
frults,

A little later the apples were cut open
and the children counted the seeds, and
compared them with the large stone of the
peach. After the teacher had satizfied her-
self that the children had learned all they
coultl‘lt from the fruit she allowed them to
eat :

At 11 o'clock every child was supplied
with a pint bowl of milk and some crack-
ers. To some this was breakfast, many of
them coming from homss where nothing
is supplied for the lttle ones before they
start for schoeol.

“The milk and bread they get here”™
sald Mr. Wilds to a reporter, “is to many
of the children the only good meal of the
day. They come here without breakfast,
and there Is very litile dinnsr for them on
their return home. Some days we change
the bill of fare and give them coffee in-
stead of milk. I was a Ilittle anxious
about doiug so at first, but after consult-
ing a good children’'s doctor 1 decided that
it would not hurt them.”

“Does Mr=. Gould take an active inlerest
in the school?’ was asked.

“Oh, yes,” replied Mr. Wilds. “She
visits it occasionally and sends the chil-
dren flowers and potted plants. This kin-
dergarten is in connectlon with Mrs,
Gounld's potted flower sharity. In  the
spring she sends the little ones seeds and
they are told how to plant them. In the
fall she offers a prize for the most suc-
ceasfully grown plants, [Last year two of
the prizes were awarded to this kinder-
garten. It is wonderfu! the interest these
little ones take in flowers and the palns
they will take to railse them.”

“What does it cost to conduct the kin-
dergarten for p year?' asked the re-
porter.

“Well, T should think about $1.200. For
gseveral months last year Mrs. Gould sent
$10 a month, and before the opening of
school she did the same this term; so,
wiih what she sends and with the assist-
ance we get from Miss Helen Gould and
Mrs. Theodore Sutro, weé manage very
nicely. Wha* we want now is more teach-
ers so that we can take in more children.”

“Is the kindergarten nonsectarian?’

“Yes: entirely so. Nearly one-half of the
children you s¢¢ here are Hebrews, Some
are Roman Catholics and the rest are
Christinn children.”

“Ia the school entirely free?

“No. Those who can afford to pay are
required to do so. The parents of somea
of tha children who come hereg can well
afford to pay, =0 we ask of them %1 a
week. The othasr children come for I cent
a day. In the winter a great many of the
children are clothed here."”

Tha potied flower mission and this kin-
dergarten were Mrs. Gould's and Miss
Helen Gould's pet charitles last year.
the summer Mizss Gould entertained the
whole school at Woody Crest, and one
little child. who, it was found, had scarlet
fever she took under her special care and
srocured a trained nurse for it. From
time to time she visits the =chool, always
teking an active interest In the wark of
tha little ones and looking carefully after
their physical welfare as well as their
mental and spiritual conditions.

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NOTES OF INDUSTRIES

UNUSUAL QUANTITY OF CORN TURNED
: INTO CEREALINE.

A Successful Canning Season Brought

to an End by the Frost—
Stocks of Wool.

In no month since Indianapolis came into
prominence as a center for manufacturing
cerealine products has so large a business

been done as in September., Both the cerea-
line mills and the Indlanapolis hominy mills
were run to their full capacity. Since the
1st of October there has been a little slow-
ing down to make repalrs, or on account of
the scarcity of corn required. In the month
of September the cerealine mills converted
125.209 bushels of corn Into cerealine prod-
ucts, or an average of 5,200 bushels per day,
and the Indianapolis hominy mills shipped
141 carloads of manufactured corn products,
One of the singular features of this busi-
ness {3 that there has been an increased
home demand for these products, while the
export demand has not been as large. In
fact, only about 25 per cent. of the goods
the two establishments manufactured were
exported.

No More High Ice Prices.

“One question 1s settled forever,” said
orie of the oldest ice dealers in the city;
“that is that the people of Indianapolis
will never again be bled by exorbitant
prices for ice, as the season past has dem-
enstrated that the consumers can be fur-
nished with artificial jee just as low as
with natural ice under the most favorable
circumstances. In fact, 9 per cent. of the
ice used in this city through this, the hot-

test summer I ever knew, was furnlshed
by the artificial ice plants. Another ques-
tion which has been settled for good is that
the lce dealers of Indlanapolis cannot get
up and maintain a combine on prices. Last
spring the strongest combination I ever
knew In the clty was formed, and in less
than two weeks some of the subscribers to
the agreement were shading prices, and
finally all got back to the old figures. For
domestic purposes ice was furnished at
from 26 to 30 cents per one hundred pounds,
which s as cheap as any kind of ice can
be furnished and the dealer pay his men
ani ake good care of his horses and equip-
ment, in which items lies the heaviest ex-
pense.”

