County Commissioners Practice Bad
usiuess Methods.

Nothing that Is purchased by the Marion
county officials is purchased under contract
with the lowest bidder if there ls any way
whatever to avoid the necessity of thus
opening competition and receiving the ben
efit of it The commissioners and their ap-

pointees have no regard for the manner of
expending the county's funds. Instead of
purchasing from the lowest bidder such
supplies as are needed by the county in
stitutions the superintendents of the Insti
tutions simply buy wheresoever they will,
and send the bills to the commissioners who
O. K. them without question. By this
method it is possible to sugar political
favorites, and the superintendents of insti-
tutions have unlimited license in the mat-
ter of such purchases. The taxpayers have
absolutely no guaranty that such superin-
tendents even attempt to exercise any dis-

cretion in the purchases, and no assurance
that any effort is made to buy where sup-
ples can be procured for the least money,
t leaves to the superintendents abundant
atitude to favor friends at the expense of

the taxpayers.
Of the supplies purchased for use at the

county asylum the number that are pur-
chased under contract awarded on com-
petitive bids ls exceedingly small. The in-

stitution uses a great many drugs and Its
bills for medicines are very large during
sme month3. The contract to furnish
drugs and medicines to the institution
would be a valuable one to any druggist,
but its medicines are not purchased In this
way. The superintendent of the Institution
does 'not even regard the interests of the
taxpayers of sufficient Importance to try to
secure the goods which are bought In
wholesale quantities at wholesale prices.
For several years past the drugs used by
the institution have been purchased from
Charles W. Elchrodt a retail druggist on
North West street. The records in the
commissioners' office show the amounts al-
lowed him for drugs at the county asylum.
For three years past not a month has
passed that he was not allowed a large
bill for drugs. The bills range from $40 to
$100 each month and are Invariably In
favor of Elchrodt

Selling Without LIcenne.
Conrad Monniger, aged sixty-si- x years, a

saloon keeper at NO. 290 Indiana avenue,
was arrested yesterday by detective Bal--
cam and patrolman Thome on two charges
of selling liquor without a license. Mon--
niger's license, according to the officers
statements, expired about a years ago, and
he has since that time been selling with-
out either a county or city license.

TWO DEATHS AT A CROSSING.

RS Fonr Train Xo. 17 Killed Mrs. dim
mer and Her Son.

Mrs. Charles Wimmer and her eleven- -
year-ol-d son Louis were killed by a Big
Four train at the National road crossing,
near Eagle creek, yesterday, about nooi.
They were in a buggy driving westward!
The track runs diagonally across the road
at a very sharp angle. The train was No.
17, on the St Louis division of the Big
Four, which leaves the Union Station at
11:50 o'clock. As the track nears the Na-
tional road it takes a down grade, and the
trains usually are under great headway
when they go over the crossing. The train
was moving at the rate of forty miles an
hour, when the engineer saw a buggy con
taining a woman and a boy, Mrs. Wimmer
and her son, ahead on the track. The horse
was frightened, and. though it lunged
around, it kept the buggy on the track.
The engineer pulled the whistle. Mrs.
Wimmer saw the danger and applied the
whip and jerked at the reins with her
utmost strength, but the horse did not
pull them out of danger. The train was by
this time in a few feet of the buggy. The
engineer applied the air-brak- es and pulled
the whistle once more, but It was too late.
The engine struck squarely between the
horse and buggy. The horse was instantly
killed and the buggy wrecked. Mrs. Wim
mer and her son were carried In a portion
of the wreck to a cattle guard and then
dropped off to one side. Witnesses to the
accident hastened to thesr aid, but they
found that tke coy w-x- s dead. Mrs. Vim- -

mer was breathing sligntly, but died within
a few minutes. Their bodies were not man
gled. The train was stepped and the crew
informed Coroner Beck. Mrs. Wimmer
was forty-on- e years old, and leaves a hus
band and three daughters.

Mr. Wimmer is a painter by trade, .and
until recently the family resided at No. ISO
fchemeld avenue. Ilaughville. A short time
ago they moved to a small farm not far
.from where the accident occurred.

IIE SEDS THE CIVIL SERVICE CEN
SOR A DIRECT ANSWER.

Snya the CKy Employes May Con
tribute to Their Parties, but Muy

Safely Refuse If Tbey Deaire.