Brightwood Waterworks,
Manufsoturers at Brightwood, as well as
its citizens, are jubilant over the prospects
of getting pure soft water in abundance.
The preliminary steps have been taken
to consitruct waterworks which will amply
supply this thriving Indianapolis suburb, and

with witer that Is pure as well as soft
and adapted to all uses. The Blg Four is
tak ng c(onsiderable Interest In the matter
as It will be used for not only their shops,
but for the lar number of locomotives
which are housed at Brightwood. The com-
mittee which has the whole matier In
charge is rather pleasad with the plant at
Knightstown, Ind., which, while not very
expensive, is very complete and serviceable,
Within a short time the committee will
decide on what the plant shall be; then
work will be proceed with vigoroualy.

Canning Season Closed.

The frosts of the last few mornings have
cut off the tommato and other crops, and thus

ends the season with the packing houses,
Van Camp & Co., Tuesday, dropped from
their pay rolis between six and seven hun-

dred people, mostly women, and have but
eighty now at work in the soup agd catsup
departments. The American Canning Com-
pany has shut down after having one of the
best seasons since it was established, tHus
throwing between two and three hundred
out of employvment. Three months ago it
was said that less corn and tomatoes would
be canned than usual, but directly the re-
verse s the case, Larger quantities of
both have been canned than ever before, as
both the Polk and the Henry canning com-
panies make equally favorable reports with
the two first named.

Indianapelis Horse Market.

For years Ir 12 has been prominent as
a State to buy good horses, but in
the last vear it has come into more prom-
inence through auction sales, which were
first established semi-weekly in thls city by
Blair & Baker. Two more large sales barns

have now been established, and In the
month of September over fifteen hundred
horses were sold in Indianapolis. A large
per cent. of these were shipped away from
hers, one firm shipping fortv-five carloads.
Buvers now attend these sales from East-
ern. Bouthern and Northern markets in con-
siderable numbers. At tihe last sale elghty
horses were purchased for export, a new
feature in the business for Indianapolis,
The three sales stables have a capacily to
care for twelve hundred horses at one time.

Mr. Voorhees, Read This.

Last spring the price of wool was so low
that some of the dealers purchased more
largely than usual and stored it, looking
for better prices, but as yet have been un-
abla to get even as high figures by 2 cents

a pound as they paid for thelr wool. 1In
fact, of late they have been unable to get
even an offer for it.  One firm now has
stored in the southern part of the city
260,000 pounds of woel, and the firm has
about abandoned the idea of getting out of
their season's wool business withouti con-
siderable loss.

Indastrial Notes.

Tucker & Dorsey are gxperiencing a tem-

rary boom In trade. Last week the firm
had sixty men at work and were working
nightly until 9 o'clock.

Reeves & Company, manufacturers of
threshers, engines, ete., have leazed, for a
terin of years, the large bulldings on South
Tennessee street recently occupied by Blair
& Baker.

President Bennett, of the Indianapolis
Stove Company, states that the company
is now working 100 msn out of the usual
120. He said their sales were exceeding
1823 but not up those of 1882,

Swift & Company will this week open
business here. The new cold storage house
on Kentucky avenue is completed and some
lively competition in the sale of dressed
meats I8 now looked for among the four es-
tablishments of this kind,

Olaf Oisen, proprietor of the Indianapolis
machine and bolt works, will this moring
start up his foundry, putiing fifteen men
at work. In his machine shops he is now
employing sixty men., half his usual force,
and has work to keep them busy for the
present,

Rumely & Company,
threshers, englnes, etc.,, have torn down
the old frame bullding ..ey have occupied
for some years on the corner of Tennessee
and Georgin streets, preparatory to erecting
a three-story brick bullding covering the
entire ground.

A. A. Helfer & Son are just completing
an addition to their carriage works on
North Tennessee street. The building is of
brick, one hundred feet long by flty wide
and two stories high. They expect 10 man-
ufacture carriages and buggles as well as
to do repair work.

Ellis & Helfenberg report business good.
They are employing as many men as at any
time since thelr works were established,
This company sells a good deal of its work
in the Southern States, and report that since
the State fair thelr iron fence trade, es-
pecially in Indiana, has improved.