The letter of Lucius B. Swift to Mayor
Denny and the heads of the departments
condemning him and the other officials for
not Interfering in the acceptance by Mr.
Trusler of political contributions from city
employes yesterday called out a reply from
Mr. Denny. Mr. Swift denounced the con
tributions as political blackmail, wrung
from employes under compulsion through
fear of losing their positions, and quite out
of harmony with the charter. He demand
ed as a considerable taxpayer "that If the
city employes were receiving more than
they rightfully earned their salaries should
be cut to the amount of the 1 or 2 per cent.
assessment, in order that the city should
derive the benefit instead of the party or-
ganization:?. The Mayor's response reads:
"Lucius B. Swift, Esq., city:

"Dear Sir I received ths communication
left by you at my office yesterday. I re
gret that you did not at least see me about
tne matter in question before addressing
the representatives of the city government
in the way you did. While I do not know
that anything I could have said would
have changed your views on the subject,
yet I feel that the position I have taken
along the line of Introducing business meth-
ods into the city's affairs, allowing politics
to follow rather than lead, deserves a't
least some consideration and commenda
tion from you and tne other gentlemen who
have been forerunners in the cause of
civil-servi- ce reform. As you well know, I
had never taken, until the beginning of my
official term, any part la the civil-servi- ce

movement, and may not therefore be suf-
ficiently informed on the subject to cor-
rectly determine ud of the proprieties con
nected with this matter falling under the
requirements of the city charter. Indeed,
the whole matter was new to me when I
assumed the duties of the office of Mayor
one year ago. As soon as I had the time
to give a little thought to tne provisions
of the charter I introduced the subject in a
conference of the heads of departments.
and after due consideration, a set of rules
was adopted in accordance, as I believe,
with the letter and spirit of the
charter. Since then I have tried to
see those rules respected and en
forced. I have done this at the expense
of offending many good friends, for I felt
that it was my first duty to respect and
uphold the law, thereby fulfilling the prom
ises contained in my party piatrorm ana
my own public declarations during the
campaign, even t the cost of offending
those who have been near to me politically
and socially The charter Itself contains
no provision forbidding employes from con
tributing to campaign expenses, ana i
think, therefore, that such a prohibition in
the rules would have been outside of the
authority of the heads of departments to
promulgate. , I am free to say, however,
that no kind cf threat or intimidation
should accompany any request made to a
city employe for a political contribution.
I am sure that none has been made or at- -
temnted bv Mr. Trusler or any other person
connected with the city government. If I
am correct in this statement 1 cannot see
on what ground your criticism can be Justly
founded. I did not take part In the prep-
aration of the circular letter sent out by
request of the Republican committee, and
knew nothing about the matter until the
public press made mention of It, yet I
frankly say to you that I do not believe
any wrong has been committed. The em-
ployes receiving the letter in question have
paid the amount suggested, or refused to
do so. ss they have seen fit. I am sure
no one of them has felt or even suspected
that his future continuance in his position
depended on the fact as to whether
he paid or not. I can say to
you positively that no such thing as a re-

moval because of refusal to pay would be
tolerated by this administration. It is well
known that the Democratic committee
made a similar request and have been re-
ceiving such contributions from its half of
the city employes, and hence, it cannot be
contended that the Republicans, because
they have a majority on the official boards,
are receiving any advantage politically In
this matter.

"It has always seemed to me to be a
greater wrong to ask private citizens, who
expect no office, to pay the legitimate ex-
penses of a campaign, than to ask those
who hold the offices to do so. I wish It
were so that political campaigns' could be
conducted without so large an expense.
Indeed, I wish It could be doni without
any expense at all: but you know, as well
as I, that under our system of government
this cannot be done. Until sdme radical
change Is made, therefore, in conducting
campaigns in this country, I apprehend
that those who hold positions and receive
salaries on account of their affiliation with
political parties, will not only contribute
to the legitimate expenses of campaigns,
but will expect and desire to do so. It
seems to me that it is but common justice
that they should look at the matter in thatlight.

"I may be mistaken about thls whole
matter, and if in the future I should con-
clude that I am, I will be as frank In with-
drawing the views I have here expressed,
as I bave been in communicating them to
you.

BODY STILL UNIDENTIFIED.

Theory of Murder Suggested, but Not
Probable.

The hat of the unknown man whose body
was recovered from the canal at Broadcut
Friday morning was found In the water at
the aqueduct yesterday by a colored boy.
It was turned over to Coroner Beck, who
found a bullet hole through the brim, and
also some powder marks. For a time it
was thought that a clew to a murder had
developed, and a minute examination of the
body was made. The left ear and left side
of the neck were found to be powder
burned. The coroner then advanced the
theory that the man while intoxicated fell
In with thugs on the bridge north of the
aqueduct Thursday night, and that during
the fight he lost his balance, fell Into the
canal and wa3 drowned. Elliott Johnson,
who resides in that neighborhood, reported
to the coroner that on Thursday night he
heard three distinct shots, and it is sup-
posed that they were fired by the dead
man's assailants. Three cartridges were
missing in the chamber of the revolver
found In the dead man's pocket, but three
of the same caliber were found in a pocket,
and no importance ls attached to that. The
name of a young woman was learned yes-
terday who was seen talking with the dead
man near the aqueduct Thursday. The
name "Philip" was found scratched on a
small tobacco-bo-x revealed In the search at
the undertaker's morgue. Yesterday a man
who said his home is In Peoria, 111., called
at the morgue and identified the body as
that of a butcher of that city, whom he
had seen many times but whose name he
could not remember. Coroner Beck hat
sf-n- t a full description of the body to the
Peoria authorities, and hopes to get an
identification to-da- y.