When {n Germany, D. M. Parry, president
of the Parry Manufacturing Company, pur-
chased & two seated carriage and a dray
of native manufacture and he has them on
exhibition at his works. The carrlage will
we!gh fully twice as much as the American
build of the same plan. All the iron work
is done by hand and it has a clumsy look,
but is of substantial character. The drayv
{s not as heavy as the American dray. It
has four wheels and is lower than the
American build.

The new company which takes the In-
dianapoli=s Cabinet works will not manu-
facture their own veneering. It is stated
that one of the great leaks with the works
when under the Coffins was the department
of veneering, which only the most exper-
fenced can manufacture with profit. In-
dianapolis has become quite noted in this
industry. The Pullman company for veara
has purchased most of it veneering
from our manufacturers. There are two
large veneering manufactories here and
they have a capacity to turn out twelve mil-
lion feet a year.

The XKaffirs have succeeded in invading
a portion of Laurenzo Marquez.

Chief Justice Bleckley, of Georgia, ten-
dered his resignation to Governor Northen.

POTATOES HIS ONLY WEAPONS.

How a Humorouns Kentucky Dominie
Brought the Code Into Ridicule.
Lexington (Ky.) Transcript.

One way of combating an evil practice
is to make it ridlculous. It was by this
means that dueling was stopped In a cer-
taln district in Kentucky some forty years
ago, At that time a traveling preacher
named Bowman, a strong, muscu man,
was conducting a series of religious meet-
ings in Kentucky. At one of them a well-
known desperate character created a dis-
turbance, and, being ﬁubllcly rebuked by
Bowman, sent him a challenge to fight.

The preacher’'s first thought was to treat
the matter with silent contempt. Then he
reflected that dueling was all too eommon
in that region, and he decided to accept
the challenge.

As the challenged party, Bowman had
the choice of weapons. He selected a hall
bushel of large Irish potatoes, and stipu-
lated that his opponent must stand fifteen
paces distant, and that only one potato
at a time should be taken from the meas-
ure.

The desperado was furious, but Bowman
insisted upon his rights as the challenged
arty, and threatened to denounce the fel-
ow as a coward if he made further ob-
jections. Seeing no way out of the scrape,
the desperado at last consented.

The contest took place on the outskirts
of the town, and almost every‘bodhln the
place turned out to see the fun. e Bec-
onds arranged the two men in sition
by the side of each being a hal bushel
measure filled with good-sized potatoes.

Bowman threw the first one. It struck
his opponent in a central spot and fell In
pleces, A shout of delight went up from
the crowd, which flurried the desperado,
and his potato flew wlide of the mark. Bow-
man watched his chance,-and every time
his opponent stooped for a tato another
one hit him in the side, leaving a wet spot
on his eclothes and then scattering on all
gides. The fellow was hit in this way five
times; then the sixth potato struck him
in the short-ribs, and he lay on the grass
doubled up with pain groaning
“Enough.”

The bystanders went wild with delight,
but Mr. Bowman looked very sober.
desperado was taken home and put to bed,
and there he stayed for more than & week.
And when he appeared again he was
greeted with =0 many jokes that life was
almost a burden to him. That was the
end of dueling in that region.

THE MINING OF ASPHALT.

How iire Popular Paving Materianl Is
Taken Out in Califorania.

Harper's Weekly.

By far the most Interesting, largest and
most valuable asphalt deposits yet discov-
erel in this country are the two known
collectively as the “Alcatraz,” located thir-
ty milea a t on the sea coast of Santa
Barbara. & most westerly of these, La
Patera mine, some fifteen miles from the
city of Santa Bar is of rock asphalt-
um, which is mined llke coal, and breaks
off in large chunks, exhibiting a perfect
conchoidal fracture. It i8 found in thick
seams, inclosed by walls of shale, and ex-
tends to unknown depths., The ma.ila' shaft
of La Patera is now down ut feet,
at which level there is no of diminu-
tion in the supply. An interesting feature
of this unique mine is the steady asphaltic

rowth constantly taking place in the

rifts. The material, being slightly plastic,

i8 forced Into every opening by pressure
from below, so that last year more than
fifty feet of actual growth were cut away
in order to keep the workings open.

Ledges of this rock asphaltum extend far
out beneath the esea, and it is interesting
to note that specimens broken from the
surface of these, where they have been
exposed to the action of salt water for
ages, show the same chemical and physic-
al qualities as do samples from the bot-
tom of the deepest Inland shaft.
